We oresorry to learn that the condition o,

Mr. John H. Heizer is so critical. The Men.
andoah Herald, publishedat Woodstock, in its
Issue of Friday last, Says:?

"Mr. Jno H. Helzer,a former citizen of this
place, who was robbed and thrown from a train
iv Washington, and had his foot crushed off
under thecar wheels Is lyingln a crltlosl con-
dition atbis home In that city. When first
ta-i en to Providence Hospital his foot was am-
putated, but ln a lew days after gangrene set
up in tho wound and a second amputation was
made Just below the knee. No better results
followed tbe second operation as gangrene aud
blood*poisoning a,;aln appeared. The men wbo
first found Mr. Helzer beside the railroad track
twisted a rope tightly around the leg to stop
the great flow of blood and the flesh was bruis-
ed by thepressure ot ihe rope. It was at this

i point that, the second amputation was made
- -nd was soon seen to be a failure On Thurs-

day, of last wean, tbe third ampntatloa was lo
' have be«n aiade ata pointabove the knee, but

belore the hour set lor the operation Mr. Heiz-
er's faml'y had him removed to his home.

' This was done against theadvice of the hospit-
al physicians, but Mr. Helztr said that 11 he
had to die he preferred to die at home. Our
latest reports state the family think his condi-
tion somewhat Improutd.and aa soon as ha is
thought to be strong enough Ur. J. Ford

' Tnonipson, the celebrated surgeon of Washing-
ton, will perlorm the third operation."

and that he died from theresult ot tbat injury.
Tioket Agent Moore swore that every ttcSet
issued on the train which passed over Mr.
Heizer's leg was handed to the conductor and
accounted for. Gat-keeper Boilers testified
that he remembered no one answering the de-
scription of Mr. Helzerpassing the llcket gate
to take the train, Brakernao Lloyd testified
that he sat on a seat of the car looking out up
on the platform from which Mr. Helzer stated
he was thrown, and saw neither Helzer, the
men who threw him from the train nor any-
thing unusual. Mr. Sleeper testified that he
did not expect Mr. Heizer at Taooma on that
night. The detective, having followed all
clues had found nothing to show either that
Heiz»r got on the train or was thrown off ex
cept that Gateman McGlnley.ol the G. street
crossing, told bim that a stranger told him
about the time ol Mr. Heizer's injury that a
man had justhad his foot cut on by the train,
aud then asked wi.en a train would leave for
Frederick. The jury found a verdict that
"Heizercame to his death February 6, IS9I, at -
bis residence, irom injuries tothe leg received
in being thrown from a train ot the Baltimore
and Ohio Kallroad on the night of January 10,
Ix9l said injuries resulting ln gangrene and
exhaustion." And they add: "We believe
from the evidence that the man was robbed
and thrown from the train by some person or
persons untvnown to theJury." It will be ob-
served thatlthe verdictIs founded entirely upon ?
the Biatemeat made i.y the deoeased and re-
Mated to the jury.

Mr. Heizer had taken out an acoldent Insur-
ance poilcv, and If he had lived he would j
doubtless have gotteb, if the testimony used j
in the inquestshould satisfy a Circuit Court
jury, a heavy verdict against the Baitlmore '
and Ohio Railroad Company. The question of '
fact and responsibility would probably be '
further litigatedln the courts" J

As a whole the condition
of winter wheat ln Ihe West rarely averages
better at this period of tbe year tban at the
present time.

These reports furnish a, good indlcaton in
regard to remaining stocks of wheat ln the
winter grain reglous?pointing quite plainly
to a smaller supply than usual for the time of
year, evidently considerably below corres-
pondingtime last year, and suggestinga close
approach to exhaustion of marketable supplies
in excess of local requirements, in the winter
grain States. Iv faot there are many interior
mills now placingorders lnSt. Louts and Chi-
cago for currentoperations whlcu usually ob-
tain supplies from near-by places. There are
occasional reports of quite fair quantities be-
ing held back. In expectation of better prices.
