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Cleveland’s Position as we Understand it
Oar understanding of Cleveland’s posi-
tion is that he has no desire to be a candi-
date for the Presidency on his own person-
al account, as he has nothing to gain by it,
as it wounld not add anything to the honors
already conferred upon him, whilst it
would be attended necessarily with many
cares and responsibilities and “much un-
pleasantness. He has a desire for the suc-
cess of tariff-reform, with which hie name
and fame are so intimately connected, and
the trinmph of the principles and policy of
the Democratic party, of which he is such
an able advocate &nd such a conspicuous
member, and he wishes the party to select
that man who would receive the strongest
and most united support of the party so as
more cartainly to secure the success of the
party. He does not seek the nominaticn,
and acts upon the true policy that for an
office of such dignity and importance, the
office should seek the man,and not the man
the office. If the party,with an opproxima-
tion to unanimity, should tender him the
nomination, believing him to be the strong-
est man, he would accept it, but we do not
believe that he would allow his name to be
presented in the convention if he thought
it would create any material dissension in
the party. He has no personal reason to
desire the nomination, but if he should be
the decided choice of the party, it would be
his patriotic duty to sacrifice his personal
wishes, and to accept the nomination.

What Cleveland Himself Says.

THE STATEMENT OF THE WASHINGTON POST
WITHOUT TRETH OR AUTHORITY.

A correspondent of the New York
Herald in that paper of Saturday last says :
¢ called on ex-President Grover Cleveland
Friday and showed him an article pub-
lished in the Washington Posi which stated
most emphatically and purported to be
given on the best authority that Mr. Cleve-
fand would not suffer his name to be used
as a candidate in the next Presigential
campaign, and that he was about to write
a letter to that effect.

The despatch said further that a caucus
of his friends had been held with a view to
uniting upon some other democrat for 1802,
as all persnasion had failed with Mr. Cleve-
land.

When I showed this to the distinguished
leader of his party, he thought it of so little
importance that he at first declined to be
interviewed on the matter. I pointed ont
that the article would be copied all over
the country, and Mr. Cleveland then con-
sented to reply to my questions.

HIS CAREFUL STATEMENTS.

I asked him if he intended to write the
letter referred to. ' The following are Mr,
Cleveland’s words, which I took down in
shorthand and then read over to him. Mr.
Cleveland said my notes were correct :—

“T have never had such an intention. In
point of fact, I am not giving very much
thought to the matter stated in tho de-
spatch you show me. I have not said any-
thing in public or private to lead any one
to believe that I am anxious to obtain a re-
nomination to the Presidency.

My ideas on that subject are quite well
understood by all with whom I have con-
versed and who are at all entitled to be
called my friends.

“If it be true that there has been a con-
sultation of my democratic friends at which
conference my name was mentioned I know
nothing about it.

FOR THE GOOD OF THE PARTY.

¢] may say that I bave such confidence
in the unselfish democracy of my friends
that whatever they may determine on I am
sure will be for the gaod of the party. I
have not expressed to them any settled
determination touching my relations to the
next campaign, and there has, therefore,
been no occasion for them to attempt to
have me change such a determination.”’

Coming From Winter Quarters.

