LETTER FROM TEXAS.
AN INTEBB6TIKG ACCOUNT OF A CASS OF

MURDER BY A WOMAN?A SERIES OF
TRIALS?OTHERS TO COME.

San Dieoo, Texas, March 1891.?
While I was in Augusta county last
October, my friend, J. S. Beard, Esq., of
Parnassus, Va., called my attention to a
letter or appeal foi help just published,
signed by Mrs. Mary Inez McCabe, headed ,
"Public Jail, Matamoras, Mexico," and
dated Oct. Cth, 1890. I promised friend
Beard to write more fully about this case
as the facts occurred in my district, and I
was acquainted with the parties and tbe
facts; since then I have found out much I
did not then know, and will send some to
you In shape of an open letter, as tbe facts,
wbich are all true, read like a romance.?
The following is

MRS. M'CABE'S APPEAL.

"Public Jail, Matamoras, Mexico,
Oct. 6.?ln some of the leading papers
has appeared an appeal tor financial as-
sistance, with my signature thereto. Many
letters have been addressed to me asking
for a corroboration of the facts set forth
therein. To all I have this to say : That
the article above referred to is in every
respect true. As stated in that appeal, I
shot Max Stein, a rich merchant, on the
night of Aug. 17 its Reynoea, Mexico.?
This man Stein persecuted me with his at-
tentions, and in his pretensions to be an
officer, threatened to put me in jail if I did
not submit to him. Then he waylaid me
and attempted to violate my person. As a
result of the struggle I lost a child by pre-
mature birtb, and for three weeks lay at
death's door.

When I reoovered from this sickness
Stein continued his persecutions, and on
the night of Aug. 17, in Reynosa, Mexico,
very near my own bouse, while my husband
was sick in bed, be again criminally as
saulted me, and to prevent my person from
being violated I shot bim dead. I am
eighteen years old, a native Texan and the
wife of Judge H. T. McCabe. My maiden
name wss Mary Inez Buokelew. For the
killing of Stein I am now confined in tbe
Ca eel Public fpublic iail) of this city with-
out bond. I\u25a0\u25a0 m prostrated on my bed, and
bold a certificate from Dr. Barrigan, a
graduate of Mexico, tbat my sickness is
due to being confined in a damp room.?
The atmosphere is foul, there is no ventila
tion and I can havo no exercise. lam
penniless and destitute, not a dollar to em-
ploy counsel, unable even to buy necessary
medicines while sick, and if it w. I not for
the caarity of a Mexican lady I wonld go
hungry. lam in the same jail where are
confined the worst criminals of Mexico It
is said I am tbe first woman ever confined
in this terrible place. My distress is be-
yond description, and while waiting for my
triai I appeal for help to every true Ameri-
can.

To coiroborate my statement in refer-
ence to my condition, and that all at a
distance may know that this ia neither
romance nor fiction, but a stern reality, I
refer to tbe iollowiug well-known gentle-
men : F. Martinez, Civil Judge; Manuel
Ysasi, Clerk; Jose >I. Cantn Guerra, Civil
Judge; Dr. Gomez Mackelroy, Military
Surgeon; Col. N. Hernandez; Lieut Col.
Pina, Capt. Arteaga, of the Fifteenth
Cavalry, all of Reynosa, Tamaulipas,
Mexico; Dr. A. M. Caooso, Camargo;
Arturo Martinez, Cac res; Dis. Barrigan
and McManus, Col. Yillareal, editor £1
Sol de Mayo, editor Amigo del Pae _o, all
of Matamoras; Tamaulipas, Mexico, aod
D.n Manuel Trevino, Mexican Consul at
Brownsville, Tex.

"BLUES AND BEDS."
In tbe county of Hidal. o tbere are two

parties, as in our county we have tbe
"Boots and Sandals," and the warfare
between these two factions and the history
of their exploits and troubles would make
volumes, as the same has lasted since the
electian of 1884, and really back of that
time; since that time, however, ye y seri-
ous constquei.ees have followed tbe elec-
tions twice to my knowledge, when the
county offices have been in wbat might be
termed

'A STATE OF SIEGE,'
_.\d several killings and many indictments
have resulted from these fends, and to this
Fchism in the parties both B. T. McCabe
and Max Stein owe tbeir e'ection to the
County Jadgsbip; but we will not attempt
in tbis letter to show all these troubles and
political fights. McCabe was appointed
County Judge as a compromise candidate,
having lately come into the county and
was not identified with either the "Reds"
or tbe "Blues " But it was not long to
remain thus?tbe two parties were so
bitter he could not remain on the fence.?
He could not stand the pressure, and it is
claimed joined the side of the devil and
become corrupt in office. An affidavit was
made charging bim with

