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Death or P. T. Barnum.
P. T. Bamum, the famous showman,

died at 0:22 o'clock Tuesday evening, April
7th, aged eighty-one years. His death was
due to bent failure LTp to io A. M. be re-
mair.o.l oonscious at times acd recognized
those about his bedside.

He died at his residence in bridgoport,
Connecticut. He was born at Bethel, Con-
necticut, on July 5, 1810. His grandfather,
Ephr litn Barnum, was a captain in the rev.
olutionary war. Iv early life he had the
advantages of a farmer's boy. During the

?short time hespent at school he distinguish-
ed himself by his arithmetical abilities. As
he grew older he developed a settled aver-
sion to manual labor, and made his mark at

a Bible class. He never drank and always
had a Bible with him. Later Mr. Barnum
conceived that he was born to be a show,

man and formed the determination to bo
one. Accordingly, in 1835, he purchased
the right for f 1,000 to exhibit tJoice Heth,
one of the countless negro nurses of George
Washington. Although her eyes had sunk
so deep into her head that they couldn'tbo
seen, and her toe-nails had grown to be an
inch thick, she was quite garrulous and
talked freely of "little George." For some
time after that he had the experiences of au
ordinary showman. For a numberof years
Mr. Barnum conducted a museum in New
York, and through his instrumentality
Jenny Lind visited this country in 1850.
He became opulent at one time, but by tho
miscarriage of some ofhisplans when about
4G years old he had, in a pecuniary sense,
to begin life anew. His subsequent career
has been a series of ups and downs, his
ahows on many occasions having been de-
stroyed by fire, and though he had worked
as assiduously as during his early days he
never fully retrieved his lost fortune.

In November, 1842, at Bridgeport, he
found Charles S. BtrattOD, who afterwards
became famous as Gen. Tom Thumb.

In 1874 he married his second wife, tbe
daughter of John Fish, the Englishman
who had profited so well by his advice. The
year following he was elected mayor of
Bridgeport. He received this honor twice.
He also struck up a warm friendship with
Lord Rosebery, the present liberal leader
in the House of Lords.

As the New York Herald says, "for more
than half a century the name of P. T. Bar-
num has been familiar as ajhousebold word
the world over. In bis field he was a genius
without an equal?fertile in resources, ver-
satile, enterprising.

No other American had his faculty for
catering to the amusement of the public
and especially the world of children. No
other man has or could have achieved his
success.

In his early career he proved himself a
master in the art of humbugging the people
and advertising himself. With him it was
as legitimate to palm off such humbugs as
the nurse of George Washington, the wool-
ey horse, the mermaid, Ac, as it was to
bring out Jenny L.nd or show Tom Thumb.
They afforded the publio innocent amuse-
ment and coined money for iaim. If the
people were gulled that was their lookout,
not hia.

The same ingenuity and enterprise then
displayed in presenting humbugs were di-
rected in bis later career toward 'securing
from every quarter of the globe genuine
curiosities and devising original attractions
for the instruction and entertainment of the
public.

He has entertained generations of people
and giveu happiness to millions of children.
This more than his liberal charities made
him a rare publio benefactor."

A despatch from Bridgeport, under of
April Bth, says :?

"Deep and profound sorrow prevails
throughout the city over the death of P.
T. Barnum. Flags are displayed at half
mast and emblems of mourning are shown
from public and private buildings.

MrsVBarnum bears up remarkably well
under her burden of grief, and, although
much fatigued from loss of sleep, is as com-
fortable today as can be expected. She has
received numerous telegrams of condolence
from sympathizing friends in all parts of
the globe. Mr. Barnum leaves an estate of
over 15,000,000, which he disposes of by
will largely to his legal heirs. The be-
quests are not yet known. Tho executors
named are Major Wm. B. Hincke, treasurer
of the City Savings Bank, of this city, and
Benj. Fish, treasurer of the Barnum .and
Bailey Snow."

Here is a matter that over-
shadows in importance any and all the
questions on which you are organised in
alliance and grange. Wake up, farmers,
to a realization of its magnitude, and don't
let. tbe broken-down politicians divert yon
from it.

Sudden Death op Gov. Fowlb, of N.
C?Gov. Daniel G. Fowle, of N. C, died I
suddenly of heart-failure at Raleigh, N.
C , on Wednesday, the Bth instant. By
his death, North Carolina lost, as the Balti-
more Sun says, an'able and devoted sun.?

