Mr. Editor :?Recent occurrences confirm the
conviction which has been growing for years,
that the time has arrived when mere stringent
measures should to enforced against the im-
portation by wholesale ofpromiecuous popula-
tions into our country, some of whom arc de-
void ofthe sence of propriety and self-restraint
necessary to constitute a citizen of this free
country. The terrible riots and resistance to
thu legal authorities which arenow ol frequent
occurrence, ale so shocking to tbo public
conscience that silence can no longer be main-
tained by an indignant public. In the earlier
years ofthe Republic theic was a vast unoccu-
pied territory; a long line ot western coast to
be possessed and defended; the Indians to be
repressed and the power of the country to be
built up to first-class nationality;but now, all
that has been change I, and now it has Irom

three to sixty-odd millions of people, fully
able lo maintain its position in the family of
great nations. What we need now is a
patriotic, t'irtuoKs.inlelllsent, order-loving and
homogenious people. The Isolated communlj
ties, Insisting on the maintenaice of foreign
political theories aad allegiance and secret
organizations to Intimidate the courts and its

officials, affording shelter and immunity to
criminals from foreign lands and defeating the
operation of our own laws made lor the pro-
tection of persons aud property, are in direct
hostility to our whole theory of government,
and are making war on our people and gov-
ernment without making proclamation.

There should be general expression through-
out the country lo favor of a tliiough over-
haulingsnd modification of ihe taluralization
laws, a repression of the influx lliis damaging
influence which is rapidly corrupting the very
lountains of liberty and endangering the peace
ofthe country. A well-guarded slatement ol
tbis grave question sbould be made a promi-
nent Issue before Ihe American jesipie in the
near future.

tion from one of the most Intelligent citizens
of the county, the following, we t'.iink, will be
re id with interest :?

"Certain views made public by Mr. 11.
Scbroedcr, editor ot a Uerman deiiy, the Balti-
more Journal, are attracting attention He
thus supports the proposition that the govern-
ment should exercise the right to send undesi -

ruble immigrants ont of thecountry: "Maybe
you will now ask, 'Is America always to be
the gutter of the whole world?' By no means.
America musi help herseli, and c-u do that by
forming a practicable law. In tbe law books
ot the German States you will find a provision
which can be, after some changing, very well
applied to the Immigrationquestion.
"I think many Americans will be surprised

to learn that a good many people immigrate
Into Germany, but this is an undeniable fact.
The census of 1885showed that more than 300,-
OliO foreign-born men lived in the German
Empire. Italian laborers may be found work-
ing at railroad constructions In South and
Middle Germany, and digging in many col-
lieries. Russian Poles cover the frontier of the
eastern provinces of Prussia, because, as they
say. 'A child of six yearsearns »s much money
in Germany as a man and his wlfo in Poland.'

"Swedish workingmenand Swedish servant
girls are quitea common appearance In North-
west Germany. Now, Ihere are no laws tbat
forbid or discourage the Immigration of any
foreigner, but the governments of all the Ger-
man States have the right to exile every im-
migrant, provided that he Is dangerous to tho
welfare of the populationor is au enemy of the
existing laws and authorities. And, to tell
the truth, the governments use their right
sometimes very freely. In 1881 and 1885 thirty
thousand Russian Poles had to go back to Rus-
sia. The Prussian government knew that
these Poles, if naturalize!, would be at the
polls willingtools of toe Polish clergy ot the
eastern provinces, anel the Polish Catholic
priests are an essential anti-German element.
A young Italian journalist, correspondent 0 ::

