VIRGINIA—ABOVE THE CLOUDS.

[The following account of a trip to the
¢Peak,”’ as the Southern Terminus of the
Massanutten Mountain is called in that lo-
cality, was written by & young lady from
the State of Missouri, whe made the trip
whilst on a visit to friends and relatives at
McGaheysville and vicinity in Rockingham
County.]

““There is a great rugged peak (the ter—
minus of the Massanutten range) hanging
almost over McGaheysville; a grand state-
ly mountain about which we have hegrd
many tales and tiaditions, and the leaning
summit of which has been an abject of in-
terest and wonder tc us ever since we have
been in the village. Wehaveseen it in the
moroing brightened and glorified with the
sun’s rays long before he was visible in the
valleys; we have seen it cat off from the
mountain by vapor and suspended, as it
were, high ap in mid air; and then again
we have seen it wrapt by storms, and the
home of clouds, thunder, and lightnng.

The range of mountains stretches itself
along in an undulating manner tbrough
the beart of tke beautiful valley of Virgin-
ia like & huge serpent with its terrible head
reared high above  McGaheysville; but
which in ages past has been brought, as it
were, to a stand stlll, and suddenly turned
into stone by a fiat of the Almighty;—
¢“Thus far shalt thou go and no fartker.”
The day arrived, cold and clear, when a
party of four, including the writer, should
ascend this peak. After having -provided
ourselves with a lunch and strong staffs, we
ascended the range from a gap near the
Rockingham Mineral BSprings, and two
miles and a half from the summit of the
peak. By going in this direction we walk=
ed along the top of the mountain, and had
a more gradual ascent. On entering the
gap we crossed an an old mossy foot-bridge,
a most beautiful stream. Such pure spark-
ling water} clearer than we ever dreamed
water could be. Coming to a place where
it was still and smooth, we were astonished
to find that it measured so many feet in
depth; there was a green mossy vegetation
on the rocks at the bottom, and one could
peep clear into the homes of the speckled
trout. A little farther up this stream was
the remains of an old mill, falling in pieces
and darkened by the sun, rain, and oling~
ing moss. Great beams, and other rub-
bish had fallen into the water, but the little
stream wound in, out, and around among
it until it came ount into its own natural
channel again, as if in respect for the old
dead mill, it once turaed, and willing that
it should have its grave there. A Missouri-
an, 1o ramhling through these monntains,
is invariably carried back into the fading
shadowy past; and the element in which he
finds bimself is 80 new to him (for western
people in their eagerness to peer into the
future seldom look back) that he cannot
understand himseif,and begins to fear that
he bas invaded the precincts of some sylvan
deity, or is under the influence of some
mountain witch; and battle with it as he
may there is nothing to break the spell;
there ia no whistle of steam, or clatter of
cars; no rnmbling of wagons, or neighing
of horses; no sonud of reaper, or other farm
machinery; all is still except the rippling of
water, and the sighing and wailing of wind
in the pines. He passes on like one in a
dream, and now and then comes to a small
cleared grassy patch surrounded by tall
pines, chingaepin bushes, &c; it contains a
huge pile of rceks, one or two old, knaried
scraggy, apple- or cherry trees, a crystal
spring, and a cedar tree. At the bottom,
and along the rocky sides s&‘s_ring mogs, old
ieayes, and yellow mineral deposit, has col-
leoted together, and clogged the outlet; as
he dips into the beautifel water with the
leaf cup he makes, bubbles of gas dance up
and break upon the surface. There are
peany such deserted places in this vicinity,
and the mountaineers, men aud women,
whom one may chance to see silently wend.
ing their way along their benton paths
with huge Lurdeus upon their backs, say
that many, many years ago, houses stood
in these places, and many children romp-
ed in, and about, the spois now so lonely;
or it may be a place where ‘‘grand folks’’
from the city came and dwelt in summer
—beautiful pale-faced ladies, who regained
their health aod color in this region. It is
said the reason there are 80 many, old re-
mains of houses, orchards, mills, &c, in
these mouutains is, that the valleys in this
portion of Virginia were once,like the Mis—
souri River bottom Lo« is, ushealthy; and
on this acéouns the mounteins were inhab-
ited first; but as the low lands gradually
became more healthy,the people giadly left
their mountain homes for these mcre fer-
tile regions.

