P. 8 —Mrs. Woodville was very anxious
to Have accompanied your mother to
Staunton, but James bids me tell you he
could not spare his wife so long.

[Note—The James here mentioned was
James Litt o Woodville, who married
Mrs.Peyton’s eldest sister, Mary Lewis.—
Mr. Woodville resided at Fincastle and
Bucbanan, was a prominent Jawyer and
President of the Bank of Buchanan. His
farher was Rev. John Woodville, Rector of
St. M<cke Parish, Culpeper Co., and a
native of mnorth Britain. He was a
nephew of the celebratsd, but excentric
Lewis Littlepage, whose career was bril-
liant and unequalled. Littlepage was
born in Virginia in 1762, and died at
Fredericksburg in 1802. At the age of 17
he went to Europe, and in 1779-80 ac-
eompanied Mr. Jay, American Envoy to
the Court of Spain, to Madrid. Though
only a youth his figure was fine and manly
—his dark eyes bright and penetrating and
his face peculiar and striking. Among his
acquaintances he was regarded as a
prodigy of genius and acquirements,—
Shorily after reaching Madrid, Littlepage
separated from Mr. Jay’s family, and
joined as a volunteer aid to the Duke of
Cui'lon, the army at the siege of Minorca,
At the siege of Gibralter he was on a
flrating battery and blown up, but being
uninjured was rescued from the sea and
distinguished himself during the further
operations against that fortress. On the
return of the fleet to Cadiz he wzs sent
with despatches to Madrid, where tae
Court received and treated him with much
distinction. He then proceeded to Paris,
and was on terms of friendship with Dr.
Franklin, who was then living at Passy.—
At Paris and Versailles this adventurous-
going Virginian had moved in the best
society and attracted marked attention
from all. Aftera brief visit to London he
returned to the Continent and made a tour
of Europe, establishing himself at War-
saw, where he was so popular that he rose
to be in effect the King’s Prima Minister.
He resisted and defeated the plans of
Zamoyski before the Diet. He afterwards
went to St. Petersburg as Ambassador
from Poland and acquitted himself with
distinguished ability and became a favorite
of the Empress Catherine. The following
letter of Lewis Littlepage to Lewis Holli-
day takes up the history of his life where
our account ends and completes the story
of his eventful career in Europe.

ALTONA, January 9th, 1801.

DeAR SIR :(—1 have this day received
your letter of 220d of August 1800, Bipce
my existence is called in question, I give
you for the satisfaction of my family and
friends, a short account of all that bas
happened to me in Earope since 1785, On
the 2ad of March, 1786, I was sworn into
the King of Poland’s cabinet, as his first
cocfidential secretary, with the rank nf
Chambearlain. In F¥ebruary, 1787, 1 was
sent to negotiate a treaty with the Empress
of Russia at Kiova, which I effected. The
same year I was sent as secret and special
envoy to the Court of France to assist in
the negotiations for the Grand Qiadruple
Alliauce, which failed. In 1788 I was re-
called and sent to Prince Potemkin’s army
in the Turkish war, where I commanded a
a division, acting at the same time in a po-
litical character. In 1789 I was compelled
to leave Poland and travel to Italy. Short-
ly after I received orders to repair to Ma-
drid upon a high politicaljmission, in which
1 comp'etely succeeded. In 1790 I was
recalled from Spain and ordered to wait
ultimate instructions at Paris. I after-
wards received orders to repair, by way of
Bexlin to Warsaw for the revolation of the
3rd of May 1791. In 1792, 120,000 Raus-
sians invaded Poland. I was nominated
Aid-de-Camp General to the King, with
the rank of Major General. He signed the
confederation of Fargowitz, and in April
1793 sent me, once more, as his special
Euvoy to Petersburg to prevent the di-
vision of Poland. I was stopped by the
Russian government on the road and the
division took place. In 1790 Kosciu-ko
and Madalinski began another Revolution
in Poland. On tbe (th of April, the garri-
8on aed-i havnitants of Warsaw rose in arms
against the Russians; to rave the life of
my unfortunate friend ard King, I was
obliged to take part with Poland, and that
dreadful battle ended in the slaughter of
10,000 Russians. The Empress Catharine
II pever forgave me my conduct upon
that occasion. She was more irritated
against me by hea.ing that I had con=ented
to accept a8 Commander-in- Chief under the
revolutionary government, although I was
destined to act against Russia. My having
assisted in repelling the Russian armies in
their attempt to storm Wilna, gave also
offeace. Iu short, I haa gone o far in the
reyolution, that I should have gone much
farther had I not been defeated with my
frierd Prince Joseph Porniatoski,tbe King’s
nechew, by the late King of Russia, on the
26th of August, 1794. That event lost me
all my popularity. It was very pear get
ting me hanged, for I was regarded as the
acting peison, althcugh, upon my honor,
Prince Poniatoski acted that day agaivst
my advice. The King of Russia attacked
us with about three times our force, both
in men and artillery, and Kosciusko af-
forded us no support until we were beaven
beyond redemption, altbough neither his
laf: nor centre were epgaged etherwise
than in cannonading.
After the battle I took no further part in
military affairs until the storming of
Prague, which cost the lives of 20,600
Polaccers, On the 7th of Jabuary, 1795,
the King of Poland was taken from War-
saw by the Russians to Gradno. I was
separated from him by express orders of
the Empress, and it was hinted to me
that nothing less than my former services
in the Turkish war could have precsented
me sharing tte fate of the other chisfs of
the revolution of 1794. Afiertbedaparture
of the King I went to Vienna, but was im-
medtately ordered to leave that Capitol
which caused a public altercation between
me and the Austrian Ministry, which ended
to my satisfaction, as Russia came forward
and did me justice. The King of Russia
Frederick Wiiliam IL., afterwards allowed
me to return to Warsaw; thea uader his
domipior, where I remaiced until ths death
of Catherine II. I was then invited to go
to Potorsburg with the Kivg of Poland, but
rafused, unless refa-ation was made me frp
the treatmeat I had experienced The Em
peror said that ‘‘ali that regarded his moth
er; as he had givea no cffence, he should
make no reparatiou” I perhaps, might
have gone at last to Rassia, but was pre-
veoted by the sudden death of my friend,
my Master, my more th:n father Stanislaus,
Kiog of Poland, who expired at Petersburg
12th Feb, 1798. After that melancholy
event, a long correspondence took placa ba-
tween the Emperor of Russia and myself,
which ended iu his paying me, in a very
nnble manner the sum assigned me by the
Kiog of Poland, as a reward of my long
atd dangerous services. I arrived in Ham-
borg in October last, My intention was to
go eitber to Fratce or England, but I found
myrelf strangely embroiled with both the
governments, [ have eettled matters in
France, but not yet in Englasd. The
Ministers there persist in believing me to
be sent upon a secret envoy from the Em-
peror of Russia, who is now at varience with
Eogland. God knows I am sick of Ea-
ropean politics.

