The Ckurch Fights.

Rev. John L. Scudder, pastor of the Jer-
sey City Tabernacle, uttered words of wig—
dom Sunday, when he spoke of the trial of
Dr. Briggs. He.said:

“Once mere the disciples of Christ are
preparing to do battle with one another,
and before this conflict is over I fear many
people will be seriously damaged. It is
with great misgiving that I look upon the
coming trial of Dr, Briggs for heresy. This
is a purely theological quarrel, a warfare of
opinion which destined to increase the dis-
sensions which already exist, if, indeed, it
will not saver the denomination.

““There is little to be gained in such dog-
matic conflicts. It is a poor recommenda-
tion for the gospel of love when the follow-
ers of the meek and lowly Jesus join in an-
gry debate and exhibit a harsh, uncharita-
ble controversial temper. Multitudes of
people stand aloof and say with a saeer,
“You had better convert yourselves before
you attempt to convert us.” Whether Dz,
Briggs agrees or disagrees with certain
s¢atements in the Westminster Confession
—which, itself, sadly needs revision in my
jndgment—the entire movement is a mis-
take and highly prejudicial to the interests
of Christ’s kingdom. In addition to the
unwisdom of this anti-heresy movement I
believe it will defeat the very purpose for
whioh it was inaugurated, for it will give
national notoriety to the principles of higher
criticism for which he egtands, and thus
bring it down to the masses.”’

New York is all ast'r now over these
theological fights. The interest is of the
kind with which men watoch contests,
whether they bs between horses or men.
Unfortunsately for the churches engagad in
these controversies, the ministers kaunled
before the bar appear to the masses as par-
secuted; heuce they have the popular sym-
pathy—at least from the non-professing-
Christian class, which class all churches
endeavor to reach. If thesealleged heterc—
dox ministers were in unlawful callings, ac-
cused of swindling, immorality or other of-
fences, the drift of public thought on the
subject would be different, bnt they have
been actively following their ministerial
professions. They have all been working
towards the same and main end. Their
various modes of theological opinion are
incidenta!s, Hence the attacks upon these
ministers place them in the lizht of martyrs,
aftording to popular gcomprehension, and
weaken the ghurches,—Richmond Stale.

Reciproeity and the Farmer.

In view of the great stress laid upon the
raciprocity idea it is in order to enquire
why it shonld be restricted to Latin Amer-
ica and what class of Awmerican vitizans ars

to ba the beuneficiaries. It will not require

much investigation to discicse the fact that

the interest of the manufacturaers and not

of the agricultarists is uppermost in the
minds of the reciprocity advocates. The
British Empire is by long odds the best

customer for onr farm products, ocur cot-
ton, wheat, corn, beef and pork. The bal-
ancs of trade between tha United States

and Great Britain is largely in our favor.
The excess of onr exports over imports

from Great Britain reaches the enormous

amount of $261,406,706 per annum. Oar

imports from England in 1891 were $186,-
488,956 and our exports $447,895,662. Oar

total exports for the year wera $827,828,-

834, so that Eogland bought more from us

than all the ress of the world put together.

What sensa or justice is there in dircrimi-

niting against our best customer? Will not
England in a spirt of retaliation use every
means to supply her wants from other quar-

tors, from India, Egypt, Russia, Sonth

America and Australia? L2t it bs remem-

bered that the bulk of our exports to Eng-

land is made up of agricaltural produects,

Itis the market which the American farmer
most highly prizes bacause it is most profit-
able to him. How is it with South Amer-

ica? The chief exports from this coantry

to our Southern neighbors are the products
of factories, shoes, fabrics, machinery and

agricultural implements. From this it will
appear that the reciprocity rackes is work-

ed for tha bevefit of the same favored class
for which the protective tariff was snacted
and as usual with Republican legislation the
farmar is left ont in the cold. I4is stated
on Republican auibority that even now

without reciprocity the American manufac-
turer can undersell his Earopeau competi-
tor in the South Amsrican . States ten or
tweniy per cent, If this be trne, and we
have no reason to doukt if, where is the
special nead of encouragement for the man-
ufacture:? He onght at once to take pos-
session of the market and drive hiz Eaog

lish, German and Freoch rivals from the
fiald. In this connection another question
comes up. If the American manufacturer
is so skilfal, 80 expert, 80 indusirious and
so intelligeat that he can produce a better
article at a lower price than his Earopean
compstitor and make a good profit :while
uoderselling him in Brazil and the Argea-
tine Repnblic, how is it that he cannot hold
his own here at home against the foreign-
er, without the artificial aid of a protective
tariff? The truth is that the tariff enables
the manufacturer to raise the price of his
goods and levy a tribute o= his fellow-citi-
zens which he cannot impass on his foreign
customers. We do pot ebject to resiproc-
ity with Sonth America. Q(r the contrary
we are delighted with it because it isa
good thing—because 1t will premote a
trade which is mutnally beneficial, but we
do say if it is such a good thing,let us have
more of 1it, and by all mesans let us exrend
its beneficent opseration o cur best custom-
er. Tit for tat is a very good rule, and if
England buyas so largely of oar farm prod-
ucts as to bring prospsrity to American
agricalture why should noy the trade with
Eugland be encouraged, or at leas: not dis
coaraged by putting up the barrier of the
protective tarifi’— Lynchburg Advance.
