For the Speciator,
COUNTY ROADS.

The Acts of Assembly disclose the fact that
the subject of roads has engaged a large share
of attention from year to year, with the prom-
inent feature that nd system proposed has
been generally approved. The general law of
county roads has been the makeshif:; with very
frequentspeclal actsof individual, soxelimces
groups of counties, which were soon amended
and flnally abandoned, and a return made to
the general law. Loudoun county has prob-
ably succeaded best with her special act, and
has probably the best roads. The people and
representatives of Augusta have been awake
to the importance of the subject, but they have
been uanfortunate in not devising a road-
scheme which issatisfactory. By Actof March
8th, 1880, it was provided, “That the Board of
Supervisors of Augusta county be and they
are hereby directed to borrow $100,000, for the
purpose of improving and macadamizing such
of the roads of the county leading to Staunton,
as, In their opinion, should be improved and
macadamized, etc.” ‘“All necesgary power for
carrying out the provisions ef this Ast, are
; visors,” The Act had to be submitted to tie
vote of the ypeople; the macadamized roads
were required to be kept by toll on the saine.
It was cbjected that ciay roads, for eight
months in the year are more pleasant than
the macadamized, and an unwillingness to
pay tcll, ete. The Act was not adopted.

As a disposition was manifested to prefer
the earth-road, resort was had to an Act of
April 21st, 1882, providing for a contract systern
of working the roads under the general dir.c-
tior of the Board of Supervisors, through dis-
trict commissioners, combining taxation and
the usual labor.
were to Jdetermine the number of days the
local labor might be required by the coatract-
ors, with a limitation not to exceed four days
in one year. The maximum intended to pro-
vide for great damage, such as that by floods
of 1870 and 1877, This extreme limit allowed
the Supervisors in determining the time was
used to drive from the support of the Act; so
it also signally failed of adoption. Next Au-
gusta was switched on to a bill which was pre-
pared for Frederick county and became a law
without popular vote. This is the law under
which we are now operating.

The convict theory was provided for by vari-
ous counties in the neighborhood of the Peni-
tentiary. But few of the counties put it into
execution. It was found that the securing by
night and the guarding by day, feeding, cloth-
ing, medical attendance and the liability to be
called in on very short notice, the general
aversion the people had to their presence In
country, and then the clamonr ‘‘that it was in
competion with honest labor,” rendered them
unacceptable. Besides,the work on the county
roads is so much scattered and light, that the
equipments for convict labor are too expen-
sive and the danger of escapes too great to
make them very desirable.

Our feelings almost chafe under our embar-
rassments; bat, let us take comfort and cour-
age from the fact that we have recently come
out of a desolating war, and yet have already
sufficiently rallied to restore wastes which
were committed. Our railroad and steamboat
transportation were never so good as now; our
public institutions of all kinds are in first-
class condition; our school systems,public and
private, are excellent; our people with great
unanimity, have gone to work pushing busi-
ness vigorously. A grand future lies immedi-
ately before us. Our people can and will soon
be educated up to the necessity of bestowing
more atiention and capital to tue impovement
of our country highways. Our wide-awake
and practical County Judge has distinguished
himself, with the aid of our publie-spiritea
Superyisors and Road Commissioners, in pro~
viding numerous permanent iron bridges
across the rivers and greatly improving our
earth roads. They are getling rapidly in
shape to receive the gravel to completion.
Meanwhile, the leading racds from Middle-
brook and Mt. Solon, can be graveled by grad-
ual and persistent stages tocompletion.

An irzproved system for the other roads will
soon prepare them for the macadam-finish
when the county will be fully able to handle
the subjeci without coupling other necessary
obiects of attention, as time progresses, ToM.

FINANGIAL AND COMMERCIAL.

THE GRAIN TRADE, CROPS, &C.

The prospect for crops in the West and North-
west have been Improved during the past sev~
eral weeks by the rains which have fallen in
that seetion, The Cincinnati Price-Current of
May 28ih, says ‘‘the general position with re-
ference to leading erops has been more cheer-
fui the past week than previously for some
weeke. Therains were quiwe general, although
far from being ample 1n a considerable poriion
ofthe Central West. They have afforded im-
portant relief, however, to nearly allthe grow~
ing crops. In some districts west of the Mis~
sissippl t.;t rainfall has beea exceasive,

Thg winter wheat crop i1s without much
change ¥ promise. In many localities the re-
cent moisture was more or less urgently need-
ed to maintain the proper development of the
grain. Tbe general aveirage promise otherwise
than as relieved from threatened impairment
in various localities s not more encouraging
than a month ago, and is hardly justifying the
calculatious then made,

In the Northwest the spring wheat 1s mak-
ing a fairly good start, and tha general posi-
tion is encouraging,

The cats crop in many portions of the West
has had decidedly beneflcial results from the
rains—in many regionsa go.d yle!d is assured,
but for the maost’part there is more or less im-
pairment in condition whigh can notbe over-
come, Tne rainsihave lessened the dJeficiency
in this crop.

The corn crop hadjan important rellef by the
rains, enabling delayed planting to be renew"
ed,and iu some localities to be finished, but
the temperature has not been such as to
promote progress in growth to a desirable ex-
tent. More of warmth and sumshine is now
needed, bnt the drawbacks from, such defl-
ciencies do not yet essentially prejudice the
general outlook.

The recent moisture has been of great bene
fit to pastures, and meadow, and the outlook
for hay had improved.

The wheat markets have been 'ower the past
week than the week preceding—the average at
Chicago for July being about 1092, against 10214c
the preceding week, closing at 99%{e, against
100¢ a week ago.

A fair amount of wheat is moviang into com-
mercial channels for the time of year, and the
promise for the incoming crop encourages
farmers to dispose of their holdings to an un-
usual extent, while interior warehouses and
mills are carrying smaller quantities than
ordinarily. The old crop-will be dilsposed of
very closely, The harvesting of the new crop
will be somewhat delayed through ihe influ-
ence of the cool weather.

The corn trade lost strength under influence
of the rains, but the overselling led to specula~
tive reaction and a sharp recovery in prices—
Chieago closing for July at 5434c, or 17%¢c lower
than a week ago, and 3¢ above the lowest
point of the week.

Wheat reeeipts at primary markets were 1,-
383,000 bushels for the week, against 1,301,000
the preceding week, and 1,318,000 last year.

Corn receipts were 2,668,000 bushels,’ against
2,587,000 the preceding weelk, and 38,8)1,000 last
year.”
