Weather Warmer In lite North Than
Here.

For the past several days the weather has
been about aswarm as lt ever gets lo be in this
locality. It is very seldom, indeed,that a good
thermometer, hung in the shade where it is
unaffected by reflected heat from any quarter,
registers the temperature here above 88 de-
grees. Thermometers may be in tha shade,
and yet register the temperate too high, as is
almost always the case, in consequence of be-
ing Effected more or less by reflected heat, and
it is in this way that we have reports of the
temperate sometimes as being at ninety-odd

and even a hundred degrees.
On Monday afternoon the thermometer reg-

istered 88 degrees, and on yesterday at 12 o'-
clock 88 degrees, which, as before remarked, is
about as warm as lt ever gets to be In this
place. After that hour the mercury fell to 82
degrees,and clouds were formed which obscur-
ed the sun. The weather on Monday was warm-
er In the North than here. Rhode Island 107 de
grees; Connecticut, 92; Massachusetts, 98; New
York, 97J4; Baltimore, 93. It gets colder in the
North and West In the Winter and warmer In
the Summer than it docs here. Virginia has
the most equable climate.

Fire! Fire!!

About a quarter to 3 o'clock on last Monday
morning, the alarm of Are was sounded by
Policeman Collins from Box 21, havingobserv-
ed that a fire was raging In the upper part of
the buildingnear thedepot owntd by Mr. C.
T. Palmer nnd occupied by Mr. MichaelKivli-
ghnn. The firemen promptly responded, and
by flooding lor some h..urs frts fourth stuiy In
which the fire originated, they succeeded in
saving the other portions of the building. Mr.

The origin of the Are
is unknown, Some suppose that, as the hay
was packed to tbe iron roof, and the dty pre-
ceding was very warm.itmay have been ignit-
ed by the heat of the roof. As the hay was old
and dry it is not probable that it was caused
by spontaneous combustion resulting from
fermentation or chemical action.

Notwithstanding the evident against
Sir William Gordon Citrtmlng j.-d the re-
sult of tho triil against him, it i that
a large portion of the people of E -gland,
and ospeoialiyjof Scotland, di r-ot believe
him guilty of the chargeof cheating at the
gamo of Bac-mrar, and it is probable that
the result of the trial, though eei-mingly a
smali cause, will be to shake thi throne of
Eagland. The people are greatly displeas-
ed with the conduct of Prir.ce A'bert, the
heir apparent to the throne, whilst, Sir Wm.
Gordon Cumming and his American bride
aro receiving ovations of tho most fiattering
character in SnotUnd, the home of hia an-
cestors, whore his estates are, and whare
the people kuow him and admire him, aud
believe most implicitly in his innocence.
History is full of examples of tha fact that
grett eflects remit from what seem to bo
small causes, and this trial promise? to add
to the number. It will weaken tha ties
that bind the people of Great Bri'ian to the
throne, aad sap the foundatiors of their
monarchical government, aud hasten the
day when it shall become a Republic. The
tendency has been in that dhection for

, some time, aod the result of this trial will
be to add Impetus to it.

Forros, Scotland, June 13th, gives an ac
count of tho recaption of Sir William and
his bride at all thi stations. At Forres the
whole population teems to bave turned out
to welcome them.

It is frequently said, and very truly, that
tbe beet woman is infinitely better tban tbe
best man, and tbat tbe worst woman is in
comparably worse tban the worst man.

In like manner we may say of tbe Cburcb
that when it is at its best it is tbe strongest
influence for good onthe planet, and when
it is at its worst it can make infidels faster
than a grist mill can grind corn.

The news from Pittsburg, Pa., tbat six
bright, conservative, eloquent and popular
young ministers were expelled by the Re-
formed Presbyterian Synod is calculated to
make the people prick up their ears. Have
they been guilty ofburglary or arson? Did
they carry concealed weapons? Ard* they
pirates or highway robbery? Havo they
tampered with the treasury of the Church
or committed murder? Not at all. They
have simply declared that a minister has a
right to vote like any other citizen, while
tbe Church to which they beloDg insists
that wo are living under "a godless consti-
tution and that no minister should cast a
ballot.

Yes, this is thenineteenth century, though
you wouldn't think it. We are living un-
der a regime of common sense, though that
synod furnishes no proof of the fact, but,
on the contrary, is a relic of tbe Middle
Ages, wben superstition took tho place of
reason and measureless stupidity was sub-
stituted for religion.

