We Want no New Party?Keep lhe Alli-
ance Solidly on its True Line.

The dangers which beset the Alliance, as
an organization, are the political, influences
brought to bear upon it, in tho hope to use
it for individual ulterior purposes. The or-
ganizitiou sprung from tho prevailing de-
sire to correct those features of our legisla-
tion and administration of government,
which were injurious if not destructive of
all hope of the future prosperity of tha
farming interest of the cnuutry. The farm-
ers understood and saw the causes, wbich
were in operation, to use the great farming
industry, to promote otber enterprises and
other departments of business. Heavy rev-
enues aro laid on t»ll they consume, and
they are forced to sell their products at
pricoa fixed by a foreign market, cr ganged
by a swindling operation iv futures at home,
which deprive them of the legitimate and
fair profits of their labor. Th it brought
the sentiment of the agricultnr.il c'asw3 to
that stand point,which united ia the organ-
ization, which is now used by tham to sa-
curo tho reforms they believe will f.iirly
and justly advance the intense of all
classes. To attain this, is tua point on
which the current of sentiment i : tho or-
ganization is beginning to diverge into a
new channel, which if continued will ren-
der 8 division in the organization and de-
feat the object aud intention of its forma-
tion. Iv thi3 organization,as in all others,
wo have exhibited that element of human
nature,which is aiming to use it to advance
personal ambitions, and we euapeot the
most controlling infiuocM iv the now party
movemont at Cincinnati, was the wish acd
purpose of soma few of the leader.*., to
b*£z3 the way for their political promotion.
Tempted by the prospect of the r,*'*- 1--* <-**-*ncy
or a seat in Cotigress,they denned the time
had come when a distincive fai mors' party
3hould ba organized, which wonld help
them to fame, if not to fortune, and they
havo used tho Alliance in tbat section to
gain their object. The result will show
thoy have made :, mistake. Tha farmers
of the country, those who own and fum
the lands, are not iv sufficient n-tmbsrs to
rule the country, ia an independent and
soparato political organization. Their
strength and power aro great and controll-
ing when they 3tand to their colors, hold
to their organization, and use it3forca aad
strength in controlling the old partitas to
accomplish Iho reforms we need, but when
we step out into a soparate and distinct po
litical party, we will not have the vote to
carry tbe States or the country. Tbo South
has maintained hor positions and held to
her rights by warding off many acta of sec-
tional oppression, by her own rolid union
in co operation with good men from the
North, and we, as an Alliance, can do
much if we stand solidly together and hold
to our old party affiliations to accomplish
tho desired reforms. The country naeds
the reduction of the tariff, free c linage of
Silver, rooting out of trusis and combina-
tions, which draw thoir life-blood from the
high tariff?and to put a stop to gambling
iv grain, &c. Alone wo are too weak to at
tain theso results, but in the old parties we
oan accomplish tham. Whatever thoy did
at Cincinnati, in deference to tba leader-
ship of some Northwestern men. we cannot
stand a devisbn here iv the South. Divi-
sion here means politicil ruiu and suicide.
Divided wo cannot throttle the intrigues
led by the Hoars, Grubbs and McKinleys,
whoso m»in purpose is to get the political
control of the Southern Scales?ar.d such
measures as tho Force bill and other
schemes of similar character and intention,
during tho reign cf the nightmare of recon-
struction, wero dofea ed by the solid vote
of the South, with the aid of those of tbe
North who stood by us. It will not do to
divide here?it would ba fatal to all we
hold vital and indispensable to the good or-
der of our State*. Wisdom and a prudent
regard for onr safety and prospeiity.reqnire
that we should stand firmly together in the
Alliance, and use its power to w**rk tha de
sired reforms with our parties. We want
no naw party here, but a firm adharance to
the Alliance as it is, and our pvrtias will

IT IS BETTER TO GO TO SLEEI" THAN TO TRY

TO GET SOMETHING OUT OF NOTHING.

A large congregation as.-embled lisst
evening at Grace Methodist Episcopal
Church to hear the paslor, Rev. Dr. Ilav-
oourt, in his second sermon on the Piojjbet
Jonah. Ilis text w.s taken from Iho li st
chapter and the sixth verso of the bro* of
Jonah : "So the shipmaster ciiru to bim
and said, whit meinest thou, O tleepei?
Arise and call upon thy God." Dr. Ilai-
ourt slid: "The captain has turned p:eieh-
er?a preacher worthy of being heard.
His sermon-has the true ring in r; strong
aud startling. Minhlers may wnte sei-
tnons to till up a leisure tour and preach
them to fill up a gap in Sunday fccis-ico?.
but all sermon-; worth ht-ating ate b»-go'-
ten by great throes; they express* the
deepest c navicttona,

"The shipmaster's aeimi.uhaj in il in..n .
things that commend it ai a model for all
mioisieis. It has in it the element of
aroasement. Beery good sermou has this
quality. Men must be aroused and inter-
ested befoie they can ba helped. Their
attention must be secured; then comes ic-
terest, thought and action.

