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The Farmer on Top.

This is the title of an article in the July
number of the North American Review,
by Erastus Wiman, which is full of en-
couragement to all farmers.

The writer states, and seems to prove,
that no more wheat-lands remain nnoccu-
pied in tke United States. That 2 land-
hunger of the keenest character does exist
is proved, he says, in numerous sections
and perhaps more vividly than anything
eise by the scenes which cccurred at the
opening of the territory of Oklahoma two
yoars ago. More recently,even last winter,
in Ashland, Wisconsin, men and women
stood in line, ankle deep in snow, all day
and all night, from Thursday until Satur-
day, waiting for their turn to register; acd
the Secretary of the Interior at a later day
was compelled to close the land-office
because it was in possession of a mob, who
only became such because of their eager
desire to obtain land. This shows a craze
for land which had no parallel j4 the pre-
vious history of the country. /

In the meanwhile popw.ﬁtion, chiefly
consumers, has increased/ out of all pro-
portion to production. ,The rapidity with
which farms were taken up and spare land
occupied between 13‘/0 and 1880 has been
the cause of the d¢pression. Over produc-
tion was the cadse of the low prices and
the destructign of its prefits. This is
shown by Yhe fact that for the fourteen
years endipfy with 1885 the cultivated area
of the Jnited States increased 112 per
cent., /while population increased only 44
per £ent, But a reaction has now set io.
ile the population continues to increase

@t the rate of 12} per cent. in every five
/7 years, the area now being taken up bas not

in that period increased 2 per cent., and it

is yearly and progressively lessoning. The
population of the bread-eating world in-

creased in the decade from 1850 to 1890 11

per cent., and goes on increasing, but the

land which can grow grain at previous
prices is well-nigh exhausted so far as
relative increase is concerned.

It is clear, therefore, says Mr, Wiman,

that the farmer hereafter will realize a

fair profit upon his cperations. It is time

that he should do so. The extent of the
farmer’s loss by low prices and of his gain
by high prices may be judged by the ad-
vance in the amount to be realized in their
different conditions. Thus in 1875 the
average price in gold of English-grown
wheat in the markets of Great Britain was
$1.64 per bushel, During the five years
ending in 1889 it was 95 cents per bushel.

In other words there was a difference of

69 conts, equsl to a decline of 42 per cent,

in the income of every wheat-produces,

and indeed cf every producer of feod,
arising cut of ‘exports from Isndia and

America. An mcrease of 42 per cent. in

the income cf any individual, or any class

is 2 most momenious matter, “The weary
waiting for bstter times, the nights of
sleepless anxiety, and the days of unre-
quited labor, the parrowness of resources,
and the eager desire of the young people
for better modes of living have all been
borne in expectation of the day that now
dawns upon every industrious farmer in
the land,” Mr. Wiman might have added
that the repeal of hostile legislation by

Congress will further lift the burden from

the farmer’s shoulders, and a% the game

time advance the welfare of all the laboring
claeses,

Plain Taik t¢ Farmers.

Dr. David Starr Jordap, late Presideut
of Indiana University, whc is on his way
to take charge of Stanford University, de-
livered a farewell address on last Wednes-
day on the ‘‘Saving of Time,”” making a
practical and forcible application of it to
toe farmer. By way of iniroduction he
stated that on a recent railway journey
across the Btate, on a bright April day,
when every farmer ought to have been re-
joicing over the chance of being at work,
he observed that at almost every station at
which the train stopped there was & crowd
of men and boys, sometimes thirty or forty
in number, idly waiting to view the specta-
cle—*“embodied ghosts, dead to ali life avd
hope, with only force enough to stand
around and gape.’”” He then proceeded
with his relation as follows : *‘I go back to
the old farm in New York on which I was
born, the farm my father won from the
forest, and on which he lived in freedom
and independence; knowing no master,
dreading no oppression. 1 find,on that
farmm to day tenants who barely make a
living. I go over the farm. I see un-
pruncd fruit trees, wasted forest trees, farm
implements rusiing in the rain and sun,
falling gates, broken wagons, evidences of
wasted time and unthrifcy labor.”

