SAN Dieco, TExAs, August 1st, 1891,
Editor Staunton Spectator:

EVERY ARGUMENT OF THE LIQUOR MEN
ANSWERED.

It is urged by many that they would vote
for Local Option if they could ooly see what
benefit it would be to the city. Listen!
Prohibition will remove the saloons from
our streets so that the little boys who now
come into daily contact with them will not
when they become older have zcquired the
driok habit. It is an admitted fact that in
a majority of children the =ppstite for
strong drink is as surely born i:to them as
the appetite for bread and bu-ier, and it
needs only the presence of «:ioons, the
smell of liguor and the sight of wen drink-
ing, to arouse and inflame tbuat appetite,
which is then only appeased by the con-
sumpiion of liquor., Where there is no
temptation there i8 no gin. Ramove the
saloons and the child will not want that
which it does not seeand of wkich it knows
nothiog,

Prohibition will stop the blosd-mills that
are to-day grinding happiness, hope and
life out of helpless wives aud iunocent
children, and save to those starving and
rerishing families the money that woula
otherwise be equandered for drink.

Prohibition will purify the moral atmos.
phere of our city, strengthen the work of
the churches, lessen the city’s criminal ex-
penses and make many a m=sun, both old
and young, a better citizen and more fit to
die—to meat God and the judgment.
‘‘But,”’ says my opoonent, ‘‘Prohibition
will not prohibit.” Yes it wil!, if the law
officers of the city do their duty, and we
have no fear that they will be derelict in
the enforcement of such an Oc:dinacce.

Mark yoa,
theory and practice are vastly diffe:ent
things.

‘“But,”” says my opponent, “if Prohibi-
tion becomes a law it will kill business,’’
No, sir. The same people who buy goods
now, will from the force of the same neces-
sity, buy them tben. Prohibition of iteelf
will not fill a man’s stomach or cover Lis
back, and every man must cinsume as
much merchandise if the towan is dry as if
it was wet; and, besides, the raoney that
now goes for drink would then be spen$ for
family supplies (for there would be no glar-
ing inducements to spend it otherwise),
thus increasing every branch of business—
from the boot-black’s to the banker’s—to
that extent, And even if the grass shculd
grow in our streets, as 1t 18 claimed, it were
poiter to Icse a few dollars than that the
grass shounld grow over the graves of drunk-
en fathers and sons, who may g down to a
drankard’s death and perdition yaars be-
fore their appointed time to die. ‘‘The
wicked shall not live out half their daye,”
says God. 1f the occupaats of several
graves in Thornrose Cemetery could only
speak they would in thander tones declare
the truth of that quotation.

And if saloons are 8o highly lLieneficial to
the growth and ?rosperity of a town why
do not Staunton’s land companies advertise
that there ace twenty saloons in the city—
establish a large number of them on their
own launds to increase ths valus of their
lots and as & guarantee that invostors will
reap large rewards from the pnrchase of
adjacent lots? There is not a land com-
paoy in the United States but that epu-
merates every industry, from a blacksmith
shop to a bank, but never a word is a2id as
to the number acd product of the saloons.
They know why, and 'you Enow why this
is not done. If saloons are to be the basis
of Staunton’s proaperity, then why do not
the woneyed mea of the city establish an
bundred of such ‘‘desirable industries’ and
inaugurate the greatest boom Virginia ever
saw? Wealth producing saloons! Yes,
wealth for those who run them, but rags
and want and misary and death to those
wno furnisa the wealth! There are several
strests in the city of Ssaunton that show
the blighting effect of the saloor, and there
are hundreds of helpless victims who hour-
ly fecel the effects of the curse of rum!
There is pot an intelligent mar who does
pot koow that saloons are death-dealing
to every interest of a city, and sugar-coat
it a3 you may the trush remains, for truth
caunot be hid thoagh a mountain of error
be piled upon it.

“Bat,”’ says my opponent, if Prohibition
becomes a law the taxes will ke inc

to make up ths deficlency in the city

revenua.”’” No, sir. At her present rate
of taxation the city of Staunton has
abundant revenue from other sources for
her maintenance and improvement. The
city did not establish, or cause to ba es-
tablished the saloons because sbe needed
the revenue from them, but she taxas them
becanso the saloon-keeper desires to sell
liquer. That is the reason and the only
reas>n why the city gathers reveoue from
them. And even i the taxes were ir—
creased, it would amount to only aboat
twenty-five cants par capita per year, and
wiat man, with the truoe interests of his
family and neighbcr and community at
heart, would not willingly pay ten or a
hundred times twenty-five cents to bave
the saloons with all their attending evils
removed from our streets ?

