It should not take a person long to de-

cide how he | should vote in the election
next Saturday, if he wishes to vote as his
conscience dictates, and as Pope says?
" What conscience dictates to be done,

It simply requires, first, to decide by judg-
ment and observation, if not by sad expe-
rience, whether the licensing of the sale of
spirits is productive of more harm than
good. Ifof more good than harm, then
vote for it; but it of more barm than good,
then vote against it, for if you do so, you
will be acquitted of all responsibility for
whatever evil may result from it; but if
you vote for it, you will be responsible to
that extent for the evil that may result.?
If you vote against it, your conscience will
acquit you of all blame, it matters not
what the results may be?if you vote for it,
and evil should result from it, your con-
science will be your accuser, and no plea
will avail against its accusation. It does
not require that you should think long, but
that you should think well before you de-
cide how you will vote.

In the one case you oan have no fears of
an accusing conscience?in the other you
risk, and will most probably incur its con-
demnation, and feel the keen thrust of its
scorpion sting. When immunity from
danger and peace of mind are so easily se-
emed, why court danger and tbe lashings
of an accusing conscience? Tbe one course
is positively and absolutely safe?the other
is fraught with danger. The wise man
will choose the safe course.

James Russell Lowell.
An the New York Herald Bays, "Mr.

Lowell, who died on the 12th inst., in the
old colonial mansion in Cambridge in which
he was born nearly seventy-two years ago,
occupied a unique place in our American
literature.

His ohildhood was passed in an environ-
ment of scholarship. He inherited literary
tendencies as one inherits real estate, and it
was as natural for him to follow their lead
as for the heir of a family to look after his
property.

Fame may heßitate to rank Lowell
among the proudest poets we have pro
duced, but she will readily concede that
in all his work there was a remarkable de-
gree of grace and graciousness. He dis-
cussed every subjeot with the artistic re-
finement and delicacy ofa widely cultured
gentleman, and his public speeches were as
charming as a symphony of Beethoven and
as rioh in color as the pictures of the old
masters.

A great preaober o_ee said of himself
that he was demociatioin theory, but a
thorough aristocrat in practice. That is to
say, he believed in the multitude,but didn't
care to mingle with them. In like manner,
Lowell took great interest in politics, but
didn't oare to enter the field. He hurled
his hot shot at corruption and intrigue
through his open study window, but had
no taste for the practioal work of the re-
former.

His most efficient service to the country
was rendered by a quill pointed with satire,
from whoso nib flowed the nasal dialed of
a New England farmer. He struck a fresh
vein when he wrote the Biglow Papers, and
bis stinging rhymeß had a tremendous ef-
fect on public opinion. He did not swiDg
the six-foot sword of Riohard, which could
only be wielded by the arm of a giant, but
rather the razor-edged blade of Saladin ,

which could out a cobweb prejudice in two.
You get a glimpse of his peculiar power in
these lines on a candidate for political
honors : ?

Ez to my prlncerples. I glory
In hevln' nothln' o' the sort;

I ain't a Wig, I ain't a Tory;
I'm Jest a candidate, In short.

Thet's fair an' square an' parpendlcler.
But ef the Public careß a flg

To hey mean'thln' In partlcler?
Wy, I'm a kind o' perl-Wig.

In view of the decisions of the courts,

Federal and State, it is very wonderful that
any one should claim that prohibition is
unconstitutional.

We give a few references:?
In the case of Foster vs. Kansas, 112 U.

S .205, this language is used:
''A State law orohiiitinq the manufac-

ture and sale of intoxioating liquors is not
repugnant to tbe constitution of the United
States."

Io the case of Bartemeyer vs. lowa 18
Wall, 129, this is the language used:

"Tbe usual and ordinary legislation of
tbe States, regulating or prohibiting the
sale of intoxicating liquors, raises no ques-
tion under the Constitution of the United
States. »**«**

The right to sell intoxicating liquors is
not one of the privileges and immunities of
the citizens of the United States, which, by
the 14ih amendment to the U. S. Constitu-
tion, the States wereforbidden to abridge."

Tho extracts given above are from the
decisions ot the Supreme Court of the
United States.

We learn from the CommercialBulletin
of August loth, issued by Henry Clews &

company, that the shipments of wheat are
simply enormous, and far exceed those of
ony previous year. The engagements for
late shipment also are extremely heavy,
contracts being made for as late as next
February. This proves beyond a suspicion
of donbt that Europe is at an extremity,
and that this will in all probability be an
exceptionalyear in the history of the wheat
market. That foreigners are believers in a
continuation of the advance is clearly shown
by their eagerness to secure wheat at pre-
vailing prices, and it would seem as though
tbeir ideas were not without foundation,
for if report is to be believed, America is
about the only oountry from which sup-
plies can be secured in quantity to make np
for tho existing deficiencies. The princi-
pal item of foreign news received is tbe
actual prohibition by Russia of the expor-
tation of rye and rye flour, to go into effect
August the 37th next. This new feature
of tbe situation shows that conditions in
that country are critical, and tbe action of
the Government has caused an advance in
oreals all over Europe and America. Rye
has advanoed here some 25c. per bushel
during the past ten days, which brings the
price up to $1.00 per bushel, and the news
from Russia has, with the exports here,
formed the basiß of the week'sbull market.
Other news from abroad has been confined
principally to reports ofrains on the conti-
nent, which have interfered with harvest-
ing operations, and of higher markets in
England and France. The Government
agricultural report, issued on the 10th inst.,
was thoroughly satisfactory, but it had
practioally no effect on the market, as a
good one had been expected, and conse-
quently about discounted by the trade. t
The Government's figures are as follows:
Conditions of spring wheat August Ist,
95.5, against 83.2 last year; corn. 00.8,
agaiiißt 73 3; oats, 89.5, against 70.1. In-
dicated approximate yield of wheat, 13.8
bushels per ecre, against about 11 bushels
last year; corn, 25.9 bushels per aore,
against 20.7 last year; oats, 2G.5 against
29.8. Prospective yield of winter wheat
for 1891, 303,000,000bushels; springwneat,
180,000,000 buahels. Government estimate
of total yield on August Ist, 543,000,000
bushels, against 899,262,000 last year.
Prospective yield of oorn, 2,018,000,000
bushels, and of oats, 680,000,000bushels.

On thesubject ofroadmaklng by
an able engineer and public instructor; on en-
tomology explaining the causes, nature and
ravages of insects on grain, trees and vegetable
life, and tbe best remedies, a highly Interest-
ingsubject; on the diseases of live stock, the
remedies and cautions; on dairying, with a
view of reviving and making this Industry a
greater success In the Valley of Virginia; on
Sheep husbandry, to induce enlarged and gen-
eral efforts to utilize the superiorprotection, re-
source* and advantages of this section of coun-
try; on horse raising and live stock In general;
on fruit culture and horticulture; on fowls and
their profits; on drainage and its effects on the
cereals, grasses and fruits.

In these addresses it was expected to have
brought oat the results of tbe experiments
made by the State Experiment Stations and
elsewhere, as far as time would permlt.
