CA RDINAL GIBBON’S INsPIRING REMaARKS

IN THE COURSE OF A SERMON AT MIL-
WAUKEE.

The following is an extract from the ser-
mon delivered by Cardinal Gibbons on the
occaslon of the conferring of the pallinm on
Archbishop Katzar, of Milwaukee, last
Thursday week:—

“God and our Jountry! they be our
watchword. Loyalty to God’s church and
to our country! this be our religions and
political faith. Let us unite hand in hand
in laboring for God’s charch. The more
we extend the inflnence of the Christian re-
ligion the more we will contribute to the
stability of oar political and social fabric.
Let zaal for religion ever burn in our
hearts: “'If I forget thee, O Jerusalem, let
my right band be forgotten; let my tongus
cleave to the roof of my mouth if I do not
remember thee and ever place thee in the
beginning of my ways.’’

*‘Next to love of God should be love of
our country. The author of our being has
stamped on the human breast a love for
ong’s country, and, therefore, patriotism is
a sentiment commended by Almighty God
himself. And if the Esquimanx clings to
his country, though living amid perpetual
ice and snow, how mach more shoold we
be attached to this land of ours so bounti-
fally favored by heaven,and if the apostles
incunlcated respect for their rulers and obedi-
ence to the laws of the Roman empire,
though these laws were often framed for
the purpose of crashing and exterminating
%he primitive Christians, how much more
devoted should we be to our own civil gov-
ernment, which protects us in our own per-
son and property without interfering with
our rights and liberty, and with what alac-
rity we should ebserve the laws of our
couniry, which were framed solely with the
view of promoting our peace and hap-

iness.

¢The Catholic community in the United
States has heen conspicuoas for its loyalty
in the century that has passed away. And
we, I am sure, will emulate the patriotism
of our fathers in the faith. Let us glory in
the title of American citizen.

“To one country we owe allegiance and
that country is America. We must be in
harmony with ofir political institations. It
matters not whether this is the land of our
birth or of our adoption. It is the land of
our destiny. Here we intend to live and
here wa hope to die.

“And when our brethren -across the
Atlantic resclve to come to our shores may
they be animated by the sentiments of
Ruth,when she determined to join her hus-
band’s kindred in the land of Israel, and
may they say to you as she said to her rel-
atives: ‘Whither thou hast gone I also
shell go; where thoa dwellest, I aleo shall
dwell; thy ccuntry shall be my country,
and thy God shall be my God; the land that
shall receive thee dying, in the same will I

We received a copy of the Head-Light
of August 13th, published at Graham, Va.,
with the article bslow marked, with the re-
quest that we copy it: —

Honor is Whom Honor is Due.

An Article, by a correspoundent from Lex-
ingtou, published in the Richmond Dispatch
of the R1st of July, and repioduced by
maany papers throughout the two Virginias,
says:

“‘One of the most conspicuous figures in
Lexington to day is Color-Bearer McCart-
ney, who lives in Uoion, Monroe oounty,
W. Va. Color-Bearer McCartney has on
the Confederate uniform he wore during
the war, and bas with him and will bear
in the parade, the flag of the Twenty Sav-
enth Virginia Regiment,Stonewall brigade.
This flag he carried at the first battle of
Manasses. The flag is that of the Confed-
erate States, and has on its blue field the
motto: ‘Oar Institutions and Firesides.’
It is of silk and made by the hands of
Southern women,’’

