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Do the Explosions of Cannon Produce

There seems to be a general opinion pre-
vailing that the discharges of artillery pro-
duoe rain, and the fact that rain ocours
during or immediately after battles is
claimed- It is not a fact that all battles
are attended by rain, and we do not be-
lieve that the rain is caused by tbe battle
when it happens to oocur at the same time.
A Bingle faot ia worth a ship-load of argu-
ment or speculation. If artillery-firing
would oause rain to fall, there should have
been a flood during or immediately follow-
ing the battle of Gettysburg, where there
was the greatest cannonading that ever oc-
curred in the history of the world. If that
tremendous cannonading did not produce a
down-pour of unusual violence, it is evi-
dent that the rains at battles were not
causedby the firing of oannon.

But instead of having such a rain at
Gettysburg as should have been expected
on the battle-rain theory?and it should
havo been a veritable "gully-washer"?the
fact, we believe, is, that tbere was no rain
at all. If this be the faot in this case, it is
manifestly absurd to expect to create rain
by the discharge of artillery on the earth,
whatever may be done by explosions and
dissemination of gases in the upper cloud-
regions. There must be considerable
moisture in the air, and that moisture
must be condensed, before rain is pro-
duced, and that condensation is produced
by a reduction of temperature. That's
nature's way.

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Increase of Cross this Tear over last
Year.

In view of the general deficiency in tbe
nations ofEurope, it is very fortunate for
tbem as well as for us that our country is
blessed with euch abundant crops this year,
and such a great increase over last year, in
wheat, corn, oats, and rye. Tbe estimated
increase of wheat over that of last year is
135,738,000 bußhels; of corn, 550,080,000;
of oats, 170,379,000; and of rye, 1,860,000.

As Henry Clews & Co., say in their
financial bulletin of September stb, "the
result is highly gratifying. We have in
round numbers, taking tbe cereals com-
bined, OK million bushels more than last
year; this gives ns an exportable surplus ot
2. 5 million bushels of wheat, and, in ad-
dition, a large quantity of corn. Now turn
to Europe and observe the conditions there.
With the exception of Eogland (and she is
obliged to import 140 million bnsbels of
wheat annually more than she grows) every
wheat-producing country there is largely
deficient in its harvest, and it is estimated
tbat at least 250 million bushels of wheat
will be required to cover the shortage.?
Last year the European rye-crop (upon
which tbe poorer classes in such oountries
a-i Kußsia, Germany and Austria subsist)
amounted to 1,040 millions, while this year
the yield will not be over G4O millions.?
Tbat tbe deficiencies abroad exist as stated
above, there seems to be no reasonable
doubt, and as America is the only country
with a large surplus of wheat, Europe
must turn to us. Europeans have not beerj
educated to eat our corn, and it has been a
matter of c ommect that our Government
has nover taken any active steps to bring
about that result. However, witb the large,
existing shortages abroad, oorn will have to
be accepted for food, and onoe the experi.
merit is tried, it is not likely to be re
linquished, as com is much morenutritious
than either wheat or rye.

As tha Lynchburg Virginian says, "the ?
actual valuation of the national;wealth In i
1890 cannot be ascertained until the Census
Bureau has oompleted its calculations relat-
ing to agriculture and manufactures; but if
it is found that the same ratio exists be-
tween assessed valuation and true valuation
t? 1890 as existed in 1880,then the absolute
wealth of the nation will be iv the neigh-
borhood of $03,000,000,000 in round num-
bers, or $1,000 per capita, as against $514
per oapita in 1860, $780 in 1870, and $870
in 1880.

The assessed valnation for 1890 gives an
average of $387.62 per oapita for all the
States, the highest being $962.12 per oapita
in Massachusetts and the lowest $114.83
per oapita in South Carolina. The per
oapita valuation ln Virginia ia $218.86.

These figures show a remarkable and
gratifying increase in the productive valued
aud resources of the country, and if this
vast wealth were more evenly distributed
among the people it wouldbe a source of
the greatest happiness, contentment and
prosperity. Bat unfortunately the inequal-
ity of Its distributionis greater now than
ever before, and the tendency is toward a
still more excessive disproportion. The
great bulk of the national wealth is in tbe
possessionofa comparatively small percent-
age of the population, and we see present-
ed the extraordinary speotaoles of single in-
dividuals owning property exoeeding in
value the property valuation of a number
of the States and Territories, while the in-
numerable army of the poor, the needy and
the toil-worn is everon the increase. While
all good oitlzens hope for the best, there-

: fore, none can shut their eyes to the faot
that this increasing concentration of wealth

' in the hands of the few is the greatest evil
that threatens the welfare of the nation."

the remedy. In a well considered article
in the current uumberof The ManuJactunr
Robert Ellis Thompson discusses the needs
and demands of the Farmers' Alliance with
marked interest and ability. He says that
while it may be tho height of folly to do
what tho farmers want, it is tho best
wisdom to discuss what they used, and have
it done for them.

Mr. Thompson then proceeds to consider
the Alliance demand for agricultural sub-
treasuries, in which it is proposed to make
the national government a sort of huge
pawn-broker's shop to enable the farmer
to hold his crops for better prices, instead
of having to rush them into the market
immediately after harvest and sell them to
speculators tohold for higher prices. That
this stato of things is a grievance, espe-
cially with the southern and western farm-
er's, Mr. Thompson, in common with all
fair-minded men, admits. But that tbe
remedy which the Alliance proposes is im-
practicable and dangerous is obvious to a
great majority of the citizens of this coun-
try, inoluding some of tbe wisest and
wealthiest of our farmers, especially in the
north and oi'.st. That the Alliance cannot
have whit it wants in this respect is quite
certain, but Mr. Thompson points ont that
there is a remedy for this priovance, which
can be bad without violating any constitu-
tional principle, or in any wise depending
on the national government. He suggests
land-banks as tbe remedy, and says :?

