ary Society. I feel a special Interest ln doing si

' lv this place, because here ln this city, at lh<
' foot of Qospel Hill, my infancy was passed

In my happy childhood,! played up and dowr
your streets. I received vay early lnstructlor

i from the Misses Shelley at old Kaloramt
, school. Beneath this building,which my fa-

ther assisted ln erecting, ,les tbe burled dust
of my ancestors, Yeß; under this very pulpit,
awaitingtheresurreotion of the Just, lies my
mother and my grandparents. What more
approplate monument oould be placed over
the dead than a temple dedicated to the wor-
ship of AlmightyQod?

But there Is a monument that may be built
more enduring than thls.more noble In its con-
ception, more grand In Its consummation, a
memorial of our cruolfled but nowrisen. Lord,
Thefoundation Is laid upon the Book ofAges.
The material Is human hearts cemented by
tbe spirit ofQod. Who will Join us ln collect-
ing the essentials for tbls wonderful edlflct?
Where shall the mate: lal be found? Where are
the willing-hearted to gather them ln? May
we not expect you to respond to this call?
Will you add your Influence to this great work
for God? Will you enter Into this high voca-
tion? Or will you decline to accept the honor,
fearing toassume tbe responsibilityofso great
a work? Our leader Is uot like the ancient
Piiaroh who demanded of the Jews bricks
without straw. Theory comes from our over-
taxed missionaries, come over and help us.
Our foreign cor. tec, Mrs. MoGavocC, Bays,
"tho urgent appeal from mission fields Is al-
most appalling." We have $101,000 ln our
treasury, waitingfor the consecrated women
to say, "Here I am, send me, send me." I In*
quired of one ot our church officials how they
sucoeaded la securing so many male mission-
aries. He replied, we go to our institutions
of learning, aud there get those who are Just
entering upon tbe battle of life, to devote their
energies to thespread of the Gospel. To you I
oome with the same appeal. You. who are so
highly favored In this "Athens ofVirginla,"as
this place was called in my young life. We
have often regretted that we have only one
missionary from our own Conference; but we
do not know but that theremay be even within
these walls some gentleihearted girls who love
the Lord and would rejoice ln doing His work,
and feel that th.jy.oan say: "Thy servants are
ready to do whatsoever my Lord, the king,
doth appoint."
It Is a pleasure to know that the first organ-

ization ofwoman's work was ln the Methodist
eburoh. and ln the Baltimore Conferenoe on
thesolidfoundation ofconsecration and prayer.
Several of usknew the saluted woman, who,
before the General Conferenoe organized our
women's work,regularlyfor ten years ln a lit-
tle prayer meeting, prayed particularly forI China. There was not a convert ln that time.
Tet the work was going on, little by little, step
by step. Now we have five mission fields and
29 missionaries,and, as I told you, money ln
our treasury to send more. "Our King's work
requires haste"?our time is so rapidly passing
away. We are all hastening onward to tbe
great beyond. What we do we must do quick-
ly. lam particularly impressedwith this fact
(If you will exouse a 2nd personal allusion) be-
causeI amone ofa large family reared ln this
city,yet I suppose there is not one person here
that knows anything of us as a family. All
gone?gone? most of them ln another state of
existence. How clearly does tbls demonstrate
the fact that we are passing away. "The places
that now know us, will soonknow us nomore
forever." Time is fleeting. Amid the echoes of
theMacedonian ory, "come over and help us,''
comes the command, "go ye into all the world
and preach my Gospel toevery creature."

The command Is "go ye." Mow listen to the
promise. In the last ohapter of the book of
Revelations thegreat God ourFather, says: ?

"Blessed arethey that do his commandments
that they may have a rightto the treeof lifeand
may enter lv throughthe gates Into the oity."

THGLESaonS ITTKACHES.

Mr. Editor:
The very unfortunate tragedy near Mt.

