Sball We Kegleet Onr Duty ?

VIRGINIA'S -WELFARE DEMANDS THE PRES-
ENCE OF EVBBT EDITOR AT THE NORFOLK
CONVENTION.
The November issue of the Iron Belt, of

Roanoke, Va? will contain the following
editorial :

An adjourned meeting of tbe World's
F air Convention, which met at Pulaski in
July, will be held in Norfolk on the 25th
inst, and will doubtless be one of the
largest gatherings of representative men
everheld in Virginia.

Its object, as is well known, is to awaken
the people to the importance of having a
oreditable exhibit at the World's Fair at
Chicago, next year.
It is expected tbat 1,200 representatives

from different sections of the State will be
present, inoluding tbe Pulaski delegates;
five from each connty, three from each
business association in the cities and towns
of the State, the judges of courts, mayors
of cities, Virginia members of Congress,
and the members of the Legislature of tbe
State, and every Virginia editor; and it is
in regard to this latter class tbat we wish
to Bpeak.

Tbe interests of Virgtnia at this time de-
mand that every editor from Norfolk to
Bristol, from Alexandria to Danville, be
present at Norfolk on tbe 25th.

It is a first duty tbat we owe the State,
one tbat cannot be lightly put aside, and
the newspaper men tbat have the welfare
of the Old Dominion at heart, will see it at
a glance.

The Virginia Press Association will meet
in Bristol on tbe 17th inst. An excursion
to Dallas, Texas, bas been arranged by
Vice-President Fitzhugb, to leave Bristol
after adjournment. This trip oannot be
made in less than twelve days, which will
make the excursion last until December
Ist, and consequently prevent tbe mem-
bers who participate, from being present at
Norfolk.

President Pegh bas been tendered free
transportation for tbe Association over the
Louisville & Nashville Railroad from Big
Stone Gap to Cincinnati, Ohio, through
Louisville, Ky., which trip will consume
not over four days and allow tbe editors
ample time to get home for tbe Norfolk
Convention.

Another thing to be considered, is tbe
fact tbat Virginia does not receive a far-
thing from Texas in any way whatever,
while the States ofKentucky and Ohio are
tributary, and an excursion will result in
untold benefit iv innumerable ways.

This is au important matter aDd we urge
the importance of considering well the re-
sults before getting on tbe Fast Tennessee
train on the 19ih inst.

Vice-President Fitzbugh has expended
considerable effort in securing transporta-
tion, etc., for this excursion, but that his
labor has been in a very bad cause, at this
time, every right-thinking man will admit,
and we sincerely hope that tbe men who
compose the Virginia Press Association,
will show their patriotism by going from
Bristol, not to Texas, but to Norfolk, and
assist in tbe grand work tbere to be done.

Virginia Editors, do your duty ! Sacri-
fice a little pleasure for the welfare of tbe
State.
