THE DEBT SETTLED?A CONSUMMATION DE-

VOUTLY -WISHED?GREAT CAUSE FOB

THANKSGIVING.

We have tbe pleasure in this issue to
make an announcement whicb will be
gratifying to every son of Virginia, and
tbat ie?that the question of tbe State
debt, whioh has been tbe Iliad of our wees,
is on the point of being finally and difinitc-
ly settled to the satisfaction and the inter-
ests of both the State and her creditors.?
The incutos which has rested for yeais
upon Virginia, distressing and oppressing
her, is about to be removed. The question
which has divided ber people and arrayed
tbem in hostile ranks in opposition to eacb
otber is abont to be settled. Tbe great
clog to tbe wheels of progress is about to
be removed, and increased speed in ad-
vancement and greater prosperity will be
theresult. Virginiabaving made an honorable
adjustment, in agreeing to pay to the ut-
most of her ability, no stain of dishonor at-
taches to ber btigbt escutcheon, and Sbe
can look the world in the face unabashed.
Sbe can now (urn ber face with confidence
to tbe East which is icseate with tbe
promiee of incieaecd prosperity. She will
now become, not a new Virginia, but the
revived old Virginia, whoee integrity was

above suspicion and whose credit stood A
No. 1. Virginia will feel that sbe is her-

self egain.
The bright prospect of tbe definite settle-

ment of tbe State debt, has given patriotio
Virginians of all parties additional canse
for the observance of Thanksgiving day?
to-morrow. She has more canse for
thanksgiving than any State in the Union.

No true and patriotic and honest Vir-
ginian can contemplate tbis settlement, so
honorable to both tbe parties concerned,
without experiencing a fervid glow of satis,

faction, for be cannot fail to appreciate the
welcome faot tbat all the dark clonds that
loweiedover onr honse are abont to be in
the deep bosom of the ocean bnried, and
that Virginia will soon enter upon a career
of unexampled prosperity. Every former
enterprise will be invigorated with new life
and conntleis others will spring into ex-
istence. The teims of the agreement ar-
rived at by tbo Virginia Commission, and
the Olcolt Committee, representing the
bordho'derr, is such as should be, and we
bave no doubt will be.ratified by the bond-
holders on the one hand, and by the Vir-
ginia Legislature on tbe other. Tbe Legis-
lature sbculd ratify it by a unanimous vote,
after first carefully examining all the de-
tails to be sure that there is no defeot that
could give rise to future contention.

After this is done, and all found to bo
secure, it wonld be better for a member of
the Legislatuie to have a stone about bis
neck acd be cast into tbe sea, than to vote
against lhe ratification cf the terms of set-
tlement.

On tbe basis of settlement agreed upon,
Virginia can pay the interest on the pnblio
debt?as she baa always been willing and
anxious to do?and support her govern-
ment, and sustain, without detriment, tbe
pubiio schools, colleges, public charitable
institutions, &c, without any increase of
tbe rate of taxation. The bonds to be is-
sued are to be lor 119,000,000,for a debt of
$28,000,000 outstanding, other than those
held by schools and colleges, and to run for
100 years, bearing 2 per cent interest for
the first 10 years, and 3 per cent for the
remaining 90 years. The present assess-
ment will enable Virginia to pay the 2 per
cent, and before ten years the increased
values ofproperty in the State will enable
her to pay the 3 per cent without any in-
crease in the rate of taxation.

The basis of settlement agreed upon is
that the State shall issue in lieu of all out-
standing claims, unfunded and in default,
$19,000,000 in bonds having one hundred
years to run aod bearing interest at 2 per
annum for ten years and 3 per cent, per an-
num for ninety years.

This does not affect the $6,000,000 in
bonds funded under tbe Riddleberger act
and in the hands of the people or the securi-
ties held by schools and colleges. All other
securities, however, are brought into the
$19,000,000 pool, and the start is to be
made with a clean score.

For a fullar account and that our readers
may know the details, we publish the cor-
respondence below which effected tbe settle-
ment :?

