
Another Sleeting abont Sngar-Beet Cul-
ture.

At 12 o'clock last Monday another meeting
was held ln the Courthouse to consider tbe

\u25a0lon of the sugar-beet culture. Judge
es Qrattan was called to the Chair and
lltors of the Staunton papers were re-
ad to aot as Secretaries.

JudgeQrattan explained the object Of the
meeting, wblch was to consider the propriety
ofpledging 1500 acres to be planted In sugar-
beets so as to secure the es tab lis hment here of
a sugar-beet factory by Mr. O. K. Lapman,wno
agreed ln that went to establlah one, and to
pay 8-1 per ton for the beets, and to furnish the
seed at cost to be paid ln beets. He said that
the farmersconld raise from 12 to 30 tons per
acre?tbat tbe tops were useful ln feeding and
fattening stock, and that the pulp could also
be utilized. He said the farmers of Angnsta
should conclnde promptly what tbey will do-
that Rockingham and Shenandoah were
knocking at the door, and IfAugnsta did not
aot promptly they would get ahead of hsr, and
that the first to contraot wonld be allowed tbe
preference ln thesale of their beets.

Mr. W. N. Wilson, Chairman on the Railroad
Commlttee.reported that the Baltimore A Ohio
Railroad Company would charge the same
rates for freighton beets as the Chesapeakeand
Ohio Hallwayagreed to do, as reported at the
last meeting, and as publishedin the papers

Mr. Lapham said that these rates were some-
what higher than thoee charged in Nebraska.
Tbat it was necessary to start right and to get
as low rates as possible?that Ifthey started on
higherrates, it would be difficult to secure a
reduction. Mr. W. H. Moorman having stated
that some persons objeoted to the condition of
requiring a certain percentage of sucrose ln
the beets, Mr. Lapham said, that he was not
surprised at it, as it was something new to
them, but that It was more Important to the
beet-grower than to the factory that the beets
should contain tbe percentage of sucrose re-
quired, and tbat they should conform to cer-
tain conditions.

Ctated that thecost of raising beets was
unknown quantity?that with proper

nces the cost was from 89 to 811 per acre,
lng thecoat of the seed, and by hand

labor about $15 per acre. The last season ln the
West was very dry, and yet the beet crop was
a success, theyield being from 7to 25 tons per
aore. Theretbey sold for from f2,50 to (3.50 per
ton, and he proposed to pay $4 per ton. The
difference ln the price paid here would more
than compensate for the difference ln the cost
of transportation.

He was surprised that the farmers here I
would continue tocultivate exclusively those
crops that barely paid expenses. He found
that on his land, tbe grain crops did not pay,
and yet on the same land hs can raise from 10
to SO tons ofsugar-beets per acre. He expects
the corning season to raise a thousand tons of
beets. Wherever thebeets have been properly I
cultivated tbe farmers bave made money. In
Europethey And It better to raise beets and
to buy their wheat with the proceeds of the
beet orop. In reply to Mr, Moorman as to the
sngar-belt as indicated on tbe map ln some of
the circulars, he said that tbe elevation here
brought this seetlon within tbe beet-belt,
every 300 feet of altitude being equal to one
degree of latitude. It required a temperature
of72 degrees with a rainfall ot 2 Inches per
month. But it 1b not necessary to speoulate
about the beet-bell, for the experiment here
shows that beets have been raised here with
success containing more than the required
percentsge ol sucrose. He said that, exceptfor
the bountyon sngar, he could not afford to
establish a sugar-beet factory, and tbat he
hardly thoughtsugar would be any lower than
it is now. Now is the time, duringthe term of
tbe sugar bounty,to go into the business, for
when tbat time expires It would not pay to do
so. By the farmers present al this meeting,
which was small ln numbers, 3) additional
aores for beet-culture were pledged,alter whioh
the meeting adjourned.

The Indications lor securing the 1500 acres
required in this county are by no means fav-
orable, and we fear our farmers will let the
goldenapportunltypass without being avail-
ed of, and that they may regret It ln future.

For ashort while about 11 o'clock A. M., on

Monday tbewind blew a violent gale bere and
did considerable damage ln unroofing houses
and blowing down uncompletedbuildings,and
prostrating fences. Tbe mo st damage to roof-
logs ln this city was on the buildings East
and West of the Postoffice, and near thereto.
On tbe West, Jas. A. Hutoheson's Tailor Shop.
A. C. High '.< Barber shop, and F, E. Wilson A
Co's Real Estate Office. On the East, the
buildingsoccupied by Lusbbaugh Bros. A Co.,
and Daniel A Co. Also on the East the heavy
glass sky-light ln the Crowl Building was des-
troyed.

The frame of the Baptist c hapel ln West End
which was Just put up was blown down. The
gable end of the late residence of Col. Jno. L.
Peyton near the Fair Grounds known as
"Steep Hill" was blown off, and tbe fencing
from the Park to the Fair Grounds was pros-
trated.

In a short time after tbls assault of Boreas-
theclouds rolled away, and the sun shone
brightly.

We read tbat
in Mississippi the Demooratio leaders were
courageous enough to make a square fight
against tbe sub-Treasury scheme of the Al-
liance, and they were rewarded for stand-
ing out boldly againßt a dangerous popular
delusion. Tbe election left hardly a rem-
nant cf the new party which at one time
seemed able to carry everything before it.
