A COUNTRY MYSTERY.

“I have seen it three times, and I am sure
it was no faucy. It must havebeen a
ghost.”

So said the dear old lady, and she had
said it g0 cften that people believed, with
ber, that there were at times supernatural
appearances around the old charch and
graveyard. She was not given to fancies,
Quite the contrary, she was a practical,

seosible woman who had lived along life on
the comfortable farm she, an only child, had
in her youih inherited from ber father, A
person of more than ordinary meatal ability.

full of all gentleness, esteemed by all the
people, and much loved by all the young,

knowing more abont farming, and about
many otber objects than any other person
in the township, she commanded respect
for what she said. And this respect was
perbaps confirmed by the fact that the old
minister, whom all venerated, felt and was
accustomed to show the highest apprecia-
tion of her ability and her advice.

No one could answer the question, some-
times put by strangers, never by residents,

ter was never asked.

Her house stcod at the foot of the hill on

the road side.

The Best SBugar Industry from an Economic
Standpoint.

The success whinh has attended the ocul-
tivation of the best and manufscturs of
beet sugar in France, Bslgiom, Germany,

Austria and Russia readers it altagsther

certzin that this country can bs made whol-
iy independesnt of foreign countriss for that
srtiele which now obligas us to pay annual-

Iy $100,000,000 foreign labor ia the form of
sugar. But hers we have ouly a portion of
the gocd which would result from the con-

summation cf this measure of irdspond-

ence. For it would enable us as the same
time to improve the productive power of
our soil and utilize the beet pulp in the fat-
tening of cattle, the number of which latter

would largely increase in those localities in

which the beet waa cultivated.

But to all _of these considerations wa
should add the additional and even more
important one of the facility which the in-

troducsion of a cew and green crop wounld
give in the praotice of a proper rotation of
eropa in sections in which rotation has no
existenca. Inmuch the larger portion of
the United States, the farmer does not eul-
tivate what crops he would, baut what he
may. A population scattered over a large
extent of territory, with but little diversi-
fication in its indastries, mast raise those
things which will bear tracsportation to a
distant market, to New Yeik, Chicago or
Liverpool for instance. Theee are genoral-
ly wheat, corn, tobacco or cotton. In the
northern states there can be but little or no
rotation over most of their territery bsyond
that given by wheat and corn; these two
crops both greatly exhausiing the soil, and
drawing much the same constituents from
it. Tke sugar beet wonld bs muah less ex-
beaustive, and wonld take other and different
elements, while at the same time the man-
ufaoturs of sugar would diversity the in-
dustry of a given locality by creating a de-
mand for a great variety eof products re-
quired to meet the wants of thuse who were
engaged in converting the beet iato sngar.
We have muoh to leara and mush to do
in this couatry ia order to tura to proper
acccunt the great gifts of nature which lie
all aronnd and about us. We must diversify
our industries in order to bring eonsamers
to the eide of products. Emaceipate our-
selves from the effscts of the grinding tax
of transportation, restore the elemsenta to
the soils introduce a proper rotation of
creps, utilize preducts which now are wast-
ed, give fuall employments to all of our pso-
ple and at every ceason of the year alike;
and finally rid oursslves of financial depend-
ence on Earope. In our opinion there is
no industry which ia new acd untried in this
country which promises to fulfill ail of these
conditicns more thoronghly tbhan that of
the sugar beet and its resalting engar, and
wo confidently expect that with fair and
just encouragemsnt on tha part of our gov-
ernment grantsd to this new industry, as
to cthers in the past, the day is not far dis-
tant when this consummation, eo devoutly
to be wished for,will have boen realized,and
that we shall then poasess an industry
which, with those already existing, wiil re-
sult in a final ending to & corndition of our
foreign trads which hes msde thia country
feom the earliest hour of its sattlement ua-
til to day debtor to the rest of the world for
itz sugar.
