The Geography and Geology of the
Shenandeah Vatlley.

Ian accordance with the announcement made
last week, Maj. Jed Hotchkiss, on last Satur-
day night, delivered in the auditorium of the
Y.ML C. A, buildingalecture on the geography,
hydrography and geology of the Shenandoah
Valley. For the benefit of those who were not
present at the lecture of the week preceding,
he explained briefly the classification of the
strata of the earth’s crusi, the names of which
and thelr positions were on the blackboard as
when the iecture of the wesk before was deliv=
ered. Then entering upon the subject of his
lecture, he first drew upen the blackboard the
Shenandoah River and its branches. The
Shenandoah Valley proper is about 130 miles
in length with a width from 25 to 30 miles. The
Shenandoah river from Front Royal to Hare
per's Ferry, & distance ofabout 40 miles, iz a
single stream. At Front Royalitisdivided in~
to what are called the North and South Forks
—the one up the main 8henandoah Valley and
the other up the Page Vally. The latter (the
south Fork) at Port Republic has tho forks ot
the South and North Rivers, and a few miles
above the forks of the North and Middle Rive
ers, He drew not only theseprincipal streams,
but also rkome of their tributaries, the principal
creexs, showing a remarkabiy acourate and de=
tailed knowledge of them.,

He then stated that the Blue Ridge was a
double mountaln composed of what he desig=-
nated as the Eastern and Western Blue Ridge.
He then drew them, showing the strata of
rocks of different geo‘.ogicél ages which com-
posed them, and how they were constructed.

In passing, he stated that the Alleghany
mountzin ended in Monrge county, W. Va,,
and that the persons in Southwest Virginia
were wholly wrong in cailing the raountains
there the Alleghany mountains,

He then first described the ;Eastern Blue
Ridge, and said the domes and pinnacles of the
mountains on the East were composed of the
primal or granitic rocks, and that the long
spurs running from the mountain have been
channeled into beautiful valleys which are
there called coves, as Brown’s cove in Albe-
marle, &c., making Pledmont Virginia one of
the most beautiful pledaont countries, as well
as one of the finest fruit belts, in the world—
this being particulariy the cage in Rappahan«
nock county.

East of the main Biue Rldge there ars de-
tached mountains, soms of them higher than
the main mountain,

The West Blue Rldge is compased of the Pote~
dam sandstone, except in a few places where
it is capped with an ojder formation of the
archaic period.

The iron ore is on thé Potsdam sandstone, in
what is known as the Oranisgy formation,
He theu drew and deseribed the formation of
the Massanutten mountain, which is located
in the maln valley,and which is about 50 miles
in length. Itis formed in the shape of two
large canoes, with end to end at the gap be-
ween New Market and Luray, with smalier
ones attached., It is composed on its upper
poriion and top of the Medina sandstone—No.
410 Roger’s ciassification—which in underlaid
by slate and limestone.

CLEVELAND.

THE CELEBRATION OF THE 77TH ANKIVER-
SARY OF JACKSON’S VICTORY AT
NEW ORLEANS,

Oa last Friday night, January 8th, the

“The Day we celebrate’”’—delivered an ad-
mirable adaress, marked by his good senss,
and expressed in the sententious manner
characteristic of his utterances, which we
publish that all may read it, and catch
somewhat of the epirit of patriotism and
honest, determined persistency in consist-
ent advocacy of true principles possessed
and expressed by its author,

SPEECH OF CLEVELAND.,
On being introduced, Mr.
spoke as follows:— .
MR. PRESIDERT AND GENTLEMEN: No
one can question the propriety of the csie:
bration of this day by the organization
whose invitation bas called us together. Its
right to celebrate on this occasion results
from the fact that it is an organization ag-
tached to the doctrines of true demoeracy,
having a membership composed of business
men, who, in 2 disinterested way, devote
themselves to bonest party work and who
labor for the growth and spread of the poli-
tical principles which they profess.
This anniversary has not gaiced its place
as a festival day iz the calendar of dsmoc-
racy by chance nor through unmeaning ca-
price; nor is it observed by the democratic
party merely becsuse a battle was fought
on the 8th of January, many years ago, at
New Orleans, That battle in itself had no
immediate political significance, and con-
idered solely as a military achievement, in
comparieon with maoy other battles fought
by Americans both before and since, it
vead not be ragai led as an event demand-
ing especial commemoration,
The democratic zest and enthusiasm of
our celebration of the day grows out of the
fact that the battle of New Orlearns was won
under the generalship of Andrew Jackson,
So,while the successful general in that bat-
tle is not forgotten to-night, democrats
wherever they are assembled throughout
our laud to celebrate the day are honoring
the hero who woo the battles ot democraoy,
and ara commemoratiog the political coar-
age and steadfastness which were his prom-
inent chimracteristics,

JACKSON’S PRINCIPLES,
It is well that there are occasions like
this, where we may manifest that love and
affection for Andrew Jackson which have a
place in every demooratio heart. It is
peedless to attempt an explanation of this
love and affection, They are democratic
instincts. Bo strong is cur eonviction that
Jackson’s democracy derived ita strength
and vigor from the steadfast courage, the
henesty of purpose and the stardy persist
ency which characterized the man, that we
willingly profess the belief that these same
conditions are essential to tha usefulness
and success of the democrstic party in
thess latter days. Thus, wherever party
principle or policy may lead us, we bave
constantly before us an unquestioned ex-
ample of the spirit in which our work
should be undertaken,

It may not be unprofitable for us at this
time to recall some incidents in tha career
of Andrew Jackson and note their bsaring
{ upon the position of our party in its present
relations to the peonle.

