SHAKEPEEE VEBSIS BACON.i
Editor of the Spectator:

As the Baconian craze is the order
of the day, allow me to make some ob-
servations on the subject. I spell the
great author's name, as he himself al-
wayswrote it, and as the registry at
Stratford, which contains a list of the
births and deaths of the family shows
it was spelled. The proof is conclusive
that Bacon not only did not write
Richard the 2nd, but that he never
read it. In the "declarations of Robert
Earl of Essex andhisComplices,"which
Bacon confessed having written in or-
der to justify the murder of the fallen
lover of the licentious Elizabeth, there
is this statement: "The afternoon be-
fore the rebellion Merrick, with a great
number of others who were afterwards
in the action, had played before them
the play of deposing King Richard the
2nd." And further he says, Essex and
Merrick had this play exhibited forty
times in England in order to accustom
the people to the dethronement of a
monarch charging most absurdly and
unjustifiably that Essex was conspir-
ing to dethrone Queen Elizabeth. Now
pbserve this was in 1601. This portion
of Richard the Second was not written
until 1608. The editions of 1597 and
1598 do not contain the deposition
scene. So that Bacon's own evidence
proves conclusively that when he wrote
this pamphlet he had not even read
the play. While lam on this subject,
let me show the character of Bacon and
make a few observations in refutation
of the idea existing in the minds of
some persons that he wrote the Shaks-
pSarian plays. The following versified
passage of the 104th Psalm by Bacon
would indicate thatBacon possessed no
poetic genius:

"The fishes their far voyagesdo make,
To divers shores their Journeythey do take

There hadst thou set the great leviathanThat makes the seas to seeth like boiling
pan."

Again, we find that Bacon was ex-
tremely ignorant of ancient history.?
Byron, after exposing his ignorance on
this subject, says. "That for such mis-
takes' a school-boy, tho' in his fourth
form, wouldbe whipped." His treatise
on the "Wisdom of the Ancients" is
pronouncedby a learned and profound
writer as whimsicaland puerile. How,
then, could he have written the Roman
plays?"Coriolanus," "Julius Csesar,"
"Antony and Cleapotra," and the
Greek play "Troilus and Cressida."
We find that all of Shakspere's plays
contain a moral. Patriotism, heroism,
honesty and virtue meet their merited
reward, while treachery and vice are
justlypunished. Had Bacon written
them this order of things would have
been reversed. At his death, Bacon
bequeathed all of his manuscript pa-
pers to the bishop of Lincoln and in
them were no evidences of the divine
genius. Again, none of the contempo-
raneous writers speak o*fc*ißacon the
poet; many refer to Shakspere. Jon-
son in his lines "To the memory of my
beloved, the author, Mr. William Shak-
spere, and what he has leftVus," wrote
"Sweet Swan of Avon what a sight lt were
To see thee In our waters yet appear
And make those flights upon the banks of

Thames
That so did take our Eliza and our James."

John Davieß subscribed certain lines
"To our English Terrence,Mr. William
Shakspere'"?this in 1611. Bacon was
indebted to Essex for his introduction
to Elizabeth, and then stole his private
papers to prove his guilt; but he him-
self soon lost the favor of the Queen.
When James the First ascended the
throne, Bacon was made solicitor gen-
eral by the most abject flattery. He
addressed the King "as being incom-
parably superior in judgment, learning,
eloquence, and everyprincely attribute
to Julius Cresar, Marcus Antoninus,
Hermes Trismegistus and all the learn-
ee potentates and demigods of ancient
times." By constant importuning and
tbe most object flattery, he attained
the highest legal position in the King-
dom?that of Lord Chancellor. After
disgracing the ermine for two years,
he was charged by parliament with re-
ceiving bribes in his judicial capacity
from suitors in the Court of Chancery,
and convicted on his own evidence.
Could such a creature as this write
"Romeo and Juliet," "As You Like
It,"' "Measure for Measure!" Some
persons claim that because Shakspere
was ignorant of Latin and Greek he
could not have written these plays.?
The school-boy does not become
learned in classical antiquity by thumb-
ing a Latin dictionary or Greek Lexi-
con, aud by laboring to translate a
dead, into a living language. Shaks-
pere's kno vledgeof the classics, I have
no doubt, was obtained through Eng-
lish translations ?probably furnished
him by Essex or his patron and friend,
the scholarly Southhampton.

HUSBANDS AND WIVES.
Advice to Both Given From Two Balti-

more Pulpits.

REV. MESSRS. M'LANAHANAND HENSON,

THE VALUE OF OBEDIENCE, ATTRAC-
TIVENESS AND HELPFULNESS IN WO-
MAN?THE SELFIShNKSS OF MAX?

SOME OF THE GREAT EVILS OF THE
DAY IX SOCIETY.
The Rev. Samuel McLanahan preach-

ed Sunday night, April 3rd, at La-
fayette Square Presbyterian Churchon
"Wives." He said in part:

"I take the opening verses of the
third chapter of First Peter chiefly as
a broad ledge of rock on which to
found the three pillars of wifely duty
which I propose to set up in this ser-
mon, but the passage is oneof the chief
quarries also from which the materials
will be drawn.

