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Qur Milling Interests.

In forwarding any worthy cause, it
is a well-established fact that all who
sustain it should be in close association
and united in effort, as is well illus-
trated in military affairs, when to form
a compact and successful line of action,
the soldiers are made to ‘‘touch elbows”
and in this way the most doubtful
victories are won. This principle of
aetion is as applicable in civie and in-
dustrial, as in military affairs.

Our milling interests are entitled to
be considered, the solid compact line
of strength behind which there is a
power, if properly united, to make
Staunton in proportion to opportuni-
ties “second to no center of interior
commerce in Virginia, if not in any
part of our whole country. This view
is rational, as will readily appear if we
consider well the situation ; and, being
s0, it is just and proper, and presents
features of general business prosperit}
for the accomplishment of which every
citizen should feel it a bounden duty
to put forth every energy.

‘A superior wheat-market and pros-
perous milling pursuits lead up to the
establishment of numberless progres-
sive investments in manufacturing and
mercantile advantages that bring in-
comparable strength to the trade-
center where they exist. The twc—
the grain market and prosperous
milling—are closely associated; indeed,
are inseperable.

As much as has been written of them
and as positive as are the proofs of the
advantages of Staunton, with her pres-
ent and growing milling interests,
being in the center of a great grain-
produeing section of country and pos-
sessing first-class opportunities as
wagon or railroad transportation sup-
plies facilitates for the movement of
crops, yet the half has not been told of
the stimulating powers such advan-
tages confer upon all our business
interest. Being now on the high road
to the achievement of success in manu-
facturing flour, like that which made
Rochester, New York, and Richmond,
Virginia, the first of localities on the
continent fifty and forty years ago, and
St. Louis at a later date, it is her
province, though she does not aspire
to become a Minneopolis of this day, to
win a distinetion as eminent as that
for which the wheat of the Lake shores
and interior of New~ York, and the
James River Valley of Virginia, and
the fertile fields of the central west
furnished the ground-work in the de-
cades referred to.

Staunton, pei capite, not inferior to,
perhaps in advanece of any other center
of trade in Virginia, and moving up to
an eminent position in the milling busi-
ness, has already, as to costs in delivery
of grain, become to the producer ol
wheat the best market in the State.—
Per capita, too, it has attained a po
sition among the first of the cities in
solid finanecial institutions, if indeed it
isnot the first in that classification.

Around Staunton on the lines of the
three railroads which pass through
Augusta county, the old mills are
being refitted with the improved pro-
cess of manufacturing fiour, and theix
owners becoming merchant-millers,
and thus buyers of wheat. Stauntorn
is the financial center of all these pro-
gressive and auxiliary forces, and the
profits of all in a large measure are ad
ded directly to the increasing wealth of
the place.

To the men engaged in the milling
interests at Staunton and in Augusta
county we can point with the highest
degree of pleasure. They are building
up prosperity in all their business re-
lations, and are pillars of strength in
their communities. From long ac-
quaintence and close study as the
duties of conducting a business news-
paper has furnished wide opportunities
for devoting attention to the great in-
dustry of milling, we cannot ecall to
mind any more generous or just to the
producers of grain, or who conduect
their invaluable pursuits upon higher
planes in liberal dealing, than the mill-
ers of Staunton and Augusta county.—
In the front rank of our industrial de-
velopiment they have opened wide op-
portunities for industrial and assoei-
ated effort in all departments of trade.
Benefactors of our agricultural inter-
ests, to their high credit it can be said,
that no locality can present more
cordial and sympathetic relations, or
more confiding and generous inter-
course, than is daily manifested be-
tween the merchant millers and the
grain-growers of this section of coun-
try.

Our brands of flour are known all
over the country—none stand higher
or are more eagerly sought for. To the
South a new trade is opening through
the facilities that new channels of
transportation are bringing into ex-
istence. In meeting this new demand,
we state what we know to be a positive
truth, that our brands of flour are
preferred. From Lynchburg to Bristol
is about two hundred miles. That di-
vision of the Norfolk and Western rail-
road, and the Shenandoah Valley
division of the same great rail-
road, connect at Roanoke. At three
puints—Lynehburg, Roanoke and Pu-
laski—the Norfolk and Western have
as many lines penetrating far down
into North Carolina, and forming ad-
ditional connections for entering
through these lines immense sections
cf our Southern country. Staunton
has wisely moved in the matter of a
direct connection with the Norfolk and
Western at Stuart’s Draft, within ten
miles of our city. In view of all the
interests involved, that connection will
be of the highest consideration to the
immense trade in flour and other
products of-our soil and our commerce
generally that can be built up in all
the wide Southern country referred to.
Let us not weary in this matter. The
Norfolk and Western management is
always liberal and never fails to give
valuable assistence to all sections and
interests seeking the opportunities
they offer in the conduect of trade.
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About fifty persons were poisoned by
eating ice-cream at a church social held
Monday of last week in Nashville,
Tenn.

