DEMOCRATIC MEETINC.

Remarks by Capt. John N. Ople, Hon. Jas.

L. Gordon, of Albemiurle, aad Hon. John
'T. Harris, of Rockingham.

There was Democraticspeaking at the Court-
house last Monday. Between12and 10’clock,
Capt. John N. Opie, Chairman of the County
Democraiic Committee, took the stand to in-
troduce Hon. Jas. L. Gordon, of Albemarle,
but before doing so, he made a few remarks
on theimportance of this canvassand the duty
and necessity of the Democrats o stand
shoulder to shoulder in support of the Demo-
cratic ticket. Sixty daysago, he said, the par-
ty was threatened with disruption by being
divided into Cleveland and anti-Cleveland
men who had each other by the throat, but
since the nomination they have patriotically
become united in the support of Cleveland
and Stevenson.

A party, which is called the ‘‘People’'s Par-
ty,” is in the field threatening to divide the
Democrats and make way for the success of
the Republican party. The Democratic party
is the true People’s-party as itsname signifies
and its character has established. It has la-
bored for the relief which the Farmers’ Alli-
ance seek. The grievances of which they com-
plain are not due to the Democratic party,
which has not had the power for thirty years
to pass any laws, and they should attaeh the

the act demonetizing silver, and to repeal the
10 per cent tax on State Banks, the effect of
which will be to increase the circulation.

They were conscious that something was
wrong, though they could not know what it

amassed with the balance on the wrong side.

tion, and the American flag now waves over
farms mortgaged to the amount of $2,500,000,-
000; over great fortunes and extreme poverty;
over a debauched ballot-box, and foreigners
who cannot speak our language.

Last year the cost of running the govern-
ment was $450,000,000, and the next year it
will be $500,000,000, of which $280,000,000 will
be required to pay Federal pensioners. This
is a great country and a great wheat-growing
country, but all the wheat in the country
would not pay it; neither would all the gold
and silver and other metals pay it; nor would
all the cotton, wine, and tobacco pay it. It
costs more than the costly monarchical gov-
ernments of Europe. This vast sum of money,
annually thus expended, comes out of the
pockets of the people, by meansof the tariff—
*‘the direful spring of all our woes’—taxing
cverything we wear or use in any way. Itis
in such a way that the people do not know
how or when they pay it. but they pay it all
the same. This was illustrated both instruc-
tively and amusingly, by giving the case of a
Mr. smith who was a hign tariff man till he
read carefully and made an application to
himself of the items of the McKinley Bill. He
was a man who had—

“A little farm well tilled
And a little wife vrell willed,”

and who, in former times, was prospering in
a very satisfactory way—laying up something
every year. Latterly he found that such was
not the case in spite of his industry and econo-
my, and was at a loss to understand it till he
gave the McKinley bill a careful examination,
when he found that everything he and his
wife wore, all they had in the household, in
the chamber, in the parlor, in the kitchen,
and all the things he used on his farm, every-
thing. great and small, he could lay his hands
upon were taxed by the McKinley tariff,

The farmers need the world as a market,
and should not be restricted to the home mar-
ket, as a high tariff has a tendency to do by
putting obstruction in the way of trade with
other countries. Mr. Blaine in his look—
“Twenty years in the Senate’’—says that the
people were never so prosperous as during the
period of a low tariff. Wages are not control-
led by the tariff, but by the supply and the
demand. They are higher in England than
in the protective tariff countries of Europe,
which shows that the tariff does not increase
wages. It is not a protection to American
labor, but to monopolies. Yet, strange as it
is, farmers and laborers have voted to keep
the Republican party in power, and are now
called upon again to vote for IHarrison or
Weaver. It isa difficult matter to dislodge
the Republican party. The Democrats have
been trying for years to do so, and they have
never had so good a chance to do so as now,
and but for the “People’s Party’ dividing the
vote there would be no doubt of their success.
Gen. Field acknowledges that the only effect
of the People’s Party in Virginia will be to
give the State to the Republican ticket.

Silver was demonetized by John Sherman, a
leader of the Republican party. The circula-
tion is now being increased at the rate of $4,-

500,000 a month. The trouble is not so much

PROCRESS AT BUENA VISTA.

