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We see the farmer listening to a de-
lusive story that fills his mind with
Visions of advantage, while his pocket
is robbed by the stealthy hand of high
protection.? Cleveland in his address
of acceptance, July 20th.

Weather Prophets.
As the readers of this paper are

aware, we have no faith in weather-
prophets, believing that it is a matter
of impossibility for any man to predict
with any certainty the character of
the weather a year or a month oreven
a week in advance. Those whose
reason will not convince them of the
unreliability of weather-prophets, can
be convinced if they will observe care-
fully and compare the actual results
with their predictions. Many persons
have faith in the predictions of Rev.
Ira R. Hicks, of St. Louis, Mo. Apply
the test of observation in reference to
his forecast for the time from Sept. 6th
to Sept. 12th, and see how the results
and the prediction agree or rather dis-
agree. Here is what he said :?

"About the 7th a very warm wave
may be looked for, advancing from the
West, which will spreadover the whole
country before its exit from our eastern
coast. We may therefore expect dur-
ing the period "from the 6th to the 12tli
a phenomenally high temperature and
a highly excited condition of the
electrical forces in earth and sky, re-
sulting either in dangerous cyclones
and storms on sea and land, or in a
prolonged term of oppressively high
temperature, ending in many marked
earthquake disturbances."

The reason that many believe in the
predictions of weather-prophets is the
fact that they do not observe correctly.
When they happen to come true?as
would be the case sometimes with,
those who merely guess?the verity ie
marked and makes an impression ; but
when they fail to be verified, no im-
pression is made; so they count the
hits and not the misses?giving then)
credit when they guess correctly, and
not charging them when they guess
erroneously, and thus the account is
wrongly kept. We call them guesses,
for tbey are such in fact, though they
claim to make them upon some scien-
tific principle. These predictions are
unreliable, because the basis upon
which they are founded is as ground-
less as the "baseless fabric of a vision."
The time has not yet come, and it may
never come, when the weather can be
coitainly predicted a month in ad-
vance.

It remains to be seen how this
distinguished weather-prophetwill ac-
count for the fifct that the "phenome-
nally high temperature and highly ex-
cited condition of the elective forces ia
earth and sky, resulting either in
dangerous cyclones and storms on sea
and land, or in a prolonged term of
oppressively high temperature, ending
m many marked earthquake dis-
turbances,"so confidently predicted by
him, did not occur "during the period
from the 6th to the 12th."

It is impossible for any man at this
time, however learned, to predict with
certainty the character of the weather
any considerable time in advance.?
But suppose they could, their predic-
tions would be of little value unless
they would locate the weather, for it
is well known that the weather at dif-
ferent places is at the same time very
different. Between the Pacific and
Atlanticcoasts at the same time in dif-
ferent places we have all kinds oi
weather. Our storms here generally
come from the West, and they are
several days in reaching here, so that
it is as important to give the place as
the time tomake thepredictionsof any
value, and that is what the weather-
prophets never do. All theories for
forecasting the weather based on the
revolution and relativepositions of the
planets to the earth are fallacious.?
The sun is the only heavenly body
that affects the weather, and that it
does by the heat it imparts, which is
the primal cause of all storms and
changes of the weather.

The list of twenty-
eight alleged increases of wages has
been investigated by Mr. John DeWitt
Warner and found to be fallacious.?
Two of the establishments named in
the Economist were found not to have
any existence. One employed two
men, and the wages of one of the two
had been increased from 25 cents a day
to 50 cents a day. The other man's
wages had been stationary at $1.25. In
seventeen of the twenty-eight estab-
lishments the employes denied that
there had been any increase of wages
since the McKinley act was passed. In
several there had been reductions of
wages. When there were increases
the increases were trifling and were
the result of strikes, and had been ac-
companied by reductions. Such is the
finding. The "McKinley census" does
not pan oat welcome facts.

