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DEATH OF MRS. HARRISON.

After references
to the Chief Justice, he passed to the
consideration of the motion made by
Mr. Lyle and laid upon the shrine of
the memories it was in this way pro-
posed to transmit, the affectionate
tributes of his full heart and noble
mind. Mr. Stuart, in the service of
his people in the legislature, in Con-
gress and in the Cabinet, setting in
motion a great department of the gen-
eral government, as well as the emi-
nent patron of education and the in-
spiring figure in the progress of his

' Own people, displayed the powers of
statesmanshipand the leading citizen.

In those words of tender esteem,
that can so appropritely fall from his
lips, when the nameof Judge Sheffey
Is called to mind, the reference to one
of his decisions when on the bench,'
that called out the admiration of a
Judge of the Supreme Court of the
United States, made a deep impression
upon the audience.

Of Judge Fultz he also spoke in
earnest words, and whose memory
should be thus transmitted in filling
up the history of departed worth. He
earnestly hoped the way would be
clear in the mind of the court to carry
out what he believed was the desire of
the people of the county.

A Prominent Divine's Opinion.

ON THE RELATIONSHIP OF POLITICS TO
RELIGION.

Baltimor-', Oct. 22.?Rev. Dr. John-
son, a delegate to the Episcopal con-
vention frun Davenport, lowa, and
rector of Trinity church of that city,
in an interview with a United Press re-
porter to-d.iy on the question of how
far in the advocacy of political ques-
tions the clergy of the Episcopal church
may go, which subject has been in-
vested with renewed interest by the
recent course of the Rev. Dr. Rains-
ford, rector of St. George church, New
York, who has mounted the stump for
Cleveland and Stevenson, said : "As to
the public participation in tho politi-
cal arena, on the part of any clergy-
man, it is a matter of expediency?
