A Study of Spiders.
Spiders are wonderfully fond of the

music made by stringed instruments,
said an entomologist to the writer. It
is not because they enjoy melody, but
simply for the reason that the sounds
to their ears resemble the buzzing of
captive flies. By gently touching the
strings of a guitar, one can often cause
spiders to come down the walls or from
the ceilings. They will even walkover
the strings, and while doing so they
appear to be eagerly searching for
something, moving about excitedly,
and looking fierce and hungry.

A kind of spider native to South
America is remarkable for the great
length of its legs, and has a very sing-
ular method of defending itself. When
attacked it gathers its feet together,
fastening them to the centre of its web,
and gyrates with the velocity of a
whirligig, so that it appears like mist
on the web, offering no point for an
enemy to strike at. There is another
species which fights by throwing a net
about its adversary. I have seen a
duel between two individuals, in which
each tried to entangle the other in
snares cunningly cast, the dexterity
with which they avoided capture being
wonderful. At length one was tripped,
and presently the successful combat-
ant began revolving round and round
her opponent, the latter soon being
wrapped in a silvery cocoon, which was
its winding sheet.

Among the most remarkable spiders
is the Dolomedes, which runs over the
surface of water in pursuit of its prey,
and dives to escape from its enemies.
Stranger still is the Argyroneta, which
builds its house wherein it lays its eggsand rears its young at the bottom of
streams. Some species are exceeding-ly ferocious, though none more so than
the huge gray Lycosa, with a black rim
round its middle, which will chase peo-
ple on slight provocation. This fierce
creature, which lives partly by catch-
ing birds, has been known to pursue
men on horseback.

Dr. W. H. Hudson tells of such anadventure which he met with while
riding across a plain covered with dry
grass. Pursuing his way at an easy
trot, he suddenly observed a greatspider chasing him, leaping swiftlyalong and keeping up with the horse.He aimed a blow with his whip at theferocious insect, and the point of the
lash struck the ground close to it,
when it instantly leaped npon and ran
up the lash. It was actually within
three or four inches of the hand that
held the whip before the latter was
suddenly dropped. These great hairy
spiders are very formidable in appear-
ance. Wheu approached they stand
erect on their four hind feet, like pug-ilists, threatening the adversary.
Then, dropping upon all eight feet,
they charge to the attack.? Washing-ton Star.

True Politeness.
Manner and manners are not precise-

ly synonymous. One may possess cer-
emonious manners and in conjunction
with these have amanner which antag-
onizes the very people whom the elab-'
orate manners arc intended to please.
A boorish person may by dint of care-
ful imitation acquire aveneer ofcourte-
sy, good so far as it goes, but when all
is said only veneer, not the solid polish-
bearing wood. A person ignorant of
social usages and unskilled in the con-
ventionalities of the period may be dis-
tinguished by a manner essentially
charming. Manner is what we are, so
to speak, in tiie grain. It is individual-
ity. It is the outshining of the soul.
Manners are acquired by association,
by contact, by slow degrees, through
several generations, and by laborious
effort, line upon line, precept upon pre-
cept, in each generation. We observe
a similarity in the mannerand the man-
ners of certain families. Sometimes
servants take on a likeness of manner
to those with whom they live, as chil-
dren do, personality being always a
force and carrying with it impressive-
ness of some sort. Both children and
servants require molding, training, in
manners, while manner comes to them,
as it were, without their knowledge.
Occasionally one meets a gently bred,
elderly person who has not adopted
certain forms and modes which are at
present in vogue, and who innocently
fails to meet the requirementsof good
form- -a thing to be regretted, because
the greater should everywhere include
the less, and a well-bred mannershould
presuppose perfect manners. At all
times the requirements of politeness
are founded upon good sense, upon
kindness of heart, upon due regard for
the rights of others. The rude, the
brusque, the abrupt, trample on the
sensibilities of their friends, as well as
invade propriety, sometimes defending
themselves as natural and declaring
that they abhor affectation and adore
sincerity. They appear not torecognize
the fallacy in this. A natural manner
should, of all manners in the world, be
sincere. Sincerity does not imply bru-
tality. Affectation is less hinious an
offense than cruelty, and cruelty exists
wherever one person needlessly wounds
another. Gentle nuinners do much to
oil the machinery of life at home and
in the community. It costs little effort
to say "1 thank you" and "if you
please," to acknowledge everykindness
as a favorworth appreciation: but were
it otherwise, effort in this direction
would be well repaid. Especially in our
intercourse with children or with the
aged, with those who are in any way at
a disadvantage as compared with our-
selves, should we be careful to exercise
a cordial politeness. If this be the
manners of our outlook on the world,
it will influence our manners to all
whom we meet.

The Proper Length of a Sermons.
The subject of the proper length of

a sermon is one which often engages
the attention of clergymen who consid-
er the comfort, convenience, and taste
of their congregations. A New York
paper lately suggested that preachers
should cut their sermons short, and
stated that the scriptural reports of the
Apostle Paul's sermons show that he
never preached for more than ten or
twelve minutes. A correspondent, re-
ferring to this statement, inquired if it
might not be possible that Paul preach-
ed long sermons, and that they were
condensed or cut by the editor of the
Acts. The answer was made to this in-
quiry that it could not be believed that
tho reports of Paul's sermons, as given
iv the Acts of the Apostles, were cut,
even under the guidance of inspiration.
The editor, in answering the inquiry,
says:

"There is every reason to believe
that these sermons were reported infull, just as Paul preached them. They
are well-rounded, all of them. The ar-
gument is orderly and complete, in
each of them. There is no break in the
line of discourse anywhere. Every ser-
mon is a masterpiece. Take tho ser-
mou which was preached to the Jews
in Antioch, or that which was preach-
ed to the Greeks in Athens, or any of
the othersermons which Paul preached
in the course of his life, as reported in
the New Testament: it will be seen that
no blue penciller ever cut the report
thereof; it will be seen that we have
the whole of tin- sermon iv every case.Whether he preachedto Jews orto Pa-
gans, or to Christians, he always made
his sermon short. We have no' report
of any sermon of his that lasted for a
half hour, or even for a quarter of an
hour; and we fire disposed to surmise
that no sermon of Vis ever took more
than ten minutes in its delivery,

"Few of our modern preachers would
like to make their sermons as short as
the Apostle Paul's; yet Paul preached
more effectively than any long-winded
preacher who has lived since his time."

It is to be observed, however, that
the great apostle was not employad bya particular congregation for service,
wiiich was expected to come up to a
certain popular standard. There are,no doubt, many preachers to day who
would like to be brief and to try and
model their discourses upon those ofPaul, but preaching now and preach-
ing in Paul's time are very different
things. A minister of to-day who
should make a ten minutes' sermon, if
it could be as good as Peter or Paul
ever delivered, would probably be ac-
cused of shirking his duty anil be dis-
charged from his pulpit. He would not
be considered as earning his salary.?Norfolk Landmark.
