Still Another Comet.

Discovered by Freeman, of England—Astro-
nomical Coincidences.

A telegram received from Harvard
University Sunday week reports the
discovery of a faint comet by Freeman,
of Brighton, Eng., on Nov. 24, right
ascension, no hours, 29 minutes; north
declination 30°. This comet is within
2° of the Holmes comet, and in view of
the suggested identity of the Holmes
with the Biela comet, this new visitor
would at first thought appear to be the
separated part as seen in 1852, but as
the cablegram reports the motion of this
comet to be 3° 12/ south daily, that idea
is precluded, as the motion of Holmes
is only one-tenth of a degree daily.

The position of the Holmes comet and
its siow motion, answering closely to
the Biela orbit, first gave rise to the
notion that Biela had reappeared. It
is a curious coincidence that two comets
could appear near the place and at the
time the Biela double comet would be
due if in existence. Clouds prevented
any observations in Baltimore last
night. :

Professor Barnard, the astronomer,
wrote two years ago of a similar coinci-
dence. He said: “There has very re-
cently oceurred a most wonderful coin-
cidence that must startle even the as-
tronomical world. On November 15th,
1890, Professor Zone, of the Palermo
Observatory, in Italy, discovered a
comet in the constellation Auriga. It
was moving rapidly to the west and
north. On November 16, while observ-
ing the position of this comet with the
great 27-inch telescope at Vienna, Dr.
Spitaler discovered another and fainter
comet in the field of view with it. The
motion was in the same direction as
that of Zona’s. Upon the announce-
ment of the discovery of two comets so
close to each other astronomers natu-
rally concluded that they were parts of
the same comet, and therefore were
traveling through space together. It
was, however, soon seen that there was
no rclationship between the two, for
Zona’s comet rapidly left the other far
behind, passing 8 hours after Spitaler’s

observery within six minutes of an are
(one-fifth the apparent diameter of the
moon) of the Vienna ecmet, so that the
two - must have appeared in the tele-
scope as a double comet. By the night
of the 17th, when Zona’s comet could
first be observed in America, they were
some two degrees apart, and, therefore,
the fainter cne would have escaped dis-
covery.

‘*‘Any one familiar with the discovery
of comets and the comparative scarcity
of the same, and who can appreciate
the vast expanse of the heavens, in
which the average comet is the merest
speck, will recognize in this discovery
of two new comets within a few minutes
of each other, and in no way physical-
ly connected, one of the most remarka-
ble coincidences ever known. Thereis
no record of any two comets not physi-
cally related ever having been seen
within a degree of each other, and
there are many millions of chances
against the discovery of two such com-
ets to close together as were Zona’s and
Spitaler’s, and we may safely say that
it may never happen again.”
