Death of Patrick McMamara.

Mr. Patrick McNamara, who was remarka
ble for his cheerful disposition, his long and
faithful service as Sexton of Thorurose ceme-
tery. his strong constitution, and adyanced
age, died at his residence on West Main street
near the cemetery—of which he had been the
grave digger for 42 years, and had dug the
graves of more than 800 persons—at half past
9 o'clok Monday morning, January 1st, 1894,
aged 89 years, 9 months, and 15 days. He was
sexton till about a year ago. He was well
known and universally respected for his ster-
ling character. He was born in Ireland on
the 16th day of March, 1804. 1In 1836, he im-
migrated to this country, and after remaining
6 months in New York, he came to Virginia,
and worked on the James River and Kanawha
Canal on sections between Richmond and
Lynchburg, and, in 1839, came to this place
and worked on the Valley Pike. After that
he worked on the Parkersburg pike between
Staunton and Monterey. At the establish-
ment of Thornrose cemetery, he was appoint-
ed its section, and served in that position, as
above stated, with fidelity till about a year
azo, when, in consequence of old age, he re-
signed it. He leaves a widow and one daugh-
ter—Mrs. Michael Crickard—who lived with
him. His funeral will take place this morn-
ing at 9:30 o'clock from St. Francis Catho lic

s » of the Supervisors at their late
i mee nad a right, as citizens, to express
! their choice for County Judge, though of
doubtful propriety, inasmuch as the Board of
: Supervisors, months ago, had unanimously
recommended Major Hanger for that very
responsible position, by reason of his thorough
acquaintance with the varied interests, the
necessities and customs of country life, with
which he has been identified from his youth.
There are times and seasons of vital im-
portance in rural econowmy to successful busi-
ness which will be properiy. appreciated and
respected by one who has grown up in the
midst of them. The Judge, in administering
the affairs of our great county, is monthly,
for weeks together, dealing with the country
people, a large majority of whom live more
than six and many twelve miles from the
Court-house, making round-trips of from 12
to 24 miles, to be traveled early and late, in
cold weather,under the compulsory process of
the court, leaving all their business and fami-
lies at whatever inconvenience or sacrifice.—
Until recently the farmer was forced to leave
his business and obey the ‘‘summons on the
jury,” which was a very severe trial of his
obedience, which was only rendered in dread
of heavy penalties inflicted by the strong arm
of the court. This fortunate exemption is
sought by some to be destroyed hy special
pleading, A Judge reared amid such trials of
patience and urgency, will comprehend the
situation at once, punctually open court, dis-
patch the business and permit the people to
return to their homes. There are also county
property-rights which must be guarded and
protected, which test the loyalty and vigilance
of the Judge to his people and the State. The
county has a wealth of sons, ‘“to the manor
born,” capable to fill the office of Judge, in
addition to Major Hanger, to whom attention
had first been directed—Hon. John N. Hen-
dren, Wm. Patrick, Capt. Bumgardner and
others. But by some it is sought to determine
the choice by the largest number of names to
a petition for some person, unmindful of the
fact that some years ago an immense petition
was gotten up to elect a cheeky young man to
the judgeship in requital for party work done
at the precinct elections, which resulted in
setting aside one of the ablest and most
honorable county judges of the State, against
the protests of those who saw the folly of the
proceeding. This injustice to a faithful offi-
cer and the disgrace reflected upon the county
by the imprudence of some of its.representa-
tives, might, to some degree, be palliated by
a confession and his recall to honorable ser-
vice in the county. Itis not known whether
Judge Hendren would now accept any po-
sition, but history must vizdicate his high
official services to the county without fault or
reproach.
It is the duty of the Legislature to elect the
Judge, and our representatives will be held
responsible at the bar of public opinion for
the choice, and they cannot shelter themselves
behind petitions improvidently signed. If,
from the excellent men the county furnishes
our representatives cannot select a good
County Judge, they should ‘‘be taken around
the corner and spanked.”

Mark. L. Spotts.

We made a brief notice last week of the
death of Mr. Marg L. Spotts, who died at his
residence in Lewisburg, W. Va., at 8.30 o’clock
Friday evening, Dec. 22nd, at the advanced
age of 81 years, 6 months, and 21 days. In
noticing his death, the Greenbrier Zndependen
gives, editorially, a sketch of his life, from
which we extract the following:—
. He heid various offices of honor and trust
in the county—serving the public for many
years as Commissioner of Revenue, Sheriff
and Clerk of the County Court. No officer
was ever more faithful or efficient in the dis-
charge of his duties and none ever served the
people with more credit to himself or more
acceptably to them. Indeed the faithful as-
sidaityy, scrupulous care, high integrity and
unvarying politeness with which he at all
times discharged his public duties made Mr.
Spotts a model officer and gave him a hold
upon the confidence and affections of the
people of Greenbrier which we doubt if any
other man ever enjoyed in such pre-eminent
degree.

things, Mr. Spotts was one of nature’s noble-
men, and died honored and respected by all
who knew him.

