Suicide of Morris M. Spooner.
Mr. Morris M. Spooner, a highly respected

citizen of Charlottesville, Va., aged 85 years,
and unmarried committed suicide in Druid
Hill Park at Baltimore on Monday of last
week?March 12th?by a pistol-shot in the
head. No cause is known to his friends why
he committed the act, if he did do it. His re-
mains were taken to his home in Charlottes-
ville for interment. The funeral services
were held in his room at his father'sresidence
at 11 o'clock last Wednesday, the 14th, by
Rev. William E. Judkins and the Key. Oscar
Littleton. Interment at "Oakwood."

The Monticello Guard, of which the deceas-
ed was Second Sergeant, and the Albemarle
Light Horse acted as a guard of honor. A
very large number of citizens were at the
house anel joined in the procession. The
solemn services were concluded at the grave.
By request, the customary salute wasomitted,
and, instead, the members of the guard tilled
the grave of their late comrade in arms.

In speaking of his character, the Charlottes-
ville Progress says:?

"Morris Spooner had parneel the respect of
all with whom he was thrown, whether in the
discharge of the obligations of the business
man or of those that arose from social ties
and opportunities. He was more than honest
man and good fellow, ami the splendid quali-ties of a generous elisposition anil tenderly af-
fectionate* nature attached men to him as
with hooks of steel."

His friends in Charlottesville seem to be mi-
ller the impression that it was not a case of
suicnlc, and that he was killed by an unknown
person. The Charlottesville Progress says:?

"The pistol found was not a new one, and
Mr. Spooner's own pistol was at his home in
this city.'

Mr. Spooner starteel for Richmond and ex
pected to change cars at Gordonsville. He
was asleep and was carried by, but stated to
the conductor that it did not matter as he had
business in Washington and Baltimore, and
would go later to Richmond.

The belief is growing in this city that Mr.
Spooner did not commit suicide, and that the
matter should be fully investigated."

Later. ?The Progress of Thursday after-
noon says:?

'The will of the late M. M. Spooner has
been found. It was written January Ist, 18!)4,
and its woreling is such as to impress anyone
who reads it with the belief that Mr. Spooner
was laboring under a premonition of misfor-
tune. His father, Mr. ('. W. Spooner, was
named as executor.

The total insurance on Mr. Spooner's life
was So.ijDO?one policy for ?4,000, one for S?l,-
-000 anel one for *(JUO. His mother is named
as the beneficiary under the SI.OOO policy, ami
his mother and sisters the beneticiaries in the
other two.

The family does not believe he committed
suicide."

The train was stopped, and the body brought
back to tbe freight depot where it WW ex-
amined by Hr. S. H. Henkel, ami was after-
ward removed to the undertaking establish
ment of Bick'e.t Hamrick on Frederick St,
where tbe coroner's inquest was held, and a
portion of the testimony was heard on Mon
day afternoon. The further examination was
postponed til! 10 o'clock this?Wednesday
morning, when several more witnesses, m
eluding the train hands, will be examined.

The deceased was a highly respected citizen,
and was in the 71th year of his age. For many
years he was Superintendent of the Staunton
Gas Company. He lost his wife in 18711. He
had no children surviving him, and had his
home with his sister, Mrs. W. G. Brown on
Fayette street, the mother of Heber and C. W.
Brown.

We the day is .fawning when j
the teachers of this grand old county of Au
gusta will "rally round the h ig," and thor-
oughly equip themselves for tiie coming fray.

What we stand in need of is more efficient
teachers?teachers who have a broader and
deeper scholarship than that which they fed j
compelled to impart in the eyery-day routine
of the school-room. Now, that the boards '
have purchased charts for the schools, it be-1
hooves every education-loving teacher to thor-1
oughly master. Mr. Nickerson's plans (or
their own, if better) and employ them to the
best of their ability. We want teachers who
can find food in these charts for the little
pupils from the day they enter school until
they have attained the age in which they may
leave its walls with their brains stocked with
such useful knowledge as will enable them to
play welt their parts upon the stage of life,
which we are sorry to admit ar j few and far
apart under the ol i regime. This dearth of
knowledge is directly due to the inefficiency of
the teachers and tiie indifference of the [pa-
trons. Patron, the school is largely what you
make it. Go to your school and see these
charts for yourself. Stuely them and have
the teacher in charge explain them to you
Manifest an interest in the work of the school
and the teacher will have no other excuse for
bad work except incompetency. Our (the
Middle River) Board furnished ail the graded
and a few other schools with these charts last '
year. A pupil of one of our graded schools
says he attended school the greaterpart of the
session, and has never seen the inside of the
care, and that he was very anxious to see the
charts. He studied Physiology, but no charts
were used to illustrate the subject. Does this
teacher think the Board paid $35 to furnish
this school with a chart, and tiiat he should
regard it as au Ark of the Covenant too sacred :
to be handled ? There are some teachers who
are not only guilty of not using the charts,
bat ofeliscouragingitsuse, and trying to instill
iito the minils of the pupils that the thing is
a humbug. This will give trouble to the next
teacher who tries, and is willing to give a fair
trial. Sometimes we mortalsknoie not trhat icedo.
Aside from this subject, there has been much j
ado about vaccination. The gentlemen com- i
posing our County Board did not order this to
be done to satisfy any sellish interests of their \
own but merely to carry out the State law.
These gentlemen wuo have received so much ;
censure, and who serve without pay, ordered ;
it for the common weal of the countyat large,
and should see that it is carried out next year !
to the letter of the law. This should have
been enforceei long ago, and the people would
have been educated to that point.

