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The Pension List.

Some few weeks ago General Marcut
J. Wright, of the War Record Office, in
Washington, sent to Captain E. Leshe
Spence, of this city, the following ofli-
cial statement of the enlisted men in
the Union and Confederate armies:—

*“The Adjutant-General of the United
States Army reports the aggregate
number of men in the United States
Army during the late war, reduced to
a three-years’ standard, at 2,320,369,
and the total enlistments at 2,865,028,

“There is no data from which to
make an exact compilation of the
number of enlistments in the Con-
federate Army, but the best authori-
ties place the number at about 700,000.”

The number of pensioners on the
rolls of the United States Government
June 20, 1893, on account of the late
war, was 966,012, and the number o!
pension claims allowed 1,357,921.

Of the pensioners actually on th:
rolls 365,084, or about 40 per cent., were
put there under the dependent pension
law of June 27, 1890.

In 1889 the number of pensioners war
489,725, and the annual appropriatior
for them $89,131,968.41. In 1893 the
number of pensioners had rushed up to
966,012, and the appropriation for them
had grown to $158,155,342.51.

It seemed as if the doors of the
Treasury had been thrown open for
plunderers to enter freely and carry
off whatever they pleased. Perjury
and fraud became the orderof the day.
The enormity of the robberies was such
that, although there were frequent
grumblings, no paper undertook the
task of systematically exposing in de-
tail and particular the plunderers_and
their methods until the New York
Times, which has so suceessfully ex-
posed fraud in other instances, laid it~
hand to the plow to turn up the ras-
cality of pension agents and fraudu-
lent claimants. That most excellent
paper is now doing a work for which
it merits the thanks of every tax-payer
in America : indeed. of every one who
hates theft and falsehood, whether he
or she pays taxes or not. :

Thirty years after the war is over
there are nearly 40 per cent. more pen-
sioners on the Government rolls, and
nearly 100 per cent. more claims al-
lowed, than there were enlisteg] men in
the Confederate Army during the
whole war.

An honest pension list would be a
monument to the valor of Southerr
soldiers, and it would be the most cost
ly that ever was erected, but these
fraudulent claims besmirth the credit
of the genuine Union veteran and add
nothing to the evidence of the lgeronsm
of the Confederates. Itis nothing but
bald-faced stealing. If thereisany set
of men more culpable than the pension
sharks who *‘put up the job,” it is the
congressmen who from cowardice votec
for this dependent pension law because
they feared to lose the soldier vote.

Mary Washington’s House.

A correspondent of the Balt. Sun says
that the quaint old house in Fredericks-
burg in which Mary Washington, the
father of Gen. Geo. Washington, lived,
is still standing, and considering its
great age is in aremarkably good state
of preservation. She moved to it from
her home. further down the river,
about 1750, lived there through the
stormy days of the Revolution and died
in it 1789, full of yearsand honors, hav
ing lived to see her boy carry the war
to a successful termination and to be
come the Chief Executive of the nation
he had erected out of a handful of col
onies. The old house stands at the
corner of Charles and Lewis streets, or.
according to the “modern idea,” at D
and Twelfth streets, and almost every
visitor to the town has it pointed out
to him,

It is now considerably changed from
its original form, and consists of a cen-
tral section two stories high, from
which extend, on either side, a one and
a half-story and wing. The entrance
isup a flight of four broad sandstone
steps to a wide portico, which is sup-
ported by four fluted wooden columns
after the Doric order. The house is
weather-boarded with old hand-dressed
boards, with the exception of a small
portion of the corner wing, which is of
brick. This wing is the original build-
ing and had an entrance adjoining the
present entrance.

A DgecisioN AsBouT OPTIONS. —

Moody on Assurance of Salvation.

In his sermon in Richmond Tuesday
afternoon of last week, Mr. Moody did
not take a text,.but preached from the
fifth echapter of John, and showed that
a Christian should not only have the
assurance of his salvation, but that he
is worthless as a Christian unless he is
assured that he is safe with God.

