Provoking to the Republicans.
It is veryprovoking to the Republi-

cans that sugar has not gone up in
price, and that wool has not fallen in
price since the passage of the Demo-
cratic tariff, for both of these results
were confidently predicted by the Re-
publicans. The tariffon refined sugar
having been reduced, the trust is
afraid to increase the prije, because
that reduction will enable foreign re-
finers of sugar to successfully compete
with them in our markets; and the in-
creased demand for wool, since the
tariff was taken wholly off, has not
only prevented a fall in price, but has
increased it.

These results are very provoking to
the Republicans, because they show
the fallacy of their views, and leave
them without an argument in support
of the McKinley tariff, or in opposition
to the Democratic tariff.

Republican partisans, who are more
concerned for their party than for the
interests of the people, regret that
sugar has not increased, and wool not
decreased in price, but those who de
sire the interests of the people rejoice,
and give the Democratic party credit
for the service rendered them.

Prices of Migar.
As the Index-Appeal says, if the

t ;'ust has attempted to run up prices,
it has done so not because it was com-
pelled to do it by recent legislation,
but because, after the manner of all
trusts, it was anxious to extort the last
penny from the consumer. The com-
mittee compares the quotations for thc-
past four years and demonstrates that
sugar is no higher now than it has
been at the same period in former
years. In fact, for two years under the
McKinley law, the price of the article
was in excess of what it is now. Conse-
quently the new law must have cut I
down the profit of the sugar monopoly
to the extent of the difference between
the price of sugar under the McKinley
act and the new law which went into
effect on August 28th of this year.?
The trust is now shutting down its re-
fineries, and the republicans allege
that this is done because of the change
in the tariff act. But the fact is, the
market is stocketl beyond demand;
the refineries have produced more
than is required to meet current needs,
and so, until the supply already in
hand i- exhausted the trust will simply
apply business principles and stop
production until the stock has been
oold to meet normal needs.

EXTRACTS FROM HIS SPEECH.
On his return from England to his

home at Charles Town, Jefferson
county. W. Va., on Monday of last
week, Hon. Win. L. Wilson received an
ovation from his personal and political
friends, and, on that occasion, made an
able speech from which we publish the
following extracts :?

THE ISSUE IN AMERICAN POLITICS.
The issue in American politics is

joined between those who desire to
hold on to whatever tariff reform wo
have aelreved aud continue the Strug
gle for its complete and perfect attain-
ments, and those who wish to do away
withall we have trained and to return to
thepolicies that have hitlu'itoprevailed
in this country. 1 do not believe I
could speak to any audience having
greater interest in this question than
to an audience of the farmers aud
working people and to the citizens
generally of the county of Jefferson.?
To rob a man of the fruits of his labo
by unjust taxation is robbery indeed
but to deprive a man of the opportu
nity of toiling whereby he may secure
the fruits of his labor is still worse rob
bery; and so far as you, fellow-citizens,
are concerned, this question, the tariff,
has become not so much a question of
taxation, because you could stand up
under taxation, as a question ofmarkets, wherein yen are to sell that
which you produce whether upon your
farms or in your factories. We have
reached that stage in the development
Of our country when we are compelled
to have larger and larger markets for
our surplus products, anil such markets
through foreign trade are the only
safety valves for the health and the
prospers y of the American laborer in
the field and in the factory. Fellow-
citize;is, I do not believe that, there has
been in this country, I doubt if there
has been in any self-governing country,
such an uprising of the people as we
have seen during the struggle of the
last ten years against our present sys-
tem of federal taxation. It has been a
wonderful, it has been an inspiring
popular revolution, with its persistent
effort, with its undimmed courage in
defeat as well as in victory, with its
enthusiasm, with its patriotic ardor,
and I might almost say heroism. It
has been a most notable public revolu-
tion and I for one do not believe it is to
cease until the results secured have
fully measured up to the order and the
enthusiasm of the people. [Loud ap-
plause.]

On the one side lie good government,
honest, economical government, freed
industry, large and expanding markets
for the products of American labor and
a general beckoning to an era of va
tional and individual prosperity. On
the other side lie corrupt government,
fettered and imprisoned industry, limi-
tations by law on the markets in which
we are to sell and limitations by law on
the amount which we can profitably
produce. These are the two systems
now at issue before the American
people.

MORE MARKETS FOR AMERICAN
PRODUCTS.

And as I have said before, giving a
somewhat local application to what I
am going to say to day, the question
for the farmers of Jefferson county is
more markets for wheat, and for the
mechanics is more markets for manu-
factured goods. If there was one thing
to which I gave more anxious atten-
tion than any other during my brief
absence from this country it was to the
wheat market of the Old World. When
I inquired why it was that wheat had
gone down to a price much lower than
it ever sold at before in the history of
at least modern England and America,
the answer was, there is a universal
glut and a production beyond profit
able demand. The answer is that not
only is the United States increasing
her surplus exportof wheat and Russia
increasing her surplus export of wheat,
but Argentina is coming forward and
is now third in the quantity, at least,
exported to the European markets. I
cannot but recall the fact, and I have
stated it again and again before the
people of thiscouutry, that the Ameri
can tax upon the wools of Argentina
had made them give up their "sheep
walks" and go into competition with
you in the production of wheat. I say
that it is for you to day a question of
markets, a question of consumers the
world over for the products you pro-
duce. I believe so tar as the great
cereals arc concerned, we produce
enough to feed a population twice as
large as our own. I believe so far as
our staple manufactures are concerned,
we produce enough to supply a popula-
tion twice as large as our own.

