Wool Going Up 1 Price.

Since the passage of the Democratic
tariff taking the duty off wool, the
demand for wool has increased and
consequently the price.

Dunn’s Review says the sales of wool
for the five weeks ending October 2d
were 24,279,300 pounds against 17,138,-
175 during the same period last year.

Ohio is a great wool State, and the
Republicans have endeavored to make
the wool-growers of that State believe
that putting wool in the free list would
ruin the interests of the wool-growers.
But such is not the case.

The American Farmer and Farm
News of Springfield, Ohio, for October
says:—

“Stick to your flock,” isa good motto
just now, indeed, it is the ‘‘opportuni-
ty” for the thoughtful and far-seeing
flock-master. It is quite refreshing to
see among the fog and mist of sinister
environment now and then a wise
sheep man adding to his flocks all his
farm capacity will carry. He knows
what he is about, and that expenditure
for sheep at prevailing prices will ere a
year tolls around return him more
than 100 per cent upon theinvestment.
Tariff matters aresettled and although
free wool has been declared, yet it has
since increased in price and wool deal-
ers well know that the end of its ap-
preciation is not yet in sight; nor is
there any intimation that such is like-
ly to oceur very soon. Woolen manu-
facturing establishments that have
been idle are starting up again and
soon every wheel will be turning.
Manufacturers are large purchasers
just now, and their warehouses are
rapidly filling up with the fiber. A
prominent wool house of Boston said
in its report a few daysago: Since the
tariff was settled wool has gone up
fully 10 per cent and the end is not yet.
The market is strong and buoyant; and
although sales have not aggregated as
large as last week the demand for all
grades has been brisk and the yolume
of business would certainly have been
larger if there had been more wool for
sale. ‘There is not the least doubt
‘that wool in the immediate future will
be on a satisfactory basis, compared
with other things.

Without any polities in it whatever
for this oceasion, it is nevertheless a
fact, as®anomalous as it may seem,
since 1825 every time the tariff went
up the price of wool went dowir, and

Stephen Williams, colored, who had
confessed to making brutal and felo
nious assaults on Mrs. Kate Hardesty,
in Prince George’s county, was taken
out of jail Saturday morning and hang-
ed and shot by lynchers.

One
of them was confined on a charge of
murder.

Three persons were killed by the
Ohio militia in dispersinga mob which
wanted to rescue a criminal.

Three men, suspected of connection
with the Virginia train robbery, have
been arrested.

Three dynamite cartridges were
placed on the Baltimore and Ohio rail-
road track, near Bissell, 15 miles from
Pittsburg, Pa., Wednesday night by
supposed train robbers. One of them
exploded as the east-bound accommod-
ation train ran over it. The flange of
a wheel was blown off, and one end of
a coach wrecked. No one was hurt.

KiLLEp AT A Burn-FicHT.—Four
persons were killed and many others
injured at a bull fight in the little town
of Mesquite, in the State of Jalisco,
Mexico. on Monday of last week. Two
bulls, wild and vicious, were turned
into the ring at onece. To Kkill these
was a task designed to bring all the
fighters into action at once . A ban-
derillo approached one of the balls,
which had been brought to bay, wav
ing a red cloth. The animal charged
him but he jumped aside and drove
the iron into the thick skin of his neck.
The banderillo had forgotten ithe seec-
ond bull, which was upon him before
he knew it. The animal caught him
on his horns, tossed him over his back
and gored him through. As others
ran to the rescue the bull raised his
head with the banderillo impaled on
his horns and charged his new foes. In
the meantime the first bull had leaped
over the barrier separating the ring
from the spectators and dashed into
the crowd. Many persons were gored
and a panie ensued, in which three
persons were killed and many injured.

NEGRO ComMITS RAPE IN OHIO.—
Wherever rape shall be committed,
lynching will prevail, whether in the
North, South, East or West. Last
week, William Jasper, alias Dolby,
colored, was sentenced to twenty years
in the Ohio penitentiary for assault
upon Mrs. Mary C. Boyd, at Washing-
ton Court House, Ohio. A erowd bent
on lynching the prisoner attacked the
the courthouse, which was guarded by
State militia. The soldiers fired on
the crowd, killing three persons and
wounding ten others. This, be it re-
membered, was not in the South, but
in Ohio, and the culprit was not only
in the hands of the authorities, but
had been tried and sentenced. He
confessed his guilt. He was taken to
the penitentiary at Columbus early
Wednesday morning, nnd, we suppose,
no one before was so glad to get into
the penitentiary as he.

ANOTHER ATTEMPTED OUTRAGE.—-
Mrs. Harriet Johnson, a respectable
white woman, was attacked in her
home in Suffock, Va., by an unknown
colored man. She resisted him and
screamed, attracting help. He fled,
firing a revolver as he ran. The affair
caused much excitement.

SEARCEY SUPPOSED TO BE NIXON.—
The man arrested at Cumberland, Md.,
on suspicion of being implicated in the
Aquia ecreek train robbery, it is be-
lieved, came from Roanoke, where he
dealt in cattle. The man was known
there, however, as Nixon, and came to
that city from Bedford county, where
he worked a short while in putting up
lightning rods. He left Roanoke hur-
riedly on October 6, after selling two
steers to a butcher, which, it was after-
ward stated, had been stolen.

