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The Shoe Trade.
The shoe trade seems, says the Lynch-

burg News, to have been less affected
by hard times and low prices than any
other class of merchandise or bnsiness.
This] is owing, we oppose, to the fact
that people are compelled to have so
many boots and shoes whether a good
or a bad wind is blowing, aud that old
ones cannot be patched up or made to
last as long a8other old garments. At
all events we notice from the business
and financial review every week that
while trade is comparatively dull and
prices low in every other branch of
business, sales and prices in the shoe
line keep pretty well up to a healthy
market. For instance Dun's Review
of last week says: The shoe industry
leads all others in approaching full
production. Shipments from Boston
have been for November thus far 642,-
-943 cases against 453,949 last year and
582,582 in 1892. The number of cases
shipped has been larger since January
1 than in any previous year. In spite
of the general demand for cheaper
grades, this is a most encouraging re-
cord, and while some factories have
completed their orders for winter, and
begun stock taking and repairs, many
others have orders to keep them busy
beyond January 1.

The moral of the whole is this : Prize
fighting is a heathenish, barbarous
practice. It is dangerous and de
grading. It is neither a legitimate
mode by which to test physical skill
nor a decent way of displaying courage.
No civilized people should tolerate such
brutality, nor the courts show any
leniency to those who encourage this
method of killing men not in "prime
condition."? Charlottesville Progress.

MEETING OF CONGRESS.
THE PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE.

The second session of the 53rd Con-
gress met on Monday, and will expire
by limitation on the 4th of next March.

The President's Messagewas received
at 1:1)7P. M., and was read and listened
to with attention. The reading con-
sumed about two hours. We have
space only for the following abstract
of the message for which we are in-
debted to the Baltimore Sun :?

The President's message to the Con-
gress of the United States presents
briefly and in an admirably clear man-
ner the facts and measures requiring
consideration at the hands of the na-
tional legislature. Our foreign rela-
tions are satisfactory. The war be-
tween China and Japan is deplored,
and in view of the dangers it brings
upon Americans resident in the East
the President declares that he "would
not hesitate to heed any intimation
that his friendly aid for the honorable
termination of hostilities would be ac-
ceptable to both belligerents." Re-
strictions upon the importation of
American food products into Belgium
and Germany are noted, as also the
\u25a0'unreasonable and unjust'" fines im-
posed by Spain upon American vessels
trading with Cuba and Porto Rico. ?
Under the award of the Paris tribunal
of arbitration $425,000 has been agreed
upon as the sum to be paid as damages
bo British subjects on account of seiz
ores of vessels in Bering tea, and Con-
gress is asked to appropriate that
amount. Thus far only France and
Portugal have assented to the regula-
tions agreed upon with Great Britain.
With Russia a modus Vivendi has been
reached in respect to sealing interests
in the North Pacific. Germany having
protested against the provision of the
tariff act imposing a discriminating
duty of One-tenth of a cent a pound on
sugars coming from countries paying
an export bounty thereon, claiming
that such duty is in violation of the
treaty of 1828 with Prussia, the Presi-
dent warmly recommends the repeal
of so much of the recent tariff act as
continues the discrimination first in-
troduced in the McKinley act. - Such
repeal, it is added, is in the interests
of the commerce of both countries, and
is further desirable "to avoid even the
accusation of treaty violation."

The Bluefields incident is discussed
at some length. By the treaty of 1800
Great Britain granted Nicaragua sov-
ereignty over the Mosquito Coast coun-
try, stipulating for theretention -by the
Mosquito Indians of a limited form of
self-government. Recently Nicaragua
suppressed the native government, at-
tempting to substitute for it "an im-
practicable composite administration."
Ultimately, after various conflicts,
Nicaragua lias established a local gov-
ernment at Bluefields. The rightful
sovereignty of Nicaragua over the
Mosquito country is not challenged.?
But wrongs were committed upon a
number of American citizens which
were the occasion of remonstrances.

Samoa is shown to be in a very dis-
ordered state, consequent upon the
faulty character of the "entangling
alliance"-for its government entered
into by the previous administration.?
The government set up by Germany,
Unglandand the United States, acting
together under the Berlin treaty, has
heen unsatisfactory to the natives.?
Civil wars are constantly in progress,
earning much expense to the three
powers concerned. It is accordingly
recommended that Congress consider
the propriety of our withdrawal from
its engagements with the other powers
on terms not prejadicaJ to our existing
rights.

