Biographical sketch of Hon. A. H. H. Stuart.
We have received the November, the 3rd

number, of the Alumni Bulletin, of the Uni-
versity of Virginia, published quarterly by the
Faculty of that famous institution of learning.
This number is not only of special interest to
the Alumni, but to the general public, and
particlularly to the citizens of this county, as

it contains a life like likeness of Hon. Alex.
H. H. Stuart, accompanied by an interesting
biographical sketch of that able and distin-
guished man by his son in-iaw?Alexander F.
Robertson, Esq.,?which is written in a con-
cise style, and is as comprehensive as the
limits of the article would allow. It is pecu-
liarly appropriate that such a sketch should
be published in the Aliumii Bulletin, as the
subject of it was not only a rectorot that insti-
tution in his after life, but was inhis youth one
of its earliest students, and became one of the
ablest and most distinguished of its alumni.
He was a patriot, orator, and statesman, and
his character, public and private, was above
reproach. He was prominent in political life
from the time he reached manhood till near
the end of his days. Asa statesman he was
far-seeing and in advance of his time. In his
prime, he was one of the most eloquent men
we ever heard on the Tjolitical rostrum. His
speeches were not only able and his ideas so
clearly presented and illustrated as to be com-
prehended by all,but, when occasion demand,
cd. were truly eloquent.

His arguments were strong and convincing,
and his pathos touching and tender.

Shooting Saturda) at Basic City.

Ax Ix< knskii Fatiilk Shootb His Bbothbb-ik-
Law.

About lOo'clock last Saturday morning near
Henry Koiner's saloon in Basic City, Adam
Glass shot James S. Panned twice with a pis-
tol. One ball entered the upper pari of the
right arm and the other under tbe right
shoulder blade as he turned to enter the
saloon.

Pannell is a married man with four chil-
dren, but he and his wife separate.! two years
ago. He is thirty-nine years of age. For
some time till Monday of last week, he bad
been living with Adam Glass, his brother-in-
law, iv Nelson county near the Augusta line.
On Tuesday of last week, a fifteen-year-old
daughter of Adam Glass gave birth to an ille
gitimate child. As Glass believed Pannell to
be the author of his daughter's ruin, he be-
came furiously incensed against him, and
sought bim with the view of shooting him.
Learning that he had gone to Basic City
where he had a sister living. Glass went
there, and upon meeting Pannell, at once
opened fire upon him, shooting him, as stat-
ed above.

The wound in the shoulder is considered
dangerous, though not probably mortal.
Glass was arrested at once and had a prelimi-
tary hearing before Justice R. W. Allen who
committed him to jail to await the action of
the grand jury.

William Glass, a son of Adam Glass, who
was with his father at the time, was also ar-
rested.

On Monday he had a hearing before Justice
Allen who sent him on to the grand jury for
indictment, and was committed to jail where
he and his father are imprisoned together.

COMMERCIALJND FINANCIAL
THE GRAIN TRADE?CROPS, *C.

The Cincinnati Price-Current of December
6th, says:?

"During the past week rains have fallen iv
various districts in the West, and portions of
the wheat crop area have derived important
relief. There is, however, considerable com-
plaint yet, from other portions of tbe crop
area, of drawbacks from drought conditions.
The general outlook of the crop is not to be
considered discouraging, in view of the possi-
bilities of the season.

The marketing of wheat continues quite
restricted, and current correspondence indi-
cates that this is to be expected for thefuture.
A decided advance in values might tempora-
rily enlarge the movement.

The area seeded to wneat this season is a
matter of some interest, and will be officially
reported upon this month. Thisoffice reaches
the conclusion, after a careful application of
available information, that in tlie States east
of the Rocky Mountains the area is reduced
approximately 5 per cent in comparison witli
a year ago.

The indications in regard to wheat-feeding
are that a moderate decrease is now shaping,
but this is consistent with previous calcula-
tions, and the recent estimates are undoubted-
ly being justified by the current absorption of
this grain by animals. It is interesting to
note the confirmation which the government
statement affords of the estimates which have
been submitted by tlie Price-Current. Four
weeks ago this paper reported 40,000,000 bush-
els as the indicated disposition of wheat by
feeding to animals, and approximately 75,-
-000,000 bushels as the total for the season,
based on information obtained by an exten-
sive special inquiry. The government figures
now promulgated are 46,030,000 bushels as tbe
quantity fed thus far, and 29,273,000 bushels
as the probable quantity to be fed, making a
total of 75,303,000,000 bushels.

It is not extravagant to recognize 75,000,000
bushels as the quantity of wheat which will
this season be consumed by animals. Nor is
it unreasonable to look forward with great
confidence to a time when visible stocks in
this country will decline in such a manner as
to give courage to holders, and to stimulate
buyers, under which influences decidedly bet-
ter prices should be expected.

Corn has been moving more freely, but not
in so large volume as to disturb confidence in
values in any essential manner, although tbe
demand for this grain does not appear to be
relatively as urgent as might be expected in-
cident to so short a crop. Prices at Chicago
have not had wide changes during the week,
and close fractionally higher than a week ago.

In the wheat trade a fairly firm tone has
prevailed most of the week, with something
of easiness at the close, from trade influences
which are likely to prove only temporary. At
Chicago the closing prices are slightly higher
than a week ago.

cial review of Henry Clews of December Bth:?
"Wall Street has passed through another

week of the excitements incident to the ab
normal monetary condition of tlie Treasury,
without any visible effect upon the spirit of
either investment or speculation. Upon the
I whole, the market for stocks has been some-

what firmer, in spite of London un-
loaded upon us, duriDg the week, some fifty
thousand shares of railroad stocks, and the
prospect of immediate exports of gold.
******

The>eport of the Secretary of the Treasury
has attracted much attention. In its main
features it is regarded as providing a clear and
sensible scheme for reconstructing our cur-
rency system; but some of the details of the
plau, especially the 110 per ceutdeposit of legai
tenders against notes, and the general aban-
donment of compulsory reserves against de-
posits, are regarded as open to serious objec-
tion. Notwithstanding, it seems to be the
majority opinion that reconstruction will ulti-
mately be found to run on the lines sketched
by Mr. Carlisle. At the same time, there is
little expectation that any legislation on this
question will be consummated within the life
of the present Congress. Members are dis-
couraged by their past failures to satisfy the
country, aud will be cautious about taking
any new legislative risks for their party. The
bitterness of factional feeling makes it very
uncertain whether anAdministration measure
(such as Mr. Carlisle's is) could command a
majority vote in both houses of Congress. In
the Senate and the House alike, there is great
division of opinion on currency matters, and
it is argued that a set of legislators who could
give a majority for Bland's bill of last session
are not likely to support Mr. Carlisle in his
strong plea for bank money based upon gold,
to say nothing of the strong predilections of
Western members for Government paper
money. This reasoning as to the prospects of
early legislation has much force, * *

The new 50 millions loan has increased the
Treasury gold reserve to about $110,000,000.
Some important early reductions, however,
are anticipated. Some of the banks have
depleted their stock of gold so largely through
their subscriptions for bonds, that they find it
necessary to exchange some of their legal
tenders for the metal, and these operations
may reduce the reserve to below $105,000,000
in a few days. The steady drift of the foreign
exchanges towards the specie-shipping point
has brought us to a stage at which, in view of
the usual December interest payments to
Europe, some considerable immediate ship-
ments of specie must be expected. At the
moment of writing, the exports by to day's
steamers are estimated at from $1,500,000 to
$2,000,000, and, among the exchange houses,
next week's exports are expected to be still
larger."
