Major Johnson, were appointed to revise ami
systematize the long accumulation of dis
cordant Acts of Assembly and give the pei-
pie once more an opportunity of learning
what our laws were. The commission, alter
several years of study and labor, compressed

tures. edmposed largely of inexperienced men,
n set to work on the new Code, with such per
il sonal and local stuffing as was convenient,

and enacted three volumes aggregating 3,W-

e dustrious assemblies had omitted their at

tacks on the Code it would have been better.?

Eor a railroad commission
and State management ultimately? For a
bureau of labor, statistics, and hours of laoor?
A bureau of agriculture, mining and geology?
For tbe election of all judges and other offi-
cers by popular vote ? For effective restric-
tions against gerrymandering in favor of
race or party elections? To give effect to
race civil rights in cars and all public places?
To make intermarriage of the races consti-
tutional? To declare for mixed schools and
co-education? For woman suffrage? To es-
tablish "prohibition or local option?" To
abolish capital punishment? To prohibit the
emploj ment of convict labor, &c. To enlarge
the homestead exemption and the poor
debtor's allowance? To confiscate deceased
persons' property in excess of the homestead
exemption? To provide for public adminis-
tration of all estate to be ordered at any lime
in the Clerk's Office unobserved by the public
eye? To limit the expenses and burdens of
government to property alone? To prohibit
any demands for labor on public roads? To
limit the ownership of property in amount?

How C. D. Harrison Got the nomination.
The contest for tlie Republican nomination

for Commonwealth's Attorney in Rocking-
ham county between Chas. M. Keezel and
('has. D. Harrison, the present incumbent,
was very spirited during '.he canvass and very
close in the convention From the account of
the proceedings of the convention given by
the Itegitterit seems that Keezel would have
received the nomination, but forthe action of
tlie committee ou credentials, which admitted
delegates not properly elected.

The Segister says:?
"It was known for days before the conven

tion that neither candidate had a single vote ;
tospare, and it also transpired that at least
seven votes were in doubt by reason of irreg
ularities in the primary meetings held at Port
Republic, Mt. Crawford, and Furnace No. 2.
It was in the shrewd management of these
voles in the committee on credentials that
Mr. Harrison's nomination was accomplished '
by the narrow margin of five votes in a total
of 171.

The committee on credentials here submit-
ted their report. They recommended the ad-
mission of the irregular delegations from Mt.
Crawford and Furnace No. 2, and gave the
nine delegates from Port Republic twelve
votes. As it turned out, the Keezel managers
had been cleverly outwitted, but they did not .
appear to realize it at the time, and the report
was adopted without division. They only
woke to the fact when it was too late. If tl.e
action could have been reconsidered, the re
port would have been rejected and Keezel
would have been nominated."

If Keezel had a majority of the properly
elected delegates, and was defeated in the
nomination by the improper action of the
committee on credentials, it was a wrong not
only to Keezel but to his supporters, which
they will probably resent at the polls. When
candidates are fairly aud properiy nominated,
it is the duty of the members of the party to
support them, but that is not the case when
the majority are denied their choice by trick-
ery, and it is their duty to themselves to re-
sent, at the polls, the wrong dor..- them.

The most "bullish"
class in the country at the present moment
are the manufacturers. They are better situ-
ated than any other class to feel and measure
the first throbbings of a new impulse of de-
mand; and it is their testimony, in almost
every branch of trade, that the outlook is
most encouraging.
