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Appointment of Commandant of the V.
M. L '

The selection of a West Point grad-
uate, whose home is the State of Iowa,
to be Commandant of the cadets of the
Virginia Military Institute has excited
surprise, and, very naturally, caused
adverse criticism, expecially on the
part of the Alumni of that Institution,
who believe that the appointment
should haye been giyen to one of their
number. It looks like a reflection on
the character of the Institute, when
those who have been educated there
are wholly overlooked, and the super-
intendent, to whom, its seems, the
committee left the matter of making
the choice, selected an officer from Iowa
who was born In Wales, England. The
Institute has many worthy and talent-
ed graduates from whom it would
seem that there should be no difficulty
in selecting a suitable Commandant.

In Virginia, there are quite a large
number of graduates of the Institute,
and among them are many men of
ability and character, who possess all
the requisite qualifications for that
position, and who would be more
agreeable to the cadets and more in
sympathy with them, than a West
Point graduate from a distant State.

With what grace could the Institute
recommend any of its alumni for posi-
tions in other military schools, when it
declines to choose from them when it
needs an officer for itself?

Why the Superintendent should

prefer a detail from the army, we do
not know, not having heard his rea-
sons therefor; but eyen if that were
deemed a sine qua non, we do not see
why he should not select some Virgin-
ian who is in the army. In the ab-
sence of the reasons which influenced
the Superintendent in making his se-
lection, we do not wonder that the
*Alumni are dissatisfied at his action,
and they will, probably, in a formal
manner, give expression to their pro-
test.
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A Wise View.

Nothing eould be more unwise than
for the Democratic party to suffer itself
to be divided into opposing factions at
this time on the question of the cur-
rency, and this must be avoided or
there is great danger of losing the next
Legislature, and that, too, on a ques-
tion that the Legislature can have
nothing to do with. This would be
folly almost amounting to a crime.
Those who are thrusting the currency
question as an issue into the election
for the legislature are doing the Demo-
cratic party a great injury.

Those who are desirous of making
that question an issue in the State elec
tion, are demanding that Senator Thos.
8. Martin and Ex-Gov. Fitz Lee give
publicly the views they emtertain on
that question. They, however,inthein-
terests of the harmony and unity of the
Democratic party, are too wise to do so.
In a recent interview with a represen-
tative of the Richmond Z%mes at the
White Sulphur Springs, Senator Mar-
tin gave expression to the following
sensible views which we commend, as
they agree with those we entertain
and have previously expressed:—

‘‘He stated that the only political
matter requiring attention next fall was
the election of a State Legislature. To
preserve the ascendancy of the Demo-
cratic party in that body was, he con
sidered, tlie practical object to be kept

- in view now. He did not believe that
object would be promoted by a discas-
sion of the silver question at present,
and fo), that reason he did not care to
discuss it. He eaid it was manifest that
no legislation favorable to free coinage
could he accomplished during Mr.
Cleveland’s term of office, and that the
Democratic party of Virginia would
have no occasion to express itself on
the subjeet until the meeting of the
convention to send delegate to the na-
tioual convention. He was opposed to
anticipating the duties of next year,
when, by so doing, the present har-
mony and welfare of the party would
be disturbed without the accomplish-
ment of any corresponding good.”

Major Otey, Congressman-elect from
the Lynchburg District, is trying hard
to perform some vigorous missionary
work in the silver cause. He has sent
out a number of eirculars suliciting the
names of free-silver men among the
Democrats in various localities of the
State, and he incidentally gathers in
this way some information as to the
sentiment of the correspondents to
whom he addresses his communica-
tions. The seed he is trying to sow is
of the approved free silver variety,
and occasionally it falls into stony
places and doss not sprout. He some-
times gets an answer to his solicita-
tions like this:—

“I have to say that, while there are
many Democrats in this county who
incline to these views, they are un-
willing to commit themselves to any
movement which apparently recog-
nizes a division of the party on the
money question. We are Democrats
pure and simple, and are striving to
preserve the integrity of the party
regardless of our theories respecting
this matter; and ‘free-silver’ Democrats
and ‘sound-money’ Democrats alike
will be uninfluenced by it in determin-
ing who shall represent them in the
next General Assembly. In a word,
there are no Democrats in our locality
favoring either side of this question to
the extent of encouraging any inde-
pendent action. We want to win this
fall, and we feel that, to do so, we must
leave this money question 1n abey-
ance.”

