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THERE IS DANGER IN IT.

The Norfolk Landmark so well ex-
presses the views we entertain that we
adopt its remarks in lieu of our own.
It says that late developments ought
to be a sharp reminder to the Demo-
cratic party and its leaders that har-
mony must be had at any_cost. 1t is
admitted that the majority of the re
cent defeats can be ascribed to discord
within our own lines, and it is certain
that the Democracy is doomed unless
it can maintain a solid front. In the
South, the cause of the trouble was
the illadvised introduction of the sil
ver question into State politics, where
it does not belong. Thisaection, as was
predicted by men of foresight, divided
the party against itself and gave the
Republicans an easy victory.

It was hoped, we repeat, that Ken-
tucky’s downtall' would be a lesson to
her sister Statds, Yet here in Virgin-
ia it is rumoykd that those members of
the Legislatlure who are in favor of the
free and ur|limited coinage of silver at
the ratio gf 16 tv'1 will exert them
selves to’have that body pass a resola
tion condemning the financial policy
oi t&e present national administration
and approving their own views in the
matter. Itis not denied that the =il-
ver men will have a slight m2jority iu
the General Assembly, and they migh-
be able to carry the motion throuzh
They must be able to understand.
however, what the result of their vic
tory would be. They must know that
it would embitter the feeling within
the party and would sharply detine
two factions when there is no necessi
ty of having any. As sure as this
fatal element of discord creeps into
Virginia polities, the State will be just
in the condition for Republican suc
cess. It is evident that the Republi
cons are going to come up the next
time with far more strength and a
much more formidable organization
than they have possessed for years,
and they will make a strong fight to
win. They must not be permitted to
have any advantages over us.

In the name of the party, we protest
against the reported effort to bring
this outside issue into the politics of
the State. We do not vouch for the
truth of the rumor, and we sincerely
trust that it is not founded on fact;
but it may be, and we give the warn
ing now. We are not diseussing the
merits of the various solutions of the
money problem. What we are em
phasizing is that in Virginia the opin
ion of the party is very nearly evenly
divided with regard to the matter, and
apypody can see that if neither side
will yield we had better steer clear ot
the obstruction. Let it be settled on
the floor of Congress. The Knoxville
Tribune points out a few noteworthy
facts which ought to quiet these over
zealous efforts to drag in the question
of finance, and we recomumend them to
the consideration of our silver friends:

**It is not possible to secure the en
actment of a free and unlimited coin
age law before March 4th, 1897. Presi
dent Cleyeland’s term does not expire
until then, and it is certain that he
would approve no such bill; it may be
also regarded as certain that no such
bill can be passed over his vero. After
March 4th, 1897, Republican cortrol of
the Senate is assured, and no matter
whether a Democrat or a Republican
is Presideut there will be no hope of
passing a free and unlimited coinage
law. 1f the Democrats are foolish
enough to make this qaestion an issue
among themselves they will only in-
vite defeat and contribute to Republi-
can success.”

When were ever scarcity of money
and good times coincident? No mortal
man ever heard of the two existing
together. Good times don’t make
money, but money makes good times.

Money is a medium of exchange.
)’ou can’t force exchanges by increas-
ing the volume of the medium, just as
you can’t Sake traffic by increasing a
railroad’s rolling stock. Tlere is no
scarcity of money. It simply has not
been circulating freely on account of
business depression, and a revival of
activity will call it forth. Money is
the consequence, not the creator of
trade.—Norfolk Landmark.

That is the true idea, for as we have
time and again maintained, it is not
the quantity, but the active circula-
tion of money that is needed to make
times better. Money is but the agent
of exchange of commodities, and ex-
cept when thus used is of no value
whatever. Money unused is as worth-
less as chips, and the more rapidly it
is eirculated, the more valuable it be-
comes. If its circulation be increased
teu times, one dollar will pay as much
as ten dollars. There is more money
in the country than eyver before, but it
is not circulated, and hard times are
the consequence. A million of dollars
unused is of no more value thana
million of stones, and would do the
country no more good. The function
of money is to effect exchanges, and
when not thus used it is totally yalue-
less. Money should never be kept
still, but should be kept rapidly mov-
ing—going from one person to anotkher.
The good it will do is in proportion to
its rapidity of circulation.
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SENSATION AT BRISTOL.—A special
to the Baltimore Sun from Bristol,
Va., says that a somewhat sensational
episode occurred in society and edu-
cational circles Saturday. Prof. H.
W. Noff, former president of King
College, and at present a professor in
Southwest Virginia Institute, was
talking to a friend on Main street,
when King James, a well-known young
gentleman of that city, accosted him,
demanding an apology for an alleged
insult. A few words were passed,
when James struck the Professer a
heayy blow in the face. Bystanders
interfered and stopped the affair, but
not until Sam Borson, who thought
his friend James was not getting fair
play, struck the Professor across the
head with his cane. None of the
blows are serious. The difficulty arose
out of the Professor’s asking James to
discontinue smoking on the street car
conveying the young lady pupils to
the college. James considered it an
insult and demanded an apology.

