
Perverting the "Monroe Doctrine."
There has been lately a great deal of

senseless talk and foolish perversions i
of the so-called "Monroe Doctrine." t

On Tuesday week, Senator Cullom 8
of Illinois made an elaborate speech on .

the declaration of President Monroe j
which has since been denominated the 1
"Monroe Doctrine." In refeiring to '
it, the Baltimore Sun pertinently asks
the question?"Do we want a "Nation- j
al Yell?" after the manner of College I
Yells, and says "the inquiry is suggest- '
ed by the very serious and elaborately
argued demand of Senator Cullom, of
Illinois, for a re-definition, re-affirma-
tion and formal promulgation by Con-
gress, of course, in an improved and
revised form, brought "down to date,"
so to speak, of the famous Monroe de
claration or "doctrine" of 1823. This
demand, expressed in the form of a
joint resolution, Mr. Cullom supported
in a carefully prepared speech deliver
ed, pursuant to notice, in the Senate,
on Tuesday week, and adds that "Mr.
Cullom is too well informed not to
know that the "Monroe doctrine," so-
calied, has never been officially or
formally adopted or acted upon by the
government of the United States in
any way. It remains to-day what it
was in the beginning?an Executive
declaration of opinion aud nothing
more. At the very session of Congress
to which Mr. Monroe'smessage was ad
dressed Mr. Clay unsuccessfully en-
deavored to secure from the House of
Representativesan affirmation or in
dorsement by that body of the Presi
dent's views. Three years later Mr.
John Quincy Adams, who was Mr.
Monroe's Secretary of State, was Presi-
dent, and Mr. Clay was his Secretary
of State. When Mr. Adams recom
mended that this government should
unite with the States of South America
in a joint declaration of the principles
of the Monroe doctrine, the House of
Representatives, upon motion of Mr.
Buchanan, himself later President of
the United States, resolved that it was
the opinionof the House that this gov-
ernment should not become a party to
any such joint declaration, either
against European interference with

i the independenceand government of
1 any of the South American republics

, or even against European colonization
, upon the continent of America, "but

' that the people of the United States
. should be leftfree to act, in any crisis,

! in such manner as their feelings of
. friendship toward those republics and
: as their own honor and policy may at

\u25a0 the time dictate."
. And this is the true American doc-
I trine, as applicable in 1895 as it was
, then. The Monroe "doctrine" was
- well enough in its day. The declara-
, tions of President Monroe in 1823 serv-

, ed their purpose, and reflected credit
I and honor upon their author. They
. were never intended to bind this coun-
! try, hard and fast, to any fixed line of
i action in any case. It was not in the
I power of the President so to bind the
i country, and he did not dream of do-
i ing it. It was not in the power of Con-
i gress to do so, and Congress expressly
i refused to commit itself even to the
i moderate and popular policy outlined
\u25a0by President Monroe. It reserved, as
» must necessarily be the case, freedom

1 of action at all times to the govern-
ment to do what is best at the time for

' the interests, the rights and the honor
;of the United States. Hence, Mr. Cul-

lom's proposedre-affirmation of Presi-
' dent Monroe's declarations in 1823 can

' only be regarded in the light of a use-
' less piece of "buncombe," a mere

1 ebullition of meaningless "jingoism"
' which cannot possibly reflect credit

upon this country at home or abroad.
It is, as we have suggested, nothing
more than an attempt to get up a "na-
tional yell," which has more in it of
the elements of theridiculous than the

i serious. The United States is alto-
gether too great and strong, and too
much respected among the nations of
the earth, to require any such cheap
advertising or self-puffery."

ferrin's Comet.
Perrin's Comet which has been visi-

ble through telescopes for some time,
is now visible to the naked eye though
unfavorably situated for abservation
in the Northern hemisphere. On Mon-
day last it crossed the sun about 7 de-
grees to the South. On Tuesday it
attained its greatest brightness as seen
from the earth, being at that time 80
times as bright as at its discovery.

To-day ?Wednesday ?it is at its
nearest approach to the sun, its dis-
tance to-day being 18,000,000 miles. At
this time it is an evening object South
of West?a week ago it was a morning
object. About December 27 it will be
farthest east from the sun, at a distance
of about thirteen degrees, when it will
again approach the sun, passing eight
degrees to the north, on Jan. lt, when
it again will become a morning object.
Its tail is composedof one long stream-
er and several short ones. The princi-
pal streamer is much curved and bent,
and shows somewhat similar to the
phenomena which lias, been photo-
graphed of several of the brighter
comets in recent years.

The Parity of Gold and Silver.-
?As the Norfolk Landmark says,

j New Trial lor theLunenburg Murderers.
i The Supreme Court of Appeals last

. Thursday granted new trials to Pokey
Barnes, Mary Abernathy and Solomon

' Marable, the three negroes convicted
1 of the murder of Mrs. Pollard, in Lun-
enburg county. The opinion was

. written by Judge Buchanan. The
decision is based upon the case of
Pokey Barnes. The motion of the
attorney-general to postpone the con
sideration of the case until the county
court could have time to amend the
record was overruled. The court over
rules this motion on the ground that
ths trial judgemay amend the record
during the term, but he cannot do so
after that time. The next assignment
of error, that the trial jury was not
selected in accordance with the law,
is speedily disposed of. The court,
holds that the claim that the accused
were indicted jointly and tried sepa-
rately, not removing the case to
another county, and that the accused
did not have counsel, are none of them
sufficient grounds to secure a new trial.
The error which saved Marable and '
his alleged female confederates from
their impending doom, was that which
shows the record of the trial court fails
to show that the jury were adjourned
from one day to another; it ought also
to show that upon such adjournment
that they were committed to the
custody of the proper officer, with
instructions not to speak to them him-
self nor to allow any one else to speak
to them touching the trial of the case
in which they are engaged. As the
record in this case fails to show this, a
new trial is granted. The same order
is also entered in the cases of Mary,
Abernathy and Solomon Marable.

John B. Gordon, <. >iumauding the Uni-
ted Confederal Veterans1 Association,
has issued an ordersuggesting the steps
that should be taken in order to raise
the funds nee ted for tbe erection of
the proposed liatt le Abbey of the South
as a memorial to the Confederate civic
and military heroes of the late civil
war, and for which Mr. C. B. Rouss,
of New York, has subscribed $100,000,
leaving $100,000 more to be raised.
General Gordon proposes that the vet-
erans themselves shall undertake to
raise $50,000, and the other $50,000
should be secured by the Southern
ladies. To this md the commanding
General has appointed the first day of
May to be devoted to festivals under
the"direction <»l the ladies for the pur-
pose of securing funds for this object.
It is understood that there will be a
lively contest between Richmond, At-
lanta, Birmingham, New Orleans and,
perhaps, other Southern cities for the
location of the proposed abbey, and it
is probable the city offering a site and
the largest cash subscription will be
selected.

be placed at the head of each column,
the plan of which is to be furnished by

i- the chairman of the State committee
8 of each political organization As the

plan of the scheme prevents the neces-s sity for aid to illiterates in the prepar-
?? ation of their ballots, the special con
- stable provision of the Walton law is
t repealed. A provision is made for the

preparation by one of the election
' judges of ballots for the blind or elec
i" tors who are otherwise physically un
f able to do so for themselves. Mr.

the clerk to attend to this. The law

' also provides that there shall not be
, less than one booth for every 100 voters '
, registered at the voting place. It pro

vides careful and full directions foi
' marking the ballots. In presidential

t dicated.
