The National Democratic Conven-
tion met in Chicago, Illinois, on last
Tuesday, July7th, for the purpose of
nominating candidates for the presi-
dency and vice presidency of theUnited States, and declaring the plat-form of the party. Mr. William F.Harrity, chairman of the National
Democratic Committee, called theconvention together at ten minutesbefore one o'clock in the afternoon.
Prayer was deliveredby Rev. EdwardStires of tbe Episcopal church. After-wards, Mr. Harrity announced thenameof SenatorDavid B. Hill, of NewYork,as the choice of the committeefor temporarychairman. It has been
the custom for theNationalCommitteeto name the temporary chairman, butthis precedent was set aside by thesilver men, and a minorityreport read,
nominating Senator John W. Daniel,of Virginia, for temporary chairmanand demandinga call of the roll. The
vote for temporary chairman resultedin 556 for Daniel and 349 for Hill.Thus the advocatesoffree silver scoredthe first victory. Senator uaniel wasescortedto the chair and addressedthe convention at some length. Withthepassage of a resolution, commend-ing Chairman Harrity for his impartial
mannerin presiding over the conven-tion and some other routine business,
the conventionadjourned until Wed-nesday.

Second Day, Wednesday Stli.
On Wednesday, the second day ofthe convention, thepermanent organ-izationwas effected. In the interimofthe day session, awaiting thereport ofthe committee on credentials, theaudiencewas entertainedby speecheson free silver from Gov. Hogg, ofTexas; Senator Blackburn, of Ken

tucky; Gov. Altgeld, of Illinois, andEx-Congressman Williams, of Massa-chusetts.
The committeeon credentials finally

reported in favor of seating the silver
delegates from Nebraska, the promptadoptionof which reversed the action

in favor of the gold men. At thispoint a recess was taken until 5 o'clock
Wednesday evening. At the evening
session the committee on credentials

citizens before the law, and the faith-
ful obseivance of constitutionallimita-
tions. During all these years the
Democratic party has resisted the
tendency of selfish interests to thecentralizationof governmental power,
and steadfastly maintainedthe integ-
rity of the dual scheme of govern-
ment established by the founders ofthis Republic of Republics.

Under its guidance and teachings
the great principle of local self govern-
ment has found its best expression in
tho maintenance of rights ofthe States
and in its assertion of the necessity of
confining the General Government to
the exercise of the powers granted by
the Constitution of the United States.

Tha Constitution of theUnited States
guarantees to everycitizen theright of
civil and religious liberty. The Demo
cratic party has always been the
exponent of political liberty and
religious freedom, and it renews its
obligations and reaffirms its devotion
to the fundamental principles of the
Constitution.

Recognizing that the money ques-
tion is paramount to all others at this
time, we invite attention to the fact
that the Federal Constitution names
silver and gold together as the money
metals of the United States, and that
the first coinage law passed by Con-
gress under the Constitutionmade the
silver dollar the monetary unit and
admitted gold to free coinage ataratio
based upon the silver dollarunit.

We declare that the act of 1873
demonetizing silverwithout theknowl
edge or approvalof the American peo
pie, has resulted in the appreciation
of gold and a corresponding fall in the
prices of commoditiesproducedby the
people; a heavy increasein theburden
of taxation and of all debts, public
and private; the enrichment of the
money-lending class at home and
abroad; the prostration of industry
and impoverishmentof thepeople.

We are unalterably opposed to a
monometallism which has locked fast
the prosperity of an industrial people
in the paralysis of hard times. Gold
monometallismis a British policy and
its adoptionhas brought othernations
intofinancial servitude to London. It
is not only un-American but anti-
American,and it can be fastened on
the United Statesonly by the stifling
of that spirit and love of liberty which
proclaimed our political independence
in 1776, and won it in the War of the
Revolution.

We demand the free and unlimited
coinage of both gold and silver at the
present legal ratio of 16 to 1 without
waiting for the aid or consent of any
other nation. We demand that the
standard silver dollar shall be a full
legal tender, equally with gold, for all
debts public andprivate, and wefavor
such legislation as will prevent for the
future the demonetizationof any kind
of legal tender money by private con-
tract.

We are opposed to the policy and
practice of surrendering to the holders
of the obligations of the United States
the option reserved by the Gov
ernment ofredeeming such obligations
in either silver coin or gold coin.

