The Cincinnati Price-Current of last
Thursday says:—

“The change in the situation of lead-
ing erops have not been important the
past week. Conditions have fayored
the continuance of an excellent prom-
ise for the corn crop, and with each
suceessive week of such characteristics
the crop becomes increasingly secure
against weather drawbagcks. :

"There is more of complaint of injury
to oats reflected in the late correspon-
depce, and the wide extent of rust is
indisputably affecting the quality of
this grain, and to some extent modify-
ing results as to yield. The crop, how-
ever, is large, and will prove ample for
all requirements.

There has been considerable progress
in wheat threshing operations, and the
returns are disappointing oftener than
otherwise as to gquality of the grain,
and the indications are that the yield
is not exceeding previous calculations.
Advices concerning spring wheat are
variable, and while generally of an en-
couraging’ nature there is much of
infcrmation of a disparaging charae-
teristic, and the general average is ap-
parently moderately lowered.

There are more favorable reports
from the West in regard to the hay
crop, and the outcome in that region
will be better than was apprehended
earlier. Altogether the crop bids fair
not to be seriously deficient.

The potato erop continues to indicate
an abundant yield.

The week closes with a decline of ia
se for wheat, an advance of faje for
corn, and an advance of 1}alje for
oats. at Chicago, compared with a
week ago. In a general way the trade
is diselosing no new feature of import-
ance, and the markets are without
notable animation, but are at so low a
position in values as to suggest little
fikelihood of declining tendenecy in the
neag.fature.

We desire to remind our readers that
when Germany conquered France and
as a war indemnity extorted a thou-
sand millions of money from her, that
Germany demonetized silver then and
there, in order that France who was
obliged to pay this money in the money
of Germany would have to pay it all in
gold? The very trick that was played
on the people of this country by the
bondholders when silver was demonet-
ized in 1873.

It is our opinion that this trick of
demonetization was learned from Ger-
many, as the Franco-Prussian war end-
ed only a year or two previous, and it
was done for a purpose here as much
80 as in Germany.

Death of Ex-Governor Russell.

He was a democrat of the
purest type, and was regarded as a
presidential possibility.
