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DUSTY BY ACTUAL COUNT.

A Scientist Has Numbered the Dust Par-
ticles In the Very Purest Air.

It has always been believedthat there
couldbe no dust in the airof midocean,
or upon mountain peaks thousands of
feet above the ? sea level where the
snows are eternal. But science has re-
cently demonstrated that such is not the
case. It has even gone farther than
finding dust in these places. It has
counted, with the utmost accuracy, the
number of particles in a cubic centi-
meter.

Dust measurements were made from
air over the open ocean and in moun-
tain regions at altitudesfrom 6,000 feet
to more than 18,000 feet. On the Bles-
horn, in Switzerland, which forms part
of the Alpine chain, containing the
Bothhorn and Weisshorn, rising about
9,000 feet above the Zermatt valley on
the east, and some 8,000 feet from that
of Ziani on the west, the observations
showed that at an elevation of 6,700
feet therewere950 dust particles in a
cubic centimeter, which measures a lit-
tle overone-third of an inch. At 8,400
feet elevation only 513 dust particles
werefound, and at 13,600 feet above
the sea the number diminished to 157 ,
per cubic centimeter.

Over the Indian ocean the average;
numberof dust particles in a cubiccen-!
timeter was less than 500 for seven out
of nine days, and on five days was less
than 400. During a thickfog in the At-
lantic the airwasfound tocontain 3,120
dust particles per cubic centimeter,
while in the clear region just beyond
thefog there were only 280 dust parti-
cles in the same space.

Probably eve_ few men of science
would be able to tell how theseparti-
cles could be counted, but a wonderful
little instrumenthas been devisedwhich
makes the task an easy one. The dust
counter which Mr. Fridlander employs
contains a chamber into which air can
be introduced saturated with water va-
por. Then itisslightly and quickly ced-
ed. Owing to the fall of temperature,
condensation of vapor takesplace on the
dust nuclei, which then fall on to a nii-

plate at the bottom of (he
chamber, where they are rendered easi-
ly visible forcounting by the water lay-
er which coats them.?New York Jo-ir-
nal.

The gown of most fashionable brides ia

now of satin duchesse, snow whito for
Blender bfmds, milk whitefor fair, robust
Women, cream or ivory whitefor brunettes
and thosewhofeartoappear large. The silk
lining, which should extend throughout,
should be of good quality?in case of a
wealthy woman, because the effect is bet-
ter; in case of a moderately circumstanced
one, because the gown better endures

cleaning, dyeingand similar rejuvenation
to which the wedding dress of a poor
woman too often has to submit.

The style varies according tothe figure
and the taste as far as the bodice is con-
cerned, but for the skirt?that is always
long and usually plain. There is a great
liking for a princess back, and thiseffect
is always graceful. The closing of tbe
gown is concealed under the trimming- of
tho corsage, the skirt fastening at the side,
neverdown the middle of the front, as that
gives thelook ofa wrapper.

The length of the train depends upon
the figureof the wearer and the sort of
goodsemployed. Oneandone-halfyards is
almost the extreme length, nothing but
the utmost pomp and circumstance, like
that of royalty, justifying a greaterextent
of superfluous material.

The train is kept in shape jnore by the
quality of the goods and the lining than
by stiff interlining. Nevertheless an inter-
lining of very light haircloth may be em-
ployed, extending through the entire train
and for 13 or 18inches up the skirt itself.
The inside of the train should have a frill
8 or 10 Inches wide, quite full and cut
crossways of the silk.

Mousseline de sole, plain, plaited or
embroidered, is frequently employed as a
trimming for wedding gowns. The skirt
is generally plain, unless it is adorned
with fine lace, which is not cut, but is
drapedhere and there with bows or clus-
ters of orange blossoms.

The wedding gown illustrated is ofsatin
duchesse. The skirt has a long, round
train, and is trimmed around the foot
with three narrow ruches of white silk
gauze. Ribbons of white satin, terminat-
ing under bows and bnnches of orange
flowers, are carried diagonally across the
left side. The bodice is full in front,
trimmed with gauze ruches and traversed
by tworibbons. The belt is of white satin,
the draped sleeves of satin duchess, the
sleevefrills and collar of gauze.

Elegant bridalgowns are made of
moire, arage for this material having
extended throughout the entirerange
of dress. Satin, however, retains its
graspon popular favor and brocades
as well. Trains are half round. In
styles of making, there ia no rule, but
evenhere, thepresent rage for jacket
fronts is apparent in refined touches
that recall the same. Lace or chiffon
are the two garnishers most used and
the veil is in tbe majorityof instances,
of tulleand worn off the face, though
of course a lace veil as an heirloomor
evenotherwise, has peculiar prestige.

FURS
as inaugurated by C. C Shayne, the
leading furrier, show that the general
choice in outdoor garments, lies be-
tween jacketsand capes. The former
are quite short and usually tight fit-
ting back and front, though quitenew
ones are loose in front and double
breasted. Capes aremade with a de-
cidedflare and vary in length, - some
reaching wellbelowthe waist, while
others only come down to the waist
line. Upright collars are therule and
here is special room for stylish con-
trasts, since,frequently they are of a
kind of fur different from that, of the
garment or only the lining next tbe
face, may present contrast. Great use
is made of chinchillafor such purpose
and there is arun on chinchillacollar-
ettes, for the reason that gray is in
very high favor.

COLLARETTES

Past Time.?All records of fast rail-
road traveling between Chicago and
the Mississippi river were broken Sun-
day afternoonby the Rock IslandRail
road Company, which ran a speciaf
train from Rock Island to Chicago, a
distance of 181milesin threehours and
thirty minutes, inclusive"of stops, or in
three hours and forty one minutes if
stops are taken into consideration.
From Moline to Blue Island the train
made arun, including three stops, of
162.9 miles, in 183minutes, and at one
timereached a speed of seventy seven
and two thirds milesper hour. Taking
out stops, which were for water, the
162 9 mileswerecovered in 176 minutes,
the fastest speed on a long distance
trip ever attained west of Chicago.
