How to Keep Ice.
As the ice season is here undno doubt

many weople are like myself, have no reg-
ular ice bouse, and the old wayof burrow- ,
ing in theground to make an Ice house is a

the past, or at least it ought toybe,
as it keeps much better ou top of the
ground. The only secret in keeping ice is
keep the air and water from it. Ilived nine
years in the west and there they keep it in
old sheds and rail pens. Now for two
years 1 havekept ice in a little shed 8 feet
square and 8 feet high, built by a boy 15
years old, in oneday, and it kept all right.
Now I will givejny plan. Select a piece of
land lfttlesloying to thenorth so that there
will be fall enough for the water to drain
away, take someold boards and place them
flat on the ground close together and then
put 4or3 inches ofsawdust on the boards
build up your ice on the sawdust just as
you would build a stone wall, only break-
ing enough in small pieces to fill up the
crevices. After you have built your ice
block 6 or 8 feet high set posts around the

Rfoot from it, nail boards around the
den fill between the planks and iae
wdust, tramping it in as tightas you
it, be sure you leave no holes for
to get in, put 18 inches ofsawdust on
coverwith sone plank to keep the
t, and you will have an ice house

that will keep just as well as onethat
would cost you a hundred dollars. If you
have noplank build a rail pen around it
stuff thecracks with straw to hold the saw-
dust and youwill be all right.
