| Cove, Albemarle counity, Virginia, and

China's Roads and Trave'.
The Ostasiatische Lloyd, a German
paper published in Shanghai and rep-
resenting German interests in the
Flowery Kingdom and the far East
generally, gives a very intcresting des-
cription of Chinese roads, means of
transport and mode of travel in China
in the follewing statements:
There are very few straight roads in
China. The actual distance between
two commercial centres may be com-
paritively short, but the roads are so
tortuous that traveling requires much
time. Thus the distance between
Yunan foo, the capital of the province
of Yunan, and the Yang-rse port of
Hankow is on an average covered in
80 days. The distance is, as the crow
flies, 825 miles, but the traveler goes
over twsce as much. The distance
traueled daily varies, of course, with
the character of the country.
In southern Yunan, where horses
and sedan chairs are available, twenty
to twenty-five miles per day may be
aceomplished. A sedan chair with
three carriers (one as relief) costs a
dollar a dry. Coolies carrying seventy
to eighty pounds receive thirty five to
forty cents a day. A baggage horse
costs twenty-five to thirty cents a day
and carries twice as much as a coolie,
but its owner must be paid separately
for leading it. Bullocks carry about
150 1bs, but only advance at the rate of
eight to twelve miles a day.
In Shan-si and Shen si two-wheeled
carts are used, also sedan chairs carried
between two mules. Baggage and
merchandise are transported on cam
els, which carry three hundred pounds
each, at a cost of one and a half te one
and three-quarter cents a mile. In the
Honan provinece wheelbarrows are
used, small ones at twenty to twenty
five cents a day; large ones. pushed by
two men, twice that sum.
In traveling on water, the cost is
twelve to fifteen cengs for a distance of
one hundred 1i, (about thirty miles),
for each person. Meals cost on an
average two and a half cents. With
regard to security, it must be admitted
that traveling is much less dangerous
in China than may be supposed.. The
main roads are generally safe.

Weatherholtz onvicted.

The trial of Elmer A. Weatherholtz
for attempting tokill Mrs. Lydia Biller,
his mother in-law, was rushed through
at Woodstock Wednesday and in a little
while he was convicted and sentenced
to the penitentiary for five years.

The military company wader the
command of Captain J. W. Magruder,
guarded the jail until Wednesday
morning. After the trial was in pro-
gress, the offlcers of the court received
information that a mob was organizing
to make an attack. The full military
company was at once called to the
court house, and the trial was hurried,
the counsel on both sides making-very
brief speeches. The case was given to
the jury about eleven o’clock and in a
half hour they returned with a verdict
of guilty and fixed his punishment at
five years in the penitentiary, the ex
treme penalty allowed by law. The
judge at once passed sentence. The
prisoner was asked the usual question, |
whether he had anything to say, why !
sentence should not be passed upon |
him. He replied that he had not re-

ceived justice in that court. Nearly |
every citizen of the county is of the |
same opinion. :

Sheriff
Wrightman discovered itand disarmed '
him.

Worse Than the Old Sinze Lines.

The Baltimore Sun’s correspondent
at Lexington, Va., telegraphs: *“There
is no ehange in the sitnation on the
Valley Branch of the Baitimore & Ohio
Railroad between that system and the
Southern Railway. If anything, the
situation, in so faras tl:» publie is con-
cerned, is more complicated and more
detrimental to business iuterests. The
fact of the matter is that under the ex-
isting conditions the business interests
through the valley areserved with less
dispatch than in the days of the olu
stage lines. Freight is dclayed by the
failare of the Southern 2nd Baltimore
& Ohio to get down to some under
standing 2: to through ratesand inter
change of freight, and the merchants
are put at a great disadvautage for all
the goods they have shipp d them via
this ronte, they are not ouiy subject to
unnecessary delay, but lLave to pay
double and over the regular freight
tariff. Thesame thing can be said of
express matter. For instacce, a pack-
age-arrived here a few days since from
Baltimore that should have had 85
cents freight on it. It came to the
south end of the Baltimnra & Ohio at
Strasburg Junction, where, after de-
lay, it was taken up by the Southern,
who charged 35 cents to carry it to
Harrisonburg. Then the express com-
pany took it up there again over the
Baltimore & Ohio and added the third
35 cents, making the total charge of
$1.05, when'it should have only been
35 cents. The freight business along
with the passenger receipts have fallen
off to almost nothing, and frequently
trains come here and :go out without
either freight or passengers. A car
load of apples arrived here a few days
ago from New York on whieh the
freight charges were more» thaf the
entire value of the apples. The South-
ern Railway seems determined to freeze
the Baltimore & Ohio out and give the
traveling public and the business: in
terests in the valley all the delay and
trouble possible. If the present con-
dition: continue long, the interested
interests along the valley will demand
some kind of legislation that will pro-
tect them from a like oceurrence or a
continuance of the present trouble.”

The Strasburg News says: “The
Soutl:ern Railway Company have re-
moved all watchmen along the line of
road from Strashurg to Harrisonburg.
Even at the fatal ‘Narrow Pagsage’
there is no watchman, as under the
Baltimore & Ohio regime.™
