Suicide of Bank OOlfinls.
| Richard D. Cornelius; oneof the old-
est and best known bank cashiers of
Baltimore, committedsuicide on Mon-
day last. His body was found in the
duck in Druid Hill Part that af
ternoon a few hours after a shortage
of $60,00\hadbeen discovered in his
accounts at the National Farmers' and
Planters' Bank. On Saturday Bank
Examiner Winchester drew the atten-
tion of the officers of the banktoirreg
ularities in connection with the ac-
counts of an out ot town institution.
Monday morning Mr. Cornelius was
asked to explain the irtegularities. He
did not attempt to do so, but abruptly
walked off. A closer examination of
his accounts disclosed an apparent
shortage of $60,000. Mr. Cornelius was
in addition to his position as bank
cashier, a local worker in the Metho-
dist church, and very prominent in
religiouscircles.

W. A.Hammond, Vice President of
the "Bm-sted" National Bank of II
linois, drowned himselfandhis sorrows
in Lake Michigan on last Friday night.

The disappearanceof Hammond re-
calls the suicide of Otto Wasmansdorfi,
the banker, a few days ago. Wasmans-
dorffsdeath was the direct result of
the failure of the National Batik of Ii
linois, the collapse of that institution
pulling down the firm of Wascuansdorif
and Heiuiemann, of which Wasinans
dorffwas the seniorpartner. Wastnaus
dorff blew his brains out with a re-
volver.

Henry Husted, cashier of the Union
County National Bank,Liberty, Ind ,
was found hanging by the neck to a
rafter in his stable last Saturday. His
knees were touching the fl'ior, and he
was dead when found by his son.

Sklma, Ala., Dec. 31? Geo. B. Wil-
kins, vice president of the Commercial
National Bank of Selma, which failed
yesterday, committedsuicide by shoot-
ing himself through the head in the
Episcopal church here at 4 o'clock this
morning.

The historic re
lations of Spain to theAmerican conti
nent, its islands, seas and gulfs, areof
such prominent pre eminence before
the world as to demand recognition
everywhere. Spain belongs to the
family of European nations which
haveestablished, and do endeavor to
maintiin,a balence of powers, which
is claimedfor the peace and safety of
the whole. Any disturbing cause be
comes a subject of enquiry by the sys-
tem of powers' Though Cuba is re
mote from Spain, yet the island and
iti; proximity to other possessions are
recognised in according,to Spain . her
rank iv the sisterhood of European
powers. Interfeareneewith a domain
of such magnitude and national im
portauce impairs the autonemy of theBalence of Powers, and will not heassented to with approbation by the
Powers. It is not only a question of
propertyand dignity to Spain, but it
gives a new phase to the safety and
Freedomiv the channels of entrance
to the Gallof Mexico and the coast of
Central America. Agitation on the
part of the United Stat.::;, at this time,
may awaken the apprehension of
Europe as to the quiet enjoyment of
their rights in American property and
waters, in anticipation of a completion
of the transcontinental routes overCentra! America. England controlsGibraltarand Suez Canal by the east,
and a prospective short-cut oyer Ceiltral Americaby the west, muit be a
considerationof great importance to
her and the eontisent. Are the United
States willing torisk thetrial of result?-
upon the impracticable theory?senti
ment, of a better government for tbe
heterogeneuß, intractable, illiterateand uncultivated populations whowould predominate?

Statistics of new railway equipment

-.by the Railroad Gazette, show that480
more locomotive wereconstructed than
in 1894 and 74 more than iast year.

The namber built in 1890 was 1,175,
of which 309 werefor export, chiefly to
South America, but some also to Rua
sia, Japanand South Africa. Locomo
tive builders in this country atpresent
have orders on their books for 70
engines for Japan, wheremost of those
nowin service are of English make.

The statistics of car building are
from 41 companies and show a total of
51,189 freight and 474 passenger cars
built in 1896, an increase in freight
cars over 1895of 34 per cent. The nuin
ber of passengercars built in 1895 was
430.

The raiiroad tracks laidin theUnited
States in 1896 make a totalof 1,692
miles. In 1895 1,428miles were built
and in 1894 the total was 1,760miles.

Mr. JohnF. Flournoy, one of the
most enterprising citizens of Colum-
bus, Ga., has organized an electric
light and power company which is to
invest $500,000 in its plant for the de

Already
1,200horse power has been developed,
and this will be raised to 2.000 horse
power. The power now obtainedfrom
thefalls, about onemile from the cen
tre of the city, is used to run street
ears, to supply electric are lights, to

ries and several smaller indus'ries.
The company wil> soon be prepared to
suoply also all the incandescent lights
that willebe needed in Columbus. "In
the rushing Chattahoochee," says the
Atlanta Journal, "Columbu3 has a
source of power and wealth the value
of which it would be difficult to esti-
mate.

GRAIN TRADE AND CROPS.
The Cincinnati Price-Currentof last

Thursday says:?
The past week has been characterized j

by a continuation of mild temperature
in the central regions, and forthe most j
part thecondition of country roads has |
been good, favoring the movement of|
produce from farms toshipping points
This condition, however, has not had'
much apparent effect in enlarging:
grain Supplies in commercialchannels,
although it. may make more of a show j
ing the near future. The prices f<;r
corn and oats ;ire so very iow that sell
ing is mostly confined to person* who
are obliged to realize The balk of the
remaiuitig supply of wheat is probably
in th hands of farmers who are able j
to carry it further; until the dollarj
price is reached or despairedof.

There are occasional intimation iv
curr.-nt correspondencethat there are
fair supplies of wheat being held back
in farmers' bins. The season has been
one of constant remark that wheat, has 'been held back, or has been scaree?

the latter condition being made to ap-
pear the more emphatic by the iiou
selling policy of producers. Iv view of
such a.record it h made possible if not
probable that later on the offerings
may be shown to be more liberal than
prevailing ca'cuiationshave recogniz
cd. For rlie immediate future the in-
dications di not suggest important
chauges iv the offerings or movement
of wheat or other grain.

Current correspondencereflects con-
siderable comment about damage to
the wheat crop, notably in Indiana,
and to some extent westward,but such
reports are not more numerous than
previously, and taken as a whole fa
vorable conditionsattending the grow-
ing crop largely predominate.

Tho wheat market has had some up-
ward tendency the past week, but a
part ef the gain has been lost, mani-
festly due to realizing sales of specula-
tive holdings At theclose May wheat
at Chicago is l|c higher than a week
ago. Corn is slightly higher, and oats
lower.

May wheatat Chicago closed l|c be-
low the highest point of the week,lj o
above the lowest point, and 15chigher
than a wee'; ago.

Corn at Chicago for May closed #c
below the highest point of the week,
ie above the lowest point of the week,
and $c lower than a week ago.

Wheat rec ipts at primary markets
were 1,586000 bushelß for the week
against 2,7.'8.000 the preceding week,
and H 610 OOJ last year.

Corn receipts were 2,395.000 bushels,
agninst 2.875,000 the preceding week,
and 3,308,000 last year.
