Augusta Co. Emigrants in the Snow Bound
Northwest.

In our recent issues we have referred to
the emigration of quite a number of our
Valleypeople to North Dakota, Some of
the party were from Augusta and Roock-
bridge counties. The letter we pablish be-
low is from our former correspondent and
county man, living in the Roman neighbor-
hood. :

CARRINGTON, NORTH DAKOTA,
April 2nd, 1897.

MRz. EpiToR :—If you will allow me a lit-
tle space I shall give you a brief deseription
of our trip to North Dakota. Marech 30th,
eleven of us left Virginia, and met a num-
ber of others from the Valley of Virginia,
at Chicago and reached our destinaticn here
April 2nd, at 4 p. m.

The Carrington Cornet Band met us at the
depot aud serenaded our party. There were
befween 300 and 400 emmigrants. The
Northern Pacific R. R. Co. were very accom-
modating. They have run us off on a side
track and will leave the cars here for our
useseveral days. The cars are well equipped
and include the services two of porters for
the twelve cars. We have stoves, for cook-
ing purposes and for heating the cars. We
have all necessary cooking utensils and
good beds on each car.

We find things just as they wererepresen t-
@d to us and our trip cost us but $24.65. Af-
ter wereached Minnesota there was plenty
of snow, the deepest drifts 1 ever saw, there
were some perhaps 12 feet or more. How-
over the snow has been melting rapidly,
though there is plenty left yet.

It has been raining steadily all day, and
if it continues there will be many long and
lonesome faces among us. We passed the
Dal Rimple farm in North Dakota, which
is said to be the largest agricultural farm
in the world.
~ There are 35.000 acres under cultivation,
and the whole farm consists of 50,000. A large
part of Minnesota is covered with water and
many houses are surrounded by the flood.
There are three good churches in Carring-
ton, which has a population of about 800
people.

Part of our ecrowd were offered farms at
$25 per acre, but have not yet aceepted. Girls
for domestic work demand from §12 to $15
wages per months. The emigrants have
eome to work on farms, some to rent, and
others to take up land. All the settlers
seem well satisfied and do not desire to
remove Ea#§j again.

However we have been informed that the
winters here are terrific, and that the ther-
mometer sometimes registers as low as 35°
below zero. The jolly fat man in our party
tips the scales at 307 1bs and is a Jrmho

among the gcttlers.
