Jefferson's Birthday.
The 154th anniversary of Jefferson's

Birthday was celebratedlast week, at
theMetropolitanHotel in Washington,
by a subscription dinner given under
the auspicesof the National Associa
tion of Democratic Clubs. Mr. Wil-
liam J. Bryan, thelate democraticcan-
didatefor president, was the guest of
honor. Senators,Representativesand
others conspicuous in the councils of
the democratic party were present,
many of them from a distance. Mr.
Chauncy F. Black, of Pennsylvania,
presided, and RepresentativeMcMillin
actedas toastmaster. Mr. Bryan was
greeted with a lusty cheer as he enter-
ed thehall.

The dinner began promptly at eight
o'clock, an orchestra playing national
airs, blendedwith Southern melodies,
toconform in simplicity to thespirit of
the dinner. The toasts wereproposed
and briefly responded to, except in the
case of Mr. Bryan, whospokeat length*
to the toast, "Thomas Jefferson."

In the course of his address he said:
"Thepresentadministration is seek-

ing to turu public attentionto thetariff
question, bat if our reasoning is well
founded, an increase of taxes cannot
restore prosperity tothe producers of
wealth. If the Dingley bill brings
general and permanentprosperity, the
democraticparty willnot be ina posi-
tion towin a contest by opposing it.
If. on the other hand, the Dingley bill
proves a disappointment to thosewho
advocate it, onr position of 1896willbe
strengthened, and public attention
willbe riveted upon the fact that the
cause of financial depression is to be
found in ourmonetarysystem.

"There is much in recent events to
encourage thefollowersof ThomasJef-
ferson. The spring elections indicate
a growing sentimentalong the linesof
the Chicago platform. In fact, the elec
tionswhich have taken place show so
greata gain that therepublicanparty
may now be considered aminority par-
ty. It has butonehopeofescape from
tbe wrathto come, and that is to se
cure bimetallism by international
agreementbefore the peopleof the na-
tionhaveanotheropportunity tospeak
at the polls. While we who believe in
independent bimetallism, generally re-
gard an international agreement as
neither necessary norpossible, we may
well hopefor success to any who may
make the attempt to secure foreign as-
sistance. If ouropponents succeed in
opening the mints of other nations, as
well as their own mints, we shall
rejoice, because the condition of the
peoplewill be improved, and they will
able to proceed with other remedial
legislation. If, however, the republi-
can party, after pledging itself to se-
cure internationalbimetallism,finds it
impossible to fulfil thatpledge, its ex-
pressed preference for a double stand-
ard will rise up to condemn it if it at-
tempts to continue longer the evils of
the gold standard."

Silver Commission to go in May.
Washington, Apr. 14 ?The three

Commissionersappointedby President
McKinley to promote an international
bimetallicconference, expect to leave
for Europe about the middleof May.

Senator Wolcott, oneof the Commis
sioners, said today thatgold standard
countries would oppose any further
depreciationof silver, and that efforts
werenow being made to prevent any
further fall of silver in India. He adds
that from what he learned while
abroad last year, moreover, he is most
sanguine of results. He anticipates
littleopposition in this country to the
commission's task. What opposition
thereis comes from the Otrman bank-
ers of New Yorkwho arealready fight
ing bimetallism,and whose opposition
the commissionwill meet whenit goes
to Europe.

The selection of Senater Wolcott,
ex-VicePresident Stevensun and Gen. I
Paiue, have been highly commended.
It appears that the choice of Mr. Stev-i
enson was the President's own, no one
appearing to "urge his appointment.

Hew be Sprat kis Millions.
A short timeago an eccentric mil-

lionaire died at Vienna who, during
his life time, was a collectorin the full
sense of the word. He livedalone in a
large dwelling, and when he heirs ap-
peared tliey found nothing of value
except thecollections. In one trunk a
magnificentlyarranged stamp collec-
tion, worth about $120,000, was found;
tbree cabinets were full of unused
railroad ticketsfrom all parts of the
globe, representing a face value of
several hundred thousand dollars, ar-
ranged in geographical order. This
collectionis most interesting, since it
contains some specimens of the very
first beginnings of railroading, among
'others tickets for a ride from Troy to
Albany, and from Albanyto Kowburg.
issued during the first year's existence
of therailroad between those points.
Tbe collection of coins found compris-
f* more than 80.000 specimensand was
sold for $320,000. The stamp collection
was bought by an English dealer for
$75,000; but nobody has yetbeenfound
who wants to give anything at all for
the collectionof railroad tickets,which
is considered unique, but which was
rejected by the Austrian and Germanl
governments, to which it was offered, |
because of the enormous price asked
for itby the heirs. While he spent
during his lifetimemore than $450,000
on this collection,the heirswillbe sat-
isfied to realize lessthana thirdof that
sum from the sale of it.
