Jaltimore& Ohio has beenmak-
amber of engine tests on the
i berween Brunswick and Cum-
[, Md., with satisfactory results.

One locomotiverecentlyhauleda train
of sixty coal cars, which weighed on
the average31,000pounds each, with-
out difficulty between Brunswick and
Martinsbnrg, where the grade is entra
ordinarily heavy. Another train of
thirty two loaded cars, aggregating
1500 tons in weight, was hauled by the
same locomotive up the same grade
without difficulty. This isbelievedby
expertsto be the heaviestweight ever
hauled by a locomotiveunderthesame
conditions. A freight engine built by
the Baldwin Locomotive Works and
another by the Richmond Locomotive
Works have also been tested with
trainsof thirty twocars, on what is
termedthe Mount Airy grade, which
oneof the heaviest on the division.
The locomotives pulled the trains
withoutdifficulty.

The Bureauof Statisticshas supplied
some datawhich willassist the public
to form an idea of the vastness of the
Mississippi flood and which the New
\ork Journal of Commerce condenses
as follows: "The submerged area is
computedto exceed20,000 squaremiles
or nearly half the area of the State of
New Yorkand a thirdmore than the
areaof thethree Southern New Eng-
land Statescombined.

The report
states that the enormous amounts
which hitherto have been cut annual-
ly cannot be had beyond the next five
or six years, even with Canadato help
eke out our deficiencies. It is said that
since 1873 therehas been cut in Michi
gan, Wisconsin and Minnesota 155,000-
--000.000 feet, board measure,and 83,000.-
--000,000 shingles, and in the wholecoun-
try the equivalent of 200,000,000,000
feet, board measure. The wood-pulp
industry now consumes 800,000,000feet
of pine, spruce and hemlock annually.
The average annual consumption of
the timber is twenty billion feet, and
there is left standing in the Northern
Statee,it is estimated, one hund-ed
billionfeet, coniferous growth.
