The Lilley Condon Contest

Judge Grimsly held the special term for: Judge McLaughlin bete In t week. The
| most interesting case decided by him was
the contested election oase of Lilley vs.
Condon, a brief history of the case may be
apropos. At the last general election
Col. Jno. D. Lilley was returned elected
road commissioner from the Riverheads dis-
trict. His opponent was Mr. D. 8. Condon,
when the canvassing board met to examine
the returns they decided th«t Greenville had
no right to vote as that was anincorporated
town, and threw out the whole precinc?
this elected Condoa, and he was awarded
the certificate. Col. Lilley then entered a
contest in the County court. On a hearing
before Judge Chalkley, he decided that the
County court had no jurisdiction and dis-
missed the contest. From this Col. Lilley
appealed to the Circnit Court and the Cir-
cuit court now reverses, Judge Chalkley
and on an agreed stateof facts madethe fol-
lowing decision. For the opinion as con-
densed below we are indebted to the yews:

Ist. That thetown of Greenville previous
to theact of incorporationof lßß3constiuted
a partof the Riverheads magisterialdistrict
of Augusta county, aud being a part aud
parcel of the district, the residents of said
town had a right to vote for all elective of-
ficers at the polling place for said magis-
terial district.

2nd. That the act incoiporating said town
passed iv 1883 does not havo the effect of
creating said town into a separate alection
district, but is still continuespart and parcel
of Riverheads magisterial district.

3rd. That the third article of theconstitu-
tion in regard to the elective franchise, de-
claring that the voter shall be a citizen of
the United States anda resident of the coun-
ty, city or town in widen he offers to vote
was not designedto include thetowns which
by act of Assembly constitute a part and
parcel of the magisterial districts of coun-
ties but only towns which by the constitu-
tion were designed to have a separate or-
ganization and which, iii some measure like
the counties, were mere political subdivi-
sions of the State for the more convenient
and economical administration of govern-
mental affairs and hence the residents of
Riverbeads distriot being outsideofthe town
had the right to vote at a polling place for
the district within thetown and the citizens
of the town had also the right to vote for
district officers unless prohibited by some
aotof the GeneralAssembly.

4th. That the special road law of 1884
creating road districts in the county accord-
ing to the boundary limits of the several
magisterial districts made the town of
Greenvillea part and paroel of the River-
heads road district because it was a part of
themagisterial district aud the residents of
said town being qualified voters of the mag-
isterial district, were by the terms of the
road law made qualified voters to vote for
the road commissioner of the Riverheads
road district

sth. That the mere fact that ther town
charter of the town of Greenville provides
for the exemption of tbe property of the
town from road tax, and provides that the
town should take care of its poor, a privi-
lege which the town might or might not ex-
ercise at it pleasure, do as not disqualify
the iesidents ofsaid town from voting at the
election held for road commissioner any
more than it disqualifies them from voting
for supervisor of the district: an officercon-
stituting a member of theroad boardfor the
district which board is charged with the
duty of imposing or rather recommending
to the board of supervisors the amount of
road tax for Riverheads district. Hence the
action of the board of county canvassers in
excluding from the canvass of votes cast for
road commissioner thevote oftheGreenville
precinct was illegal and of no effect. It
ought to have been embraced in the count