Wheat and grass have come from under
their winter covering of snow with all the
appearance of having entered upon the
stage after passing through winter quarters.
The season was beneficial every way to
these crops in our section of country. The
surface was rather dryer than desirable
wher the first snow fell, bat the continu-
ance in falling at intervals with moderate
thawing = supplied = sufficient moisture
through the seven weeks of duration. The
life of these crops, as they passed through
the winter, was one of the kindest nursing
of pature. Warmth and moisture were
supplied instead of bareness of covering
and crisping dry winds that often cut the
hopes of producers short ere the genial
spring and warm sun come to do their part.
Stifled roots in hard cold soil will not now
exhaust the benefits of many showers and
weeks of early spring time to obtain a
growing start for the plants. They are
already putting on a full coat of lively
green on stalks of unmistakable strength,
A good large crop of wheat would dif-
fase as many blessings in our country as
any other boon of the kind which can come
to reward the toil of the farmer. We speak
unreservedly in estimating the value of the
blessing in a good yield, even under the
possibility of lower prices for the cereal,
about which, however, there are no un-
favorable evidences pointing in that di-
rection.
We have no recollection of having ever
observed fairer prospeots at this time of
the growing season for wheat and grass
than are now presented in our Valley
country. The increase of merchant-milling
establishments, especially as they are to be
observed in Staunton and Augusta county,
will create a still livelier home market for
our steadily-increesing production, "and
altogether the wheat-growers of Augusta
and adjoining counties have as cheerful
prospects before them for rewards in pro-
ducing this cereal as have their brethren
elsewhere, including the fruitful western
fields.
The town-builders and the men planting
manufactaring industries, should remem-
ber that the milling enterprises are a class
which should receive from them early and
careful attention. A country as capable as
is ours of producing raw material should
receive that attention which secures for it
all the necessary manufacturing facilities
to shape that material intosupplies to meet
the consumption demanded. The demand
for bread-stuffs is largely increasing and
will continue to grow. It will not only be
wise to make the flour necessary for home
demand, but it will be equally so to be-
come extensive exporters. A commercial
center with a fall share of trade in bringing
in wheat and sending out flour, is one of
strength and stability—of enlarging pros-
pects, inviting its people to the highest
aims. ;
In looking over our grain- and grass-
fields, as they are now coming out of
winter quarters, reflections like those in
which we are now indulging involuntary
spring up. They open the way to the
cheerfully-hoped-for future that shall be
rich in 1ts blessings for the toiling men
who caltivare the soil.

Reciprocity and Protection.

Hon. Hamilton Fish, Secretary of State
during President Grant’s administration, in
a recent interview expresses uneqaivocally
his views on reciprocity and the McKinley
tariff bill. We take the following from
the published interview :

“*What do yeu think of the South Ameri-
can reciprocity treaty ?’’

¢ Oh, I don’t want to criticise. I don’t
know what the word reciprocity means as
it is used now. It may mean a vote for
President or 2 vote for a Senator, or what
pot? I am in favor of reciprocity in the
broadest, fullest sense of the tarm, rec-
iprocity which means trade and” benefit to
the people. I have always been in favor of
a certain messure of protection to infant
industries. But the child grows and the
industries do not ferever remain infants.—
There comes a time when protection ceases
to be a necessity, when industries do pot
need to be fed with pap.

“Then do you think that reciprocity in
its broadest measures and generally ap-
plied would be a good thing for the United
States at large to day?”’

“Decidedly I do. And I believe that
the McKinley tariff is prokibition, and not
protection. There was no necessity for it.
You may quote me as believing true rec
1procity in all directions 0 be a wise policy
for our country and—I am not a restric-
tionist.”’

Death of Rev. J. G. Armstrong.

This elcquent minister died at Atlanta,
Ga., at 3 o’cleck jast Sundaygafternoon.—
He had not been in the ministry for several
years, haviog been deposed.

The end of his somewhat eventful life
was entirely unexpected, and came with a
shock to his friends.

Dr. Armstrong returned to Atlanta a
few days ago from a very successful Jecture
tour in Ohio and Indizna. He wzs ap-
parently in the best of health and spirits,.—
Saturday night he wrote upon his Hamlet
leoture which he predicted would be his
masterpiece, far surpassing nis Julius
Cwzsar and Richard I1I. Af a late hour he
laid down upon a sofa in his library, and
in this position was .discovered Sunday
morning in an unconscious condition, and
remained so until his death in the after-
noon, .

He was born in Belfast, Ireland, in 1836
and consequently was fifty-five years old at
his death.

He went some years sgo from Trinity
Church in Hannibal, Mo., to 8t.; Matthews
Church at Wheeling, W. Va., and from
there to the Monumental Church at Rich-
mond, Va., and from there, about 6 years
ago, to St. Philips Church in Atlanta, Ga,
He resembled J. Wilkes Booth in a re-
markable degree. A special despatch from
Wheeling in Monday’s Washington P ost
8ays :—

“Rev. J. G. Armstrong was for years a
pastor of this city, and was remarkable for
his resemblance to J. Wilkes Bocth; many
people maintaining to this day that he was
Booth. There certainly was a strong re-
semblance, even to a gun-shot wound in
the leg 2nd a scur cn the ek, Wher ¢ n
frouted with the stories here he always de-
clined to talk on the subject, and all efforts

to trace his past history were futile. He
refuted to talk of Lincoln’s assassination.’”