CORRUPTION in office,
and conspiracy, and upon trial by Judge
Russell was removed from office and Max
Stein appointed in his stead. McCabe was
indicted and fled into Mexico, just across
the river, where he remained until last
month, when he was arrested in the
city of Brownsville. McCabe stayed in
Reynosa, a Mexican town just opposite
Hidalgo,the county seat of Hidalgo county,
Texas. Both towns are on the Rio Grande
river. The Mexican town of the Southern
banks of the "Great River" is well known
in this seotien of the country on account of
its "fiestas" (fairs). These festivities, as
I bave heretofore described in a letter to
your paper, draw large crowds of the most
cosmopolitan character?Mexicans, some
picturesque and some excessively common-
place and dirty; Texas merchants, ranch-
men, cowboys, Indians and women of all
shades, from African stock to the purest
white. For years these "fiestas" in
Reynosa bave been full of excitement and
interest, but the one last August has be-
come tbe most famous, when a Texas
County Judge was shot to death by the
wife of his political opponent, acd whose
husband had been removed from tbe same
office. This fair murderer was cot only
fair to look upon, but attractive, and
naturally drew men towards her, and es-
pecially after they heard her story. It has
been charged that Mrs. McCabe was never
married to McCabe, but a woman plying
her vocation on tbe streets of San Antonio,
picked up by McCabe on his way to Hi-
dalgo county from Medina City; but this
is denied by both the lady and McCabe
and she ought to bave tLe benefit of the
doubt. The

KILLI..S OF MAX STEIN,

the presiding County Judge of Hiladgo
county, Texas, August 17ch, IS9O, at tbis
fiesta was a genuine border tragedy. It
lasted but a moment, but ended in the
death ot a respected and well-to do citizen
of Texas, and the imprisonment, trial, and
conviction for assassination of an implusive
and beautiful woman ofonly eighteen sum-
mers. Mis. McCabe murdered Max Stem
in cold blood, and claims sbe ..as jastifi
able; but under the law ber claim a only go
to sbow malice and she must give soma
reason other that her feeling towards Max
Stein because her husband was disp'.aoed
by said Stein, and if her following asser-
tions wero true, as to the insults, which
his friends claim are the grossest of lies, no
man of Max Stein's character and standing
would approach a lady as she claims he did
without some incouragement from, her.
But I wish to be fair and I will give

MRS. MCCABE'S STORY

of the killing of Max Stein. "I used to
cross from the Mexican to the American
side, "(meaning from the town of Reynosa
to the town of Hidalgo on tbe Rio Grande
River) and Judge Max Stein stopped me
frequently and offered me tbe giossest in-
sults. On one occasion during a visit to
the American side on business for my sick
husband" (then a fugitive from Jaatice)''
this man Stein, grabbed me, and attempted
to forcibly detain me, and violate my per-
son. On the night of August 17th, 1890, I
attended a ball with a friend of my bus-
band's duricg the fiesta at Reynosa. I went
from the ball to my borne about eleven o'-
clock, a.. - on my way was met by Stein,
who made indecent proposals to me and
again assaulted me. I ran home and pro-
cured a pistol. In about an hour I again
went back to the ball." (Far better to
have staid with her sick husband than to
have been prowliug around a Mexican fiesta
at 12 o'clock at night alone.) "As I was
crossing the plaza, ("public square,")
"Stein advanced towards me from the op-
posite side. Knowing his purpose, I warn-
ed him not to molest me, but he came with
the iutentiou of grappling me, and fearing
bodily harm,

I PULLED MT PISTOL
from under my shawl and fired, the ball
striking him in tbe left side and pierois.g
his body. He fell to the ground.

She admits the killing. She says above
in the letter, "1 shut bim cead." Seems to
glory in the idea of taking a follow being's
life?that which can not be restored. Stein
is dead?bis mouth is closed, but his excel-
lent character spo_ks. His many friends,
and, in f_.