He was born in Beaufort county, in tbat
State, in 1831, graduated at Princeton Col
lege in 1851, and began the practice of law
in Raleigh in 1854. He entered the Con-
federate army as a private, rose to the rank
of lieutenant-colonel and was captured iD

the spring of 18C2. His imprisonment was
of brief duration, and in October oi that
year he was elected to the North Carolina
Legislature. At the end of his term in tbat
body he was elected adjutant general of
North Carolina, and discharged his dutirg

wita marked ability. In 1565 he was ap-
pointed judge of the Superior Court by
Governor Holden, and the Legislature one
year later elected him to tho same office.?
He resigned in ISO7because of a difference
with the military Governor. In 187G lie
was democratic presidential eleotor for the
State at large, and from that time became
one of the most prominent democratic lead-
ers in the State. He was elected Gov-
ernor of North Carolina in 188S, and took
his seat tho January following. Governor
Fowle was cue of the ablest lawyers iv the
State, and as a publio speaker bad few
equals in the country, lie attended the
unveiling of tho Lee monument in Rich-
mond, in May last, accompanied by his
staff, and at tho head of IheNorth Carolina
troops attracted a great deal of attention,
being a gentleman of splendid physique and
fine soldierly bearing. lie temained over
and attended the Confederate memoiial
exercises at Hollywood, where ho delivered
an eloquont addross.
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The Grave of Mastodon.
The New York Tribune publishes a

lengthy description from a Washington
conespondent of a visit to the grave of an
alleged mastodoD, near Edom, Rocking-
ham county, Va. The story of the finding
of this mastodon waß related to the
Tribune's correspondentby Mr. Frank, its
discoverer. He intended to deepen a smal'
aud somewhat boggy depression lying
northeast of his house for the purpose of
constructing a fish-pond. Having plowed
up the alluvial deposit on top, a layer of
blue clay was met with and cutting away
this with picks, the remains of the creature
were brought to light. They lay scattered
over an area of about fifteen feet by seven
or eight, and were situated at the base of an
outcropping ridge of argillaceous limestone
with an appearance of vertical dip. At
first the massive bones were not recognized
as belonging to an animal. He said, in
fact, that he did not know what they were,
and thought little about them. The subse-
quent unearthing of a portion of one tusk
and some teeth revealed their true charac-
ter, but all those parts which had been re-
moved were heaped upon the side of the
excavation and left there. There tbey re
mained until the attention of Dr. M. S.
Zirkle was attracted to them by rumors of
some remarkable and mysterious objects
which bad beeu dug op in his neighbor-
hood. It is to this gentleman that the
National Museum will be indebted for the
specimen when it comes to be mounted, aud
it was by his care that all those parts by
which it was ideatified were preserved.

Increase of Imparts at New York.
The New Yoik Journal ofCommerce says

that the imports at New York from foreign
ports for tha last month were larger than
for any previous March in our history. The
largest amount reported for thesame month
io any previous year was in ISSI, but that
totil included over seven trillions in specio,
whereas for the last month the receipts of
coin and ballioi ware less than one million
dollars. Tha is iv the
total enteiod (or warehousing, which includ-
ed ever five million dollars ia sugar that
was placed iuboud to take advantage of tho
new tariff, which on April 1 admitted all
sugars not above No. 1G Dutch standard
fiee of duty.

The free list is very largely represented
in the imports, and this seems likely to con-
tinue for some time to come. The dutiable
goods entered directly for consumption
amounted to less than usual, the high rates
operating to chack that branch of business.

The direct entries of dutiable goods have
declined nearly eleven millions, while the
free goods haye increased fourteoa aod a

half millions in three mouths.
The foreigu imports at Naw York for

nine months, ending with March, for tbe
years 1889, 1890, and 1801, exclusive of
specie, were as follows: 1889. $347,838,815;
1890, $373,31G,508; and 1891, $407,557,248.

This is the largest total exclusive of specie
aud bullion for this period in the history of
tho trade.

The duties received at the port of New
York for the save periods were as follows:
1889, $113,091,731; 1890, $115,185,825.98;
and 1891, $122,407,290.38.

Tuesday morning Mips C ip-
pti, who teaches school near Inglesido Sia.-
tion, seven miles from Bluefield, waa riding
to scboo! on amount of the deep snow, took
a boy along to leturu the horse, when she
saw Foote hurrying through a field, and
sent the boy back to tell ber brother, who
soon overtook Foote with a double barrel
shot gun and captured him. Foote having
fired away all his cartridges. Foote was
taken to Bluefield, given a preliminary
hearing and sent to jail at Princeton, ac
oompanied by a strong guard. Parties of
men from Bluefield followed before and be-
hind, and were scattered in tbe woods along
tbe roadside waiting for au opportunity to
short Foote, but the guard kept him so
closely surrounded that no opportunity was
givfu. Thursday Foote set fire to the jail,
aad when other prisoners raised the alarm
the* were taken out, water was carried to
Foote, and he was told to put, it out. or taks
ibe rotii'q lences. He decidod to wait for
tho limb. About, forty men left Bluefield
Saturday evening for Priccaton, and de
mauded the keys from the sheriff, a ho sur-