Roman paper, had to leave Beriiu some years
ngeflbecause his correspondences were a little
too spicy. He afterward lived iv Munich.?
Some weeks ago several socialist leaders had a
comerence.and DomelaNleuweuliuls, a Dutch
socialist, wanted lo participate. But scarcely
arrived, he was notified by the police that he
had to go back to tho Netherlands at once.?
Nay, a German-American photographer was
cxlleel from Hamburg because, when asked
alter a stay of Iwo years, li» refused to become
acitizen ofHamburg. Now, have not ibe peo-
ple of the United Stales fully Ihe right to do
the same? The country Is the h ins ? ofthe
people, and if anybody who has no light to
stay thcte does not behave well it can order
him to look out for another lO'idence. I thick
the best way would be if all foreigners who are
not yet full citizens would be submitted to the
jurisdiction of the federal courts. 1liese courts
ought to get the right to exile certain kinds of
foreign-born, unnaturalized criminals, and
also every peisou who inciio ihe Inhabitants
of the country to change tb- Institutions and
laws ofthe Union in nn unlawful way, to wit-
hy rebellion and dynamite. Tbe provisionsof
this law could also be applied to foreign labor-
ers who are import-'duoelcr cootrac:. I think
such a law would work quite well."

In 1826, Jobn fl. Peyton obtained an Eppoiot
ment as Cadet at West Point for his brother-
in-law John B. Lewis, cf the Sweet Springs.
As young Lewis was inexperienced, had never
traveled beyond the limits of Virginia, Mr.
Peyton determined to accompany him to the
United State, Military Academy, though the
Journey at that day was long and tedious and
his professional engagementsmade big absence
at any time a matter ofgreat inconvenience to
himself and clients.

The following letter to Mrs. Peyton will be
read at this day with Interest ar.d srmethlng
like astonishment,so great has been our prog-
re's and developmentwithin the past sixty-
flve years?such changes would hardly have
occurred in European countries in centuries.
At that day tbe old fashioned stage-cr.aih was
still in use, thero were few macadamized roae's
aad no railways, Tbe entire journey, therc-
f >re, from Staunton in Virginia to West Point
was made iv what were called "hacks"?most
of them rickety and unsafe, and in steam-
boa tn no better, and not sosafe as the Tug aud
Ferry boats of the present and as unlike as
possible the floating places of our day. It
must ba remembered that railroads were not
opeued In theUnited states until 1810, and
travel waa somewhat In the unsatisfactory
state described by Mr. Pickwick. "Travel,"
said Mr. Pickwick "is In a troubled state and
tbe minds ofcoachmen are unsettled. Mage-
coaches are upsetting In all directions, horses
are tiottmg. boats are oveiturali.gaud b dirts
are bursting." Such was true in no Pick a ick-
;an sense in our country in 1826 and tbfl in-ill*
of travelling were increased by the use ol high
pressure engines on the boats aud unskilful
drivers and bad horses In the coaches. There
was not much improvementIn things in Vir-
ginia since A. D. 1605 when Col. Valentine Pey-
ton, of Nominy, in the county of Westmore-
land, Virginia, thus remarks In has last will
aud testament [See note, April number 1881,
of the New England Historical and geneolog-
Ical Register! betore leaving home, "being
about to take a voyageto Jamcsioivn and knowing
the life of man to be unctrlain, I do make this
my last uilland te.tament." If a man wero in-
different to such dacgers.there was little pleas-
ure to be derived from travelling. Tbe taverns
were miserable and the rural districts almost
destitute of thecomforts ofcivilized life. Ex-
citement there might have been In journeying
then, but none of the pleasant exhilaration
which attends a Jaunt In a Pullman now-a-
days. Mr. Peyton makes no complaints;-
thoughIt Is obvious from his dlscription of a
half hour "nap" on the Baltimore boat, that
be had not stumbled upon a bed of roses.
John 11. Peyton to Mrs. A. M. Peyton.