We will now go back to tha little party
we left resting upen the rocky border of
that beautiful stream. They are now as~
cending from the gap. With every step
taken up the mountainside the observation
broadens, and the outlock becomes more
grand and comprehensive; every now and
then there is an exclamation of surprise
and delight by first one, then the otker,
who is in front, as some new beauty is un=

folded. We are sorry to say that the writ-
er was behind all the way; for besides the
grand and varied scenery in the distance,
we found much at our feet that was inter-
esting. Thers wero large pine bars of
different shapes aud tints,—wood of Na-
tore’s own carving; the greatest variety of
beautiful green moss, ferns, lichens, preity
little pebbles, and large odd-shaped rocks
around which the green laurel and juniper
bushes grew. After many pauses for
breath, and much toiling, we st lasi reach-
ed the top of the range; hers ths view,
though still partially obscared, was to us
most novel and interesting; deep.and far
below at our right was “The Kettle” with
its mountain walle; behind ue, across the
gap, arose, side by side, two very similar
triangular shaped pointe; leoking very
mauch like representations seen of the pyra-
mids; these points had often been seen
seen from the valley and hills, bat viewed
from this elevation they were so much
more beaatifnl and changed in appearance
2s not to be recognized; And with all of
this there was a magnificent panovrama in
the east—A shifting play of clouds, sun-
shing, and shadow, against the Blue Ridge.
Our destination, the summit of the Peaky
was visible only from one poiut along the
route; which is very unususl, 28 there are
not many places for miles around that it
can be obscured except by clouds. Oar as-
cent now became more gradval; in some
places it was almost level, and in others we
would descend a little; but what a strange
route it was,—a lonely rock path on a
mountain top! In some places the moun-
tain wonld recede on each side of the path
like the roof of a house, and only leave ua
room to walk; but still we kept upon the
rocks on top, for if we went below we
would be caught in briers. Then there
would be a break, and we wounld have to
climb down off of hnge rocks to a narrow
passway, like a foot-bridge of stone, over a
deep chasm, and ascend on the opposite
side; and there would be very narrow pas-
sages between wide thin rocksset perpen-
dioularly upon their edges. As we neared
the summit the pathway grew wider, and
the jagged, storm-swept, lightning-scath-
ed rocks were thrown in more awfal con-
fusion;—how suggestive they were of that
convulsive, fiery age, that gave them birth!
But hark! there is a glad exclamation from
the foremost one of the now wearied little
party. Seyeral voices exclaim, ‘‘There is
the peak!”’ Liooking up we beheld, above
the tree tops, a bare, gray, bleak, aud lone-
ly knob; and a feeling of awe crept over us
as we realized where we were, and gazed
‘““face to face’’ upon that which had hither-
to been veiled in blue,or wrapped in olouds.
Our ascent now, again, became steep,
toil-ome, and indeed perilous; our path led
very near the edges of frightful precipices
hanging over dark yawning chasms proba-
bly hundreds of feet in depth. Have we
not in dreams often been in just such places?
We tremble now to think how when pass.
ing very near the edge of one great shelv-
ing rock,we became dizzy and near falling.
The summit is at last gained. Here the
view is indeed sublime:—plantations, villa—-
ges, towns, citles, rivers—aye, mouutains
and clouds are at our feet. We never saw
Virginia before. Beyocd the dense pine
woods that encircle the peak we see around
in all directions the beautiful Valley of Vir-
ginia—a vast country completely checkered
with houses, fields, timber—the Shenando-

‘ah winding through it like a thread of eil-

ver, and the whols encircled by a blue wall
of distant mountain. Over in the direc-
tion of Staunton, indistinct in the far dis-
tance, were strange pointed peaks—moun-
tains we had never seen before.