I intend-d to have spent the winter in

ty and should I perish even here, under the
hospitable government of Denmark, I shall
leave nine or ten thousand pounds sterling,
80 disposed of that my assassins oannot
prevent its coming to my family. Thbat
sum is all I have saved from the wreck of
my fortunes in Poland. Iu the Spriog I
shall proceed to America, provided I escaps
the daggers and poison with which I am
threatened here.

SPLENDID PROVISION BEING MADE FOR THE
AGRICULTURAL AND LIVE STOCK INTER- __
ESTS AT THE GREAT EXPOSITiON.

Mr. W. 1. Bachanan, Chief of the De-
partment of Agriculture, of the World’s
Columbian Exposition, in speaking of the
arrangements being made in the way of
buildings by the Local Directory for the
live-stock and agricultural interests, says
that the most ample facilities possible are
being planned to accommodate all the vari-
ous live-stock and agricultaral interests in
a manner that cannot fail to be pleasing and
satisfaotory alike to visitors and exhibitors
in these departments.

Mr. Buchanan, says: “One of the most
desirable and interesting features of the
Exposition will be the proposed Live-stock
and Agricultural Assembly Hall, the erec-
tion of which is now assured. This build-
ing will probably conneot Machinery Hall
with the Agricultural Building, fronting on
the main court of the Exposition grounds,
and will be conveniently near oune of the
stations of the eievated railroad. It will
be a very handsome building and wiil an-
doubtedly be the common meeting point
for all persons imterested in live.stock and
agricultural pursuits.

On the first floor, near the main entrance
of the building, will bs located a Bareau of
Information, in charge of attendants, who
will furniah visitors with all necessary in-
formation in regard to the Assembly Hall
and the main Agricuitural Building, as well
as other features of the exposition. The
first floor will also contain suitable commit-
tee and other rooms for the different live-
stock associations of every character, where
such associations can meet and have tLeir
secretaries in constant attendance, thus af-
fording this important industry ample head-
quarters near the live stock exhibit and the
Agricnltural Buildings.

On this floor there will also be large and
handsomely equipped waiting-rooms, with
fire places for ladies, louunging rooms for
gentlemen and ample toilet facilities.
Broad stairways will lead from the first
floor into the Assembly-room, which will
have a seating capacity of about fifteen hun-
dred. This Assembly room will furnish
facilities for lectures, which will ba deliver-
ed by gentlemen eminent in their speocial
fields of work, embracing every interest
connected with live stock, agriculture and
its allied industries. When one considers
that in this room almoss daily there will be
lectures delivered, papers read, and discus-
sions had, conducted by eminent specialists
from all parts of the world, the importance
of such a building-for educational parposes
is apparent. Taken in connection with the
exhibits, this feature will make that part
of the Exposition devoted to live-stock,
agriculture, and horticulture a complete

gathering together of ail that an advanced
civilization is capable of producing.

In the Assembly room the most approv-
ed theories will be advanced and explained.
On the grounds asd in the agricultural and
horticnltural buildiogs will be the best il
lustrations. of what can be accomplished
when these theories are put into practice.
Men who have made the dairy business,
for instance, a life-study, will read papers
and deliver lectures on mat:ers connected
with the dairy; and close at hand, in fall
operation, it is hoped to have a working
dairy, aftording a practical object lesson of
the improved methods, which have been
applied to this industry. And so through
all tbe branches of agriculture and horti-
culture, the Exposition as an edncational
mc;ans will be both theoretical and practi-
cal.

The entire second floor of the Assembly
Building is given up to committee rooms
and rooms for headqnarters for each and
all of the different farmers’ organizations
in existence in this country, It will far-
nish a definite and pleasant home for all
such organizations during the entire time
of the Exposition, where each may have its
secretary, or other official, constantly in
attendacce to farnish information and
transact other business, and where the
members can hold such consultations as
they may desire.

Such a building was never erected at any
KExposition, and its construction here will
show that the Board of Directors purpose
affordiag every desirable facility that they
can farnish to aid the great live-stock and
agricaltural interests of the country. It is
confidently believed that this building will
present a very busy scene every day the
Exposition is open, and that it will prove
an 1mmense benefit to the interests it is de-
signed to serve,”’