FINANCIAL AM COMMERCIAL.
THE URAINTRADK, CROPS. AC.

Tha Cincinnati Price-Current reports thtt
nearly all portions ofthe West have bad rains
the past week, aud there Is now but 11 tt lo com-
plaint of lack of moisture. In some districts,
notably In portions of Missouri and Kansas,
there has been too much rain.

During most of the week the temperature
has not been high enough to advance the
growth of corn in as full a degree as desirable.
This crop is still being plantedin various local-
ities, and Is having an unusuallyvariable con-
dition Incident to Its start. This Is notaccept-
ed yet as implying that the future may not
bring abpatsatisfactory results.

Tbe.oats crop has had some benefit from tbe
recent rains, but tbe later evidence does not
essentially change the Indications previously
recognized of a very considerable deficiency In
this crop.

The outlook has further improved In regard
to pasture and mowinglands, with fairly fav-
orable indications for hay.

Crops in general have had important beneflt
from tho recent rains, and as a rule the situa-
tion Is regarded cheerfully by the agricultural
Interests in the West.

The wheat markets have uot been especially
active. The news from abroad continues more
or less conflicting, bat is confirmatory of pre-
vious i-tsleuients concerning the season's pros-
pective great deficiency In ccrail production,
and it Is reasonable to taae the view that all
the surplus which can be furnished by this
country will ba oiled for to meet tbe year's
necessities.

Wheat receipts at primary markets were
2,321,000 bushels for the week, against 1,431,000
thepreceding week, and 1,358,000 last year.

Corn receipts were 3,354,000 bushels, against
2,9i3,C00 the preceding week, and 6,376,000 last
year.

FINANCIAL REVIEW.
The Weekly Financial Review by Henry

Clewes of the Banking House of Clewes A Co.,
under date cf June 13th, 1891. Bays:?

"The all-Important factor in determining
tuture values ofstocks Is the crop situation.
Happily, Ibis is in our favor, as frequently
pointedout, and as the season advances evi-
dences of improvementseem to multiply. The
certainty oran abundant harvest at home aud
a deficient oneabroad Increases each day. Our
Crop Bureau states that the Increase in Winter
wheat acreage is 11.5 per cent, and in Spring
wheat, 8.4 per cent; while the condition of both
stands at the highaverage of96.6 per cent and
92.6 per cent, respectively. To more fairly un-
derstand the effect ofgood crops upon business
and railroad interests, it should be remember-
ed that at present we are suffering from the
short crops of IS9O. In spite of this drawback,
the declines In earnings are small and many
roads sbow unexpected gains, wben tbe unfav-
orable conditions aro taken into consideration.
Money continues easy, and promises to bo con-
tinue until the crop movement; the present
quietness of trade tending to Increase supplies.
More attention has been given to Secretary
Foster's action in extendingthe 4H per cent
bonds than tbe question deserves. 1 do not be-
lievehe will attempt any step that means con
traction of the currency, for tbat would be less
popular than success In extendingthese bonds
at V/i per cent. Everyone understands, also,
that such a low rate of interest is possible only
because of the advantages of holding these
bonds, other than their safety and the high
credit of the Government. Western baDks,
who bold the bulk of outstanding may be
willingto accept a lower rate of Interest than
Eastern banks, thehigher money rates of the
West rendering circulation more profitable in
that section than here; but, as just said, more
importance bas been attached to thla element
than lt deserves. The Treasury is, upon Secre-
tary Foster's statements, able to meet all ob-
ligations, and the monetary outlook is clear
until tbe Fall. When thecrop movement be
gins, theu caution will be necessary. It 18
likely that, through sales ofproduce and pos-
sibly securities, we Bhall regain much of the
gold recently spared. The bank reserves are In
good shape, aod It need not be forgotten that
each year the We3t shows Itself less and less
Jc-pendeut upon tbe East lor Its supplies of
money . and the coming Fall may prove no ex-
ception. Wo do uot look for any radical or
immediate change iv the Stock Market, but
the present position ofeffalrs certainly justi-
fies taking a more hopeful oolnion regarding
the future; and good stocks at present prices
ought to yield a profit to buyers with reasona-
ble expectations."