"Men ate much better asleep, 6ven in
church, than awaka and struggling with
the tisk of trying to get something out of
nothing. Ia deep physical strength may
be obtained; in feeding ou chaff no good
results follow." Iv illustrating this point
tbe Doctor related the experience of a min-
ister in the West who was greatly annoyed
by one of bis deacons, who was accustomed
to sleep all during the delivery of bis ser-
mon. The minister went to the deacon
and advised him to put a little red pepper
in bis pocket, and when he felt himself
growing drowsy to take a pinch of it. "A
very good receipt," said the deacon, and
then added: "Wouldn't it be better to put
the pepper in the sermon?"

''The deacon was right. The shipmas
ter wasjin earnest. He fsaw the danger
which threatened and was aroused to the
necessity of speedy action. To move men
we must first be moved ourselves. The
actor being asked by the bishop how it was
that he and others of his profession could
move men so powerfully by what they
knew to be more fiction, answered: 'We
actors recite fiction as if it was fact, and
you ministers recite fact as if it was only
fiction.' Garrick wa3 right.

'Tf religion is a reality, it is the greatest
of all realities. The captain's sermon was
plain, pointed and effective. These are
elements of strength, without which a ser-
mon is of very little worth.

"An aged woman once traveled a great
distance to hear John Wesley preach, and
on coming out of the church she waited at
the door and asked if that was the great
John Wesley who had preached, Then
she exclaimed: 'Why, I understood every
word ho said!' To move men to action we
must bo understood by them. Dean Stan-
ley's, Mr. Spurgeon's and Mr. Beecher's
sormons are as readable as Bunyan's Pil-
grim's Progress' or 'Robinson Caisoe.'Tho strong points of many a good sermon
aie often rubbed down to perfect weak-
ness.

The story is told of a mau who was try-
ing to nail a tin shieg'o to a board fence
with some tacks which he had in his pos-
session, but without any success. The tin-
plate was too hard for the fine point of tbe
tacks. A stranger passing by aad Seeing
bis trouble said to him: 'Neighbor, the
points of your tacks are too fine; let me have
a few of them.' Having received them, he
took the hammer and broke oil" their points
and returned thorn to tho man, who dro-ie
them through the tin plate without the
slightest trouble. Sermon points are cflcn
too fine. Less fine points and more strength
is the want of today.

"The shipmasters'sermon had the ac-
companiment of the many-piped organ?the
storm that whistled and roared through the
rigging of the vessel, and the hearty re-
sponses of the convicted and tcrror-3tri ck-
eu seamen. Men tell us sometimes tbat it
is the lightning that kills, and not the
thunder; but it i 3also true that lightning
without the accompaniment of thunder
never kills. And a sermon without the
arousemeat in it is simply sheet lightning,perfectly harmless!"

Hints on Shoeing.
Colts are born with perfect feet. Nature

intended them to run on the ground con-
stantly, and if they did their hoofs would
wear away evenly ; but iustead they are
kept indoors about five months of the year.
The hoofs becomo long and break off in
pieces from time to time. If a consider-
able piece breaks off one Bide the foot runs
over like an old boot and tbe colt acquires
the habit of walking partially on the side
of his foot, which is very difficult to rem-
edy. Sometimes both sides break off,
leaving tho too unnaturally long, thus
throwing more weight on the heels, car-sing
them to wear away faster than they should.
Thi3 produces fiat feet The uueven
breaking off of the hoofs bafore the animal
matures causes most of the imperfections
in tbe feet of the horse, with resultant
ring-bones, spavins, curbs and other ail-
ments. When a horse with a bad foot
comes to be shod, if it runs over to the
side it should be leveled up gradually at
soveral succeeding shoeings and by mak-
ing the shoe a little thicker on cue Ride
and paring down the honf a little on the
opposite side.

If tho feet arc fiat the heels should be
let alone and the toes cut down as far as
will answer at every shoeing. The shoe
should never bear on the sole of the foot,
but on tho wall alonr. If the sole is low
down and presents a convex surface, as is
often tho case, tho shoes will either be
made concave to match or very narrow to
fit only on tho horny shall. If tbe animal
has contracted feet tho heels shmld be cut
away as much ss it wil! do, as well as the
horn on tho bottom of the foot, and the
shoes should be leveled out from the quar-
ters back, tbat the feet may have a ten-
dency to spread. If tha animal has ring-
bone or other stiffness iv the .joints, the
tecs should be cut back. This rule applies
also to spavin, thoroughpin, curbs, etc
Bad feet in horses are generally traceable
to inattention of mau. The feet of colts
should be attended to once in three months
from the time they are first slablcd until
they reach maturity, and then permaueut
good feet will be assured. If agricultural
societies wouli employ a skillful man to
shoo horses at their fairs and give illustra-
tive lectures, they would accomplish -more
good than they do now by some cf their
transactions.