In view of these facts Dr. Jordan pro-
pounded the conundrum whether ‘“‘the op-
pression of the farmer,”” about which we
hear s0 much, is the fanlt of the times or of
the man. It was easy, he said, to recog-
nize the farms on which the farmers were
bosy and industricus: “Their owners are
in sliiance with the forces of nature. The
gods are on their side, and they nced ro
belp from pcliticians, Their butter sells
for mozey, their oats are clean, their
herses are in demand; whatever they
teuck is gennine and pregperous.”’

Taking up tke complaint that the farmer
has to pay high taxes, the jusfice of which
he did not dispute, he said :—

¢“No duty on iron was ever so great as
the tex he pays who leaves his mowing
machioe nosheltered in the storm, The
tax on land is high, but he pays a higher
tax who leaves his meadows to grow up to
white weed and thistles. The tax for good
roads is high, but a higher toll is paid by
the farmer who goes each week to town in
mud knee-deep to his horses. There is a
high tax oo personal property, but it is not
80 high as the tax on time which is paid by
the man who spends his Satardays loitering
about tbe villege streets, All the farmer’s
income arises from the wise use of his time.
Oune-sixth of his time means one-gixth of
his income. If he has learned to make use
of his time, all other ills will cure them-
selves.”

This plain talk may not bte agreeable or
palatable to the class of farmers whom it
*hits,”” but there is truth and force in
every line of it, and it will profit any who
take it sincergly to heart and act upon it.

In each case the weaker army made ths

attack and was defeated, Lee did wot

have to face such heavy cdds as Napoleon;

but, whereas Napoleon’s defeat was 2 rout
in which ha lost all his guns and saw his
soldiers becoming a disorgasized rabble,
Lee drew off his army in good .order, his
cannon uncaptured, and the morale of his
soldiers unshaken., The dafeated Confed-
erates lost in killed apd wounded 15,530,
and in captured 7,467, soma of whom were
likewise woanded, or 23,000 in 2ll; the de-
feated French lost frem 25,000 or 30,000—
probably pearer the latter number. The
Jonfederates thus los! in killed and wound

ed at least 25 per cent. of their force, and
yot they preserved their artillery and their
organization, while the French suffered an
even heavier proportional loss, and were
turned into a fleeing mob.

Comparing the victors, we fiod that the
forces of the Allies at Waterloo consisted
of several different kinds of troops. Wal-
lington had ueder him 68,000 English,
(Germans, and Dutch Belgiavs, while Bloch-
er had 52,000 Prossians.

At Gottysburg the Northerus lost 17,755
killed and wounded, and 5,435 missing; in
other words, they suffered an sctually
greater loss than the much larger army of
Wellington and Biucher ; relatively, it was
half as great agair, being something hke
22 per cent. in killed and woununded alons.
This gives some idea cof the comparative
obstinacy of the fighting,--Theodore Roose-
velt in The Century.

From the atove it will be observed that
whilst the Federals had the advantage of
position ard from 15,0600 to 20,000 more
trcops than the Confederates, yet the Fed-
eral loss in Killed and wounded was 2,225
more than that of the Confederat-s. The
trath is that the real victorys in that won-
derful battle were the Confederates. Gen.
Lee was forced to withdraw because of the
exhaustion of his ammunition, and not be-
cause he was conquered, and in that way
the Federals claimed the victory, for they
held the field of battle. If they had been
really victorious they would have pursued,
and the fact that they allowed Lee to with-
draw his army without molestation, is con-
clusive of the fact that they were afraid to
bring on an engagement where they would
not have the advantage in position that
they had on the heights of Gettysburg, The
army that Gen., Lee commanded on that
occasion conld not bave been conquered on
eqnal ground by an equal number of troops
of any army that was ever marshaled, It
was an army of the best soldiers the worid

has ever seen, or will probably ever see
again.