In his recent address in Staunton, Ex-
Auditor John E. DMassey said : ¢“While
Auditor of the State of Virginia I had the
opportunity of knowing the amount of
revenns derived from the lignor traffis, and
tbe purposes fur which the money was paid
out, aud I tell you that for every dollar
paid into the treasury by the liquor traf-
fio, four dollars were paid out for criminal
prosecutiors, the support of paupars, the
msintenance of the insane, and the educa-
tion of the ignorant, whose condition was
caused either directly or indirectly by the
use of liquor.!"?

From this showing the State of Virginia
wounld make, by saving, a vast amouct of
money every year if there was no liguor
sold within her borders. Aun expenditure
of four dollars to get one! Revenue pro-
ducing, is it ?

¢But,’”’ says my opponent, if Prohibition
succeeds those who have acquired the
habit of drinking will thea buny it in large
quantities and keap it in their houses and
elsowhera and drink more than if they
could goto a bar and get it.”” That may
be true. There never was, is not, aad
doubtless never will be a sumptuary law to
prevent a man from making a hog of him-
golf if so dmeposed. But, candidly, it is
sheer folly to argue that more liguor will
be drank when the drinker is put to the ad-
ditional cost and trouble of obtaining ard
drinking it ‘“‘on the sly,”” than if he could
get all he wanted by simply stepping
¢‘around the corner.”” If Prohibition does
pot stop these who have the drink habit
already fixed, it will prevent the young
boys—the rising generation—from acquir-
ing the blighting habit; and no true father
can afford to let his son come into daily
contact with saloons, unless he wishes him
to lead a drunkard’s life, die a drunkard’s
death, and reap a drunkard’s eternity !
God awaken the fathers and saye the boys
of our city !

If you are for God against the devil; for
right against wrong; for home against the
saloon, you must work for Prohibition.—
There is no middle ground. God says he
that is not for me is against me—he that
dishonors me him will I dishonor—I will
laugh at his calamity and mock when his
fear cometh. In what measure you mate
it to God to you will that measure be
meted sagain. There is no escape from
this.

God grant that in the coming contest
between right and wrong every man may
do his hovest, heaven-enjoined duly, that
the right may prevail and the dens of
iniquity be everlastingly swept from our

city.

MeKinley May be “Kuifed

BLAINE’S FRIENDS IN A DANGEROUS MOOD—
A FAMOUS TARIFF EPISODE.

The New York Herald contained the fol-
lowiog among its Washington dispatches:

Do the Biaine republicans believe that
the saccess of McKinley would make the
tariff the overshadowing issue in 1891, and
are are the Blaioe republicans for this rea-
sou preparicg to kuife the author of the
tariff bill in Ohio this yez1?

Tae Herald's Columbaus dispatches indi-
cate that they are, and weil informed poli-
ticians balieve that the Herald is right.

Mr. McKinley more completely embodies
the protection principle than any other
American, and it may be said for Mr.
Blaipe that in him the reciprocity idea finds
its strongest and most inteiligent advocate.
Mz:. Blaias is bitterly antagonistic to tle
protective idea as it finds expression in the
McKinley tariff law. What, then, more
patural than that he sbould covertly dezire
the defeat of its acknowledged champion in
a gubernaterial contest where tariff reform
and tariff prohibition farnich the battle
cries for the respective forces engaged?

Secretary Blaine called at tha appropria
tions committee-room of the Senate cn June
19. 1890, to discuss with DMessrs., Allison,
Hale and Blackburn the'exgeaditures of his
department for the following fiscal year.
The tariff bill had passed the House a few
weeks previonsly aad was then uonder dis-
cussion ino the Senate. To the surprise of
his aaditors Mr. Blaine vigorously denounc-
ed the message. Hs characterized it as
“jnfamouns,’’ and s1id that if he'had been a
member of the House he woald bhave voted
agaivst 1t.  Scm2 mouths later, after these
facts had been given to the public through
the medium of the Herald and there was
no fartber reason for concealmeat, Sanator
Blackbarn gave me a detailed account of
the sosne in the committee room avd what
the Secretary really said. It was a much
stronger indictment of the measure than
had yet appeared in print, and, taken in
conneetion with the present situation in
Qabio, makes what the late Simon Cameron
would call “‘mighty interesting readiog.”’

“The Secretary was in rather neglige cos-
tume, as suited the temperature,’’ sald Sen-
tor Biackbure, ‘‘except as to a particularly
gloasy and irreproachable silk hat—a brand
new shining plug. The tariff bill, miud
you, bad wo:hicg to do with the £ubject in
hand, but in a casnal way I broached it af-
ter the usual greetings bad been exchang-
ed.