While it is not our intention to attack
the war record of R. 8. McCartney, who
was no doubt a gallant soldier, we feel it
our duty, so far as we can, to correct any
errors, however unimportant they may
seem, that we find connected with the his-
tory of the late civil war. The facts in the
case are; That R, S, McCartney was a sol-
dier of the Twenty Ssventh Virginia Regi-
ment throughount the war, and participated
gallantly, in most ali of the desperate bat-
tles in which this regiment was engaged,
but was not, at any period its color-bearer,
and the true history of the flag, borne by
him, at the unveiling in Lexington on the
21st, is ae follows: In the spring of 1861,
the 1adies of Union, Monroe county, W.Va.,
presented it to Company E, of the 27th
Regiment. Thi3: compavy was then com-
manded by Capt: Hugh Tiffany, who was
afterward killed at the first battle of Man-
assas. In a neat littie speach, on the part
of the ladies, Gen. Chapman presented it to
Colonel, afterwards Gen. Echols, who re-
ceived it on the part of the company, It
was there and then turned over to the care
and keeping of Color-Bsarer W. H. Jen-
nings who carried it continually until the
battle of first Manassas. A day or two pre-
vious to this battle Mr. Jeonings was taken
sick and was advised by his officers to go
to the hospital, but refused to leave his flag
on the eve of a battle and on the memora-
ble morning of the 21st of July 1861, he
flaug his banner to the breeze ou the plains
of Manassas. We will not repeat any of
the events of the battle, except that which
parted Jenniogs and his flag. Late in the
afternoon the 27:h Regiment was orderod
to charge a Federal battery, which they did
in fine style, capturing it, bat not till after
a desperate struggle; just as Jennings, with
this flag, reached the Federal battery he
fell desperately wounded, pierced by two
balls, one throngh the thigh and one
through the shoulder—carrying away two
inches of the shoulder blade, Color-Guard
Joseph Gilkerson, seized the flag as Jen-
nings weat dowa and with it rushed for-
ward ioto the midst of the Federal guas,
and in a moment, while waiviog his ocom-
rades on, fell literaliy riddled with ballets,
and before its folds bad touched the earth
it was gnatched from the hands of the dy-
ing G:lkerson by Major A. J. Grigsby, who
c-rried it until the battle ended. After this
battle, the flag was folded and placed in a
truok by Lieutenant Zall, and returned to
Union, where it has since remained, except
when carried out on uaveiling occasions by
McCartoey.

After recovering from his wouads, Color-
Bearer Jeonings served as lieutenant of
artiliery throughout the remainder of the
war, He is now, and has been for several
years, living at Granam, Va,, and is still
hale and hearty. Any one doubting the
above statemant, is respectfally referred to
Ger. Echols, Stauanton, Va., or J. P. Kav-
ena 1gh, Rongeverte, W. Va , or any other
member of the 27:h Regiment Virginia Ia-
fautry.

Wool and the Tariff.

The increased duty on wool was the tub
which the McKinley congress threw out to
amuse the agricultaral whale. The resalt
of that increase is a fali ia the price of wool
of two cents per pound. And this is not all,
It now leaks out tbat this fall in the price
of wool was the avowed purpose of the
framers of that tariff.

When the increased duty on wool was
propased in the committee of Ways and
Means of the last congress, the wool manu-
facturers of New England and elsewhere
took fright. Wool was their raw material,
and they feared a highduty on foreign wool
would injare their industry by raising the
price of this raw material. They were told,
and as the resuls proves, truthfully told, by
the leaders that this increased duty on im-
ported wool wouid have the effect of lower-
ing the price of the homearticle, The Home
Market Club, of Boston, is a protectionist
authority without a superiorin this conntry.
In order to allay the fears of the wool man-
ufacturers, it issued a circular letter in
which it argned that the increased daty on
forsign wool, so far from raising the price
of the homes supply would have the con-
trary effect. ‘‘Amoog other things the
club said, ‘‘it is a mistaken idea with many
manufacturers that the foreign prices of
wool are necessarily lower than home prices
under protection. They average higher.”

that, for the past decade the prices of for-
eign wool have averaged higher than the
home made article.

The woolen manufacturers heeded this
appeal. They believed that protection
would keep the price of wool in this coun-
try below the prics in any other couatry in
the world, and they agreed to even higher
rates ‘on the raw material to reduce the
price still further, The trick on the farmer
has been a perfect success. In farther evi-
dence that this wool daty was a deliberate
fraud on the farmer, we give a sentence
from a letter written to the New York
World by Mr Thomas Dolan, one of the
largest manufacturers of wooleas in Phila-
elphia, and a protectiouist from the ground
up. In along letter praising the McKinley
tariff this damaging paragraph must bhave
slipped from his pen nnawares: ‘‘It is an
jnstructive fact, deserving much emphasis
of statment, that the prices of wool are
lower mow than they were one year ago.
This decline was distinctly promised by pro-
tectionist leaders during the discussion
which accompanied the framing of the Me-
Kinley tariff.”

Here is a distinet confession of an inten-
tion to commit a deliberate fraud on the
farmers made by one bigh in protectionist
eouncils.— Charloticsville Chroniole,

In other words he wants
the Farmers’ Aliiance to wreck the Demo-
cratic train in crder that he and his men
may gather up as mach of the plunder as
possible. But this wily politician is likely
to be mistaken in his plans and disappoint-
ed in his hopes. The Farmers’ Alliance of
Virginia has too much good sense and pa-
triotism about them to be caught in such a
trap or deceived by such a Republican lead-
er. We have every reasom to believe that
they will fizht the battle within the Demo-
critic ranks and preserve the harmony of
the party.— Lynchburg News.