"From Russia to Portugal, tbe continent
of Europe is supplied with land-banks,
which have rendered tbe most important
services in tbe development of agriculture.
Tbey have been in operation in Prussia for
a hundred and fifty years. Yet we have
not a land-bar, k in tbe whole of tbe United
States, although our agriculture is our
greatest industrial interest, and the one
whioh employs over three-fifths of cot
population."

The suggestion deserves tbe most caie-
ful consideration of tbe farmers as offering
a solution of tbeir tioubles outside of
politios, in whose dangerous arena they ate
quite sure to be used as cats-paws for con-
ning politicians.

The movement of grain at interior points
has been v cry heavy, the receipts showing
an increase of C5per cent over last year.?
The immediate effect of this is seen in the
iuoreased earnings of several railroads,
whose statements have lately been pub-
lished, and suggests some idea of what may
be expected in the future, when the move-
cent becomes more general. Another
promising feature, in fact the most en-
couraging Bign that has yet appeared, is the
announcement that a consignment of $2,
500,000 gold has been engaged for ship
meut to this country from the Continent.?
It is cnderstood that these are "special"
transactions, as the rates of exchange are
not yet low enough to admit of gold being
imported at a profit. It will be remem-
bered that a great part of the gold recently

shipped from this country was taken from
ns under what was termed "speoial"
trfinscctions. It is highly gratifying,
tfcerefoie, that the first consignments of
lhe return flow should come back to as
under tbe same heading. These "special"
transactions will probably favor us from
now on, and it is expected tbat tbe move-
ment to this side will receive a fresh
impetus soon, as foreign exchange is be
C: ining heavier each day, and, if continued,
will soon bo at the gold importing point.?
Under these circumstances it is not un-
reasonable to expeot tbat, if not the whole,
at least tbe greater part of tbe precious
metal which was taken away from ns will
soon find its way back again to its natural I
rssHfg place."

The Fedeial Government has been exer-
cising, since the beginning of the late war,
almost absolute power over all subjects
which it bas deemed neoessary to fortify
party ascendency until tbe public mind has
become accustomed to recognize imperial-
ism not only iv Speaker Reed's arbitrary
control of tbe Legislative Department, but
further disregard of the Constitution is un-
advisedly sought, even by those whose wel-
fare is dependent on a restoration of tbe
constitution. A temporary pressure is
sought to be relieved by an appeal to
Federal power to interpose in looil and per-
sonal matters with which it has no

folly of Esau selling his birthright for a
mess of pottage, which he afterwards
sought with tenia, but tailed to recover.?
Democrats appear to forget tbat tha Fed-
eral Government is one of limited powers,
specifically enumerated in tbe Constitution
?Sec. 8, "Tbe Congress shall have
Power," and here follows 18 specifications.
The 10th Art. of the amended Constitution
declares that, "The powers not delegated
to the U. S. by the Constitution, nor pro-
hibited by it to the States, are reserved to
the States respectively, or to tha people.?
Tbe 9th Art. of same, declares that, "The
enumeration in the Constitution of certain
rights shall cot be construed to deny or
disparage others retained by the people."?
If tbe Constitution does not confer on Con-
gress adequate powers for good gov-
ernment, let it be amended in tbe pre-
scribed mode; but do not enoourage or
sanction usurpations of authority in viola-
tion of fundamental law. Tbe articles of
Confederation bad proved deficient in pro-
viding promptly the necessary funds for
the Confederation, &a , and hence tbe
adoption of the Constitution which
authorizes Congress '"To lay and collect
taxes, duties, imposts and excises, to pay
the debts and provide for tbe common de-
fence and general welfare of the united
States; but all duties, imposts and exoises
shall be uniform throughout the United
States." This first enumeration of powers
was designed to cover the especial defects
of the nrticles of Confederation, and re-
lates to tbe support of government and the
outer and defence of the country
which nad so recently emerged from the
Revolutionary War. But, tlie "common de
fence and general welfare" clause has
sinco been made an open door for the en-
trance < 1 false assumptions of power and
deviltry ..o the reserved rights of the peo-
ple and the States. It has been tbe effort
of the Democratio party to keep the gov-
ernment within the limits of the Constitu-
tion. Internal improvements by the gen-
eral government were deprecated because of
their overshadowing influence upon the
government and the States. How wisely
their warnings were solemnly uttered, tbe
sad sequil cow shows, and is giving rise to
muoh discontent. Democratio principles
are on tbe side of safety to tbe liberty of
tbe oitizen. It has always been held that
it was but; of to have a great free people
than a colossal government with a de-
pressed people, despoiled of their free
oolonian American spirit. "All is not lost
which is in danger." Abide tbe Constitu-
tion; rally the people to Democratic
theories; right the wrongs whioh have been
committer!; bring the government back to
its original purposes and aims; educate the
people to respect tbe Constitution and
laws; to iove their country and do justice
to all; then there will grow up a mntual
feeling ofrespeot and confidence wbioh is
essentual to a great, prosperous and happy
people. Tbe law of retaliation is a poor
remedy for sooial and political ills. Let
justice be done through legitimate means
and the end will be most satisfactory.