Carmel church recently gives rise to many re-
flections and teaches many plain lessons that
should not fall to he heeded. That tragedy and
the consequences tbat flow necessarily from
it, arc due to the fact tbat a man bad been li-
censed to sell liquor at Midway. When the
application for license was made, the people
of the neighborhood,wuo appreciated the evil
ofhaving liquorsold at that place, earnestly
protested against it. and did all tbey could to
Induce tbe Court to refuse! the application
For a while they were successful, as I have
been told that the Court at flrst did not grant
It, but afterwards, lor some reason unknown
to me, be granted the license. The Judge, no
doubt, acted upon his best Judgment,but, ob!
what a cruel mistake It was, and bow deeply
he must now deplore it. This should teach
him never to grant a license when the citizens
of the neighborhood, who are more interested
In the preservation ofgood order, aud better
qualified than any one else to Judge of the ef-
fect of thesale of liquor ln their vicinity, pro-
test against it. This is the first lesson; and a
second one should be learned, and tbat Is, that
tbere Is no suitable place to Bell liquor to be
drunk at the place where sold; The next 1b
that no man should vote ln favor of license. I
bave been told that, ln the recent local option
election ln tbat district, all those who were
Immediately engaged in tbat diflculty which
resulted lv the death of oue wtil:u ssaA, and
the serious Ujuryof another,and the Impris-
onment ofAye colored men to be tried under
the charge ofmurder or homicide, voted for li-
cense. Theresult shows what a mistake they
made.and all wbo voted likewise. This lesson
Is for the voters generally,aud, It wise, they
will heed It, and never again vote for license.
The amount ot misery that has already been
caused, to say nothingof that which is yet to
follow, is incalculable?and what good has
been caused by that license? None, it has
been the cause of "evil, and only evil, and that
continually,"and so It Is with others, and so
It will continue to be so long as they are grant
cd. But the revenue! The State gets the reve-
nue! Who would balance the evils with the
paltryamount of the license tax! It is an In-
sult to the State tooffer such a reason. What
mother would have her son debauched, and
reined ln character, and murdered ln body
and soul for a few dollars! Virginia Is the
mother ofher citizens?they are her sons?and
shall her sons insult her and disgrace them-
selves by Baying that she prefers the revenue
arisingfrom the grantingof liquor-license to
the salvation ofher sons! Perish the thought!
But how will stand the acoount of revenue ln
this case? Will the mother have a revenue
balance In her favor, after she has paid for the
imprisonment and trial of tbe five colored
men who are implicatedln tbe killingof Jas.
Lotts, and the beating of Henry Weeks! Will
she not find tbat the license,"like the Indian's
gun, will cost more than it will come to."?
Will she gain by getting 8100 and paying
out $530? I have been told that the colored
people ln tbat neighborhood voted unani-
mously for license. They should now see the
great and grievous mistake they! made, and
should resolve never again to repeat It.

Since Jotting these reflections, I have seen in
the Vindicjitor of Sept. 23th, the following
pregnant paragraph whioh It says was writ-
ten by a clergyman of the vicinity of the trag-
edy referred to:?

'Here then is tberesult ofa bar-room which
the citizens oft his community made an earn-
est effort to close at the last license term of lhe
County Court?one man killed upon whom
a mother, two sisters and three children de-
pended for a living; another man, wbo bas a
wifeand two children, badly wounded; aud
seven colored men ordered to prison, two of
whom bave families. How much sorrow and
trouble tbls disturbance will cause, and how
much public money (liquor license taxes!)will
be enpended ln the trial of tbe parties, remain
fo be seen.'

That paragraph speaks trumpet-tongued in
condemnation of liquor-license, and It la time
the hearts of the people should be stirred and
their minds inspired with a determination to
abolish tha llquor-trafflo. CIVIS.

I PLATFORM.
[Special telegram to theDispatch,]

Roanoke, Va, October I.?The conven-
. tion of disaffected Republicans here to-day

was not largely attended. Colonel H. C.
' Parsons, of Natural Bridge, the head centre
of the new movement, arrived here last
night, and when the convention was called
to order in the Opera-Honse at 1 o'oiock to
day thero were probably about fifty white
and oolored Republicans from the Valley
and Southwest Virginia, while tbe remainder
of the gathering was made up of local Re-
publicans and curious Democrats.