VIRGINIA'S PROPOSITION.
"To Frederick P. Olcott, Wm. L. Bull,

Chas. D. Dickey, Jr., Henry Budge,
John Gill, Hugh R. Garden, committee :

"Gentlemen : On yesterday you submit-
ted to the Virginia commission a propo-
sition to sell tbe obligations of Virginia
mentioned in tbe Riddleberger bill (not
heretofore funded under the bill and now
outstanding iv the hands of the public, but
not including bonds held by echools and
colleges) on one of the two following bases,
Viz., an issue of $18,000,000 of bonds as
one alternative and of $19,000,000 as tbe
other in lieu of the outstanding obligations
aforsaid. Your proposition was that the
$18,000,000 of bonds, if issued, should run
tor one hundred yeais, bearing 3 per cent.
the entire period, and that the $19,000,000
of bonds, tf issned, should run for one hun-
dred years, bearing 2 per cent., for five
years, .Ci for five years and 3 per cent, for
the remaining ninety years. You further
suggested that the proposed new bonds and
the interest obligation on them should in
either case conform in their general charao-
ter to tbose issued under the Riddleberger
bill. We have carefully considered your
proposition and are constrained to say that
apart from other objections thereto, whioh
occur to some or all of us, we fear that the
State would be financially unable to meet a
settlement in accordance with either of
them. It is, of course, conceded on all
hands tbat a settlement which cannot be
met would be worse than no settlement at
all. Upon reflection, however, tbe Vir-
ginia commission has come to the conclusion
that there are certain sources of revenue
which the State may avail herself of with-
out increasing taxes. Tbe additional in-
come to be derived from these sources will
perhaps not amount to very much, bnt the
Virginia commission hope they may be
utilized for the purpose of accomplishing a
final settlement of tbis much vexed ques-
tion. It is a well recognized fact that the
large business interests of the State, among
which may be mentioned the railroad com-
panies, in their anxiety for a final settle-
ment, and looking to the general increase
of credit and prosperity to result there-from, have evinced a willingness to respond
to such pubiio demands as may faiily be
made upon them for the attainment of the
object in view. This commission will there-
fore make to the Legislature a favorable
report upon the $19,000,000 proposition if
tbe same be modified?tbat is to say: We
will recommend a proposition to issue a
maximum amount of $19 000,000 of bonds
to be exchanged fur the outstanding obli-
gation of tbe State mentioned in tbe Riddle-
berger act (otber than those had by
cohools and cnliesjes) row 'n the hands of
the pubiio, bot not inoludtni? bonds already
funded under ibrs act, uach new bonds to
run for 100 }«....o and to bear 2 per oent.

interest for 10 years and 3 per cent, for 90
years The bonds and interest obligations
shall be of the same general character as
those provided for by the Riddleberger bill,
and it is distinctly understood that the
ooßpons or other interest obligations are
net to be receivable for taxes, lhe pro-
posed new bonds shall be exchangeable for
the outstanding obligations aforesaid in the
propositionof 19 of the former for 28 of tbe
latter. This reoommendationis, of course,
to be made conditional on the understand-
ing that your committee hold and has the
authority to exchange the obligations men-
tioned in your previous communication to
us, amounting to at least $23,000,000,

THE PROPOSAL ACCEPTED.

To the Governor, of the State of Virginia
and the members of the debt commis-
sion :

Gentlemen:?Wo acknowledge the re-
ceipt to-day of your communication dated
tbe 18th instant. Our understanding of
your communication is tbat if we will
amend our proposition on the following
basis it will be unanimously adopted by
your commission, viz : That there be an
issue of $19,000,000, having one hundred
years to run, bearing interest at 2 per cent,
per year for ten years and 3 per oent for
the remaining ninety years, and that the
new bonds issued are to conform in the
general character to those issued unter the
Riddleberger bill. We represent over $23,-
-000,000 out of $28,080,000 of debt stated by
you as outstanding, excluding bonds held
by the United States end the sohools and
colleges of the State.

We, theiefore, understand that under
such amended proposition we should re-
ceive $19,000,0000f new bonds for everys2B,
000,000 ofold indebtedness surrendered. It
may go without saying that we are to re-
ceive for the West Virginia portion of the
old bonds and interest thereon similar cer-
tificates to those issued by the Btate under
the Riddleberger bill. We beg to say tbat
tbe proposition submittedby us as amend-
ed by you will go to our constituents witb
our cheerful recommendation, new bonds
to bear interest from July 1, 1891. We de-
sire now to acknowledge the uninterrupted
courtesy of your commission during these
protracted and delicate negotiations, and if
in discussing tbese questions any abrupt-
ness has been shown, we trust that your
honorable body will not attribute it to a
want of appreciation of tbe courtesy which
has at all times been extended to us. We
are, gentlemen, your obedient servants, for
the Virginia bondholders' commission.

This settlement exterminates the army
of the "cut-worms of,the treasury," as
there will be no longer any tax-payable
coupons, enabling the rich to pay their
taxes with 40 cents in the dollar whilst the
poor had to pay the full dollar. This in-
equality and injustice will be remedied.