They will not waste
time in studying conundrums, guessing rid-
dles or trying to interpret doubtfal parases.
They demand a plain and simple statement
of political parpose.
Abovoe all things political fisesse should
not lead us to forget that at the end of our
plans we must meet face to face at the polls,
the voters of the land, with ballots in their
bands, demanding as a coadition of their
support of our party fidelity and uodivided
devotion to the cause in which we have en-
listed them.

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FINANGIAL AND COMMERCIAL.

THE GRAIN TRADE, CROPS, &0.

Tne Cincinnali Price Current of January 7th,
says the situation is without notable change in
any feature, The weather has been more or
less trying to the growing wheat cerop in a con-
siderable portion of the West, but there has
nothiug occurred to appreciably lower the gen-
eral status of the crop. At the close a consid-
erablo area has the advantage of a covering of
Snow.

There has been but little rellef from the pre-
vious drawbacks to movement of produce due
to bad condition of roads, and there is some
evidence of more desire to effect sales of both
wheat and corn in many regions of the West.

In the spreulaiive markets values of wheat
have shifted about considerably, dropping toa
lower pries than previously forward dellvery
on the presant crop, closing with some recov
ery, but without any positive sign of an imme-
diate tendency to substantially higher values.
Toe corn market has shown only a moderate
degree of activity, and pricas have weakened a
Iittle, closing better,

FINANCIAL,
In the financial review of Hen ry Clews dated
January 9sh, he says “Yoplalons differ as to the
results of the past year’s business of the coun-
try; some maintalning that neither manufac-
turers nor merchants have made thelr usual
profits, while others hold that the quiet of
business has been due malzly to conservatism
following the crisis of 1890, and that, after 2l
the business of 1891 has left nearly an average
rate of profit. “Oa this question, more than
upon any other condition depends the future
course of the Stock Market; and the current
-manth wili golve the problem. In the mean-
time, the *'street” is not likely to jump to any
positive opinions on this polnt, but is likely to
sustain the market until it is settled what may
be expected from the ‘“‘ontside element. In
the meantinaie, there is likely to be some real-
izing on recent profits, which probably range
between 2 and 5 points and are therefore tempt-
ing to prudent operators. That process,indeed,
i8 now 1n operation; but as such sales are soon
followed by re-purchases they have no marked
effect upon prices.
It is especlally important to keep In view
tire fact that a ngw and important group of
stocks will from this time come into promi-
nence through tha forwarding of the corn Crop.
The Derartment of Agriculture estimates the
out-turn of that crop at 2,050,000,000 bushels
whieh is the largest but cne ever realized. It
1s the last crop to come into the market, and is
now beginning to be moved, The securities of
the roads dependent upon this grain have,ina
degree, sympathized with the improvement in
the finances of the roads serving the wheat
belt; but there is still a liberal margin for fure
ther advance to coma from the future reports
of actual increase of trafilc; and this lengthen-
ing of thae list of roads showing large increases
cart hardly fail to have the effect of advancing
prices later. It will bs the infusion of new
steam to replacs that which has evapcrated,
and will therefore act a8 a sustalning force to
the general market. It 1s guestionable whether
sufiicient importance has been attached to the
volume of this year’s supply of grain destined
to coms to the seaboard. Coincident with our
unprecedented crops (the wheat crap being
now officially reported at 612,000,000 bushels),
there 1s a general deficiency in Europe, and
the Russlan export is how wholly cut off,while
Russia herself may have to import. 1t 1s there-
fore quite possible that our year’s export of
wheat and fiour may reach 200,000,000 bushels,
and our corn shipments may show a similar
ratio of increase. This means a very. impor-
tant Increase in the grain tonnage of the trunk
roads conuecting with the West; and, at the
same time, the full occupation of the rolling
stock of those roads is ealculated to maintain
rates of freight., The home situation therefore
Includes elements ca'culated to stimulate 2 fu-
ture advance in stocks beyond what has been
80 far realized; bnt, as the present tone of the
market Is conservatively “buliish’’ rather than
highly sangulne, prudent operators are Iikely
to realize upon the profi's of the late advance
in the hope of buying back upon reactions; and
we commend that policy for the moment to
our friieads.”

A PHYSICIAN BURIED ALIVE. — ST,
PETERSBURG, January 5. — latelligence
reached here yesterday of a fearful acoident
that occarred at Proschovitsaks, A physi-
cian, to all appearance, died. The body
wes interred. A few hours after the monrn-
ers had departed from the cemetery som
men who were engaged about the grounds
were startled by hearing a succession of
the most unearthly shrieks, which came
from the newly-filled grave. Shovels were
procured, aud the carth was removed from
the grave and the coffin lifted out, Upon
opening the ecoffin it was found that the
doctor had been alive when he was buried,
but he had subsequently died from suffoca-
tion. The body gave evidence of the terri-
.ble agony endured by the physician when
he regained consciousness and found bim-
self in his coffin. He had made almost su-
perhuman efforts to burst off the coffin lid,
but the weight of the earth prevented this,
and thev, frantic with the horror of his site
aation, the impriscned man had bitten his
fingers to the bone. Hs had turned on his
side, and, in the agonies of suffocation, had
beaten his forehexd agarinst the coffin until
his head was terribly bruised.