"The first I name 'Obedience.' 'Ye
wives, be in subjection to your own
husbands.' Some men, more women,
few of them eminent as wives, how-
ever, if wives at all, object to this doc-
trine. As,-according to old English
custom, each of a betrothed pair car-
ried a part of a broken sixpence, so,
according to Scripture, the wife'sobedi-
ence is only a segment of marital duty,
which is to be matched by relative duty
on the husband's part. When Mary,
wife of William of Orange, was asked
what would be her relation to her hus-
band if she should be made Queens, he
called him in and promised that he
should always bear rule, asking only
that he would obey the command
'Husbands, love your wives,' as she
should do that of 'Wives, be obedient
to your husbands.' This subordina-
tion involves no inferiority. It rests
upon divine authority, is limited by it,
and does not set aside personal respons-
ibility. Obedience under these circum-
stances is not degrading, but honora-
ble, like that of child to parent, citizen
to ruler, soldier to officer. But where
definite command is given or is neces-
sary the Christian conception ofwifely
obedience has been already destroyed.
As love is to be the animating and reg-
ulating principle in the husband's
dealings with his wife, so a cheerful,
loving acquiescence in his plans and
wishes, not because she must, but be-
cause she wants to do so, is the ideal of
her submission. A true woman will
find no trouble with this doctrine if
she have a good husband, but what of
those whose husbands fail on their
part '! Then for conscience toward God
the wife should still fulfill all her duty.

"I name the second pillar 'Attrac-
tiveness.' A wifeshould seek to retain
and intensify her husband's love. Of
the many means she may employ good
housekeeping is one. This has far
more to do with the permanent happi-
ness of married life than many young
lovers imagine. Since most wives will
have much of household work to do
themselves and all need to know about
it, the tendency of young women to
prefer the store or the factoryto house-
hold activity is one of the evils of our
time. But the house and its arrange-
ments are only the frame. The wife
herself, as the picture in the frame, is
more important. Personal appearance
is not to be neglected. But the chief
attraction of a wife must ever be in the
hidden man of the heart, in her char-
acter. She should particularly avoid a
complaining and scolding disposition,
which can result in nothing else but
alienation, and should cultivatea meek
and quiet spirit, which will ultimately
win even a disagreeable husband to
better things if there is a spark of true
manhood in him.

"I name the third pillar 'Helpful-
ness.' This is the conception of the
wife presented in "Genesis?'a help-
meet for him.' It is hers to comfort,
refresh, stimulate and encourage her
husband in his work or business. She
may directly further his interests by
her own activity and personal efforts.
She can do much to dissipate or to in-
crease his fortune, his influence, his
power in the world.

The Scriptures emphasize the wife's
influence over her husband, morally
and religiously, Jezebel and Herodias
are examples 6f the power of a wife to
drag her husband down. Hannah and
Priscilla greatly stimulated and aided
the religious life of their husbands.
The text is at once an encouragement
and a summons to the wives of men not
Christians that they seek by true and
beautiful Christians lives to win their
own husbands to Christ."

Rev. L. L. Henson preached in the
morning at Fuller Memorial Baptist
Church the eighth sermon in aseries of
discourses on the book of Ephesians.
His subject was "Husband and Wife."
He said iv part: "The apostle has just
given some instructions on the subjec-
tion in general of Christians to each
other. He now gives three special in-
stances in which there ought to be sub-
jection, namely, that of wives to their
husbands, that of children to their
parents, and that of servants to their
masters. In discussing these he takes
occasion also to discuss the reciprocal
duty of husbands to wives, of parents
to children and of masters to servants.

"In the first place, it is distinctly
stated that the wife ought to be sub-
jectto her husband. This is abund-
antly proved from many otherpassages
of Scripture as well as from thatbefore
us. The reason for this subjection is
that the husband has been made the
head of the wife. That headship is
based upon the words of God uttered
in connectionwith the curse which was
pronouncedas a result of the sin in the
Garden of Eden. The headshipis not
a tyrannical one. It is such as Christ
possesses over His body, the church,
and is for protection, care and suste-
nance. Christ exercises His headship
over the church that he niay sanctify
it for Himself. The man has the right
of such headshipas will be for the best
interests of the wife. The subjection
of the wife is not a servile obedience,
but is a loving submission, as that of
the church to Christ, her head.

"Since the introduction of sin into
the world the opinionsof husbands and
wives will necessarily sometimes con-
flict. At such times "only the will of
the wife is called upon to yield. Wo-
men by no means are to be deprived of
all opinions of their own. The sub-
mission of the woman to the man is
right, because man as the head is re-
sponsible for the support and suste-
nance of the wife. She can demand
from him her necessary support, and if
he does not give it, he is not a husband
at all iv the true sense of the word, but
she has not a right to dictate.

"Iv the second place the husband
ought to love the wife, and that not
with an ephemeral affection, but even
as Christ loved the church and gave
himself for it. He ought to be willing
to sacrifice his own selfish interests for
her welfare. He is the head, but not a
tyrant and ought to give her his first
attention. He ought to love her even
as his own body, for the twain are one
flesh. This is the closest relationship
on earth, and is modeled after that be-
tweenChrist and His church. She isas
much his-body as his own flesh is his
body.

"Marriage thus, we see, is highly
honored and exalted. We ought not
to degrade it. Wives sometimes are
not in subjection, and if in subjection
it is to some other man. This is one of
the greatest evils ofsociety. Husbands
sometimes do not love their wives, but,
instead, love some other woman. This,
too, is one of the greatest curses of the
age.

"Husbands, love your wives, and let
them know it. ifou doubtless told
them of your love every time you saw
them before you were married. Keep
it up. She is as fond of hearing it to-
day as she was then, and it will do now
far more toward making your lives hap
py.

"Wives, be as thoughtful of your
husband's welfare and pleasure to-day
as you were when a girl. Meet him at
the door with a smile and akiss. Don't
be sour and cross and scolding; for il
you do, he can't be happy. Nothing
will make him so happy as seeing you
happy; for he is foolish enough to flat-
ter himself with the thought that he
is the cause of it.

"Do, each of you, as the Bible com-
mands and you will both be happy;
there will be no more divorce suits:
there will be no more children disgrac-
ed, and your home will be a perfect
heaven on earth."