How the Nominations Shoul

The National Democratic Conven-
tion is the body that is to nominate
the Democratic candidates for the
Presidency and Vice Presidency. In
making the selections, the members of
that convention should look not only
to the character and qualifications of
the candidates, but to their availabili-
ty, for it is useless to nominate candi-
dates that cannot be elected, and the
candidates most likely to be elected
are those who are the choice of the
Demoecratic and doubtful States, and
hence the convention should defer to
the wishes of those States. Those are
the States to elect them, if they can be
elected, and their choice should be
nominated. State Conventions can ex-
press their first choiee, but should not
impose inexorable instructions.

The convention should look to suc-
cess and should make its nominations
with that view. It should combine
both principle and expediency. 1t
would be useless to have candidates
who could not be elected, however
deserving, in every respect, they may
be. Whilst expediency should ever be
subordinate to principle, yet it is not
necessarily inconsistent with it, and
they should be combined to win, for
unless that be acecomplished, there can
be no application of the principles of
the party for the good of the country.
Personal preferences should yield for
the good of the party, which is alike
for the good of the country. We must
fight to win the victory, else all will be
in vain.

Congressmen ShouldNot be Delegates.

A good deal has been said about ap-
pointing our U. S. Senators as dele-
gates at large to the National Demo-
cratic Convention, through courtesy.
They should not be sent through cour-
tesy merely at any time, and certainly
not when, as in this case, they would
misrepresent the sentiment of the ma-
jority of the people. The object of
sending delegates is to have the true
sentiment and choice of the people
represented, and not to confer honors,
by courtesy, on any one. But we con-
cur in the views expressed by the
Rockbridge News, that it is contrary
to the purposes of the framers of the
constitution for the members of either
branch of Congress to be sent as dele-
gates to nominate a candidate for the
Presidency, for, as it says, ‘‘the consti-
tution of the United States declares
that no congressman or federal office-
holder shall be a presidential elector.
At the time of the adoption of the con-
stitution the electors named the presi-
dent; now the delegates to one or the
otiier national convention name the
sresident, and the electors are mere
igure-heads to do their bidding. The
congressman who attends and votes in
a national convention is really, there-
fore, undertaking to usurp a position
which the spirit, though not the letter,
of the constitution forbids him to hold.
This provision of our forefathers was
based on the wise idea that the execu-
tive and legislative branches of the
covernment should be distinet, sepa-
rate and independent of one another.
But under the degeneracy of these lat-
ter days it is coming almost to pass
that the congressman through skillful-
ly using his deft hand in conventions
makes the president, and then assumes
the duties of the executive in his state
»r distriet, manipulating federal pat-
ronage to further his political for-
tunes, when the people pay him to do
something else. And the president,
trying to keep even, uses the federal
office-holders, the representatives of
the executive, to pack and run congres-
sional conventions and thus control
the lezislative branch. The result
the debasement of their characters and
the neglect of their proper duties on
the part of both and the degradation
of the high offices of a great nation.

The true conception of the constitu-
tion is that the people choose the ex-
ecutive and the people choose the con-
gress, and to the people they shall be
alone responsible. The country will
in that way get better service, and the
tone of our public life will be elevated
in every respect.

For this broad and patriotic reason
we object to any congressman repre-
senting this State in a Democratic Na-
tional Convention. We admit that
the custom has come into general use.
But only since the civil war has it be-
come common. The Democratic par-
ty's watchword is reform, and this is
one case in which reform is needed.
The present proposition to send three
congressmen as delegates at large from
one State is besides we believe without
precedent.”

Growth of our Iron Industry.