ANOTHER NEW AND \'.\L.".\BLE INDUSTRY STARTED,

[Correspondence of the Sta¥ngn SrEcTaTOR. ]
Buexa Vista, Va., August 19, 1892.
The hotter the weather, the harder the men
n charge of developing interests here seem to
work. President Barclay is untiring and has
scored another good figure in urging on new
enterprizes under the auspices of the Buena
Vista Company. This time it is for the prod-
uct of what is known as ‘“Mineral Wool.”
That fabrie is made of limestone and the slag
or flax of iron furnaces. The abundance of
the raw material as well as the superior trans-
portation facilties here were the chief induce-
ments which eaused this place to be selected”
for the new plant.
I am informed that ‘“Mineral Wool,” as the
sheets of this lining material are called, are
much used in the Western country, principal-
ly for an under surface for houses and cars,
and that Chicago is a chief market for it.
Four houses for this new industry will be
rected immediately on the Chesapeake and
Ohio railroad near the Rarig Works. The
lumber, one hundred thousand feet, is now
coming forth from the mills in the Buena
Vista forest. The stone is on the ground, and
the brick for the buildings will come down
from Riverside, five miles north of Buena
Vista, on the Norfolk and Western railroad.
As Haverstraw on the Hudson, thirty-five
miles above New York, is the location of the
brick plants for that city, so Riverside figures
in Buena Vista progress.
The ‘“Hotel Buena Vista,” which was open-
ed August 1st, under the proprietorship of
Talley & Givins, is already doing a fine busi-
ness. Families from Philadelphia, New Jer-
sey, Richmond, Lexington, etc., are there for
the season, and the patronage from the town
is also good. Last night there was a splendid
opening ball at the hotel and a large company
was present.

COMNERCIAL AND FINANCIAL

THE GRAIN TRADE—CROPS, &C.

The Cincinnati Price-Current of August
19th, says:—

Local rains have fallen to a considerable ex-
tent in the West within the week, and returns
from correspondents are somewhat more
cheerful with reference to the corn crop,
which implies that the tendency to impair-
ment of the situation has been arrested, but
does not justify the view that improvement
has resulted in the general position. In a
large portion of the West the stage of growth
is such as to be especially susceptible to lack
of moisture. There is nothing in sight to war-
rant enlargement of estimates offered a week
ago.

It is quite evident that there is a consider
able quantity of old corn still held in &e
West, not likely to be hurried on the market
under the present uncertainties attending the
growing crop. If a crop of 1,600,000,000 bush-
els should be harvested, even though the defis
ciency be mainly or wholly in the surplus
States, this old corn, with the lessened require-
ments in the buying regions of the South; and
the large hay crop, secured in good condition,
will aid in supplying all necessities on a basis
short of especially high prices. .

The information concerning oats dees not
vary essentially from that previously avail-
able—indicating decided deficiency in yicld
and weight as a rule.

Information from winter wheat districts
suggests little that is new. The grain has
been liberally marketed in many localities.
From spring wheat regions come intimations
of disappointments in yield.

The week’s movement of wheat as reflected
by receipts at primary markets does not indi-
cate much enlargement. The total, however,
considerably exceeds corresponding period last
year. Western milling operations are enlarg-
ing, and absorbing a liberal proportion of cur-
rent offerings.

The export movement of wheat is good,
notably so in the form of flour, which is now
going forward in much larger volume than a
year ago, and at prices yielding manufactur-
ers a fair but not large margin of profit.
Current vala2s of wh eat are proving attrac-
tive to foreign buyers, and they are not show-
ing much hesitation in placing orders liberal-
ly in the American markets.

The speculative wheat markets have been
somewhat unsettled the past week, the general
tendenay being to easier prices, due to various
causes. Chicago closes 1§ on September and
the same on December lower than a week ago.
The Chicago corn market has held up well
during most of the week, closing 1}¢c on Sep-
tember and 1ic on May lower than a week ago.
Total wheat on passage this week 24,608,000
bushels, against 25,392,000 last week, and 36,-
344,000 last year.

Wheat receipts at primary markets were 7,-

749,000 bushels for the week, against 4,424,000
the preceding week, and 6,111,000 last year.

From Henry Clews’s Financial review of
late August 20th, we copy the following :—
‘‘Here and there are complaints of overpro-
luction, excessive competition, low prices, etc.;
but beyond that is the steady increase in the
volume of trade and the encouraging decrease
in business failures compared with last year.
Clearings are steadily heavier than a year ago.
Railroad earnings do not show such heayy
gains as in 1891, only because we are compar-
ing with an extraordinary year; and net re-
sults, be it remembered, are satisfactory. An-
other reason for confidence in railroad securi-
ties is the gradual tendency to eliminate com-
petition by means of consolidations. This
tendency is working out results beneficial to
stockholders, not only by greater economies,
but by the avoidance of the reckless rate wars
of the past decade. Again railroad buildin

as-been at a ecomparative standstill for sever-

mileage whatever of consequence, and others
only very moderate extensions. For the last
five years the growth of railroads has not been
at all in proportion to the growth of popula-
tion. At some future time we may enter-a
new era of speculative railroad building; but
there are no symptoms of such at present, and
this fact alone, that population has about

are not in excess, is another and one of the
strongest reasons for confidence in the future
of good railroad investments.

As already said, it is factors such as these
which served to resist the unfavorable develo;;-
ments of the last few weeks. These develop-
ments have probably been about discounted
for the present; and, in the absence of further
surprises, I look for improvement later on.
The silver situation takes no one by surprise.
The danger has been long foreseen and well
guarded against. Before long we may expect
a wail of distress from the silver producing reg-
ions; for at present prices there can be little if
any profit in the mining of the product. This
of itself is a crumb of comfort; and there is
reason to hope for some good from the dis-
cussions of the International Monetary Con-
ference, as the distress in India is likely to
force Great Britain into some sort of conces-
sion at no distant date.