A law that takes from the pocket of
one man the result of his earnings and
places it in the pocket of another, is
_heer robbery. That, says the Alex-
andria Sun, is just what a protective
tariff does. The money that goes to
enrich the manufacturer is wrung un-
willingly from the pockets of the peo-
ple who have to buy and use what he
manufactures. You cannot add to his
wealth by such a policy without taking
.just that much from some one else.?
The absurd theory that the foreigner
pays the tariff has been so thoroughly
exploded that no man outside a lunatic
asylum can be made to believe it. A
very apt illustration of the working of
this vicious system was given by a
speaker in the last Congress who said :
"Here are ten men owning farms side

that he will get it back in some way ;
that it is a great advantage to live
amongst nine men who will thus be
better off, and that indirectly he gets
an advantage from the transaction .

I "How long do you suppose it would
,be before they would convince that
man that they were right in taking
his laud. Would you, gentlemen, dare
to justify that? You would not justify
the taking of one square foot of his
laud. If you do not dare do that, how
will you justify the taking of that
which a man raises on his land, all
that makes the land valuable ? Where
is the difference between the soil and
the product of the soil ? How can you
justify the one if not the other ?"

Ths Consumer Pays It.
!' Said John Quiucy Adams: "The

jduty constitutes a part of the price of
the whole mass of the article in the
market. It is substantially paid upon
tho article of domestic manufacture as
well as upon that offoreign production.

Inaddition the backer of
each contestant staked $10,000 ou the
result. The conditions were to the ef-
fect that a finish under Marquis of
(Jueensbury rules must be fought.
This meant that the men must stand
up squarely and box, stripped to the
waist, each round tolast three minutes,
with one minute rest between rounds.
Each man was privileged to carry as
much flesh as he pleased.

James J. Corbett was born in San
Francisco September 1, 1866. After
graduating from college, Flood, the
Bonanza King, secured him aclerkship
in the Nevada Bank.

Later he resigned his
clerkship and became the instructor of
the Olympic Club in San Francisco.

Hon. Harry Tucker's Speech in Lex-

ington.
On Monday of last week, September

Court-day in Rockbridge, political
speeches in Lexington were made to a
large audienceby Hon. Holmes Conrad
for the Democratic party, Robert
Beverly for the People's party, and
Hon. Harry Tucker for the Demo-
cratic party. Mr. Conrad made an
able speech as he always does. He was
followed by Mr. Beverly, and Mr. Bev-
erly by Hon. Harry Tucker. We copy
the report by the Rockbridge News of
Mr. Tucker's speech, from which it
will be seen that it was a very able
one.

REPORT Of TUCKKR'S SPEKCH.
He had expected to hear Colonel

Beverly's speech, from the man in-
tended to take his shoes ; whom it was
proposed tt offer as vicarious sacrifice
of the approaching election. His shoes
belonged to the people, and before he
(Dr. Robertson) took them off he had
to meet him. He had come back to
face the people who gave him office
and now he asked where were his ac-
cusers.

He himself had organized the Alli-
ance in tliis county not from a third
party but the peopleand to light in the
people's interests.

Colonel Beverly's idea was that when
against a thing not to join hands with
your friends but divide and be inde-
pendent. They had a great common
enemy, He asked him to point to one
word in the People's party platform
against the tariff system. He exhibited
a copy of the Sun, the People's party
organ, in which was pictured Cleve-
land hurrahing for low tariff and Har-
rison for high tariff, with the People's
party comment "A distinction without
a difference" "Tweedle-dum, tweedle
dee." This was the position of the
People's party?Col. Beverley differed
from his party.

The difference between the Mills bill
and the McKinley bill was but 5 per
cent. But the one cut down the tariff
on necessaries, the other increased it.
The People's party shuffled on the
tariff to get Republican votes for
Robertson.

The Colonel had read but a small
part of his platform on money. It
proposed to lend to farmers at two per
cent, by sub-treasury plan or some-
thing better. Under this men, who,
like the Colonel, raised, as he said, 1600
pound cattle aud shipped to England,
got the money. But what of the man
who had no land ? 0f the laborer,
shoemaker, carpenter, merchant, etc. ?