We feel that no words can ade-
quately express our sorrow at the death of so
pure a character. To us, as a board of Elders,
the blow falls with peculiar force. We, in-
dividually, knew him as a neighbor and
friend ; but, as Elders, we were bound to him
by closer ties as laborers in the same canse.
We, therefore, feel a particular grief, and
claim the Eri\'ilege of special mourners. In
his death the Church of which he had so long
been an ornament and the community in
which he lived, have sustained axr irreparable
loss.

such voter shall give his vote fora par-
ticular candidate, such percon shall be
fined not less than twenty nor more
than one hundred dollars. And the
vo'er receiving snch money, goods, or
chittelsin pursuance of such agreement
shall be punished in like manner with
the person giving the sam-.”--Lynch-
buryg News.

: CONGRESS.

Both houses of Congress will
assemble Wednesday—to day. It is
cexpected that the struggle in the
House of Representatives over the tar-
iff bill will begin in earnest on the
opening day. Representative Wheel-
er, of Alabama, says a call for a caucus
of the democratic members of the
House to diseuss the tariff vill will proh
ably be issued to day. Instead of the
tariff bill becoming weaker during the
present recess of Congress, it is believ-
ed to be stronger. Chairman Wiison,
of the ways and means committee, is
opposed to a democratic caucus on the
tariff bill. Chairman McCreary, of the
House foreign affairs cominittee, pro-
poses cailing up the Hawaiian question
in the House Friday next.

We showed two or three days ago
that in less than ninety days after
they obtained higher protective duties
in the McKinley tariff the manufactur-
ers of sanitary pottery at Trentou re-
duced the wages of their workmen by
22 per cent, thus causing a memorable
strike, and that when the same manu-
facturers made their Trust, a few
moaths later, they admitted in their
published prospectus that their profits
in the last three years of the old tariff
had beeun 224 per cent per annum upon
their capital while for the year in
which wages were reduced upon the
pea that the earnings of the bus<iness
were sinall, the prolits were, by their
own admission, 294 per cent. Certain
stockholders of the T'rust, who were
formerly owners in part of the absorb-
ed potteries, are now asking the courts
to annul that part ¢f the Trust agree-
ment which prevents them from set-
ting up new and independent potteries,
and in their appeal to the courts they
assert that ‘‘the effect of” the agree-
ment ‘“‘is to limit the production and
to maintain exorbitant prices of sani-
tary pottery.” A merchant engaged
in the wholesale pottery trade now
writes to us that after the formation of
the Trust the price of sanitary pottery
to jobbers was increased by 60 per
cent, while the advance to retailers
was 100 per cent.. If he has not been
misinformed, the complaining share-
holders have had ample warrant for
their assertion that the prices main-
tained by their organization are ‘‘exor-
bitant.” This is the Trust that is go-
ing straight to “ruin” because the Wil-
son bill gives it protective duties of 35
and 40 per eent.—-New York Times.

THE GRAIN TRADE—-CROPS, &C.

The Cincinnati Price-Current of December
28th says:—

“The past week has been a period of mild
temperature for the time of year in the Cen
tral West, and in various regions plowing
operations have been carried on, in prepara
tion for spring seeding. The freezings have
not been severe enough to disturb the condi-
tion of the growinrg wheat, although the snow
covering has to a large extent disappeared,
and there are evidences in the current returns

closed under such serious conditions as now
everywhere prevail. Every country in Eu-
rope has its troubles, worse than our own; and
they are of a character so radical that it will
require time to heal them. In this country,
the derangements are acute, but they are of a
kind more directly under our own control
than are those of the European nations. In
our case, there had been ne antecedent over-
trading, nor excessive speculation, nor general
unsoundness of credit. On the contrary, 1893
: opened with a generally sound and fairly
i prosperous condition of business; and al-
! though the panic was cae of perhaps unequal-
 led severity, yet it was due to causes not in-
herent to business proper but outside of busi-
ness and connected with a great alarm about
the condition of our currency system. The
silver panic however became the cause of a
general prostration of trade and crédit, from
which recovery could not possibly be imme-
diate, even though the cause of the alarm has
been remedied. The period of recovery,
moreover, is further postponed by interven-
tion of a sweeping revision of the tariff. This

| latter circumstance would, under the best of

conditions, have proved a very serious cause
of commercial disturbance; but, mingling
with the immediate effects of a great panic,
its seriousness is doubled. = =

We enter the new -year with reasonable
grounds for hope that its close will find af-
fairs in a largely recovered condition. There
is ample capital waiting employment; but in-
dustry has no use for it until conditions are
made clearer by the enactment of the new
tariff. That point being reached, the utterly
depleted stocks of every kind of merchandise
will find employment enough for our indus-
tries. In the meantime, wages are declining
in every trade, and to that extent preparations
are being made for the cheaper conditions of
production that the new situation will re-
quire."”