It is not true that Southern Con-
gressmen oppose pensions, or are
sorry for Northern prosperity, or
desired repeal of the elections bill for
unworthy purposes. It is a lie, with
all the discreditable surroundings and
dreadful possibilities as to consequen-
ces that we have stated above.?

The Equinox-
To-day, March 21st, is the time of the

equinox, when tlie days and nights in all
parts ot the world are equal?each being 12
hours. At this time the plane of the earth's
equator coincides, with the plane of the eclip-
tic. The sun which has been South of the
equator since the 22ndof September, will now-
come to the North of it, and continue North-
ward till the summer solstice on the 20th of
June, when it will again go Soutlnvard till
the 20th of December, and then again begin
its journey Northward. These are merely
apparent motions caused by therevolution of
the earth at an angle of 2.'ii degrees around
tlie sun. which always occupies the same
position in the solar system. There is a
popular notion that storms are more likely to
occur at the time of the equinox than at any
ejther time, and are known as equinoctial
storms. They are no more likely to occur on
that day than on any other day a short time
before or after the equinox.

The Cincinnati Price-Current of March lSlh
says :?

"The past week has been springlike in Ihe
Central West, with something of freezing ami
thawing conditions, but nothing has occurred
disparaging to the wheat crop of an apprecia-
ble extent, and the position remains promis-
ing, the average conelition being higher than
a year ago.

The feature of the week has been the gov-
ernment report on wheat reserves in farmers'
bands, by which 111,000,000 bushels is shown
?a quantity not lookeel for by the trade to be
shown by this exhibit, and a quantity, taken
with a reasonable view of the absorption of
wheat the past sejson, with the recorel of ex
ports, st imps the crop estimate of the same
office for 1898 as ridiculously inconsistent.
There appeirs lo have been an effort to get in
line with general recognition concerning the
supply of wheat now on hand?and i' may be

\u25a0 said that this has been done in great style. If
there was in fact li 1,000,000 bushels in hands
of farmers, it is a safe proposition to say that
it wa3 practically impossible fur the 1893 crop
to have b.-en less than4.>:i,o:);J,i)(i:' bush 'is. ami
to be consistent it should be recognizee! as
more than 186,000,000.

The general tendency of the wheat trade
was to evil up prior to tho issue of the Gov-
ernment report, for both the bearish and bull-
ish element were apprehensive that the report
would not be favorable to them. This result
ed in a fairly steady market until Monelay,
after the Government report had been thor-
oughly digested, when the market manifested
decided signs of weakness. This was parti-
cularly so in New York. The report showed
in farmers' hands 11,000,000 more bushels
than the outside estimate and 24,000.000 bush-
els more than the trade had calculateel upon.
Since then however, the market has been
steady, closing quotations for May at Chicago
58} Tuesday night and last night being the
same. At New York, a new low record was
established for May wheat, but it was not so
at Chicago.

Fluctuations in corn have not been wide,
but the tendency of values has been upward
though receipts have continued fair.

May wheat at Chicago closed 2ic below
the highest point of the week, } above the
lowest point, and 2c lower than a week ago.

Corn at Chicago for May closed 8c below the
highest point of the week, 3c above the
lowest point, and same as a week ago.

Wheat receipts at primary markets were 2,-
-338,000 bushels for the week, against 1,783,000
the preceding week, and 3,374,000 last year.

Corn receipts were 3,582,000 bushels, against
3,707,000 the preceding week, and 2,080,000
last year."

FINANCIAL.

During the past week, the course of the
Stock Market has indicated that the rising tide
of speculation is gradually gaining force.
There hus been more buying and at better
prices and transactions have extended from
the industrials to the railroad list.

The gold export movement moves at a slow
rate. It is to be expected that, at this season,
we must ship that metal; but it will probably
be found that the outgo is less than usual for
the spring months. The February exports of
merchandise show an increase of £5,200,000
over those of a year previous. The imports
for the month exhibit a decrease of $21,000,-
-000; which aelded to the gain in exports makes
the February trade balance nearly #30,000,000
more in our favor than it was twelve months
previous, it is to be remembered, however,
that, during the lirst quarter of 1S!)3, we had
an almost unequaled aelverse trade balance
against us, which resulted in the extraordinary
export of gold that preceded the panic. We
can well enough afforel to spare any golel that
is likely to go out now, without serious conse-
quences, as our banks hoMan unusual supply.

The situation, as a whole, is one that must
be construed as on the mend. Outside the in-
fluences connccteil with Washington, affairs
have a distinctly hopeful prospect. General
traele is reviving, manufacturers are regain-
ingconlidence and resuming work on the old
scale, the condition of our foreign trade is
strictly conservative, and there is no doubt of
money remaining easy for the remainder of
the year. But there is likely to be a disposi-
tion to operate within moderate limits until
the Bland bill is out of the way.