‘‘There are three classes of people in
the church who I do not believe are
blessed with the assurance of their
salvation,” he said.

“The first are those who have not
bzen born of the Spirit.

“There is another class who have be-
lieved on the Lord Jesus Christ and
they are ashamed to confess him.

‘“The third class are those who have
gotten in our churches who are not
willing to work for the Lord. When a
man is willing to go out into the vine-
yard to go to work all the doubts will
leave him.”

John wrote the best book that ever
was written on assurance. Said he,
*‘I believe it is the privilege of all of
God’s people to know that they will be
saved. If I am not sure of my own
salvation I do not see how I could get
any comfort or rest, and unless I am
sure I am not fit to help anybody else.

“‘There is a class of people who think
it is presumptuous for anv man or
woman to say that they know they are
saved, and think it cannot be settled
until we come before the great White
Throne.

“You cannot give a reason for the

hope that is within you if you are not
sure of your salvation.”
He advised all who wanted assurance
of their salvation to study the Gospel
of John for weeks or months, if need
be.

Destructive Fire in Lynchburg.

A destructive fire oceurred in Lynech-
burg Monday night. The fire origi-
nated in the establishment of John P.
Pettyjon & Co., builders and contrac-
tors, and soon communicated to the
plant of the Glamorgan Co., one of the
largest iron and pipe manufactories in
the country.

Both establishments destroyed—loss
$250,000.

A number of fieight cars of the
Chesapeake and Ohio Railroad, loaded
with merchandise and standing on the
tracks in front of the burning plants,
were set on fire.

DWELLING BURNED AT WOODSTOCK.
A dweliing belonging to G. H. P.
Lindamood, situated in the southern
part of Woodstock, was destroyed by
fire Sunday morning about half past
4 o’ciock. When the fire was dis-
covered it had mnade considerable head-
way, and it was with much diffieulty
that the effects of thie tenants in the
house were saved. The loss is fully
covered by insurance. The origin of
the fire is unknown.

TERRIBLE FATAL EXPLOSION.

Fourteen Killed Outright, and Several of
the Wounded Will Die.

On last Saturday afternoon at Blan-
ford near Petersburg, Va., an explosion
and fire, resulting in great loss of life
and property, occurred. The killed are
John B. Bland, tobacconist; Charles N.
Romaine, manufacturer; Capt. James
T. Tosh; Robert Rowland, spectator;
James Rowland, Prince George county:
James Perkins, employe, head blown
off; Edward Traylor, employe; Thomas
Woolfolk, eolored engineer, burned to
a erisp; James Bryant, spectator, tailor;
John Wells; Johr: F. Harris; Charles
Traylor, Quincey Lufsey and a colored
boy. The wounded are Edgar Farley,
chief engineer, fatally; Charles Short,
seriously; William, Parker, seriously:;
Sam Drew, colored, badly; A. W. Red-
grave, fatally; Walter Nunnally, badly.

The fire originated in the large fire-
works factory of Messrs. Romaine
Brothers, in Blandford, where was
stored a large quantity of powder used
for manufacturing purposes. Slight
fires have occurred in this factory be-
fore, but they have always been sup-
pressed by prompt action. It was with
the hope and expectation of suppress-
ing this fire that so many people who
went to help to extinguish the fiames
were killed and injured. The flreworks
consisted of a number of buildings,
some fifteen or twenty, a few feet apart,
in each of which only one party work-
ed; a storehouse, in which the com
bustibles were kept, and a package
room for the storage of the manufae-
tures. They are all small frame build-
ings. It islearned that the fire orig-
inated in what is known as the dry
powder-room and that there were three
explosions. The first when the alarm
was first given, at 3 o’clock, the second
five minutes later and the last—a slight
one—about 4 o'clock.

The second explosion is said to have
been the fatal one. Nearly every one
of the bodies of the persons kilied was
found in a radius of a dozen yards from
the building, which eaused the second
explosion, and which was known as the
magazine building. Besides powdex
there was said to have been in this
building potash and sulphur.