The question is where are we to get
these markets ? Upon one system we
have been building up for thirty years
tariff walls to keep other people from
coming in to compete with us in a
home market already glutted. We
have now begun to tear down "our
tariff walls to let us out with our prod
ucts to compete with the rest of the
world, with all the markets of the
world

AN OLD REPUBLICAN FALLACY.
But we are told by our protection

opponents that our attempt to get out-
side of the United States and sell
against other people, or to let other
people come inside of the United States
to sell against us, means a degradation
ol labor and a diminution of the wages
cf the American working man. Does
not every farmer in this country know
that for the price of every bushel of
wheat in his own market he must look
to the markets of England where wheat
is sold in competition with the cheap-
est agricultural labor of the world/
The farmer in Dakota pays ten times
as much for his labor as the farmer in
India. The farmer in Jefferson county
pays five to seven times as much as the
farmer in India and tliree times as
much as the farmers of Austria, Hun
gary and Russia, but he pate down his
wheat in England side by side with
Russia, India and Austria and through
the competition of all three the price
of wheat there is established, and is
established for him in the markets of
Charlestown and Baltimore. From
the very beginning of our exportation
of cereal articles we had this compe-
tition,, and so it is with our manu-
factured products. We are able to sell
our clocks and watches to the railroads
of India because we can make watches
cheaper at Waltham and Elgin than
they can be made in Switzerland or
England. We are able to sell locomo-
tives to all the nations of the world
because we can make them with high-
priced skilled labor cheaper than any
other country can with its cheaper
labor.

part of our people have thought it a
patriotic duty to abuse her for taking
all these things from us. 1 say, for
years past ehe has bought from us two
or three hundred millions more than
we have bought from her. Has she
paid us hi money v The most surpris-
ing thing about England, as I waiked
down by the Bank of England and
those other banking institutions which
have branches in South. America,
India, Australia, Africa and Canada,

. the most surprising thing to me, I say,
; was that the entire money of England
;is but a little more than seven hun-
! dredmillionsof doilarsin ourcurrency.
If England undertook to pay us for

| what she buys we would have the
, whole of her money in three years on
| this side of the Atlantic. She ex-
changes, as far as possible, her prod-
ucts for our products, her tin plate and
manufactured goods for our wheat,

j corn and other food products, and as
we buy coffee from Brazil, we pay her
by orders on England; as we buy from
other countries, tea, spices and silks
from China and India, we settle for
them by drafts on the surplus which
England owes us. If, therefore, we
wish lower markets, we must accept
and seek larger markets, we must ac
cept and seek larger importfit ions to
pay for what we tend out Why, lei
low-citizens, suppose that instead of in
the year 1894 wool Imd been put upon
the free list ten or tweutj \eais ago,
the people of the Argentine confedera-
tion would not be to-day pressing you
so stiong in the wheat market of Eng-
land; would they not be sending us the
wool which we excluded from America,
and receiving from u"s in exchange for
that wool such products as We make
and they need ? Because we taxed
their wool at least 90 and more than 50
percent., because we shut her out of
these markets, because we prefer to
make our people p ?>? doubv for
their necessary woolen cloth, so that
they must driss in shoddy, we have
driven her from being a good customer
of ours to be a dangerous competitor.

Governor O'-
Ferrall speaks as a student of history,
a philosopher in social economics aud
a statesman in polity, as all these are
related to agriculture. No farmer of
intelligence will read this oration with-
out a higher appreciation ofhis divine-
ly appointed offices in this life nor
without a nobler sense of his responsi-
bilities a* a citizen aud factor in this
free government.

The tribute to the artisans and me-
chanics is in the same dignified and
eloquent strain. The handicrafts are
becoming greater in importance to the
comfort and luxury of life. Many of
the biightest >oung men and women
of our homes are turning their niiibi
tions toward lifework and success in
the mechanical arts, refusing the learn
ed professions for those that are in
stinct with the life and power ofsteam
aud electricity. Governor O'Ferrall is
wise in commending these vocations to
enterprising youth and speaking a just
estimate of the high service to human-
ity that is possible in this held of labor.

It is praiseworthy, too, that Gov-
ernor O'Ferrall puts himself forcibly
on the subject of good roads. These
are a suuiumm boriuin to be agitated
for and achieved in Virginia, So, tak-
ing the whole performance into view,
we congratulate the governor upon the
excellency of his oration and trust he
may yet more persistently press these
noble themes upon the consideration
of the people.?