TRAIN RoBBED IN TEXAS.—-The west-
bound passenger train on the Texas
and Pacific Railroad was stopped near
Gordon, Texas, Friday and the express
car robbed. The robbers compelled
the section hands to stop the train and
break open the way express safe, con-
taining from $500 to $5,000. The
through ecombination safe, containing
$30,000, resisted all efforts to open it
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Charles A. Morganfield, who was ar-
1ested at Cincinnati, Ohio, on Thurs-
day night on the charge of being one
of the men who robbed a train near
Quantico, Va., last Friday night,
claims to be a gambler. The detee-
tives claim to be accumulating evi-
dence against him. They are looking
for other men in the same neighbor-
hood.

The Missouri Pacific passenger train
on the Kansas and Arkansas Valley
Branch was wrecked near Wagoner, 1.
T., on Saturday night by train robbers,
who placed an empty car on the main
track. The robbers opened fire on the
train and several persons were shot, but
no one killed. The meney in the local
safe was taken. The amount was not
large.

Do not forget that there is a long
list of important articles, including
boracic acid, alum, glycerine, chalk,
linseed oil, common china and earthen-
ware, common window glass, spec-
tacles, looking glass, iron and steel, oil
cloths, fine flannels, cloaks, ete., upon
which the reduction is from 25 to 50
per cent. of tax. This will do for to-
day. Other lessons as to taxation will
be given and other facts brought out.

Reunion at Orange Court-House.

There was a reunion of Ex-Confede-
rate veterans at Orange Court-House
last Wednesday. The Charlottesville
Chronicle says :—

‘““‘About 4,000 persons were present
and the occasion was one of great en-
thusiasm. The program was an inter-
esting one, consisting of musie, furn-
ished by the Stonewall Brigade band,
and speeches by several of the dis-
tinguished guests. Mr. Martin String-
fellow was the first speaker and he de-
livered a highly interesting and enter-
taining sketeh of the Thirteenth Vir-
ginia regiment, which furnished three
Confederate Generals and was con-
spicuous for its gallantry during the
entire war.

He was followed by Dr. J. William
Jones, of the University of Virginia,
who was first a private in the regiment
mentioned above and afterwards chap-
lain of the regiment. His address was
in his usual spicy vein and called forth
vociferous applause from the audi-
ence.

The last speaker was General James
G. Field, ‘‘the fighting quartermaster.”
The General’'s speech was a patriotic
utterance and was enthusiasticaily re-
ceived by the large concourse.

The barbecue dinner was not the
smallest attraction of the day. It
was well served and the eatables were
abundantly sufficient to satisfy the de-
mands of the enormous erowd present.
Altogether the occasion was a great
success and was much enjoyed by all.”

? Eiection Law Sammary.

It may be of interest now on the eve
| of our Congressional election to repub-
lish a snmmmary of the provisions of the
Walton Election law which since July
1st, 1894, has been in force in Virginia
as an auxiliary of the Auderson-MeCor-
mick law. It provides in substance as
{ follows :

. That it shall be the duty of each
:toral board to have the official bal-
printed. Names of all eandidates

be printed upen one ticket, which
shali be on white paper, and the voter
i will erase the names of those candidates
i for whom he does not wish to vote. It
! is perfectly plain sailing, especially for
lany person who can read. If, for in
stance, there are three candidates for
| Congress in this district, all that the
voter has to do is to erase the names of
the two persons for whom he does not
wish to vote. The name of that per
son left untouched by pen or pencil is
the person for whom the elector’s (vo
ter’s) vote will be counted.

2. The elecioral board must designate
one of its members to be continuously
present in the room in which the bal-
iots are printed. There will be printed
two ballots for every registered voter
in the city or county.

3. The member of the electoral board
who has supervised the printing of the
tickets must take possession of the tick
ets and aillow no one else to see or han
dle them until he has delivered them
into the possession of the electoral
board.

4. It wiim the duty of the electoral
board to adopt a seal, or stamp.

5. The electoral board must hold a
meeting aud receive and count the
printed tickets and affix its seal to each
one of the tickets. The imprint of the
seal or stamp is to be made npon the
back of each ticket. The board shall
meet as soon as convenient after the
printing of the ballots, of which meet-
ing the Judge of the County or Cor-
poration Court shall be notified, and at
which there shall be present the said
judge and members of said board, but
no other persons. And said judge shall
thereupon enter of record upon the
minutes of the electoral board and af-
fidavit stating that said ballots were
counted and sealed in his presence.

6. The electoral board must divide
into suitable packages the tickets nee-
essary for each voting precinet in the
city and county.

7. The secretary of the electoral board
must deliver to the judges or clerks of
each voting precinet the ticketsintend-
ed for that precinet.

8. The electoral board must provide
a voling booth for each voting precinct.
Into the booth the voter must go to
mark his ticket. If the voter can’t read
and write he may cal! the special con-
stable to his help. No voter can re-
main in a booth longer than two and a
balf minutes.

9. The tickets will be furnished vo-
ters by the judges of election.

10. The electoral board must ap-
point a special eonstable for each pre-
cinet, whose duties will be to preserve
the peace and enforee the provisions of
the Walton act. This constable has
also the important duty of assisting il-
literate voters to prepare their ballots.
Crowds will not be permitted to gather
within 100 feet of the voting place.

11. The electoral hoard may remove
any special constable at its pleasare.
The judges of election (who are the ap-
pointees of the electoral board) have
like power.

Tram 1 Texas Robbed.