The receipts of the government from
all sources of revenue during the fiscal
year ended June 110, 1894, amounted to
$372,802,498 29, and its extienditures to
$442,005,758.57, leaving a deficit of $09,-
-803,360.58. It is estimated that upon
the basis of the present revenue laws
thereceipts of the government during
the current fiscal year ending June 30,
1895, will be $424,427,748.44, and its ex-
oenditures $444,748.44, resulting in a
deficit of $20,000,000.

The strength of the army on Septem-
ber 30, 1894, was 2,135 officers aud 25,705
enlisted men. While no considerable
increase in the array is demanded by
recent events, the policy of seacoast
fortification has so far developedas to
suggest that the effective strength of
the army be now made at least equal
to the legal strength.
It is rioted in the report of the Attor-

ney- General that the Supreme Court is
overcoming rapidly the arrears of its
business and it is suggested that Con-
gress will do well to give an additional
circuit judge to each circuit. The Presi-
dent further recommends the abolition
of the fee system as a measure of com-
pensation to federal officers; the en-
largement of the powers of United
States commissioners, at least in the
Territories, the allowance of writs of
error in criminal cases on behalf of the
United States aud the establishment
of degrees in the crime of murder.

The receipts of the PostofficeDepart-
ment during the year amounted to
$75,080,479.04 and the expenditures to
$84,524,41415. This deficiency is re-
garded as unnecessary, being due to an
abuse of laws regulating rates upon
second-class mail matter. Ifpreteuded
newspapers, trashy novels and other
publications of like character were
made to pay proper rates, and if the
free distribution of seed through the
mails were abolished, the income thus
gained would suffice, it is thought, to
permit the carriage of legitimate pa-
pers and periodicals free of cost.

The report of the Secretary of the
Navy shows gratifying progress in the
construction of our new navy aud pre-
sents with much earnestness a plea for
the authorization of three additional
battle-ships and ten or twelve torpedo-
boats. The President accordingly rec-
ommends that provision be made for
the construction of additional battle
ships and torpedo-boats, and also the
manufacture of a reserve supply of
guns for the auxiliary fleet. The trans-
fer of the work of the coast survey to
the Navy Department is urgently rec-
ommended.

The report of the Secretary of the
Interior shows that the public domain
still remaining amounts to a little more
than 000,0011,000 acres, excluding, how-
ever, about 880,000,000 acres in Alaska,
as welUas military reservations and
railroad and other selections of lands
yet unadjndieated. Though the con-
dition ol the Indians shows steady
progress, their situation is not satisfac-
tory at all points. Some of them to
whom allotments of land have been
made are found to be unable or dis-
inclined to follow agricultural pursuits
or to otherwise beneficially manage
their land.

At the close of tlie last fiscal year
there were 909,544 persons on the pen-
sion rolls, being a net increase of 3,532
over the number reported at the end of
the previous year. Of these pensioners
32,039 aresurviving soldiers of Indian
and other wars prior to the late civil
war and the widows or relatives of such
soldiers. The remainder, numbering
937,505, are receiving pensions on ac-
count of the civil war, and of these
469.344 are on the rolls under the au-
thority of the act of June27, 1800, some
times called the dependent pension
law. The total amount expended for
pensions during the year was $189,804,-
-401.05, and the sum necessary to meet
pension expendituresfor the year eud-
iug June 30,1890, Is estimated at §1-10,
000,000.

The Secretary of Agriculture shows
that the exports of agricultural prod
nets from the United States for the
fiscal year ended June 80,1894, amount
ed to $628,363,038, being 72.2S per cent,
of American exports of every descrip-
tion, and the United Kingdom of Great
Britain took more than 74 per cent, of
all farm products finding foreign mar-
kets.

Tne advantages to the public service
of an adherence to the principles of I

civil-service reform are constantly more
apparent; and a vast majoriry of the
voters of the land are ready to insist
that the time and attention of those
they select to perform for them impor-
tant public duties should not be dis-
tracted by doling out minor offices.
Numerous additional officesand places
have lately been brought within civil-
service rules.

The new tariff act needs important
amendments so as to be executed effec-
tively and with certainty. In addition
to such necessary amendments as will
not change rates of duty, the President
still very decidedly favors putting coal
and iron upon the free list. As regards
the sugar schedule, he would bo glad,
"under existing aggravations," to see
every particle of differental duty in
favorof refined sugar stricken out of
the tariff law.