This is a very good letter, and inci-
dentally it conveys to Major Otey some
sound Democratic adviee, which, if he
could manage to absorb it, would
doubtless do his political constitution
a great deal of good.—Norfolk Land-
mark.

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Why Good Times are Coming.
The New York Herald gives reasons
to believe that good times are coming.
Thus, comparing the business failures
in the United States for the six months
ending June 30, 1893, the panic year,
and those for the half year ending
June 30, 1895, the tiabilities are found
to have decreased from $170,860,222 in
1893 to only $79,705,861 in 1895—the
figures being Bradstreet’s. Such an
enormous diminution in the indebted-
ness of insolvent houses naturally in-
dicates not only reduced losses but a
more confident condition of business.

Again, the facts connected with the
production of iron in this country are
encouraging. On July 1 last, according
to the Manufacturers’ Record, the
weekly eapacity of the furnaces in
blast was thirteen thousand nine hun-
dred and seventy tons greater than it
was on June 1 preceding, an increase
of nearly nine per cent in one month,
notwithstanding a very marked rise in
price. It is also stated by the Irom
Age that during June the consumption
ran ahead of the production by more
than one hundred thousand tons.

Turning to the textile fabrics, the
American Wool -and Cotton Reporter
records the starting of two hundred
and one woollen, cotton, knitting, silk
and miscellaneous mills in the first six
months of 1895, as compared with only
one hundred and sixteen during the
same time in 1894. As it is well known
that there was a large increase in the
cost of both cotton and wool between
the periods named, these new mills
would not have started had not the
prospect of profit on enlarged sales of
manufactured product been clearly
apparent.

It would be easy to give many ad-
ditional evidences of growing confi-
dence in the business outlook. There
is never any doubt that good times in-
evitably follow hard times. The only
question that makes people uncertain
as to their course is:—When do the
good times begin? When once a ma-
jority of business men believe that the
tide is flowing steadily toward pros-
perity they act on that belief, and
thereby greatly accelerate the move-
ment. Enough has been shown to
prove that that is the present con-
dition of affairs in this country.

Among the great factors tending to
bring back good times the practical
certainty of a great corn crop is one of
the most potent. It is far more im-
portant than a great wheat crop would
have been. Wheat is a debt-payer.—
The farmer sells it generally at one
time to clear off a mortgage or to pay
for improvements or machinery. Corn
trickles into market the whole year
through, and the farmer spends its
proceeds for the necessaries and luxu-
ries of life. Consequently a large corn
crop means steady purchasing power
all through the West and parts of the
South. This alone will keep business
active and profitable on a sure founda-
tion.

For the price of manufactures gen-
erally to-day is so low as to encourage
buying. There never was a time in
the history of this country when a dol-
lar would buy more than it will to-day.
The necessaries of life are food, clothes
and shelter. Materials that go into
buildings are not at their lowest point,
but they are very cheap compared with
averages in the past. Clothing is prac-
tically at bearock figures.

Meat is aslow as it has been in thirty
years. Breadstuffs are away down.—
Coffee and tea are no longer luxuries,
because their low prices have brought
people to consider them necessities.

Sugar has never cost less. It is not
so long ago that only eight or ten
pounds could be had for a dollar. At
that time a ieading sugar refiner said
that if he could make an eighth of a
cent a pound on refined sugar he would
be perfectly satisfied. Yet to day,
though the refiners are undoubtedly
making a good deal more than that
eighth, they are selling nearer twentv-
five pounds for a dollar, and their out-
put has been enormously increased.—
The course of sugar is illustrative of
many other articles whose price has
been reduced and whose consumption
has been multiplied by ten.

Finally, the United States has no
serious difficulties in sight. At peace
with all the world and likely to remain
so, our people can hardly get up a
quarrel among themselves. The silver
question was a bugbear for a time, but
the indications are that it has spent
its force and will not again threaten
the stability of our curreney.

Under all these circumstances, is it
too much to say that the good times
have actuallv arrived?

LADIES IN L1BEL Suir.—The Rich-
mond correspondent of the Index-Ap-
peal says that the declaration was
filed Thursday in the sensational suit
of Miss Louisa H. Gibson against
Thomas J. Todd and wife for $10,000
damages. It asserts that Miss Gibson
lost her position as saleswoman at
Miller & Rhoads store because Mrs.
Todd insisted that the young lady had
remarked that she had heard that the
wife of Rev. Dr. W. E. Hatcher stole
goods from the counter. Miss Gibson
denies that she made any such state-
ment. At the time Mrs. Todd called to
see Miller & Rhoads and had the inter-
view with the saleswoman, she was ac-
companied by Mrs. Hatcher, Mrs. God-
din and Mrs. Van Buren, but these
latter ladies and their husbands are
not being sued. Miss Gibson states
that Mre. Todd’s charges have greatly
damaged her character. The case
promises to be one of the most infer-
esting that haye been in the courts
here for years.