Capt. John M. Parker, of Richmond,
was found dead in the street there last
Thursday night. Death resulted from
eopgestion of the lungs. He had left
home a few hours before, apparently
il ieiny oy pithy

Capt. Thos. A. Goodman NSeriously 1n-
jured.

Last week, near Paducah, Ky., Capt.
Thos. A. Goodman, who killed Col. H.
C. Parsons at Cliften Forge, was seri-
ously hurt by being mashed between
freight cars whilst engaged in coup-
ling them. About 3 months ago, he
left Richmond to take a position as ex-
tra freight conductor on the Chesa-
peake and Ohio Southwestern railway,
a branch line of the Big Four, which is
closely allied with the Chesapeake and
Ohio proper. It was while in the dis-
charge of his duties as conductor that
he met with the accident referred to.
He was coupling some cars, when there
was a sudden lurch of the train back-
ward, and he was caught between the
bumpers and terribly mashed about
the pit of the stomach and the lower
chest.

His wife and son left Richmoud to at
tend his bedside as soon as news was
received there of the accident. His
eandition is deemed eritical. The fu-
tare howme of his family will be in Ken
tucky.

to necessarily mean light punishment.

Manning, of Franklih county, and J.
D. Lawson of Patrick county, were
s2ntenced to the penitentiary for one
year and a day and fined $100 each for
illicit distilling.
Eloped and Married.

On Thursday, Frank R. Needham,
of Washington, aged 21 years, son of
Chas, W. Needham, a lawyer of Wash-
ington, and Miss Daisy G. Fadeley,
aged 18 years, daughter of Chas. W.
Fadeley of ‘‘Rcsemont,” near Lees-
burg, Loudoun county, Va., eloped to
Towson, Md., where they obtained a
license and were married by Rev. W.
E. Robertson, Pastor of Calvary Baptist
Church. The parents objected to the
marriage on account of the youth of
the parties.

MURDER IN PETERSBURG, VA.—In
Petersburg, last Saturday night, about
half-past 8 o'clock a negro, named
Coleman Taran, came to his death, on
Federal street, at the hands of another
negro, named Dick Davis, who, it is
alleged, struck bim with a fence rail
on the back of the head while he was
walking on the street with his mother.
Another negro, named Lewis Patter-
son, who is charged with being an aec-
cessory to the murder, was arrested at
a late hour that night and committed
to jail. The killing was the outcome
of a row which occurred previous to
the tragedy in the store of Taran’s
brother.

KILLED IN AN ELEVATOR.—Murray
Crowder, a lad employed at the cotton
mills of the Ettrick Manufacturing
Company, in Chesterfield county, was
crushed to death Saturday morning
while going up on an elevator. He
got caught between the elevator and
the third floor. He was fifteen years
of age, and a son’of Mr. Joseph Crow-
der, who resides in Ettrick.
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Incendiarism in Norfolk.

In Norfolk Saturday afternoon, an
incendiary fire was started on Falk-
land street and destroyed considerable
property, six buildings being on fire at
once. Four of the buildings were to-
tally destroyed and the other two bad-
ly damaged. They were all dwellings
and belonged to A. Meade Smith’s es-
tate and Mr. E. R. Joynes. The occu-
pants saved the most of their effects.
Some insurance was carried on the
property. A colored boy named Alex.
Baxter was arrested by the police and
lodged in jail on the charge of having
set fire to the houses, having been de
tected coming out of one unoccupied
building just before the fire started.
A number of incendiary fires have oc
curred there recently, and the police
believe they have made an important
arrest.

MURDER NEAR PORTSMOUTH.—Near
Portsmouth, Saturday morning short-
ly after daylight, the body of a young
colored woman named Polly Evans was
found by the train hands of a night
engine on the track of the Seaboard
Air Line, just outside the city limits of
Portsmouth, near Godwin street ex-
tended. Wounds were found on her
body, and the opinion prevailed that
she had been shot by some one during
the night. Blood stains were traced
on the ground from Chestnut street to
where the body lay.
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The Lunenburg Prisoners.

The purpose of Gov. O'Ferrall in his
actiou in reference to the Lunenburg
prisoners was to protect them from un-
lawful violence and to doit, if possible,
without expense to the State, and he
was advised by the Attorney General
of the State that there was no neces-
sity to return them to Lunenburg, and
was informed by Judge Mann, special
Commonwealth’s Attorney of Lunen
burg eounty, that they did not want
the prisoners unless their presence was
necessary. Though some have raised
a great hullaballoo about the action of
the Governor, the purpose he was try-
ing to effect—to keep the prisoners in
Richmond—is done by the Court of Ap-
peals. It is evident from all the eir.
cuwstances that there was no purpose
to inteifere with the judiciary,

EPPS FINED FOR CONTEMPT.

The Commonwealth’s Attorney Relieyes
Him of Blame, but Asks for the Fine.

JUDGE TREATS HIM WITn COUR-
TESY.

Desired to Show the Result of Executive
Interference With the Judiciary, Will
Not Hear the Nane Pro Tunc.