We are opposed to the issuing of
interest-bearing bonds of the United
States in time of peace and condemn

We therefore denouncethe issuance of notes intended to circulateas money by national banks as
in derogation of the Constitution, andwe demand that all paper which ismade a legal tender for public andprivate debts, and which is receivablefor dues to the United States, shall be
issuedby the Government of the UnitedStates, and shall be redeemable in

THE TARIFF.
We hold that tariff duties should be

levied for purposes of revenue, suchduties to be so adjusted as to oper-
ate equally throughout the countryand not discriminatebetween class orsection and that taxation should belimitedby the needs of the Govern-ment honestly and economically ad-ministered. We denounce as disturb
ing to business the Republican threatto restore the McKinley law, whichhas twicebeen condemnedby the peo-ple in national elections and which,
enacted under the false plea of protection to fionie industries, proved a
prolific breeder of trusts and monop
olies, enriched the few at the expense
of the many, restricted the trade anddeprived the producers of the great,
American staples of access to their
natural markets. Until the money
questionis settled, we are opposed to
any agitation for further changes in
our tariff laws except such as arenecessary to meet the deficitin revenue
caused by the adversedecision of the
Supreme Court on the income tax.But for this decision by the Supreme
Court, there would be no deficit in the
revenue under the law passed by a
Democratic Congress in strict pursu-
ance of the uniform decisions of that
Court for nearly one hundred years,
that Court having in that decision
sustainedconstitutional objections to
its enactment which had previously
been overruled by the ablest judges
who have eversat on that bench. We

which may come from its reversal by

We hold that the most efficient way

of protecting American labor is to
prevent the importation of foreign
pauper laborto compete with it in the
home market, and that the value of
the home market to our American
farmersand artisans is greatlyreduced
by a vicious --monetary system which
depresses the prices of their products
below the cost of production, and thus
deprives them of the means of pur-
chasing the products of our homemanufacturers, and as labor creates
the wealth of the country, we demand
the passage of such laws as may be
necessary to protect it in all its rights.

INTERSTATE COMMERCE.
We are in favor of the arbitration of

differencesbetweenemployers engaged
in interstate conimerce. and their
employes, and recommend such legis-
lation as is necessary to carry out this
policy.

TRUSTS AND POOLS.
The absorption of wealthby the few,

the combination of our leading rail-
road systems, and the formation of
trasts and pools require a stricter con-
trol by the Federal Government of
those arteries of commerce. We de
mand the enlargement of the powers
of the Interstate Commerce Commis
sion and such restrictions and guar-
antees in the control of railroads as
will protect the people from robbery
and oppression.

OPPRESSIVE TAXATION.
We denounce theprofligate waste of| the money wfuus: from the people by

oppressive taxation and the lavishappropriations of recent Republican
Congresses, which have kept taxesI high while the labor that pays them is
unemployed and the products of the
people's toil are depressed in price till
they no longer repay the cost of pro
duction.

We demanda return to that sitnplic
ity and economy which befits aDemocratic Government and a reduc-
tion in the number of useless offices,
the salaries of which drain the sub-
stance of the people.
FEDERAL INTERFERENCE IN LOCAL

AFFAIRS.
We denouncearbitrary interference

by Federal authorities in local affairs
as a violation of the Constitution of
the United States and a crime against
free institutions, and we especially
object to government by injunction as
a newand highly danserous form of
oppressionby which Federal judges,
in contempt of the laws of the State
and rights of citizens, become at once
legislators, judges and executioners,
and we approve the bill passed at (he
last session of the United States Sen-ate and nowpending in the House ofRepresentatives relative to contempt
in Federalcourts and providing trials
by jury in certain cases of contempt.

NO DISCRIMINATION IN FAVOR OP
DEBTORS.

No discriminationshouldbe indulg-
ed by the Government of the UnitedStates in favor of any of its debtors.We approve of therefusal of the Fifty-
third Congress to pass thePacific Rail-
road Funding, bill and denounce the
efforts of the presentj;Republiean Con
gress to enact a similar measure.

PENSIONS.
Recognizing the justclaims of deserv-

ing Union soldiers we heartily endorse
the rule-of the present Coniniissioner
ofPensions thatno names shall be ar
bitrarily dropped from the pensionroll
and the fact of enlistment and service
should be deemed conclusive evidence
against disease and disability beforeenlistment.

THE ADMISSION OF NEW STATES.
We favor the admission of the Territories of New Mexicoand Arizona in

to the Union as "States, and we favor
the early admission of all the Terri:
tories having the necessarypopulation
and resources to entitle them to st.t.e
hood,and whiletheyremain Territories
we hold that the officials appointed toadminister the government of any Ter
ritory, together with the District, ofColumbia and Alaska, should be bonafide residentsof the Territory or dis
trict in which the duties are to be per-formed.

HOME RULE.
The Democratic party believes in

home rule and that all public lands of
the United States should be appropri-
ated to the establishmentof freehomes