The remains of Gen. William T. Sher-
man arrived at 8t, Louis at 8:30 o’clock
Saturday morning, and were buried in
Calvary Cemetery by the side of his wife
and two sons at 2:30 P. M., the same day.
An imposing military procession followed
the remains to the cemetery. Great crowds
of silently respectful people assembled at
Union S:ation and along the route of the
procession. Bells were tolled, cannons
fired and many signs of public mourning
were visible. Two hundred members of
the ex Confederate Asscciation of Missouri
marched in the parade.

And His Name is Jones,

A Mexico, Mo., special dispatch saya:

R. J. Jones, of this city, is constructing
a model of an invention that will revolution
ize the world and startle such electricians
as Thomas A. Edison. Mr. Jones has in-
vented a machine that will ultimately do
away with both steam and electricity. and
instead ruun engines and all kinds of ma-
chinery with either compressed air or water.

It is a hydraulic engine, and is attached
to the regular steam engine by a valve that
lets the compressed air into the boiler, and
by the simple touch of a lever with the hand
sets the machinery in motion, which runs
perpetually until shut off by the opaning up
of anotber valve that lets the compressed
air escape, the hydraalic eogine keeping up
its work couotinually. By this means an
engine can be ezsily controlled or goveroed
as if by steam and run at an almost trivial
cost, Mr. Joues, the inventor, has a mocdel
that has been tried to his entire satisfaction,
and ke is now construocting ove in this city,
12 by 14 inches, expressly to secure a pat-
ent. The inventox claims that ina year
there will be very few engines in this coun-
try run by steam. The model as shown is
one of neatness, acd is the simplest piece of
machinery in existence. The hydraulic
pumps in conneetioa will stand the pressure
of over 700 pounds of compresied air or wa-
ter to the square inch, avd the inventor
claims that it can be made to stand a pres-
sure even greater than this. Mr. Jones
says people may ca!l it a fake aod all sach,
but, said he: :
“Anu incessant study of twenty years on
this subject has at last revealed to me the
secret of an invention that will no doubt
startle the universe, and after trying my
machine to my own delight I am ready to
say to the world that perpetua! motion has
been solved.”
Mr. Jones is 44 yeais old, a native of Vir-
ginia, and a farmer by occupation. He
moved to Liccoln county, this State, and
about threo wonths ago from there to Mex-
ico, where he is at present located. He has
worked just eight months upon the present
model of the machine he i8 now construct-
ing, and says that in a few days he will give
an exhibition of his invention, that the peo-
ple may be their own judges as to the ac-
curacy of his assertion.

MAGNIFICENT AND COSTLY PRESENTS.

At the residence of Edward S. Willing in
Philadelphia, on Tuesday, the 17th instant,
his daughter Ava Lawie Willing was mar-
ried to Mr, John Jacob Aster, son of Mr.
William Astor of New York. The ceremo-
ny was performed by Rev. Dr. Wm. Neilson
McVickar, Rector of the Protestant Epis-
copal church of the Holy Trinity of Phila-
delphia.

The families are very wealthy and the
presents to the bride were numerous, costly,
and magoificent. The Associated Press
telegram says that the groom’s gift was a
magnificent tiara of diamonds, possi-
bly unsarpassed by any in America. 'The
father of the groom gave a double bow not
of diamonds, from which hang pendant a
huge brilliant about the sizs of a nickel.
He also gave a diamond necklaca and a
crescent of diamonds and sapphires some
four inches in length. Mrs. Astor’s prin-
cipal gifts were five diamond stars, each as
large as a silver haif-dollar. These jewels
were enclosed in a massive box of solid sil-
ver. Mrs. Astor also gave eizht silver
dishes, each about three feet in length, Mr.
and Mrs. Morrell (nee Drexel) gave a silver
centre-piece about four feet long.