,
_ll who knew him, believe,

acd, in fact, know he never inauKeJ thi3
or any other wo-rt an. He was a gentle-
man, an honest, good man. I don't be
Hove bor story. Tbe court that convicted
her did not believo her story, and she don't
believe it herself, unless she has told it so
many times fhat she has convinced her own
mind of it. She was

ARRESTED AT ONCE
and placd in jail at Reynosa, and shortly
afterwards taken down the river to Mata-
moras,;jiißt opposite Brownsville, Tex., and
across tha Rio Grande into Mexico. Here
Mrs. McCabe got a Mexican lawyer, named
Ortero Martin .z, to attend to her case, and
because he did not succeed in cioaring her
or. the trial, she says, "he was bought off
by the other side." She says she wanted
to discharge Martiuez, but "he would not
give up, bit held on to the case and I could
not get another one to attend to it." Sho
says she was three months in the main
jail, and sick all tbe time. She was remov-
ed upstairs of tbe Matamoras prison, she
says, by obtaining two physicians, certifi-
cates, something no common convict oould
obtain; but sho says her husband pud $20
a month board in prison. This the writer
doubts, as he does the fact of her not being
present when ..lie was tried, and she says
everything was done through an inter-
preter. This is true in all such cases, and
is proper acd right; in fact, is the only way
with a prisoner who can not speak Spanish
in a Spanish country. She says sbe was

My Spirit
shall take its flight over tbe dark river ere
my body orosses the Rio Grande."

She will take her own life! Now take
notice she won't do any such thing. This
ia all done for effect. She says her trial
and conviction was a mockery. If so, why
did sbe cot appealito a higher court. Tbe
writer knows some things about Mexican
prisons. (See my letter iv the Spectatob
some time ago on Mexican prisons) and
Mexican laws. They grind exceedingly
stow, but exceedingly fine, and the laws of
Texas are copied after the same law as is
extant in Mexico, the old Spanish law. Mr.
McCabe did not appeal on ber first trial.

ASAINSTHER DISCHABGE.
Her case was tried before Judge Jno. C.

Russell en February 23rd, with Messrs.
Welch and Scott, Esqs., for her defence,
and tbe Commonwealth's Attorney to op-
pose the discharge. Mrs. McCabe was sworn
and examined and most of testimony were
the facts as stated above, but io ber owe
way, and was crossed questioned by. the
CommooweMth's attorney. Dr. Headly
was then placed upon the stand; said he
was acquainted with Mrs. McCabe and ber
husband, now in jail at Brownsville. He
also testified as attending physician to seri-
ous injury of Mrs. McCabe's foot and said
that sbe could not bear tbe fatigue incident
to transportation to Brownsville without
great bodily injury,and probably serious re-
sults to her injured foot. Ho bad forgotten
tho bodily pain of Max Stein and tbe awful
anguish of his dear wife.

Her
attorneys then read the following law of the
country to the court, and after the attor
neys on both sides had delivered quite
lengthy arguments.

LAW READ HY DEFENDANT'S COUNSEL.
"An examination of the extradition

treaties between tbe Doited States snd oth-
er countries shows the following to contain
the sentence, 'Neither of tho contracting
parties shall be boundto deliver the stipula-
tions of this treaty.' being tbe same as tbat
contained in the Mexican treaty:?Treaty
with Austria, December 15, 1856;
May 19, 1857;Bavara, November 18, 1864;
Belgium, May 1, 1874; Belgium, November
20,1882; Hanover, November 5,1855; Hayti,
July 6. 1865; Japan, May 26, 1875; Mexico,
June 10, 1862."

"In 1874 Francisco Perez, a Mexican,
murdered Joseph Alexander, an American,
residing at Brownsville, Texas, and escaped
into Mexico. It was tbe purpose of this
government to have Perez sect back far
trial on tbis side tbe frontier, and the in-
struction from Mr. Fish to Mr, Foster states
tbat though this, under the treaty, could
not be expected as a matter of right, and
would not be asked as a matter of favor or
even accepted as such with any understand-
ing that it would be reciprocated by us, still
Mr. Foster was authorized to apply to the
Mexican Government, making known all
the circumstances, and submitting whether
tbey were not such as to warrant a volun-
tary surrender of the pirty, if this conld in
any case be done. October 3, 1874, Mr.
Foster reported that the Mexican Govern-
ment declined to surrender Perez, and Mr.
Fish, iv acknowledging this dispatch, re-
maiked that It was not surprising that the
Mexicau Government so acted, especially
that it had the technical right to refuse the
request."