New Y'okk, June lSlh, 1826. I
My dear Ann: On the 15th at 5 o'clock we

left Baltimore on the steamboat for Philadel-
phia. Tha view of the city, Fort McHenry, the
light-houseson North Point, and of Ihe Ches-
apeake Bay, with lis numerous vessels spreada
Ing their canvas to the winds. Just as the sun
was sinking below tbe horizon, v.nt animated
aud enlivening, maje3tlc and sublime. From
the prow ofthe vessel I contemplated this in-
teresting scene as long as tha light enabled me
to enjoy Its beauties. Soon aflor dusk a peal-
ing bell summoned; to the supper table,
where wo were surprised to find a sumptuous
repast spread cut. We had not anticipated
such varietyor deilc-cy of lood. After partak-
ing of the good cheer, we drew loU for our
berths. I was unlucky?my bsrth; was so
warm, not to Bay hot and stuffy, that before I
could get any sleep our arrival atFrench town
was anuouoced. Turning out at 12 o'clock at
night but with no regrets, we shortly after
continued our journeyand at 3 o'clock in the
morning, f.iund ourselves at New Castle. Here
we rd-shipped in asteamboat without berths.
This I did not regret after my recent experi-
ence of them,and B-inj tmin and myself essay-
ed to Eecure a half hour's sleep stretched upon
two pine benches. How loug we might bave
Courted Bleep on these hard and narrow
coaches II:nownot. Wt were not left to make
the experiment any length of time, but were
shortly roused up by the bustle among the
seamen and passengers preparatory to landing
at Philadelphia. Toe breakfast table, when
we entered theso called saloon, was smoking
with coffee and steak, aud about the time we
had paid our respects to both, the boat was at
Chesnut street wharf. Landing here we pro-
ceeded immediatelyto Campbell's, And itjwas
a glad surprise to find him astir, thanks to the
bu-ines3 habit? of the city of brotherly love.

Under his guidance, cup of cof-
fee, and a hot roll, we proceeded to attend to
the numerous commissions with which we
were charged. This occupied BS something
over four hours, when we bade our friends
adieu and went aboard the New York steamer.
About 6o'clock P. M. we reached Princeton,
where I spent four ofthe happiest years of my
youth,and which I had not seen since tailing
my degree In 1799. The stages were running
with such rapidity, however, that it wss im-
possible tocail, as I wished, upon my old
friends Dr. Alexander and Pror. Comfort, or
deliver tbe letter for Miss Waddell. I chanced
to meet, a young gentleman cf my acquain-
tance from Washington, who stopped at
Princeton, by whom I sent it to her.
I shall make it a point to stay over a day at

Princeton on my return. Indue time we ar-
rived here. Benjamin is perlectly well, doeß
not regard either the fatigue, or loss of sleep,
but lam worse for the wear and tear. And I
would not advise those lo take the trip whoses
ouly business is pleasure.

On yesterday I dined with Mr. Gallager

where I met Mr. Reld, whom you may remem-
ber preached some time since at the Presby-
tery in Stauuton. He is to preach in New
York to-day, and I hope to hear him. He Is
highly esteemed here.as a preacher and man.
In the evening I took tea with Mrs. Murray,
mother of my brother Rowzb's wife, where all
the family were collected round mo making
enquiries after their relatives and friends In
Virginia. For the most part I was unable to
gra'.ify their curiosity, having recently neither
seen nor heard of the kith and kin in Rich-
mond or theNorthern Neck.

At 10 o'clock to morrow I shall set out for
West Point with (ien. Huston of Tennessee, to
whom I Was Introduced ou yesterday by Gen.
Scott. [Gen. Wlnfleld Scolt.l I requested Miss
Ilelskell of Philadelphiato execute Jane and
Lynn's Commissions, which sho promised to
do against my return.

FINANCIAL ANOJJOMMERGIAL
TllE GRAIN TRADE, CP.Ol'3. AC.

The prospect is very good tbat wheat, flour,
and corn will bring very good prices, better
than they have for some time. There seems
n.iw but little doubt that the crop of wheat In
France will be 25 per cent, less than last year,
there being a decreaseel area aud a reduesd
yield per acre. The farmers there are substi-
tuting barley and other spring crops on the
greater part of the destroyed winter-wheat
area. In other parts of Euro.'-c there is an in-
creased supply ol wheat, but It is not enough
to compensate for the great deficiency in
France.

In referenea to the condition of wheat pros-
pects in ths West and Nortdwest of this coun-
try, the Cincinnati Price-Current of the Bth
lnst., says:

"Tho week's advlce3 ia regard to the grow-
ing wheat are fully as encouraging as at any
prcvi )us time in the season. The unfavora-
bleness of weslher conditions for Spring seed-
ingoperations has continued, and a lessening
of tbe area intended to be seeded In oats Is
practically certain?partly Irom weather
causes aud partly from the high cost of-seed.