The whole day was epent rambling over
this mountain top, and oh ! tiis strange
sights we saw—sights that amply paid us
for our long and toilsome journey; for be-
sides the magnificent outlook, tusre were
bear- and fox-dens, and great rccks uunder
which the whole party could sit and be
sheltered from rain and sun. We found a
little spring which, strange to say, was
very near the very highest poi 't of the
mountain. It only had a small basia cn
the edge of a large rock,over which it drip-
ped, but then there was enough clear pure
water for us to drink. This was a warm
and sunoy spot, being protected from the
wind by cliffs on the north and west; 80 we
assembled here t3 rest and eat the dinter
which we all relished very much. Daring
the evening we left the party inthair pleas-
ant retreat, and again seated ourselvea up-
on the very summit. How wiid, bleak,
and lonely, was the spot to be right in the
midst of civilization! The tin roofs of the
wmansions in the far distancs glitier in the
sun like stars, Fer below us we hear the

bis flight. There s 3 movement cn the
mountain side, and a fox oreeps from un-
der a rock, and leaps stealthily along. It
is winter, but looking down we behold a
sea of living gresn with white ecloud-ships
sailing over it. Is thia fairy lend? How
often in childhood with many imaginings
have we gazed up at the white clouds
against the heavenly blue; now with a kin-
dred feeling we look down upon them set
off in bold relief by the dark green pine
tree tops, We hear music too-—music as
soft and gentle as thesailing of those clond-
ships, and in strange harmony with our feel-
ings, and the grand and awfal solitude of
the place. Then came recollections of the
tales and traditions we had heard, Where
now are those gay and happy young paople
who bave visited this grand mountain top
rom time immemorial? Where now are
those bold and fearless huntsmen who scal-
ed thess rocks and started the bear, foxes,
and wolves, in terror from their hiding
places? Where now isthe fudian whose
barefoot is still seen imprinted upon the
great rock? There iz no reply—onlya
swelling of the gentle, plaintive, music
again—the requiem answer of wind among
the pines, R ¥ * * *

But they are calling us. As we bade
farewell to this noted spot, we glanced
westward, where the sky looked blue over
the distant mountain-tops and thought of
home; and that it would not be long before
we would, altogether, leave-this beautiful
land of the pine tree and the laughing wa-
ter—thie land of poetry, dreams, and re-
trospection, to battle again with life—the
real, earnest, progressive, life of tho Lrave
West.

THE MCKINLEY BILL RuUINS OCEAX
TRAFFIC.—BORDEAUX, April 21.—1It is an-
nounced that the Steam Navigation Com-
pavy, whose vessels have been p!viog be-
tween this port and New York, is going in-
to liquidation, and that tha steamships will
shortly be sold aé public auction. The
reazan given for this state of aftairs is that
the shareholders of the company bave re
solved to liquidats the compary sooner
than sabmit any longer to the loss of money
occasioned by the continued redastisn of
traffic, which, thay say, has resnited from
the extra duties imposed upon French ar-
ticles of export by the pasgage of the Me-
Kinley tariff Liil, ané from ths French
government’s virtual prohibition of Ameri-
can prodacts and the increased dutiea plac
ed upon American grain,

Tke avowed objacts of the Farwers* Al-
liance don’t materialize, 't he members of
the Alliance bad a large majority in the
legislatare of South Carolina, but that
body adjourned without adopting any of
the measures recommeunded in the State
platform of the Alliance. The Aliiance
people also had a majority in tze Minns
gota legislature, snd now, that body, t
tas adjouroed, leaving all of the Alliance
bills unpassed. There is nothing like un-
derstanding, and when ordinary men bhave
the absurdity of such propositions as the
sub treasury, fat money, governmeunt con-
trol of railroads aud telegraphs, and the
like, explained to them understandingly,
they naturally refaee to impugn their own
understanding by enzeting such proposi-
i0cs into laws.—Alex. Gazsite,

HAMPTON TO HIS MEN.

.

A GRAND OVATION.

THE GREAT CAVALRYMAN MAKES PROBABLY
THE LAST ADDRESR TO HIS OLD SOLDIERS

—HIS PLEA FOR TEE CAVALRY AND FOR
THE CONFEDERACY,

At the Confederats Sarvivors' Associa-
tion which met in Angusta, Ga., Gen.
Wade Hampton received one of the grand-
est ovations ever accorded any man,

Gen. Hampton began by recounting with
fervor and deep feeling his last meeting
with his soldiers, and how they had all
embraced and wiped away their tears—tears
which he could not restrain even now when
be thought and spoke of that memorable
scens, Hoe loved these men, and not these
only, but all the cavalry he had the hounor
to command.