“Probably I asked Mr. Blaine how he
liked it. Imagine my surprise—aud shall
I say gratification? —when he launched forth
a torrent of inyectives against the act that
McKinley fathered. *‘This bill is an infamy
and an outrages,’ said Mr. Blaize. ‘I$ is
the most shameful measure ever proposed
to a civilizad people. Go on with it and it
will carty our party to perdition.’

““I was,”’ continued Sanator Blackburn,
‘“feeling considerably interested and eaid,
‘T wish you were in the Senate, Mr. Blaine,
to announce yourself in such terms.,” I
wish I wera’ he aoswered. ‘If s0 I wonld
stamp it uader iy feet and spic apon it
and then advancing toward Senators Alli-
son and Hale he snapped his fingers in the
face of ezch alternately, and with rising
inflection said: ‘Go on with your driveling
idiccy and see to what destruction it will
lead the republican party! Puss this bill
and in 1892 there will not be a man in ail
the party so boggared as to accept your
nominaiivn for the presidency.’

*“Then he begsn to dissect the bill meici-
lessly,particatarly the sugar schedale. This
he inveighed sgainst with all his force. I
reminded bim thbat the Senate had im
proved upon the labo:s of the Houese as re-
garded sugar; that to protect an American
industry invoiving the cnormcus lsbor of
boring a hole in 2 maple tree and boiling
the juica the Seuate had agreed to give the
maple sugar growers of Naw Eoglacd a
bousnty of two cents. This was the first he
bad heard of it asd be seemed hardly able
to erodit what I told.

¢ ¢I5 isn’t true,’ he said.

“Allison and Hale coofirmed me. ‘I sup-

pose this was done at ths dolicitat'on of

.

Morrill and Edmaade?’ he inquired. Mr.
Allison replied in the affirmative.

‘¢ Tt is » sample of the breadth of their
statesmanship,’ s1id the Sacretary; and then
the climax came.

Mr. Blaine’s vew boaver was lying on the
table in easy reach. With a sudden blow
he brought his clinched hacd down on it
with such force as to smash it flatter than a
pan-cake, ard then seizing the battered
chapeaun be hurled it agaiost the wall vio-
lently. I never saw sach an eballition,
but it only emphasizad the deep earnest-
aess with which the Secretary argned against
a policy which his opinion as then given
now seems prophetic.

“There i no evidence that Mr. Blaine
has shifted his position during the pas:
fourteea months. Oa the conntry, the elac-
tions of last November furnished the
strongest corroboration of his political, acd
economio *sagacity. Under thess circum
stances is it not roasonable to believe, as
she Herald’s Columbus cmrespondent has
puinted out, that neither Mr, Blaice nor hia
iriecds will exert themselves to secure the
election of the one man who is primarily
rezponsible for forcing this unjust legislation
apon a long suffering people?”’

Preserving Batter in Brinme.

HOW AND WHY IMMERSION IN BRINE IS
PRACTICED BY BUTTER-WORKERS.

A method of preserving butter by im-
mersion in brine for home consumption and
for export is thus explained: ‘“As soon as
the butter is ready for the market, by the
ordinary method of cleansing and salting,
whether by keg or roll, it is divided into
pound and two pound pieces, according to
tastes and demands, and formed into rolls,
and fine muslin is wound round the rolls.
The rolls are then nicely set on end, one on
the top of the other, in a cask or barrel
suitable to the convenieace of the butter
maker. When the barrel is full a cloth is
nicely spread over and tucked round the
roll, and whatever space remains between
the batter and the head of the cask is filled
with coarse salt.

The object of the salt on the top is to
keep the butter tight 1n its place, and to
make good the deficiency of any brine lost
from leakage or evaporation, The object
of the plate is to keep the rolls of butter
tightly in their places and thoroughly im-
mersed ia the brine. The barrel is then
headed up, turned bang up, sud filled quite
full of strong brine. Of course only 8 small
qnantity of brine will be necessary, as it is
only in the interstices betweon the roll of
batter that it can find room, as the butter,
havieg already been sufficiently salted in
the ordinary way, will absorb nons of the
brine. The cask must, however, ba filled
qaite full, and securely bunged. so that no
leakage occurs; for on the keeping of the
barrel full of brine depecds the success of
the methed. When the keg or barrel con-
taining tha butter is opsned by the retail-
ing butiter merchant the butter is not re-
moved from the brine; but the parcels are
left in it until called for by the gonsumer,
when it is lifted fresh out of the brine and
handed to tha customier.