THE OFFICERS.
Colonel Parsons w&e elected permanent

chairman of the meeting; W. A. Pattieand
J. W. Camper, of Roanoke, vice-presi-
dents; Yaidley T. Brown, ofLoudoun coun-
ty, secretary, and Robert Hoporoft and R.
L. Gregory, of this city, assistant saore
taries. The Committee on Resolutions re
porttd in favor of a oommittee of one hun-
dred, ten from each congressional district,
to control and direct the action of .he party
during the ensuing canvass and speeches
were made by a number of delegates.

THE TWO PARTIES.

ColonelParsons on taking the chair de
livered a lengthy address, in whioh be con-
trasted the work done by tbe Republican
and Democratio parties in tbe upbuilding
of this nation. The former, be said, was
conservative and centralizing, while the lat-
ter contended for the least power to the na-
tion and the largest liberty for the individ-
ual. He said the settlement of the State
debt rosted with the Democrats and it was
of vital importance that it should be settled
at once. He denounced the present eleo
tions law as full ofperil and demanded that
it be changed. He protested against tbe
declaration tbat the State was given over
to anarchy, and said it was for this conven-
tion to show that the Republican way to
success was not through nnopeued mines
and abandoned furnaoes.

THE SPEECH MAKERS.
The meeting at night was devoted loyally

to speech-making, among those delivering
addresses being J. W. Hartwell, and Judge
T. B. Clairborne, of this oity, and William
Christian, (oolored), of Lynchburg. Among
those present were: D. S. Lewis, ot Har-
risonburg; E. O. Hlnes, G. G. Arthnr, E.
J. Nortbrop, and G. E. King, of Fairfax;
C. P. Nair and C. R. Burks, of Rockbridge;
J. B. Behrman and Judge B. F. Mays, of
Botetourt; C. A. S, Hopkins, of Alexandria;
Thomas Moore and C. A. Heermans, of
Montgomery; W. A. Russell and W. C.
Lester, ofFloyd county, and Judge M. B.
Woods, otWashington oounty.

THE PLATFORM.
The following platform was adopted:
Whereas -under tho present plan of or-

ganization of the Republican party of tbe
State of Virginia the Chairman of the State
Executive Committee has full power to ap-
point and remove chairmen of the various
county committees at his discretion, and
without consnlting other members of the
committee, and has exercised such power to
tbe detriment of the best interests cf the
Republican party of tbe State and against
the will of the people, thereby perpetuating
himself in control of the Republican organi-
zation of the state:

Resolved, That it be left at the discretion
of the committees of each district as to
whether iegislative nominations be made.

2. That we reaffirm our allegiance to the >
principles of the Republican party, as an- i
nunciated in tbe platform of the Republi-
can Convention at Chicago in 1888.

3 That weprotest against the present plan
of organization of the State Republican
Committee, whioh enables tbe Chairman of
said committee to perpetuate himself and -
friends in control of the party organization. '

4. That we protest most earnestly against
the surrender of the Republican party to j
tbe Democratio paity or any of its allied
factions, and that we appeal to the reason ;
of the people and not to their passions or
prejudice. I

5. We believe in a tariff for protection ;
and cannot consent that American labor be ,
lowered to tbat of foreign countries.

6. We believe in national aid to educa- i
tion.

7. In State affairs we favor the adoption j
of stringent laws to equalize taxation. I

8. We favor such legislation as will pro- \u25a0,
tect the people from every abuse of tbe
franchises granted to railroad and other cor-
porations.

9. We insist upon such legislation as will
secure to every voter in the State the right
to cast bis vote freely and to bave it count- '
ed as cast, and we earnestly protest against j
the Anderson-McCormick electoral bill, '
which we consider a disgrace to the fairness '
that has hitherto characterized tbe people
of Virginia.

10. We cocdemn the Democratio party .
for failure to adjust and settle the State '
debt, aud we favor such a settlement as will
be fair and equitable to the State and its
oreditors.

11. That we are in favor of enlarging our
educational facilities by providing conven-
ient graded schools of a high order in each
couuty and city of the State.

13. We have failed in the undeveloped
resources of tho State of Virginia, and we
invite and welcome to the State capitaliza-
tion and emigrants from everysection.

Ex Senator John F. Lewis, from Rock-
ingham, was elected chairman of the com-
mittee of one hundred.