The following from the Disvateh shows
the amount Virginia willjiave to pay and
the annual interest :

"The Olcott people represent in round
figures $23,000,000 of the $28,000,000 of
obligations outstanding and in default.?
Tbey will get 23-28 of the $19,000,000 and
tbe remainder will be hold to be exchanged
for the balance of the securities should
thty oome in. Mr. Olcott said Thursday
to a Dispatch reporter that he believed tbe
amount of the outstanding obligaticns bis
people controlled was practically all that
would ever be heard from.

The maximum amount ot annual interest
charge tbat the Commonwealth can be
called upon to meet, even should all the
securities be presented for exchange, is for
the first ten years as follows :

86.000,000 Rlddlebergers at 3 per

819,000.000 new bonds at 2 per cent 380,000

Total per annum.. _ 8680,000
And for the ninety years succeeding

86,000,000 Riddleberg6rs at 3 per
cent.. .".

HELD BY COLLEGES.
This calculation does not include tbe

$142,000 per annum interest on bonds held
by schools and colleges, but this is re-
garded more in the light of an annuity
than an interest charge on the public debt,
ar.d is with other expenses provided for in
tbe general revenues of the Commonwealth
as distinct from the tevenue applicable to
interest. In other words, the way is clear
under the settlement to meet the interest
on the Riddleberger and tbe new bonds
without increasing taxation or interfering
with school acd college securities or tbe
proper conduct of the government."

The Legislature.
The Legislature will meet next Wednes-

day, Deoembar 3rd. It will have a great
deal to do, and as it will be composed in
great part of new and inexperienced mem-
bers, unacquainted with the rules and
science of legislation, tbe probability is
that they will rot be able to get throogh
in the time of tbe regular session. It is
hoped that it will be a business- and not a
speaking-body. The matters that will
come before it will le many and of great
importance requiring wisdom and good,
sound, practical sense to determine them-
aright. It, is hoped tbat it will be a har-
monious body; but tbe fact that the Demo
orats bave such an unprecedented majority-
may b-vc the effect cf creating cericus dl
visions.

State Board of Agrfculatnre.

We have the report of Maj. W. T. Suth-
erlin, President of the State Board of Agri-
culture, whioh is a very full and interesting
pubiio document. We regret that its great
length precludes its publication in full in
these columns. As tbe Lynohburg Virgin-
ian, in noticing it,says, it reviews the work
of tbe Board daring tbe year and suggests
a number of subjects for legislation looking
to tha protection and promotion of agricul-
tural interests. The Biard ia encouraged
to believe that a large portion of the five
thousand people or more who have settled
in Virginia during the last three years,
were induced to do so in part at least by its
efforts, and expresses the oonfident belief
that with proper aid from the Legislature a
great deal more oan be accomplished ia
this direction. Io order to facilitate tbe
distribution of information the Bjard is
having a complete register of all farmers in
Virginia and their boding*, prepared. Up
to this date 36,500 names have beeu reoeiv-
ed, and the list will be completed as soon
aa possible.

Among the subjects of legislation sog
gested are the following: A further amend-
ment of the fertilizer law, requiring all
sacks containing fertilizers to oontain 200
pounds, tbe same to be taxedby the toa as
evidenced by the labels, and to punish of
fenders by indictment rather than by suit;
legislation to protect tbe farmer in bis pur-
chases ofseeds so as to guarantee pure
seeds; a law to protect sheep husbandry
from destruction by dogs; and an act to
providefor tbe adequate representation of
the resources of the State at the World's
Fair in Chicago.

On the subject of public roads tbe report
speaks as follows:

"Tbe Board is ofthe opinion tbat it is a
recognized faot throughout the State of
Virginia tbat something must be done to
improve pubiio roads. This they regard as
one ofthe most important interests of tbe
State. Tbey think it is generally conceded
that tbis cannot bo accomplished without
taxation in some form. The great difficul-
ty has been heretofore to find some plan
upon whioh tbe peoplecan agree.

They oall your speoial attention to tbis
subject, in the hope that you may be able
to formulate and recommend to the Legis-
lature some plan tbat will meet the necessi-
ties of the case. Virginia cannot grow and
prosper as she should until something is
done to improve her pubiio highways.

The Board, appreciating the absolute
necessity of action on this question, will, if
desired, most cordially oo operate with you
and the Legislature in the adoption of
some plan that will be acceptable to tbe
people and accomplish the object."