The extraordinary growth of our
iron industry during the last decade,
says the Roanoke Herald, has in all
probability been little observed execept
by the limited class directly concerned
in iron production. For a long time
England has been known as the great-
est iron-producing country of the
world. But the publication of British
returns for 1891 brings to light the fact
that she no longer holds that position.
Last year the total production of Great
Britain was 7,228,496 tons, while that
of the United States was 8,279,870 tons,
thus showing that this country has
become the world’s greatest iron-pro-
ducer. Over fifteen years ago the
manufacturers of this country sur-
passed those of Great Britain as
makers of Bessemer steel, but the
great variety of the iron trade in that
country still enabled it to keep its
supremacy in the pig-iron department
until 1890, when, for the first time in
history the United States zame to the
front not only. as a producer of steel,
but also of pig metal.

At first it was not believed that we
could maintain the lead thus obtained,
But the fears entertained in this re-
spect have been dissipated by the
showing of the respective countries
during the past year, and there can be
little doubt that the lead of the United
States in this industry is now practi-
cally beyond challenge. In the past
ten years our output of pig-iron has
been donbled, while that of Bessemer
steel has been trebled. A very im-
portant indieation in the development
of the industry is that it is becoming
greatly diversified, and that many
nills are working exelusively on specific
modes of production.

The total output of iron last year by
all the countries of the world is esti-
mated at 24,500,000 tons, of which it-will
be seen thai cne-thied was made in
the United States. Our furnaces are

d be Made. |turning out more iron than ever be-

fore, and # has reached the lowest
price ever known in the history of
civilization. The immense iron Te-
sources of the South have only com-
menced to be opened up, and what the
future of the industry may eventually
reach is wholly beyond the power of
imagination to conceive.

Strange Fate of a Presiding Elder.
The Rev. J. J. G. Webster, presiding
elder of East Baltimore District of the
Methodist Episcopal Church, who dis-
appeared Monday night of last week,
was found dead Wednesday morning
at Charleston, W. Va. A jury of in-
quest declared that he was killed by
falling out a hote’ window accidental-
ly.
: Monday evening a few minutes after
7 o’clock he parted from his wife on the
steps of her mother's residence, 1608
Eutaw Place, with the announced in-
tention of attending the quarterly con-
ference at Waverly that night.
Wednesday morning his body was
found in front of the Hotel Ruffner,
Charleston, W. Va. Dr. Webster was
married to Miss Birdie Skinner, a mem-
ber of his chureh, two weeks ago. It
is supposed his disappearance and
death are due to a return of nervous
trouble which prostrated him just be-
fore his marriage.

A correspondent is informed that in
June, 1890, there were in the United
States 1,797 railroads that maintained
a separate legal existence, of which 747
were independent and 735 subsidiary,
and 87 private roads—total mileage,
163,599 miles. In 1889 Canada had a
railroad milage of 12,163 miles.

The skeleton of Emmett Powell, the
four-year-old son of Rev. E. M."Powell,
of Amherst county, who disappeared
last fall, was found Tuesday of last
week in the Blue Ridge mountains.—
The boy ‘was out gathering wood for
the school-house in the neighborhood
with other boys and b2came separated
from them and was never seen after-
ward.

The Russian government intends
placing restrictions upon foreigners
who settle in Russia by ccmpelling
them to adopt the Russian nationality
within three years or quit the country;
by compelling them to be conversant
with the Russian language and with
the fundamental laws of the empire,
and by refusing applications for natu-
ralization without stating reasons.

The mixing-house of the works of the
National Dynamite and Powder Com-
pany at Ferndale, Berks county, Pa.,
blew up Wednesday. John Long, who
had charge of the machinery, was
blown to atoms. There were over 1,000
pounds of dynamite in the building,
and the explosion left a hole fifty feet
square in the earth. Long wasfwenty-
six years of age and unmarried. Loss,
$2,000.

Miss Eliza Rexrode, on last Monday,
eame to town in great haste for a phy-
sician for her mother, Mrs. Leonard
Rexrode, who was accidentally knoek-
ed from a high porch by some children,
who were playing.

CONGRESS.

In the United States Senate Tues-
day, April 5th, Mr. Morgan offered an
amendment to his silver resolutions.—
The session of the Senate was spent in
ggaltl)ate on the Indian appropriation
ill.
The session of the House was spent
in filibustering on the republican side
against a motion of Mr. McMillin to
limit debate on the first section of the
free-wool bill to one hour. Finally Mr.
MeMillin, finding that a vote could not
be reached on his motion without a
prolonged contest, moved an adjourn-
ment, which was earried, and the strug-
gle will be renewed Wednesday morn-
ing.