He would have to borrow from land-
owner and pay him ten per cent.

They arraigned Cleveland for his
silverviews. Macune.editor of National
Economist, Aliance organ, is author of
statement that as to inflation of cur-
rency silver was of no consequence, as
it would take ten years to add one dol-
lar per capita over and above increase
under existing laws. How long will it
take to make .50 per capita? 450
years. Must be opposed to Cleveland
on silver views for benefit of posterity.
The annual increase would be twenty
cents per head.

The per capita of currency shows
nothing. Take an illustration. I am
worth nothing:. Various other men on
stand wortxT%% ooo, $4,000, ect. Bev-
erly worth, say .'-00,000. Divide it up.
Each worth, say $15,000. But what
are the facts in the case 1 Colonel B.
has practical!v got it all. There may
be $1,000 pe. capita, but if another fel-
low gets it as fast as you make it, what
is that to you V Now, for instance,
Rhode Island has per capita, $36 ; New
York, $27 ; Arkansas, $6.55, and
Georgia, $8.00, and so relatively all the
manufacturing States and agricultural
States. All along, the money we make,
is going to robber tariff barons. Those
States that have factories have it.

Colonel Beverly told of plows. He
could instance some American plows
that sold to American farmers at $18,
sold to the foreigner at $0 ; mowers to
Americans at $65, and same to foreign-
er at $40; buggy rakes here at $.5,
abroad at $17.

As to national banking system, he
showed that when in 1863 they were
established, nearly every Democrat in
Congress voted against them, and
such had been the party record since.
That, as a fact, owing to the reduction
of the public debt, the national banks
are gradually dying and must soon
cease to exist.

He himself, he declared, had advo-
cated in Congress a graduated income
tax to make the rich pay the pensions
and feel their patriotism.

Grover Cleveland, he said, should be
held in grateful recollection, had he
done nothing else, for his veto of the
dependentpensitn bill. A bill by the
approvalof which Commissioner Raum
declares Harrison added 400,000 pen-
sioners to the rolls. In vetoing that
bill Cleveland had shown a baokbone
bigger than one of Colonel Beverly's
1,600 pound steers.

Of the era of good feeling which
Colonel Beverly declared the Alliance
to have introduced, he claimed that
the president who had appointed a
Confederate colonel to the supreme
bench, who had appointed Confeder-
ates to high positionsat foreign courts,
deserved at least no little credit. If
Grover Cleveland had not furthered
this feeling, who had?

Weaver when In Congress, advocated
a bill by which the Union soldiers
should now be paid difference"between
their wages in greenbacks and gold,
and would appropriate $300,000,000 to
this object as a "starter."

Just at this juncture it began to
rain. Mr. Tucker congratulated him-
self onbreaking the drought. Said he
was a farmer's man,stoodfor reduction
of tariff and more rain.

He next paid his respects to the
Force bill. Major Cqnrac], he said,
had exposed its iniquities. Than this
bill, the People's party Sun declared
the Anderson-McCormick election law
of Virginia to be worse. Did any man
suppose that William A. Anderson
would be guilty of putting in the
statute books a law worse than the
Force bill. When Mahone had the
upper hand his party had two to one,
now the Democrats had two to one of
judges. Then the county judge ap-
pointed them. Now it is changed by
the Democrats, who wished the judges
kept clear ofpolitics, and they are ap-
pointed by a county electoral board.?
The Scotch-Irish had too much sense
not to appreciate the difference.

The speaker thought that there was
little to be feared from a Third party
in this district, and evidently had the
sympathy of the audience with him
when he declared that ever since he
had been a courting man he had been
opposed to a Third party.

He spoke briefly, stating that he had
just come from New York and his in-
formation was that all that was needed
was for the South to stand solid to in-
sure Cleveland the victory. Could
they be guilty, lie asked, of the su-
preme folly of dividing now .