Sunday morning another dead body
was found near the river bank, but it
could not be identified. The poor fel-
low had been hurled through the air
and carried a distance of several hun-
dred yards. A jaw-bone with the teeth
was found Sunday half a mile from the
scene of the deadly exolosion. Three
hearts and any quantity of bones of
human beings were found in the debris.
These were placed in a box and buried.
One of the female operatives in the
fireworks factory when the second ex-
plosion occurred became so frantic with
fright that she rushed from the build-
ing and ran to the river and jumped
into the stream and would have been
drowned but for a boatman who hap-
pened to be coming up theriver at the
time in a boat and who rescued her.

Rev. Henry Williams, pastor of the
Gilfield Baptist church, colored, nar-
rowly escaped being killed by piece of
flying timber. :

The head of Mr. James W. Perkins
was found some distance from the
scene of the explosion. Had the ex-
plosion occurred half an hour later a
hundred or more persons would have
been killed.

The total loss by the fire is estimated
to be in the neighborhood of $75,000.

Bland Brothers & Wright have an
insurance of $15.000 on their stock of
goods and building. e

Romaine & Brothers carried an insur-
ance of $25,000 on their building and
stock, and the Bryant building was
also insured.

The erght dwellings destroyed were
all insured in sums ranging from $200
to $350 each.

Rev.

But since the dire effects
of McKinleyism have become manifest
and the resultant panic has shown
how easily artificially fostered indus
tries, eyen in the South, are subjeet to
the caprices and conspiracies of com-
bines and trusts, I am sure Col. Walsh
stands solidly, as his strong sense of
patriotism naturally inclines him,with
the opinion of the masses of the South-
ern people. Scarcely a doubt ean be
felt that he will be found other than
one of the most strenuous champions
in the Senate of the tariff reform and
the currency policy that his fellow-
Georgians and himself advocated as
the true intents of the Chicago plat-
form of 1892,

‘‘Personally, he is a splendid charac-
ter. He is rich in honest Irish humor
and the master of an earnest and pleas-
ing eloquence. No man in Georgia is
more loyal to his friends, faithful to
his party, or devoted to his country’s
welfare.”

He
will recommend, it is said; that the
Secretary of the Treasury he given au-
thority to issue 3 per cent. bonds. -
In suggesting this, President Cleve-
land, it is said, will point out the dif-
fieulty the administration must labor
under in maintaining the value of vari-
ous forms of money now in circulation
withont assistance from the legislative
branch of the government. Whether
such a message is being contemplated
or not, the silver men are discussing
the rumor, and state that they will re-
sist any legislation, which contemplates
the issuance of additional good obliga-
tions. The silver men see that the

monetary system is the inability of the
Treasury Department to obtain readily
and at short notice gold with which to
redeem the treasury notes and green-
backs. If authorized by Congress to
issue short-time, low int:rest bearing
bonds of small denominations there
could be no question of the govern-
ment’s ability to meet all its obliga-
tions.

A Man and his Son-in-Law Commit
Saicide.

dated April 4th says:—

*“T'wo farmers, both well to do, com-
mitted suicide in precisely the same
way at the same place in Johnston
county. J.B. Wall, aged about fifty
years, went from the court-house at
Smithfield to the home of his son-in
law, J. H. Cook, five miles from Selma.
Cook was not at home, but his wife,
Wall's daughter, was. Wall spoke to
her in an ordinary way, exhibiting no
sign of insanity, and went to a room in
the house where he found Cook’s
pistol. He then went into a grove
near by and shot a bullet through his
brain, it entering at the right side. No
reason can be assigned for the suicide.
Cook to day, without manifesting the
slightest sign of mental unsoundness,
bade his family good-bye, as if he were
going to Selma, but went into the
woods, and with the same pistol which
Wall had used blew out his own brains
in precisely the same way. Cook was
a man of thirty-five and in comfortable
circumstances, and his suicide is as
puzzling as that of his father-in-law.”