Legislation is recommended calculat-
ed to promote the development of our
merchant marine. To this end the
new tariff should be supplemented by
au act allowing vessels built abroad
and owned by Americans to be register-
ed here.

Much space is giyen to a discussion
of the dec-ease of the gold reserve and
the necessity of a bond issue to repair
the fund designed to keep all forms of
money at, par wiih gold. Il \< declar-
ed roundly that the issue of bonds will
be continued "whenever and as often"
as it is necessary to maintain a suffi-
cient gold reserve. The currency ques
tion is declared to need the prompt at
tention of Congress, and a plan for the
creation of a more elastic currency is
presented and approved. The plan
embraces a scheme modifying present
banking laws and providing for the is-
sue of circulating notes by State banks
free from taxation under certain limit-
ation.
It is proposed to repeal all laws' pro-

viding for the deposit of United States
bonds as security for circulation; to
permit national banks to issued circu-
lating notes not exceeding in amount
75 per cent of their paid-up and unim-
paired capital, provided they deposit
with the government as a guarantee
fund in United States legal tender
notes, including treasury notes of 1890,
a sum equal in amount to 30 per cent
of the notes they desire to issue.

In addition to the guarantee fund
required it is proposed to provide a
safety fund for the immediate redemp
tion of the circulating notes of failed
banks, by imposing a small annual
tax, say one-half of 1 per cent, upon
the average circulation of each bank
until the fund amounts to 5 per cent
of the total, circulation outstanding.
As a further security it is contemplat-
ed that the existing provision fixing
the individual liability of stockholders
is to be retained and the bank's in-
debtedness on account of its circulat-
ing notes is to be made a first lien on
all its assets.

A yery important feature of this
plan is the exemption of State banks
from taxation by the United States in
cases where it is shown to the satisfac-
tion of the Secretary of the Treasury
and comptroller of the currency by-
banks claiming such exemption that
they have not had outstanding their
circulating notes exceeding 75 per
cent of their paid up aud unimpaired
capital; that their stockholders are in
dividually liable for the redemption of
their circulating notes to the full ex-
tent of their ownership of stock; that
the liability of said banks upon their
circulating notes constitutes, under
their State law, a first lien upon their
assets; that such banks have kept and
maintained a guarantee fund in Uni-
ted States legal tender notes including
treasury notes of 18110, equal to 30 per
cent of their outstanding circulating
notes, and that such banks have
promptly redeemed their circulating
notes when presented at their princi-
pal or branch offices.

In connection with the proposed I

HOW PORT ARTHUR FELL.

Graphic Account of the Capture of the Chi-
nese llibraltar hy the Japanese.

The Herald's European edition publishesthofollowing from Its correspondent:?

Hiroshima., Nov. 30, 1894.?1 am the
first person to reach Japan from Port
Arthur, which, as I telegraphed the
Hern Id, was captured on the 21st.

On the 18th the cavalry advance
guard met two thousand Chinese eight
miles from Port Arthur, aud fell buck
upou the first brigade, leaving several
wounded behind. They returned
with one battalion of infantry, and de-
feated the Chinese.The wounded Japanese were found
with their heads, hands and feet cut
off and their bodies awfully mutilated.
On the 19th all the army had passed
before these victims, and the men were
much moved at the sight.

CHINESE MAKE A SORTIE.
At night the army was about four

miles from the enemy, who held nine
sea forts and eleven land forts. On
the 20th, while the Japanesewerelook-
ing for field artillery positions, six-
thousand Chinese made a sortie in
three columns?on the left,, the right
aud the centre. All the forts were fir-
ing at us, and we were in great danger.
A part of the army and artillery be
hind the advance guard and two bat-
talions of General Yamaji's division
repulsed the Chinese after five hours'
fighting.

On the 21st the Japanese fleet made
a demonstration at six in the morning,
but did no fighting. At half-past six
A. M. the Japanese artillery, which
had taken position during the night,
opened fire ou the three forts ou the
right, and displayed magnificent,
marksmanship. The Chinese forts on
a hill five bundled feet high answered
strongly.

THE' PORTS TAKEN BY ASSAULT.
At eight o'clock the forts were taken

by assault by the infantry, who show-
ed magnificent courage. Lieutenant
O'Brien, of the United States Army,
was present.

At nine o'clock our leftbrigade, com-
manded by General Sasegawa, advari-
ed upon the remaining eight forts.
Fitty Chinese guns poured shells and
shot upon them, but nothing stopped
them. It was great fighting.