GOV. O'FERRALL ON THE FREE
COINAGE OF SILVER. 3

An Able Letter, Giving a Clear State-
ment of His Yiews.

Gov. O’Ferrall has published an open
letter giving his views on the question
of the free coinage of silver. As it is
too long for our space this week—filling
four columns of small type in the Rich-
mond Dispatch of Sunday—we can only
give the extracts which follow, which
will enable our readers to see what his
views are, and his reasons for enter-
taining and maintaining them:—

*I am opposed to the free coinage of
gilver in the United States, except
through an international agreement
with the great commercial countries of
the world. ;

“I do not believe this country alone
can maintain a parity between gold and
silver at any fixed ratio. x

‘““We are strong in resources and in
all the elements that go to make a na-
tion powerful, but we are not stroug
enough to live within ourselves, trade
only with ourselves, raise and mann-
facture all we need, consume and use
all we produce and make, import noth-
ing, export nothing, and have no com-
mercial relations with other countries.

* * * * * W w

There is no country that hasa double
monetary standard. Wherever there
is free-silver coinage, silver monomet-
allism prevails. All countries with a
gold standard utilize silver as far as it
can be kept at a parity with gold. That
is, gold countries use both metals as
money;silver countries only silver. The
independent free coinage of silver in
the United States would place her on a
silver standard, and in direct antago-
nism to the standard of the countries
with which she does nearly all her busi-
ness. .

The entire continent of Europe, Cana-
da, Brazil, Chile, and Australia are on
the gold basis. These countries, with
the United States, furnish, as I have
said, virtually all the international
commerce of the world—874 per cent.,
or seven-eighths. Mexico, Central
America, most of the South American
States, India, Ceylon, Japan, and the
Straits settlements are on a silver basis,
and supply 123 per cent., or one eighth
of the international commerce.

Will the United States lower her
erest, withdraw from the strong sister-
hood of nations, which whiten the seas
with the sails of commerce, and unite
her monetary fortunes with the weak
combination whose craft are searcely
everseen and wuose products and fruits
constitute so small percentage in the
grand total ?

Will she continue to stand with Ger-
many, Austria, France and England, or
link her destiny with China, Japan,
and iI}Ie}sxigo? o

Now, there has been so much sophis-
try in the discussion of the silver ques-
tion, I think it would be well to state
in a few plain words just what the term
implies.

Free coinage means that a silver-
mine-owner may take all his uncoined
silver, which is called silver bullion, to
a mint of the United States and have
it made or coined into silver dollars,
each, at the ratio of 16 to 1, containing
371} grains of pure silver, troy weight.

Whose money is it when it is coined ?
Does it belong to the people or govern-
ment? No! it is the money of the sil-
ver-mine owner. How does it get into
circulation? By the silver-mine owner
paying it out. To whom does he pay
it ? To those only who have something
to give him in exchange forit. He does
not put it in circulation for nothing,
nor give it free to those who are needy,
in debt, or out of employment.

* * * * * w*

For the reasons given I am opposed
to the doctrine of free and unlimited
silver coinage without international
agreement with the principal commer
cial countries of the world. We eannot
adopt a monetary system different from
these great nationalities and forece them
to recognize it. We cannot float a 50-
cent silver dollar as a sound dollar in
this country, muech less in the markets
of Germany, France, Austria, or Eng-
land, with whom our interests are close-
ly identified. There are many things
we can do regardless of the opinions or
wishes of other lands. We can amend
or change our system of government,
manage our internal affairs, and enact
laws to govern our own people, with-
out let or hindrance from any foreign
source, but there is one thing we can-
not do. We cannot coerce other peo-
ples and lands to recognize any money
we may see proper to engrave or coin
as a medium of exchange between thiem
and us. As well might we attempt to
change the laws of gravitation or make
water run up hill.