LuNENBURG C. H., Va., via MEHE R
RIN, Va., Nov. 23.—Special.—A very
small crowd was in attendance at the
Lunenburg County Court, which con
vened at 2 o’clock to-day, when Judge
Orgain announced that the court was
ready to hear any motiopns to be made.

Commonwealth’s Attorney Neblett
said that in the case of the Common
wealth against Captaiu Charles H.
Epps, he would move for a continu-
ance of the sama until Monlay, and
asked that a jury be empanrelled t-

try Mr. Epp=
Juduze Orgain overruled the motion.,
and asked Serzeant Enps 19 take his

stand at the bar aud aasaer to thwe
charge made against him by this court
for contempt of court for refusing to
deliver the prisoners in the Pollard
case to Sheriff Cardoza, of Lunenburg
county, on his order.

Sergeant Epps, then being sworn.
stated that his reasons for not deliver
ing the prisoners to Sheriff Cordoza was
on acceunt of a writ of habeus corpus,
i<sned by Judge Wellford's eou-
When asked by Mr. Neblet: if l.e re-
fused to deliver the prisoners on
order from the Governor, Mr. LEpps
stated rhat be did not hold the pri-

zoners on account of any order froi
Governor O Ferrall, bnt retained the
| prisoners in his castody ander a direct
writ of habeas corpus from Jadge
Weliford,” aud, addressiug Judge Or-
gain, said:

MEANT NO CONTEMPT.

‘I certainly meant no contempt of
his Honor’s court.”

Sheriff Cardoza was then called to
the stand, and stated that as well as
he could recollect when he asked
Sergeant Epps for the prisoners, Mr
Epps refused on acecount of a restrain-
ing order from Governor O'Ferrall.

Just here Captain Epps asked to be
recognized, and he reminded Mr. Car-
doza that early on the moraning of the
10th at the hotel, in Richmond, he
(Epps) showed Mr. Cardoza his writ,
and also a similar one for Mr. Cardoza.

Mr. Cardoza said he did not remem-
ber now, but would not deny Captain
Epps’ statement.

All necessary evidence having been

iven in, Mr, Nebiett, addressing the

ourt, said: ‘‘I regret very much this
duty of prosecuting an officer of our
Commonwealth, but will ask your
Honor not to imprison Mr. Epps, but
will insist upon a fine being imposed
upon him. 1 do not blame Sergeant
Epps, for if I had been placed in the
same position that he was, I would
have acted as he did, but he is guilty
of contempt of ccart, and I wish to
show to this broad land of ours the
result of executive interference with
the judiciary.”

Mr. Neblett mdade a strong and elo
quent speech in defence of his court,
and insisted that no imprisonment but
a fine somewhere between the smwallest
and largest amount be imposed on
Captain Epps.

Judge Orgain then stated that it
was his painful duty, but, with all due
courtesy to Captain Epps, he had o
impose upon him the small sum cf
twenty-five dollars.

PAID HIS FINE.

Captain Epps very promptly handed
the clerk of the court the amount of
the tine, and was bidding Judge Or-
gain a very friendly and cordial good-
bye, when Mr. I B. Bell addressed the
Court. voluutarily stating that he had
watched and listened to all the pro
ceedings in the Epps contempt case,
and never before had he seen so much
courtesy extended each other as was
here manifested by his Honor, Com-
monwealth’s Attorney Neblett, and
Sergeant Epps, and now that the
Court had executed its duty with so
much dignity, and vindicated itself in
the eyes of the public, and Sergeant
Epps has so willingly and promptly
paid the required fine, he asked that
the Court remit to Captain Epps the
fine paid, as in refunding this fine it
would not effect the execution of the
Court’s duty.

Captain Epps, who had gotten his
receipt from the clerk of the court for
the fine imposed, before Mr. Bell had
concluded his speech turned to
Mr. Bell and thanked him for his kind-
ness, and left very hurriedly, in order
to reach Richmond to-night.

Judge Orgain, however, refused Mr.
Bell's plea in behalf of Mr. Epps.

NUNC PRO TUNC.

At the conclusion and dismissal of
the Epps case, Mr. Neblett stated to
the Court that he had expected to
make a motion for a nune pro tune or-
der at this term of the court, correct-
ing the records in the late Pollard
murder trial, but the absence of the
prisoners, on account of the interfer-
ence and usurpation of power by Gov-
ernor O'Ferrall, and the Circuit Court
of the city of Richmond, would compel
him to refrain from making any such
motion now, or at any time when the
prisoners are absent.

Judge Flourney, who was the only
lawyer present on behalf of Mary Aber-
nathy, and Poked Barnes, was asked
by the Court if he wished to make any
motion orremarks. The Judge replied
in the negative, adding that he was
opposed to the nunc pro tunc motion.

Judge Orgain then stated that he
had read and studied the law very
carefully, and was more certain than
ever that the presence of the prisoners
was necessary when any motion in a
eriminal proceeding had to be made,
and he would not allow any order to
be entered in the absence of the pri-
soners.

Judge Orgain then adjourned court
till the second Monday in December.

Sergeant Epps made a very good iw-
pression on the officials of Lunenburg
Court.