CONGRESS.

In the United States Senate, Monday,
Feb. 16th, Mr. Quay, rising bote'a peuon{l
explanation, made a detailed reply to the
current charges against him of corruption
and wrong-doing, and denied them all em-
phatically.

In the House, Mr. E. 1, Taylor, of Ohio,
apologized for words used in the heat of
debate to Mr. Fithian, of Illincis.

The House acopted the conference report
on the army apprepriation bill.

., Resolztions of regret at the death of Gen-
eral Sherman were adopted and a committee
appointed to attend his funeral,

In the Senate, Tuesday, 17th, Semator
Ingalls presented the credentials of his suc-
cesror, Mr. William A. Peffer. The dip-
lomatic and consulat bill was passed after
a debate oa the Hawaiian cable and a tilt
between Messrs. Hoar and Plumb on the
salaries and standing of American ministers
to foreign countries. Senator Quay urged
the passage ot a bill permitting raiiroads to
make raduced rates to commercial travelers.
The copyright bill was taken up and dis-
cussel. .

In the Houee a resolution was reported
{or the impeachment of Alexander Boarman,
judge of the United States District Court
for the Western District of Louisiana. The
Indian appropriaticn bill was reported to the
House from committee of the whole and the
previous question was ordered oun its pas-
sage. The general deficiency- bill was re-
ported to the House.

: The Senate Wednesday passed the copy-
right bill, which Senatyr Daniel character-
ized as a measare to butcher authors snd
the people for the benefit of publishers.

The Senale also passed a bill providing
for a new custom-house in New York.

Speaker Reed being confined to his rooms
by a cold, Mr. Payson, of Illinois, presided
over the House, which passed the Indian
appropration bill, and went into committee
of the whole on the postoffice appropriation
bill, which was still under copsideration
when it adjourned.

In the Senate, Thursday, Mr. Ingalls
tendered his resignation as President pro-
tempore of that body. The Senate passed
a sabstitute for House bill to define the
Jjurisdiction of the Police Court of the Dis—
trict of Columbia and passed the Indian
depredations bill, to which a number of
amendments were added. A bill was in-
troduced giving a pension of $2,500 a year
to the widow of Admiral Porter.

In the House there was some verbal
sparring batween Speaker Reed, who has
recovered from his recent indisposition, and
Mr. Springer, of Illinois. A bill was pass-
ed referring to the Court of Claims a claim
of the Portland (Maine) Company.

In the Senate Friday one hundred and
thirty pension bills were passed in forty-five
mioutes. The Nicaragua canal bill was
taken up and debated, Senator Vest taking
strong ground against it as a violation of
the Claytoo-Bulwer treaty.

The House after the usual lively scenes
with Speaker Reed took up the bill for the
relief of the Supreme Court and noan-con-
curred in the Senate amendments,

In the Benate, Saturday, a bill was
passed prohibiting book-making and pool-
selling in ,Washington or Georgetown or
within one mile of their boundaries, The
bill does not take in the race courer, The
Nicaragua canal bill was taken up and Mr.
Morgan made an argument in advocacy of
it. Mr. Vest, referring to an allusion of
Mr. Morgan as to ‘‘railroad influence”
being behind the opposition to the bill,
repudiated the iosinuation as the ‘idle
vaporings of a man who considered his
judgment infallible,”” and said it would
never do to lend $100,000,000 to a canal
company and refase to lend the farmers
money on their real estate. Mr. Morgan
replied that Le enjoyed the Senator’s con-
tempt quite as fully as his good opinion,
and Mr. Vest retorted that he was welcome
to it, and be gave it to him with the
greatest alacrity. The conference report
;)n the navy appropriation bill was agreed
0.

In the House Mr. Fithian, of Illinois, in
a dispute over the reading of the journal,
told Mr. Milliken, of Maine, that he was
saying what was not true. The journsal
recorded a number of democratic members
as having voted who were absent, and they
protested, bu: without avail, Mr. Crisp, of
Georgia, denouncing the manner in which
the presiding cfficer made up and falsified
the record. The House was in a tumul$
and great excitement ensued, Guring which
Mr. Spioola, of New York, put a strip of
paper on his shoulder sud turned it defi-
antly toward the republicans. The Senate
bill fixing the salaries of United States
district judges at $5,000 was passed.