"By the treaty with Mexico proclaimed
Juno 20th, 1862, this couutry places itself
under obligation to Mexico to surrender to
Justice persons accused of enumerated
crimes committed within the jurisdiction of
Mexioo who shall be f .rind within the terri-
tory of the United States; and farther pro-
vides that that obligation shall not extend
to the surrender of American citizens. Tne
treaty confers npon the President noaffirm-
ative power to surrender an American citi-
zen. The treaty between the United States
and Mexico creates an obligation on the
part of the respective governments acd docs
no more; when the obligation ceases the
p. wer fills. It is true that treaties are the
laws of tbe land, bat a statute and a treaty
are subject to different modes of construc-
tion. If a statute by the first section should
siy: The President of the United States
shall surrender to any friendly p 7wer any
parson who bas committed crime against
tbe Uws of ibat power, but shall not be
bound go to surrender American citizens, it
might be argued, perhaps correctly, that ths
President bad a discretion whether be
would or would uot sunender an American
citizen. But a treaty i3 a contract, and
must be so c. ostrued. It confers upon
the Pres-ceot only the power to perform
that contract 1 understand the treaty with
Me_ic. as reading thus: Tbe President shall
be bound to surrender any persan guilty of
crime, unless such person is a citizen of tbe
United States.

"Such bsiug the construction of the
treaty, aud believing that the time to pre-
vent a violation of the law of extradition
was before the citizens left, the jurisdiction
of the United States, I telegraphed the gov-
ernor of Texas that an American citizen
could not legally bs held under tho treaty
for .xtiadiHon.

"It would beagreat evil that those guilty
of high crime, whether American citizens Jg
not, should go unpunished; but even that
result could cot justify an usurpation of
power.

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be made, tbat if another arrest is made and
a case of guilt is made out the President
will not, on the ground of citizenship, inter-

Jndge Russell took tbe case under advise-
meut until 9 o'clock, Feb. 24tb, when he
decided that tbe writ of habeas corpus be
decided, and tbat Mrs. McCabe be remand-
ed to the cust.-.'dy of the sheriff to await ex
trad.tion by the Mexican authorities. Iv
the argument of counsel for Mrs. McCabe,
the above warrant was attacked as not be-
ing in due form. Judge Russell decided
tbat the writ was in due form, contained
the proper substance and was according to
law, and must be recognized by him. Tbe
Judge further said, "I will not pass upon
this as an

intebnational question,
but must decide that the facts presented to
me warrant that tbe prisoner be remanded
to tbe custody of the sheriff. You have the
right of appeal from my decision, and jou
can fight the case in courts having greater
jurisdiction than mine, and carry it up to
the highest tribunal in the land.

My readers will note that Mrs. McCabe
did not appeal from the court that convict
ed her, and sbe hasnot appealed from Judge
Russell's decision, and the time given ber
by law has expired. She will trysome oth-
er course, she is afraid of law and of jury
and court. My readers will also note that
she said she would commit suicide. She is
still well and talkative as ever. The next
move will be before IT. S. District Judge
Maxey at Austin, and if be rules against
ber, which he is likely to do, then the last
resort will be to go to Washington D. C,
where it takes a case

three yeabs to be beached
on the docket?not saying anything about
tbe trial?caused by the overcrowded dock-
et aod number of cases before that honor-
able court. Therefore, it may be Mrs. Mc-
Cabe may be fed by tbe county for that
time, and then it is our belief, unless sbe
gets into the upper story of the prison and
gets away, she will bj taken baok to the
Matamoras prison there to suffer for ber
crime against God and Man. The object of
war is peace. Tbe object of hanging a hu-
man being for taking his fellow-being's life
is to prevent a liko occurrence. Law is to
prevent crime. Tbis way of forgetting a
murder aud expressing

sympathy fob the mtjrdebeb

is wrong in principle, dangerous to society,
and against ihe law, both human and di
vine. But, say all Mrs. McCabe says is
true, then it would be an outrage on hu-
manity and decency to condemn her to live
possibly thirteen years iv tbe vermin-infest-
ed, filth-reeking cells of a Mexican prison,
subjected to the brutality of Mexican prison
officials. Iv the meantime we bave done
with her case and hope no more such affairs
will ever happen in Southwest Texas. Your
readers will no doubt see much of tbis case
in Washington, D.C., papers, and like Cut-
ting, Mrs. MoUabe will become moro noto-
rious than famous, a notoriety the writer
hopes never to make. C. L. C.