In the Northwest there has been little op-
portunity yet for Inaugurating spring work,
but it Is not too late yet to look for a good out-
come. Operationsarc Lorioniing active In some
regions.

T:ie general average condition of winter
wheat ooi April 1 last year was 81. Thj gov-
ernment estimate due thi3 week will show a
muoh moro encouraging promise?probably
not lower than in 18:9, wheu it was 91.

Tbere was a slightgain iv the aggregate re-
ceipts of wheat at primary markets?the total
being considerably in excess of a year ago.
Recent pricc-t have been attractive toholders.

At Chioago prices of wheat have been quite
changeable,advancing at tbe ciose.wlth a gain
of 1;..,c ou May and on July, compared
with a week a^o.

Wheat receipts at primary markets were
1,870,800 bushel:; for the week, egalust 1.760,000
the preccdiLg week, and 1.12i9,000 last year."

In comparing the price of wheat at Chicago

.The April returns lo tht> Department of
Agriculture make tie condition of winter
wheat 00.9 and of ryei-5.1.

The season for seeding was favorable over
the whole winter wheat area; the soil was
generally easily worked, the seed-bed pres
paied with unusu-il care, and sowing followed
by gentlerains sufficient to properly pack the
earth and insure prompt and perfect germi-
nation. On portions of the Atlantic and Gulf
coas's iln time o'seeding was someshat pro-
longedby occasional rains, but. the delay was
not serious, aud the desired area was planted
and In good growth by tho advent of winter.?
Suitable weather and soil conditions enabled
farmers 01 tbe Ohio Valley States to put in a
full breadth under entirely favorable circum-
stance-, and proper combinations of sunshine
snd moisture, which continued until .cold
weather, sent the plant into winter quarters
wi h sturdy growth aid good color. In por'
lions OfKansas and Nebraska the prolonged
drought of last summer extended Into the
period of settling, interfering somewhat and
rendering germination slow, but seasonable
weather during the late fall and early winter
was sufficient to off-set the disadvantage of a
late start. The entire season was favorable In
California, whi'.o In Oregon a dry seed bed re-
ceived moisture In time to secure good though
late growth. The weather was generally mild
over the whole area, and while the snowfall
was comparatively light, U came when most
needed, protecting theplantduring thecoldest

weather. The Ohio Valley and trans-Missis-
sippi States were especially favored, growth in

many sections continuing throughoutthe win-
ter, with sufficient covering when needed ard
an entire absence of damagefrom freezing and
heaving. Erown and bare spots are seldom
met with, growthand color being remarkably
uniform.

The Hessian fly, which was feared in Te-
cember in the Central West, is yet In abey-
ance, but the presence of the pest Is noted In
many localities, and serious injury might for"
iow should the early season prove favorableto
Its development.

The general average lor condition is the
highest reported for April since 1832, and the
Individual State averages are remarkable lor
their uniformity. H is sixteen points higher
thau lastyear, and three above the returns for
18f9. A high Aptll condition dees not Insure a
large yield, but it Indicates a strength and
vitality wnlch would enable the plant to with-
stand more than the ordinary vicissitudes of
the season. The nearest approach to present
condition during recent years was in 1881
when the largest crop ever grown was harvest-
ed, but similar high condition in 1886 was
followed by a crop of little more than average
proportions. The averages of condition in the
principal States arr: New York, 92; Pennsyl-
vania, 97; Tenr.tMsee, 98; Kentucky, 97; Ohio,9S; Michigan, 93; Indiana, 99; Illinois, 97; Mis-
souri, SO; Kansas, 99; California, CO, ard
Oregon, 97.

The re.urns make tbe percentages of losses
among torn animals during the past year:
Of torses, 17; cattle. 3; sheep, 4, and swine, 8.4.
Horse* receive better care than any other class
of slock, and annual losses vary but little.?
The percentage of loss of cattle is slightly
higher than was reported in ISSB and 18S9, the
scarcity of feed swelling the figures In
portions ofKansas and Nebraska. The losses
of 6hc?p have beeu smaller than usual on
account ofbetter care and attention, while less
disease than usual is reported among swine,
though there is heavy loss in the regions of
last year's crop failures.