“I koow,” be said, ‘that
friends of the infantry used to chaff us a
good dea)l. They used to say that they
never saw & dead man with spurs on, but
in the great fight at Trevillian station,
fought by the cavalry against overwhelm-
ing numbers of iofantry, there were 719
kilied and wounded in Batler’s division,
and io the Sixth regiment there were lost
182 killed and wounded. [Applause.]—
And I will say that in the great campaign
of Gettysburg, where the desperate fight—
ing was by that invincible infantry of ours,
the cavalry corps lost more in killed and
wounded than any other division in Lee’s
army. Now we, the cavalry, did do some
fighting, on which 1 do not intend to detain
you by telling you what I think of the
cavalry. I want to show you what Gen-
eral Lee said. Just after the war General
Lee wrote me, and requested that I would

tions of the cavalry corps of the last cam-
paign i Virginia. He was, as you know,
about to write a history of the war, and it
was a great misfortune to the South that he
was not at that time prepared to finish it.
In his letter he said that the difference be-
tween the sections cunlminated in blood, but
vot in treason. Those were his words, and
I want every cavalryman and infantryman,
and every man who followed the southern
oross, to tell his children and they to tell
their children [applanse] to the remotest
geoeration that they were neither traitors
nor rebels. [Applause and cheers]. You
fought for what we believed were our
rights, We believed it as conscientiously
as any man could believe anything on the
face of the earth. Wo believed that we
were fighting for God and cur fatherland.
[Renewed cheers],

¢‘The man who would not fight ought to
be damned. [Applause.] Now while I say
that we were neither traitors nor rebels, I
do not say that we should ne$ recognizs our
allegiance to the general government. It
is only one country that we have now, and
it is our uuty, and the duty of every man
in the South, to try to make that country
the field for all freemen for all time to
come. [Applanse.] Iam a loyal citizen,
but I maictain that I can at all times ex-
press my cpinion, whether in northern pres-
ence or southern presence, and never will
I say that my dead brothers were traitors
to their cause.”

Gen. Hampton then read a number of
his letters to Gen. Liee, and a large number
of brief congratulatory telegrams from
Gen. Lee. After reading he said:

*‘In looking over my tecords I find that
in the last six mouths of the war we turned
in between 18,000 and 20,000 p:isoners.
That was doing very well for an army of
5,000 or 6,000. Wheeler said that he whip-
ped them; but it has beea said that the in-

“As you know I would rather ficht than
speak, but I do want to te)l yon of the last
commnnication I recsived from Lee, as it
was partic:larly complimentary to the
Arwy of Northero Virginia.

‘You cannot regret'as mach as I do that
you were not presant at the final struggle;
for had you been present with all your
cavalry, the disastsr wonlid nct have hap-
pened.” [Aplause and cheering.] He did
not say: ‘I think it would not have hap-
pesed,’ or ‘I believe it woald not have hap
pened,’ but he said, ‘The disaster would
not have happened.” And every member

Well, then, my
comrades, I did not expect when I left yon
in North Carolina ever to see yon again, or
that in thégourse of natural events I could
have bad this pleasure. It is a beautifal
but very apt thought in the creed of Swed-
enbourg, that every soldier fighting for his
country and kilied in battle is immediately
translated to the realms of everlasting
bliss. Whether this ia so or not, I would
fain believe it, and I trust if wa are not to
meet on earth agaio, when we pass across
the river and sre at rest, and even though
we did not fall on the battlefield, we may
meet our old comrades, who, shoulder to
shoulder, gave up their life for this dear
southern land of ours. I may not see you
again,but I will never forget you, and those
who nursed me in my desperate iliness tell
me that in my delirium I talked about the
men in my old brigade, that I talked of the
cavalry, that I planned fights,.that I gave
orders to Major Rosser to charge, and that
I said, ‘Now, there, boys, it is time for old
Hampton to go in.’ I say that I may not
eee you again, my old men, but believe me
I will not forgat you; that my prayers will
go to heaven always for you. God bless
you,my old comrades.’