CITY COUNCIL.

Sale of Liqtjob by Druggists.?ln re-
sponse to a letter of Inquiry from A. C. Gor-
don, Commonwealth's Attorney for the city of
Staunton. Hon It. Taylor Scot', Attorney-

General ofVirginia, says:
"As I understand tbe law, druggists can-

notsell liquors unless licensed in conformity
with chapter 11, section 17,page 218, Acts 1889-
-90."

The section mentioned reads as follows:
"Any druggist who desires to sell wine, ar-

dent spirits or malt liquors,sball be required
before he does so to take out a retail liquor
dealer's license; and he sball In all respects be
deemed a retail liquor dealer, and be subject
to the requirements of this law: provided, the
provisions ofChapter II of this act shall not
apply to liquor used by any druggist ln tbe
preparation of medicine."

Kicked by a Hobse and Killed Mr.
Wm. Donovan, a son of Mrs. Bolen, of this
city, aged about 40 years, was kicked bya horse
at a livery stable in Riobmond at9 o'clock last
Friday morning and died at 3 o'clock tbat
afternoon.

MeKiniey law.

Protection purports to
protect the American laborer against for-
eign competition, and yet if the journals
above quoted are oorreot, the MeKiniey
tariff is bringing foreign laborers here to
compete with the Americans at home in
their own labor market, for it must be re-
membered that if the tin plate kings of
Wales establish tin plate factories in Amer-
ica they will bring Welsh operations to run
them.

Bombs] for Austria's Emperor.
Vienna, Oct. I.?Au attempt was made

early this morning upon tbe life of the Em-
peror of Austria by attaching bombs to the
railroad bridge structure at Rosenthal,
near Reiohcnberg, over whioh the Emperor
was to pass.

The official investigation shows that two
boc bs, charged with nitro-glvcertue, were
placed in the gutter or drainage portion
of tbe tunnel of this bridge. Attached to
these bombs was a lime-fuse, evidently
calculated to set or oanse their explosion at
the moment tbe imperial train was passing
me spot. The would-be assassins seem,
however, to have miscalculated the time
tbe train was to pass near the bombs, or
else they were at fanlt as to tbe length of
life oftbe fuse used. In Bny case the fuse
acted abont 11.30P. M. Wednesday before
the imperial train even drew near to tbe
dangerous location.

The explosion destroyed tbe masonry
above and abont the bridge tunnel and dis-
turbed the roadbed, but did not affect the
bridge structure.

Tbe railroad officials who had been at-
tracted to tbe soeue of the explosion, after
making a thorough examination of bath
the bridge and the roadbed, set a gang of
men to work upon the latter, and soon had
it in a state of good repair. Consequently,
when the imperial train passed, at 7 o'-
oiock this morning, there was little or no
trace of the explosion.

Tne past week's arrivals of wheat at winter
grain markets in ibe West were iurther re-
duced to some extent, as also lv tbo Northwet
?but the aggregate was large. For three
mouths, since July 1, tbe primary markets

have received 78,100,000 bushels, compared with
28,600,000 last year, and 48.700.000 in 1886, when
tbe movement was tbe largest ln any recent
year previousato this season.

Interior millers ln various sections are re-
porting reduced offerings of wheat, a large
proportion of that which urgent necessities in-
duce! selling having been disposed of, and
prices now asked are generally above a parity
with the reoeiv ng markets. This bas led to
more confidence with reference to flour, which
is less urgentlyoffered. It begins to look as if
better prices will soon be requisite to main-
tain free marketingof wheat, notwithstanding
the enormous quantity tobe moved within the
year, now already well begun.

Tbe foreign situation Is without muoh
change. The later Information is calculated
to add to the feeling of confidence ln higher
prices for breadstuff's. But there 1ba good deal
of nonsense afloat Just now, in the form of
press telegrams from New York, of a sensa-
tional nature, to the effect that Continental
governmentsare looking after largepurchases
of food products ln this country. These bits of
literature may be regarded as of a lalry
nature.

At the close the
clearances from Atlantic ports were reduced,
which had a temporary effect on trading senti-
ment.