In the Senate Wednesday, Mr. Wol-
cott, of Colorado, made a speech in
favor of the free coinage of silver and
attacked the position of the republican
and democratic parties on that ques-
tion. The Senate took up the Indian
appropriation bill, and by a vote of 28
to 25 adapted the motion for the detail
of army officers as Indian agents,

The House was engaged on the free
wool bill, but did not reach a final vote
on the bill. All amendments from the
republican side were voted dowu, The
House adopted a resolution requesting
the eommittee on judiciary to report
back a resolution g)l'ovidiug for an in-
vestigation of the Pinkerton detective
agency.

In the Senate Thursday, Mr. Faulk-
ner introduced a resolution for the
erection on Pennsylvania avenue of a
building for the use of the patent office.
The Benate entered upon consideration
of the District 0§ Columbia appropria-
tion bill. i

The House, passed the free wool bill
by a vote of 194 to 60, a party vote, and
then took up the cotton bagging bill.

The Senate Friday passed the Dis-
trict of Columbia appropriation bill,

In the House, Mr. McCreary intro-
duced a bill prepared by Mr. Springer
authorizing the holuing of an inter-
national monetary Congress. General
debate on the cotton-bagging bill wa
reported to the House. 2
5 The Senate was not in session Satur-

ay.

In the House debate on the cotton
bagging bill was concluded and the bill
Passed by a vote 167 yeas to 46 nays.--
The following is the text of the bill as
passed :—~

“That the following articles when
imported shall be exempt from duty,
namely : Bagging for cotton, gunny

for covering cotton composed in whole
or part of flax, jute or.jute butts;
cards, rovipg frames, winding frames,
softeners and other inachjnery pur-
chased abroad and used in the manu-
facture of bagging for cotton, gunny
cloth and all similar materials suitable
for covering cotton, cotton gins and
parts thereof, and also haop or band
iron, or hoop or band steel, cuf to
length, or wholly or partially manu-
factured into hoops or ties for baling
purposes, with or without buekles or
fastenings.” Mr. Shively, from the
eommittee on ways and means, re-
ported a bill ta reduge the duty on tin-
plate, and it was referred to the com-
mittee of the whole. Public business
was then suspended and the House
paid due tribute to the late Represen-
tative Ford, of Michigan.—
Eulogies werg. delivered by OBRTS.
O'Donnell, ¥doflanans, McMillin, Hayes,
Chipman, Weadock and Belknap, and
then, as a g@ark of respect to the
memory of the deceased, the House
adjouriied uitll Monday.

The Weather and Crops for March.

The following weather crop bulletin
for March has been issued by the ' Uni-
ted States weather bureau:—

The weather during the past month
has been unusually severe, especially
in the central valleys and the South-
west, and the continued cold, with more
or less frost in the ground, has delayed
farm work. The slight growti the
crops have made renders it impossible
to determine the amount of damage
which has resulted from the unfavora-
ble conditions that prevailed. It is
probable, however, that the freezing
weather caused considerable damage
in the sugar and truck regions of the
lower Mississippi Valley.

On the Atlanti¢ coast the month was
from 1° to 2° colder than usual; 3° to 6°
below the average in the Middle Atlan-
tie States, and from 2° to 6° below in
the South Atlantjc States. About the
normal temperature prevailed gn the
Pacific coast, except in northern Wash-
ington, where the excess amounted to
about 2° per day. The greatest excess
in temperature for the month oceurred
in the northern portion of the spring
wheat region, extending from Minnes-
ota westward to Montana.

The precipitation for the month, in-
cluding rain and melted snow, was less
than ysnal over the greater portion of
the country east of the Mississippi and
also in the Southwest, the enly pegjons
showing an excess being the southern
portion of the East Gulf States and the
central portion of the Middle Atlantic
States, with small and detached areas
in Southern New England, Northern
Ohioc and Fastern Georgia. In South-
ern Alabama the rainfall was unusual-
ly heavy, the excéss amounting in same
places to over five inches.

In the winter wheat region east of
the Mississippi and in Southern Mis-
souri and Arkangas the deficiency .in
rainfall for the month ranged fremm ong
to two inches. In the upper Mississippi
Valley and in Nebraska, Iowa and the
Dakotas the rainfall for the month was
above the normal, the excegs being
slight, except in Iowa, Northern Mis-
gouri and the eastern portion of Ne-
braska, wheré it exceeded one inch.