At one o'clock all the forts were tak-
en by assault and the army advanced
upon the city. The inhabitants, who
had been armed with express rifles
and explosive cartridges, resisted iv
the city, and the houses had to be
taken by storm. Many Chinese were
Killed.

CHINESE (iENERALS PLED.
The sea forts fell without fighting,

and all was finished at five o'clock
The Chinese generals fled after the
first fort was taken. Had they stir
rendered, many Chinese lives would
have been saved.

Among the Governor's papers were
found letters from Chinese officers of
fering the heads, hands and feet of
Japanese, and asking for rewards.
The barbarism and cruelty of the
Chinese are indescribable. Many Chi-
nese were killed during the battle, but
the Japanese, however, treat kindly
liiooe now remaining iv t'»e city.

Some eighteen thousand men were
engaged on each side. There were 250
Japanese killed and wounded. The
Chinese killed number 1,500. The
dead are being buried or cremated.

China's Ruler Gets a Biule.?Ac-
cording to the cable despatch of the
Herald's special correspondent at
Shanghai, the Emperor of China has
sent to the American Bible Society in
Pekin for a copy of the Scriptures. It
is some weeks since we heard that the
Dowager Empress had received a copy
as a birthday gift, and that the young
ruler had taken such a fancy to it that
he expressed a desire to tret one for h:s
own imperial perusal. There will be
rejoicing In Exeter Hall and in the
bosoms of the British dowagers who
love to see the heathen on the high
road to conversion.

And what wiil the harvest be '! Has
the Continuation of Splendor a desire
to find out the secret of Western civil-
ization, which, filtered through Japan,
is bursting his hollow empire to pieces?
It is mucli to be feared that the Bible
will not do Emperor Kwangsu much
good at the present moment. What
he needs just now is a visit of the
Mikado to the imperial palace at
Pekin?an eventuality which, our
Shanghai correspondent says, is most
likely to occur.? N. Y. Herald.

This also we have
here, thank (rod, and each man can
stand beneath the flag of his country,
protected under it not only his life aud
property, but in his moral rights and
freedom as well."

China's Offer Declined.
Shanghai, Nov. 28, 1894?The over-

tures for peace made by Mr. Herring
on behalf of China to Japan have been
politely declined, as Mr. Detring has
no credentials from Pekin.

This fact confirms the belief that he
only went to Japan in order to pave
the way for Viceroy Hi-Hung Chang,
who is now execrated everywhere in
China.

The failure of Mr Detring's mission
confirms the belief in the downfall of
Li-Hung Chang.

Foreign officers of the Chinese trans-
ports were fired upon by Chinese sol-
diers at Wei-Hai Wei.

The Chinese are still sending troops
to Niu Chwangand Shan-Hai-Kwan.

The Japanese will most likely refuse
to desist from the war until Pekin is
reached.

The Emperor of China has sent to
the American Bible Society at Pekin
for a copy of the Bible.

The animal one night shortly
afterwards slipped his collar, dug out
from his pen and made its way, it is
said, all over town,?attacking its
species right and left. Next morning
the dog was reclaimed, again fastened
up and watched for several days, by
which time it became violent and
dangerous, !< aving no doubt that a
severe case of hydrophobia had been
developed.

It produces bullies antl
toughs often instead of gentlemen.and
being altogether carried to excess it
degrades a university into a practice
shop for wrestlers and prize Stragglers
to the injury of the minds and bodies i
of the alleged students and to the
financial injury of the parents who
pay the college expenses.

and will be done to control the colleges
if they do not control the game. The
people can quit sending their boys to
such institutions and in our judgment
the time is rapidily coming when this
measure will be taken.''

Death of Hon. B. Johnson Ilarhonr.
Hon. B. Johnson Barbour died ou

Sunday at his residence near Barbours-
ville, in the 14th year of his age, leav-
ing a widow, two sons and three daugh-
ters. He was a talented and cultured
gentleman, a fine orator and' conversa-
tionalist. He was elected to Congress
in 1800, but was notallowed to take his
seat as the State was still under recon-
struction law. Iv 1870 he was elected
as a debt payer to the Virginia Legis-
lature, and sat for one year in the As-
sembly. His speeches whilst a mem-
ber of that house were marked by
eloquence and patriotism.

He was a member of the Board of
Visitors of the University of Virginia,
and at one time its Rector. He was
also, up to the time of his death, a
mem' or of the Miller Hoard of Trus-
tees ofthe University.