I am for a socund dollar, and what I
mean by a sound dollar is one that will
pass for 100 cents and be asgood asany
other dollaranywhere within the limits
of the civilized world. Gold is that
dollar now; silver may also be, if kept
on a parity with gold. But this ecan
only be done by international agree-
ment. What I mean by a sound dollar
is one that the farmer, the mechanie,
and the laboring-man can use with a
purchasing-power of 100 ecents, and buy
as much with it as any other dollar.
What I mean by a sound doHar is oune
that its holder may lay away to buy a
home, save for a rainy day, or provide
for himself in old age with absolute
certainty that it will be as good as any
other dollar when he wants to use it,
Gold is that dollar, silver cannot be,
unless by international agreement it is
made equivalent to a gold dollar.

I am fora sound dollar for the poor
man as well as for the rich man. I
shall never consent to a monetary sys-
tem which will place it in the power of
the rich man to hoard his gold and pay
lhis poor creditor in a depreciated dol-

Will the independent free silver
movement succeeed ? I am nota proph-
et, but I predict that it will meet the
fate of greenbackism, which a few years
since was for a time apparently so for-
midable. It has reached its flood-tide,
and is fast receding. The masses are
thinking—thinking for themselves.—
The returning tide of prosperity, the
advancement of prices and wages, the
resumption of enterprises, the starting-
up of furnaces aud factories so long
closed, and the general upward ten-
deucy in all lines of business will soon
make the movement a thing of the past.
Agitation may continune for awhile yet
to retard progress and make capital
timid, but the agriculturists of this
country will never consent to lose a
foreign market for their surplus prod-
ucts, nor receive in the home market
a depreciated silver dollar, simply to
enrich silver-mine owners or holders of
silver-mine stoek; they will never con-
sent to unsettle values and make them
dependent upon the price of silver; they
will never consent to drive all gold out
of circulation and substitute silver dol-
lars without the purchasing-power of
gold; they will never consent to adopt
a wonetary system which will stop im-
portations, and, consequently, deprive
the government of its tariff revenues,
and thereby force direet taxation upon
land to meet the obligations and ex-
peunses of government.

The wage earners will never agree
that this government shall embark up-
on a scheme which will double the
prices of all they haye to buy, without
increasing their wages in a correspand-
ing ratio. They will never agree that
tlieir governmeunt shall set itself againet
a mcnetary system endorsed by the
leading eommercial coantries of the
world, and under which this conntry is
now so rapidly recovering from the
stagnation from which, in eovmmon
with all others, it has been suffering
sinece 1891.”

A FEW FACTS.

As illustrating the motives govern-
ing the Baldwin District Pair Associa-
tion in its desire for the publie good,
even at its own expense, we give the
proposition of that assoeciation made
and delivered to the Virginia Live
Stock Association April 9th, 1895, after
legal opinion of a prominent member
of the bar of Staunton had decided
that no union of the two associations,
80 entirely dissimilar in their organiza-
tion, would be legal, and that the plan
as suggested by the Virginia Live
Stock Association could not be carried
out. In order that the public may be
enabled to more thoroughly uunder-
stand the situation, we give below the
illegal proposition in full. which reads
as follows :—

“‘That the Directors of the Baldwin
District Fair Association and the Di-
rectors of the Virginia Live Stoeck and
Fair Association shall each submit a
list of their Directors to the Board of
the other Association. Each Associa-
tion shall from such list select five
names, which ten shall constitute the
Board of Directors ®f the Baldwin Dis-
trict Fair Association and Virginia
Live Stock and Fair Association to
hold and conduct a joint Fair, at
which Fair the Corporators shall by a
recorded vote (without the wuse of
proxies) elect a new Beard in whole,
who shall draw for time of serviece, (1,
2, 3, 4, & 5 years terms).”

At 11 o’cleck the synodical sermon
was preached by the retiring president,
Rev. J. M. Shreckhise.

In its notice of this sermon, the
Shenandoah Valley says :—

“This was one of the best sermons
we have ever heard on a similar occa-

sion. The sermon was followed by the
synodical communion.”

Joseph M. Hoge Killed.

One of the most distressing aceidents
which we have o far had to chronicle
occurred on last Friday in a very un-
expected manner. Inthe night of that
day Mr. Jos M. Hodge, of Bath Alum,
was fatally injured by the fall of a tree.
Mr. Hodge, had gone from home to the
residence of Chas. Rogers, on Jackson
River where a party was formea for the
purpose of ‘‘taking’ a bee tree.” After
the tree had been cut the members of
the party went forward to examine it
and found but little honey. They did
not discover that in chopping the tree
another had been broken in its fall.—
While the examination for honey was
going on this second tree descended,
grazed the head of Mr. Rogers, carry-
ing his hat with it, and struck Mr.
Hodge, pinning bim between itself and
the bee tree. 'T'he remainder of the
party escaped without injury. They
went at once to Mr. Hoge and found
him in an unconscious condition and
carried him to Mr. Rogers’ home.—
Medical assis’ance was summoned at
once and everything possible done for
his comfort and restoration. He had
sustained fatal injuries about the head.
He recovered conscicusness, however,
and spent an easy night. The next
day he grew worse and on Sunday at
about 11 o’clock death ensued. The
interment took place on Monday in the
cemetery near Mr. Jacob Cleek’s.