In the Benate, Monday, there was a dis-
cussicn on the proposition to print 100,000
copies of the report of the Agricultaral
Department on “Diseases of the Horse.””—
The proposition was opposed by Mr. Gor-
man acd others, and the number of copies
was redaced to 50,000. Mr. Morgan made
a personal statement, in which be strongly
objected to the criticism of a correspondent
regarding his support cf the Nicaragua
canal bill. The sundry civil appropriation
bill was taken up and further considered.

In the House the deficiency appropria-
tion bill was considered and the postcffice
apprepriation biil was paesed.

“ America for Americaos,’’ thay 8aid, and
accordingly they proceeded to build a
Chinease Wall around the country to cut
off trade with foreign nations. This ab-
surdity found its culmination in the Mec-
Kibley bill, the most uarighteous and out-
rageous measure that ever found a place
upon the etatate books of any people.

Mr. B'aine, however, who was wise en-
ough to uee the folly of this measure and
brave enough to deuounce it, succeeded
finally in getting in a provision by which
he hoped *0 secure to our paople the benefit
of recip' ~~al trade with Brazil and other
South A uerican States.

Avud now the question arises if reciprocity
or free trade with Brazil and other South
American States is a good thing, why
would it not be more 8o with Canada, with
which our ¢ ymmumication is clcser and our
trade large1? Will Mr. Blaine please rise
and explain?

We expect to hear but little about the
‘“‘home market’’ hereafter.

Thomas was arrest-
ed and placed in jail.

CAPTURE OF A MURDERER.—A special to
the Dispatch states that Alexander Tucker,
alias *‘Deaf’* Tucker, an escaped murderer,
was captured Friday at the top of the Alle-
ghany mountains, near New Castle, by two
West Virginia detectives.

Tucker, his wife and daughter made a
desperate resistance. One of the deotectives
is reported killed and Tecker wounded.

A Careless wiper in the round-house of
the Cypress yards of the Missoari Pacific
Railway in Kansas City, Kan., set fire to a
bunch of oily waste Wednesday night. The
fire spread rapidly, and ¢onsumed the house
and eighteen engines. The total loss is
estimated at $175,000. The Cypressround-
house became historic as the place of siege
during the Southwestern strike of 1886.

BURIAL OF (JEN. SHERMAN.—The United
States census office has announced the first
results of the inquiry as to personal indebt—
edness. The preliminary report from Ala—
bama and Iowa shows that the debt in Ala-
ama averages $26 to each oneof the popula-
tion, and in lowa $104 to each person. The
interest charges in Alabama vary from ore
to forty per cent., and in Iowa one to twenty
per ceat. Tee total real estate mortgage
debt in Alabatha in force Janunary 1, 1890,
was $39,027,983, and in Iowa $199,034,957.
The census office has collected abstracts of
nine million mortgages in the United
States.

AT IT AGAIN.—The democrats of Okla-
homa have carried the couaty elections. As
there is no dispute abouat that fact,they nat-
urally propose to seat the county officers.
But the republicans of Oklahoma, like those
of Connecticat, are equal to the emergenocy.
They do not deny that the democratic can-
didates were successful in the counties. All
the reports concar in this, but they now ia-
sist that Congress-has never given any- one
in the Territory the right to vote, and have
consequently applied for an injunction to
prevent the counting of the votes on the
ground that the election was invalid. Other
elections have been held in Oklahoma, and
there have been fights over them, and
ballot-boxes have been stolen, -and bitter
quarrels have arisen between rival towns.
It comes, tharefore, with a bad grace from
the men who assisted at these elections,
and profi-ed by them, to plead the iavalidity
of the souaty elections, at wiich they had

also vated and were defeate.d. ;

Free Coirage Defeated.

THE HOUSE COMMITTEE VOTES TO REPORT
IT ADVERSELY.