Mr. Hodge leaves a wife and several
children, some of whom are grown.—
His father, Mr. John Hodge, survives
him also.- The deceased was about 57
years of age. Ju his death the com-
munity loses a quiet, unobtrusive
man.—Bath News. Aua. 15th.

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Suppoesed Murder.

The Bady of K. R. Harlaw of Cliflan Forge,
Va., Found in Alashama,

A special dispateh to the Washing-
ton Post, dated, Montgomery, Ala., Au-
gust 23rd, says:—

‘A negro woman, while passing
through somme woodland near Coosada,
six miles from here, en the Louisville
and Nashville road, to-day, found the
dead bady of a young white man, un-
known about here. He was dressed
only in_bis underclothes, and his
broken skul!ll indicated that he had
been murdered. Some distance off in
a thicket his pants, coat, and hat were
found, but his vest is missing. A
memorandum in his coat pocket read
as follows: **In case of aceident notify
Mrs. M. L. Henderson, Clifton Forge,
Va. Signed, R. R. Harlow.” Mrs.
Henderson was telegraphed. She
promptly replied, crdering the remains
to be sent to her.

The man’s elnthing betokened the
apparel of a gentieman. In the lapel
of his ecoat was a button with the let-
ters “R. R. T. A..” presumed to stand
for railroad ticket agent, and ir his
pocket was a railroad Y. M. C. A. card.
There appears to be no question but
that Harlow was murdered. The ecor-
oner of Elmore county is investigating
the case. The man has been dead al-
most a week.”
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Remarks of Seeretary Morton.

He Addresses a Farmers’ Institute. '
t

On last Wednesday, at the meeting
at Manassas, Va., of the Farmers' In- ‘
stitute, Secretary of Agriculture Mor- 2
ton delivered an address.

He began by expressing his admira-
tion and affectioh for Virginia, it be-
ing hard to choose between her his-
toric past, her glorious present and
her unlimited future, illustrating his
remarks by examples of Virginia pros-
perity and her unlimited prospect for
the future, all the industry being in-
spired by the magic word ‘“home,”
which means in the Anglo-Saxou to !
bind, make fast to the soil. In the
city of Chicago during the recent Pull-
man strike it was not the home labor-
ers that caused the sad troubles, but a
horde of foreign laborers and the out-
casts of the large cities who were not
property-owners. The foundations of
good government can never be perpet-
uated but by the assistance of the rural
voter, the home-owners, and the home
depends on individuality.

In barharous nations, said Mr. Mor-
ton, man turns to a head man to do
his thinking, but as civilization ad-
vances there is & tendency to think
for himself, acd when every man in a
community thinks for himself and
does the best he can, there happiness
and prosperity abounds, and such
things usually abound in a rural dis-
trict. Belgium and France were then
cited as the most successful farming
countries in the world owing to high
cultivation and economy in tillage.
He said there were two kinds of crops,
machine crops and hand ecrops, and
the people of the United States were
very averse to the hand crops, giving
their time to crops that are entirely
made by immproved machines and thus
the manual labor is very mueh redue-
ed, the result being that the potato, a
hand crop, is imported to the extent
of one million dollars worth from Eng-
land annually, which is muech to be de-
plored. Not enough attention is paid
to the subsidiary produects.

Continuing, Mr. Morton said: ‘‘You
import too much of these things.—
You have it in your power to make
farming in Virginia pay in the highest
degree. You do not appreciate these
facts here. Your fruit trees laden
with the lascious burden greet my
eyes on all sides, which with your
nearness to market is self-evidence of
a chance of prosperity and inecrease.”
He suggested the best fertilizers, best
farming implements, giving undenia-
ble proof of the advisability and the
wisdom of this. He congratulated
the farmers of the vicinity on the
chances of success spread before them
and the broad vista of achievable im-
provements, and reiterated that the
man who does the best he can always
makes the best citizen.