WasgiNagTON Feb, 20.—Within ten min-~
utes from the time the hearings were clos-
ed on the silver question at noon to dav the
members of the House coinage committee
had left the room of the ways and means
committee, in which latterly the hearivgs
bhave been conducted, and assembled in the
regular meeting-room of the committee.
There was practically no discussion in com-
mittee and the members proceeded prompt

1y to voting.

The first vote taken was on the Senate
bill for the free and unlimited coinage of
silver. On a yea-and-nay vote it was de-
cided by a majority of 8 to 4 to report this
bill to the House adversely, with a recom

mendation that it do not

The four members in the minority were
the old free coinage contingent of the com
mittee, Messrs. Carter, of Montana, and
Bartine, of Neyada, republicans, and Bland,
of Missourl, and Williams, of Illinois,
democrats. The eight members of the com-
mittee who composed the majority were:
Mr. Wickham, of Ohio, the chairman of the
committee, and Messrs. Walker, of Massa-
chusette, Comstock, of Minnesota, Knapp,of
New York, Taylor, of Illinois, republicans,
and Messrs. Tracey, of New York, Willcox,
of Concecticut, and Vaux,of Pennsylvania,
democrats. Mr. Knapp, of New York, was
not actually present, but he had given Mr.
Walker a written proxy authorizing the
latter. to represent him, and his vote was
cast against the bill according to his wishes.

After the free-coinage men found that
they were defeated on the Senate bill, Mr
Carter, of Montana, moved as a substitute
for the Senate bill a measure providing for
free-coinage of the American product. This
was also defeated—only Messrs. Carter and
Bartine actnally favoring it, though Mr.
Bland’s vote was recorded in favor of it. In
easting his vote Mr. Bland stated that he
would vote to report favorably a bill for the
free-coinage of the American prodact, but
that he would do so solely for the purpose
of getting it on the calendar of the House
with a favorable recommecdation, and that
he would reserve the right to oppose it on
the floor with a bill providing free and un-
limited coinage of silver, and did not intend
finally to vote in favor of Mr.Carter’s prop-
position.

Mr. Carter next moved anothersubstitute
for the Senate bill. That provided that for
the first three months after tLe passage of
the act the Secretary of the Treasury shall
purchase monthly in the open market ten
million ounces of silver, and that thereafter
he shall purchaze monthly six million
onnoes of silver, instead of four and a-half
millions, ss is anthorized under the present
law. This last motion also failed, securing
only two votes—those of Messrs. Carter
and Bartine—the two democratic free-coin-
age men, Messrs. Bland and Williams, vot-
ing against it.

While Mr. Bartine voted for the compro-
mise proposition he stated that he did so
with relactance and only for the purpose of
getting a favorable report to the House,
and that he should feel at liberty to vote
on the floor for some other silver measure.

It was then arranged that the chairman
of the committee, Mr. Wickham, of Ohio,
should draw up the report in bebalf of the
majority of the committee and present it to
the House ae promptly as possible. The
repott will be brief. A resolution was
agreed to giving the minority anthority to
submit their views to the House in the
shape of a minority report if they see fit to
do so.

Notbing was said in committee about
bringiag the bill before the House, and it
now goes to the foot of the already over-
burdened House calendar, with the recom-
mendation of the committee that it do not
pass.

FuNERAL.—The funerai of Rev. George
M. Fuonsten, late rector of St. Philip’s
Church, Atlanta, Ga., who died in that
city early Tuesday morning, took place
from St. Paul’s Church, this city, to day,
and was largely attended. The remains
reached here last night in charge of Messrs.
T. T. Dickson and T. H, Austin, vestry-
men of St. Philip’s Church, and accom-
panied by the deceased’s brother-in-law,
Rev. W. M. Dame, and his sister, Mrs,
Hioks. The coffin was covered with mag-
nificent flowers—tributes from those by
whom he was 80 loved and esteemed in At-
lanta. The funeral took place at 12 o’clock,
the seryices being conducted by Rev. Dr.
Norton, who was assisted by Rev. Dr.
Minnegerode (with whom the deceased was
associated as assistant rector of 8t. Paul’s
ia Richmond a few years since) and Rev.
Dr. Walker, of the Theological Seminary.
The pall-bearers were Messrs. Dickson and
Austin, of Atlanta, Rev. Drs. Nelson and
Carl Grammer of the Theological Seminary,
and Messrs. Thos, Semmes acd D. F. Ward,
of that iustivution. The remains wers in-
terred in the family lot in Ivy Hill Ceme-
tery, Among those present were a number
of the relatives and frieads of the deceased
from Baltimore, Richmond, St. Louis and
elsewhere.—Alex Gazelte of Friday.

Officer Maxey, the town sergeant of Black-
stone, this B:ate. Bishop was found in a
house aslesp, and was much surprised when
he discovered that he was in the clatches of
the law.

At 4 o’clock Monday morning he was
taken from the authorities and hanged.

Asout HoN, C. T. O'FERRALL AND HIS
cOMMAND.—The Charlestown ¥ree Press of
the 11th says: Hon. C. T. O'Ferrall wasja
guest at the Carter House on Friday night.
He was en roufe to his home in Harrison-
burg to spend the Sabbath with his family.
We evoked from the Colonel a modest plea
of guilty to the charge that his commaad
was the last organized body of Confederates
in Virginia that had an engagement—and
consequently *‘fired the last shot.”” In fact,
he had two engagements near Woodstock,
Va., after Appoinotment—not knowing that
Lee had surrendered, and the first intima-
tion he had of Lee’s capitulation wasobtain-
ed from prisoners taken there. Several
nights after Appomattox Col. O’Ferrall
with forty-eight men made a night attack
ona body of Federal cavalry numbering
three hundred and eigh®y-six, and he rout-
ed them—killed and wounded several, and
captured eighty horses and about forty men,
Night attacks are demoralizing. He dis-
mounted his men, waded a stream three
feet deep and charged as infantry with the
rebel yell. He had stationed his solitary
bugler at & convenient point with instruc~
tions to sound the cavalry charge when
signalled to do so; and he says ‘‘the boy
nearly blew his brains out.”” The ruse was
very effective.

When the McKinley high tarift bill was
before Co=gress, Secretary Blaine ventured
to remark that it would not open up any
market in the world to our agricultural
prodactions. The effect of that tariff in its
operations of only a few months not Jjonly
shows that Mr. Blaine was right in his
view of it, but that it has turned out worse
than was predicted; for our exportations of
agricultural prodaucts in the last seven
months bas fallen off more than $17,000,-
000 from those of the preceding year!

These fasts should certainly open the
eyes of the people and array the whole
agricultural interest of the country more
solidly against the McKinley bill and the
Republican party than ever before.—
Lynch. News.

A WELL-WRITTEN AN INTERESTING LET-
TER FROM CALIFORNIA.

FREsNo, CAL., Feb’y 10:h, '91.

Editor Spectator: My childhood's home
is in the grand old State of Virginia within
an hour’s ride of Stanoton. Ever since my
infancy the Spectator has been a fireside
companion at my Father’s hearth. It has
been several years since I had the pleasure
of reading it regularly, but whenever I do
spend an hour with it, I feel that I have
met an old friend. If you will give me a
small space in your columns, I will try to
write you a few lines concerning my West-
ern home, though I can give but a feeble
desciiption. It would take a ready pen and
a ready writer to do justice to this glowing
country. If my pen were plucked from
some beautifal bird of paradise and dipped
in the most gorgeous hue of the rain-bow,
I could do no more than describe this-eoun-
try truthfally, bat if the critic’s eye should
rest upon these lives, I trust he will deal
gently with them, for my pen is but a dall
lead-pencil without the inspiration of a
glorious past or the hope of a famous fa-
are.

I left my native State in the spring of
1887, and have bsen quite a wanderer since
then. I have spent most of the time in
Missouri, and think that a very fine coun-
try. About the middle of last December, I
decided to go to California and try my fort-
u e there for a time. I left Mexico, Mo,
December 16, arrived at Kansas City the
next day where I missed connection and
lay over several hours. Whea I again
found myself en route to Las Vegas, New
Mexico, and saw the last glimpse of the
fertile prairie of old Missouri fade away
like a cloud in the horizon, I felt that I was
cut loose from the secure anchorage of set-
tled life and cast adrift upon a doubtfal
world.

I stopped over in Las Vegas twenty-four
hours, and was delighted with the country
ind climate. All kinds of tropical plants
grow well there. After leaving thatquaint
little adobe city, the country was very
mountainoas for a long distance. Most of
Arizona, near the railroad, is nothing but
a sandy desert. No vegetation of any
kind except the cactus. Sometimes a soli-
tary mountain away off in the distance on
the edge cf the great sandy plains, would
be a new theme for id'e speculation. One
of the grandest sights I saw was Spanish
Peak. We came in sight of it early one
morning. The sun gilding its snow-cover-
ed crest, gave it a look of ethereal grand-
eur that lifted us, as it were, for the time
being, far above our common level, “from
nature, up to nature’s God.”” The peak is
about sixty miles from the railroad, but the
atmospherse is 80 clear and pure that it does
not look to be more than three or four
miles distant.

All of Southern California near the rail-
road is a desert until you get thirty miles
north of Mo Jave Junction which is right
in the centre of the desert and the most
desolate and forsaken-looking country I
ever saw. We lay over here twelve hours,
but did not greatly enjoy the visit. There
are many grand sights to be sezn in cross-
ing the Sierra Nevada mountains, The
raflroad is a wonderful display of engineer-
ing skill. We counted eighteen tunnels,
oue right afcer the other, bat do not know
that we counted a!l through which we
passed. After we crossed the mountains
there was a great change in the appearance
of the country. As we neared Fresno, one
of the finest counties in California, there
was a marked ;improvement. Fresno city,
the county seat, is located in the centre of
the great San Jozquin Valley, and on the
maia line of the Central Pacific R. R., 296
miles from Los Angeles,and 206 miles from
8an Francisco. The city is yet ia its in-
fancy, but has 15,000 inhabitants, several
streei-car lines, five banking institutions,
with capital stock ranging from $200 000 to
$8,000,000, thirteen church organizations,
and the second best business housss on the
Pacific coast. There are three who'esale
lumber-yards, several fagtories, four pack-
ing houses, and tho “Barton Grande,” the
finest opera house west of Danver.

Fresno county is the raisin centre of the
world, Last year it sent out 3800 carloads
of green and dried fruits, besides supplying
the local markets with 1300 carloads. One
of the county’s greatest attractions is her
lumber mills located in the BS.erra Nevada
Mts. Wages are very good at the mills in
the Summer, rangiog from $40 to $125 per
month,

Wheat raising in this country, as well as
barley and oats, was a very profitable busi-
ness a few years agoe. The vast plains
that were ot.ce waving their golden heads
of wheat and batley in the beautifal suza
shine awaiting the coming of the harvester,
are now almost one solid orchard of tropi-
cal fraits.

Sheep raising was for a long time a good
business here, but farming has increased so
rapidly, and the country settled up so fast
that the sheep businees is on the decline.
Most of the sheep are now owned by Portu-
guese, who herd cheir flocks on the foot
hills in the winter, and take them to the
mountains in the Summer. Bat I must re-
tarn to Fresno and its pleasant climate, I
am writing 10 my room without tre and in
my shirt sleeves, There are plenty of
grapes on the vines now, and oranges,
lemons, limes and bananas are growing
nicely here the whole year. The varieties
of people hers are es numerous as the
varieties of fruit, but not so_pleasant to
look upon, Oue sees every class and coan-
dition of mankied from the highest to the
lowest. But I am growiog too prolix and
must draw this letter to a close.

I wou!d not advise Virginia boys to come
here seeking their fortunes unless they are
willing to endure many hardships and
climb very slowly to success, for while
wages are far above the average there are
opposing disadvantages that almost over
balance the extra dollars. He ,who_has a
fair means of livellhood, would be more
than foolish to give up the genial home-
life of the Sunny South with her valiant
mea acd virtuous women for even the best
opporsunities in the far-famed golden west.
